In April 2022, the Cochise County Sheriff’s Office received a generous donation
from the National Criminal Enforcement Association in memory of Captain Robbie E.
Bishop, E.O.W., to support our Canine Program.

You received a request from the Sierra Vista Police Department (SVPD) for
assistance in outfitting two new Tahoe vehicles with K9 cages. SVPD has acquired two
new K9s and two new vehicles to enhance their operations.
