RE: LIQUOR LICENSE APPLICATION – SERIES 12 AND SERIES 6- FOR 

“Dirty Birdies”. 

 

 

 

On October 6th, I initiated an investigation into an application for Series 12 (Restaurant) and 

Series 6 (Bar) liquor license filed by Amy Nations (Agent), Karan Patel (Controlling Person), 

Kunal Patel (Controlling Person) and Steven Alvin (Controlling Person). The license # is 

06030040, and it is for Dirty Birdies located at 2285 E. Butler Ave 

 

I conducted a query through local systems and public access on Amy, Karan, Kunal and Steven. 

I found no derogatory records for Amy, Kunal. I found that Karan had been arrested for 

disorderly conduct and threatening and intimidating in February of 2019 which was ultimately 

dismissed in court. Karan was also arrested for a DUI in February 2017 in which he pled guilty.  

 

Steven was arrested for theft in 1998 but pled guilty to a lower charge. Steven was also arrested 

for possession of marijuana for sale and unlawful use of a means of transportation in 1997 but 

pled guilty to unlawful use of a means transportation and the other charge was dropped by the 

court. 

 

I discovered that Amy works for Arizona Liquor Industry Consultants and has several other 

liquor licenses. I found no current or historic liquor violations under this existing license number 

or applicants. I found that Casey has taken the mandatory liquor law training. I found that Steven 

has taken the mandatory liquor law training.  

 

I spoke to Steven about this application. He confirmed that she or one of the other applicants 

would attend the council meeting on October 20th, 2020. The hours that Dirty Birdies would be 



open would be for breakfast, lunch and dinner, however; they plan to be open until 2AM at least 

on the weekends.
