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Homelessness in America
552,830 PEOPLE
• 67% were adults in households w/out 

children
• 33% experienced homelessness as part 

of a family
• 65% stayed in sheltered locations
• 35% stayed in unsheltered locations

Homelessness in Arizona

10,979 people experiencing homelessness 
in Arizona on any given night

• 14% are considered chronically homeless
• 11% are veterans
• 18% are adults with serious mental illness
• 18% are adults with substance abuse 

disorders
• 2% are adults with HIV/AIDS
• 21% are victims of domestic violence
