Watershed Conditions
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Watershed Conditions
Primary changes in watershed:
•Aspen and Oak growth is improving though spatial extent is not changing

•Early successional forbes and grasses are predominant, and some mid successional grasses 
are also evident

•Significant blowdown of dead trees which provides some stabilization to the slopes

•Higher litter coverage

Looking Forward:

•Appears that there is some recovery (veg growth, litter coverage) happening

•From 2022 through 2024 there is not significant vegetation change

•Monitoring still recommended to learn from storm events

•Based on some ques from the 1977 Radio Fire, this watershed may be on a long slow 
recovery 



2024 Monsoons

While rainfall is near the average, 2024 storms on the Museum Fire specifically have been smaller, or long duration storms.

Spruce Wash Budget

• Total Estimated Project Costs: $39M
• Funding Sources: 

• Bond (Proposition 441) - $26M

• Water Services (Drinking, Storm & Waste Water) - $0.7M

• Streets (Road Repair & Street Safety) - $5.5

• Transportation (Proposition 419) - $0.5M

• USFS (Wedge Basin) - $3.5M

• FEMA HMGP (Cedar Crossing) - $1M

• USACE (Killip Inlet) - $1.5M

• FEMA/DEMA (Ponderosa Park Area) - $1.5M

• TOTAL: $40M

• PENDING GRANT (Killip Secondary Outlet): $1.7M

• Flooding also occurs outside of 
post-fire areas and residents 
should remain vigilant.

•Continued push for grants

Flood prevention grants

• Visit flagstaff.az.gov/floodproof

• Property owners and renters can apply for grant 
funding for materials to protect their home

• Apply online or in person for a grant up to 
$7,500 (options for upfront funding)

• Funding can be used to purchase flood gates for 
windows or doors, sealants for foundations, and 
temporary flood barriers

• Applications are processed on a rolling basis, 
utilizing a first-come, first-served approach, 
while funding lasts
