As to item 9c, Commissioner Perona stated he does not remember declaring this property as
surplus land.  He does not believe the board had formally considered this property as
disposable.  When you do the numbers of the costs it comes out to roughly $30,000 a parking
space, stating this makes him feel uncomfortable.  He wants to make sure that at the end of the
period, no matter how great the applications are, that this is something the City wants to do. 
Commissioner Perona does not believe the 36 spaces that will be obtained with the $1.3
million investment really gets that job done.
 
Deputy City Manager Nick Mimms indicated that Mr. Berg came before the Commission at a
conference agenda with the Planning Department and his Square Grouper project and at that
time suggested a private/public partnership to look at ways to improve parking conditions at
the jetty area.  At that meeting, it was suggested that to pursue further development on this
publicly owned parcel, an RFP process would be required.  The RFP process started with an
advertisement in April, a closing date in May, the RFP proposals were evaluated in June with
presentations of the proposals in July.  The highest ranked proposal was from Jim Berg/Jam 3
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LLC; staff recommendation is to obtain authorization from the Commission to enter into
contractual negotiations with this company to determine if their proposal is feasible for the City
of Fort Pierce.   They are proposing parking, lighting and access improvements, and a small
commercial retail development.
 
Commissioner Becht stated the City has a piece of property purchased for $1.1 million for
historical perspective.  A quarter of an acre of this property was used to complete the
roundabout, it would have been difficult to complete without it.   The public benefit would be in
the 36 parking spaces, but feels the 4,000 square feet of retail will compound the exacerbated
parking problem.  He does not see the public benefit in the Conceptual Plan.  Commissioner
Becht stated that if the Board as a whole is interested in labeling this as surplus property when
the City sells to a private user it will compound an already bad parking problem.  He suggested
selling the property 2 to 3 years from now, take that money to purchase a larger parcel a few
blocks over to install interior parking.  Then the people could park and walk to the waterfront
areas.  He calls this good planning and further suggested a partnership with the County
because of their vested interest in solving the problem.  This is not the use that he was looking
for; he stated he would be horrified to say that he supported this plan for the use of that public
property.
 
Commissioner Sessions does not think the City should be giving up valuable waterfront
property for parking.  If they are willing to pay waterfront prices to build a parking lot he is not
adverse to that.  However, he does not feel the City can afford to give the property in exchange
for a parking lot.  He asked if the bid process suggested or requested a monetary amount as
opposed to parking.
 
Mr. Mimms clarified the RFP did not include a minimum price; the RFP was for proposals to
redevelop the land.  Once the negotiation process has concluded, the proposal would then
come back before the City Commission with a breakdown showing the costs for sale, transfer,
lease or disposal. 
 
Commissioner Perona does not believe this to be a solution for the City’s parking issues
stating there are other solutions like a trolley system.  By selling the property it creates a tax
entity that benefits the City that could also commit to other parking solutions. He does not think
it’s time to waste their time, effort and money to go on with the RFP process.
 
Mayor Hudson stated that at some time there may be paid parking on the beach, but the
Commission has not made that decision.  Commenting that  people are currently parking on
this property and will safely assume they will  continue to park on this property, asking for
verification that the Square Grouper will continue with their development plans.  Mr. Mimms
responded that as far as he knows the development is moving forward, he is unaware of any
contingency plan involving this land.  
 
Planning Manager Rebecca Grohall interjected that this is a buildable lot but, it is highly
unlikely to get a hotel or motel.  The amount of acreage for this parcel would make it very
difficult for anything other than a typical boutique, garden style hotel.

10. PUBLIC HEARINGS
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a. Public Hearing on Proposed Allocations for CDBG 2015-2016 Action Plan
 
Grant Administrator Libby Woodruff appeared with a presentation.  The City will receive
$474,148 from HUD this year, estimating the approximate program income to be around
$6,000.  This brings the total amount of funds available for programs for the fiscal year of
2015-2016 to be $480,148.00. Ms. Woodruff outlined the suggested activities for this program
year.

Commissioner Becht responded to the mural program, stating there needs to be a
maintenance agreement in place for all City murals. 

Commissioner Sessions feels the Percy Peak Gymnasium needs to be open later than
the current 8:00 p.m. closing time.  The City cannot afford not to be open, the City needs to
take action and give younger folk's a place to go that is supervised and off the streets.  Stating
it is the wee hours of the night and early morning when the young people seem to be getting
into trouble.

Mayor Hudson opened the Public Hearing.

b. Ordinance 15-047 rezoning properties generally located at 600 S 3rd Street from I-1, Light
Industrial Zone to PD, Planned Development Zone.  SECOND READING

City Clerk Linda Cox introduced the ordinance, read by title only, into the record.
 
Senior Planner Kori Benton was available for any questions.
 
Mayor Hudson open the Public Hearing.
 
Mr. Michael Jacquin wanted to thank the Commission and inquire if there were questions for
the applicants and developer.  Mr. Pete Tesch, President of the Economic Development
Council, came forward in response to Commissioner Becht’s request for clarification of the
property’s taxable value.  He stated based on the capital budget outlay that was provided by
Rocla Industries the property’s taxable value is $1.2 million.  In consultation with the Property
Appraiser’s Office it was estimated in year 1 the total taxes generated will be $260,000, a total
of $67,133 to the City of Fort Pierce.
 
Mr. Rusty Croley added that the project estimate provided to the Commission includes the
actual budget for this project.  He stated that he cannot stand before the Commission today
and say that $10.2 million is the definite number, in the building portion there were numbers
included for site work that includes the landscaping.
 
Commissioner Becht inquired if the City can legally impose a condition that states their
contribution to the General Fund for ad valorem taxes will be no less than $60,000 for the next
10 years, irrespective of the tax value of the property.  Mr. Schwerer explained this is a very
complicated subject and requires time to research the issue.  He would have to look into that,
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stating that is similar to the payment in lieu of concept.  The Board and the applicant are not in
control of what is assessed, noting the Property Appraiser does not assess at full value. 
Secondly, he wanted to point out that a substantial portion of this is equipment which is subject
to depreciation.  In the event the Commission wishes to pursue this he made the
recommendation to postpone their decision until sometime in August to allow for the necessary
time for research.
 
Commissioner Perona stated that all he wanted was for somebody to justify to him that the
numbers provided are going to be true and accurate.  He does not want to stop the process
right now and go back over all of the information to make a decision down the line.  He just
needs validation the numbers are going to be what has been stated.
 
Mr. Jacquin reiterated that this is the information he has received.  He stated that Pete Tesch
read the numbers and everyone is trying to be forthcoming.  They have been submitted and
provided to the Commission.  He wanted to mention what they have offered $50,000 of
improvements to 3rd Street.  This was not required, he feels by doing so they have gone
above and beyond.  
 
Commissioner Sessions asked how they could legally hold them to saying this is a guaranteed
tax assessed value.  From a legal standpoint, can the City even do that?  Mr. Schwerer has
concerns on how that type of agreement could be structured to meet current legal parameters. 
He stated he cannot tell the Commission tonight if there is a way to structure that request. 
There are certain variables that they have no control over and he finds it difficult to hold the
applicant accountable to a specific dollar amount.
 
Commissioner Becht is not in favor of delaying a decision.  He stated that sometimes he
comes across as not being warm and inviting, but a huge part of his decision is based on the
initial meetings with the applicant and developer.  He had heard stated there were $10 million
of improvements and $10 million of equipment, not a combined project amount $10 million
total.  He stated that he must have been mistaken in what he heard.
 
Mayor Hudson stated there is a lot of fear out there that the City is allowing industrial uses into
our downtown area.  She thinks there is push back from the local citizens strictly because of
the location; otherwise they welcome Rocla to Fort Pierce.  The Commission is making this
decision because it will be good for Fort Pierce, she is making this decision based on the fact
the City will have a manufacturing establishment that is paying taxes.  This will alleviate the tax
burden on the citizens.
 
Commissioner Perona pointed out that the applicants did not ask for anything, he is
comfortable the number provided is real and he wants the project to move forward and wants
to welcome Rocla into the City of Fort Pierce.  Commissioner Sessions echoes Commissioner
Perona.
 
Mr. Jacquin commended Mr. Benton on all of his hard work.  He stated he has had preliminary
discussions with the Building Director Marc Meyers and they are working towards a ground
breaking to get started and get the project moving forward as quickly as possible.
 
Mr. Bob Ledoux with the Florida East Coast Railway thanked the Commission for their due
diligence.  He stated they have a vested interest for this to be a success here in Fort Pierce. 
Rocla spoke of 42 jobs, FEC will be increasing jobs in Fort Pierce as well, and there will be
ancillary positions beyond the 42 at the plant.  They appreciate all of the hard work and effort
and look forward to a long and prosperous future here in Fort Pierce.
 
Seeing no one further, Mayor Hudson closed the Public Hearing.
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  Motion was made by Commissioner Rufus Alexander, seconded by Commissioner Reginald
Sessions to approve Ordinance 15-047 with the conditions previously approved on the
development plan.

c. Approval with conditions an application for a Site Plan and Conditional Use submitted by
Mosaics Of America Inc. to construct a 14,500 S.F. structure to include a new showroom,
warehouse, and business offices located at 890 S US Highway 1, Fort Pierce, FL. 
 
Senior Planner Kori Benton appeared with a presentation. There are 3 components of their
proposed development plan; the site plan and conditional use, request for abandonment of an
alleyway as well as a request for transfer and acquisition of a small portion of property from the
City of Fort Pierce to reconfigure and provide strategic improvement to the site.  Staff
recommends the City Commission approve the project with the following conditions: 

The applicant installs an additional bike rack within 50 feet of the main entrance of the
new structure, pursuant to City Code Section 22-60(f) (1) c.

1.

The applicant shall record a shared agreement between the 2 facilities, benefitting the
abutting properties to the northwest prior to issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy.

2.

The applicants request for abandonment of alleyway contained within proposed
Ordinance 15-008 is approved prior to issuance of building permit, as the development
plan encompasses the subject property.

3.

The applicant successfully acquires the portion of city owned property (.18 acres)
contained within proposed Resolution 15-R13 prior to issuance of building permit as the
development plan encompasses the subject property.

4.

A Unity of title will be required and will be processed prior to issuance of the building permit. 
The applicant is familiar with this policy.

Mayor Hudson opened the Public Hearing.
 
Mr. Michael Jacquin stated he is here on behalf of the owner.  He wanted to give some
background on the property.  The property between the 2 parcels was a roadway with no
easements, not even for utilities.  Basically this road will remain accessible to the public,
allowing access to Dr. Moll’s property as well as improvements that will include all forms of
utilities.  He questioned the unity of title, due to the road that divides both parcels of land. They
would prefer to keep them as two separate parcels, explaining that a unity of title would
prevent them in the future from selling one parcel separate from the other.  Mr. Benton
responded that shared agreements have been explored for the sake of parking and access; as
long as long as no non-conformities are created there is the option of maintaining 2 separate
independent parcel ids.  They would have to explore that further in lieu of having a unity of
title.
 
Mr. Schwerer believes that was discussed with legal staff and legal counsel for the applicant. 
It was discussed at length therefore Mr. Benton’s suggestion would be a departure from
previous discussion to abandon the unity of title at this time.  Mr. Schwerer requested of Mr.
Jacquin have their counsel, Mr. Fee, follow up with a phone call on July 21st.
 
Mr. Benton added as long as any potential non-conformities such as parking requirements, lot
lines, setbacks and other access to and from the roadways are taken care of prior to issuance
of building permits, the City would not necessarily require the unity of title in this instance.  It is
a regulatory policy that was not recommended for approval this evening because there are two
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options for the developer to consider. 
 
Seeing no one further, Mayor Hudson closed the Public Hearing.

d. Ordinance 15-008 abandoning remaining Alleyway located between Georgia Avenue and
Hayes Road.   FIRST READING
 
City Clerk Linda Cox introduced the ordinance, read by title only, into the record.
 
Senior Planner Kori Benton appeared with a brief presentation.  Staff is recommending that
the City Commission approve the requested abandonment, contingent upon the associated
development agreement.
 
Mayor Hudson opened the Public Hearing.
 
Mr. John Foster, architect and land planner for the project, stated he appreciates all of the hard
work that city staff has done to help pull this all together.  He explained they are taking a
unused parcel and doing an infill development project that utilizes existing utilities that the city
has paid for and installed years ago.  They will be providing a significant upgrade to the
Policeman’s Memorial Park as well as providing a shield for the industrial area.  He thinks this
project is a significant improvement for the City.  Mr. Foster added this business currently
employs 50 and will be looking to take on another ten; stating the business is internationally
known throughout North America and Europe. He requests approval of the abandonment.
 
Seeing no one further, Mayor Hudson closed the Public Hearing.
 
Mr. Benton indicated that staff will coordinate with Chief Hobley-Burney and welcome her to
the process to explore the park improvements as they transpire.  There are established
improvements on the table for the Policeman’s Memorial Park, but there are future
improvements that they would like to coordinate and allow the Police Department to move
forward with what they believe the vision of this park to be.

a. Presentation "Garden of Lights" by Robin Goldman, Fundraiser/Event Coordinator with
Heathcote Botanical Gardens.

Ms. Goldman appeared with a presentation of the Garden of Lights hosted by Heathcote
Botanical Gardens. She wanted to say a special thank you to Commissioner Alexander for his
support at the Tourist Development Meeting last week.

b. Interpretation and Implementation of Section 22-3 and Definitions & Section 22-22 Vacation
Rentals
 
Senior Planner Kori Benton appeared with a presentation.   The City of Fort Pierce’s definition
for dwelling rental is very similar to the State’s definition for vacation rental.  Vacation rentals
are permitted in specific zones or require a conditional use and prohibited in others. 
 
Mr. Schwerer added that this is a subject that is highly debated throughout the state.  It is a
complicated subject; in the City code the definition of dwelling rentals appears to meet some of
the same characteristics of the State Statute vacation rentals.  It is believed the City has some
regulations that prohibit vacation rentals in place in certain zones that were adopted prior to
the effective date of June 1, 2011.  It is also believed the City has conditional use regulations
that are valid.  There is a meeting scheduled with the City Attorney and Planning staff to
further discuss this issue. 
 
Commissioner Becht suggested this presentation was premature and does not want
inaccurate information to be shared with the public.  The goal was not to confuse, but to
educate the public.
 
Commissioner Perona received an invitation to list his house as a vacation rental, commenting
there are homes that have gone into this business.  If this is illegal or not allowed, the City
needs to be able to give good information to the public and the code enforcement department.

It was the consensus of the Commission to postpone for future discussion.

  

 

c. Presentation by Joseph Noel on a City owned and/or operated charter school.
 
Commissioner Sessions feels that drastic times call for drastic measures, stating that a lot of
the youth today have lost hope.   Behavioral problems have put them out of school; he has
seen the same families and their children in and out of the court system.  The crimes and the
consequences are getting more severe, he does not feel incarceration is always the answer.
He feels the City could reach out and offer them hope and an opportunity for an education.  He
stated that Mr. Noel shared his wealth of knowledge with him of other cities that have taken
the raise the village concept and put it into practice by opening charter schools.
 
Mr. Joseph Noel stated the village concept is not new.  A great city can educate and inspire its
young people to do great things.  As cities expand and grow the schools need help and a
charter school gives a city an opportunity to operate its own school.  These schools are
publicly funded with fewer governmental regulations; the school can be as creative as
possible.  One key factor is the partnership that begins with the local school district, it is really
important for the application process to work and be approved by the State and ranked by the
State Accountability System.   He stressed that charter schools are not as large and allow for
more individual attention to the students.
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Commissioner Becht inquired how many students will this bring in, where is the money going
to come from, is there matching funds available from the state, federal and/or school board. 
Mr. Noel responded that because this is a public school, it would receive the same level of
funding as any public school would receive. Mr. Noel will look at getting the Commission a
copy of the budget for the school in Pembroke Pines or Cape Coral.
 
Mayor Hudson stated that she will follow up with the League of Cities for additional information
to be shared with the Commission.  She should have that information within a week.
 
Commissioner Sessions was excited to be able to bring something to the table that is different,
creative and outside the box.  He asked the City Manager to please not let this fall through the
cracks and requested a report be presented back to the City Commission in a timely fashion.
 
Commissioner Perona stated the City needs to look at the feasibility, the financial obligation
and risks.  He shared that charter schools in recent years have suffered due to funding issues.

 

d. Presentation of the financial report for the quarter ending June 30, 2015.

Chief Accountant Johnna Morris appeared with a brief update of the 3rd quarter financial
report for 2015.  She is happy to say that with the exception of the Marina's expense budget
and the Building's revenue projections all of the funds are meeting with their projections.  The
City is projecting at the end of this quarter an excess overage in revenue of $403,500 with
shortages in the Local Option Gas Tax and Telecommunication Tax totalling $290,000.  She
stated when taking into consideration revenue and expenses the City is over by $210,853.

Dear Chief Hobley-Burney,

I am writing today to tell you about the outstanding performance of your officers while it is still fresh in my mind. All too
often people are quick to complain and slow to praise. This letter is in praise of the teamwork, helpfulness and swift 
action of the Fort Pierce Police officers who responded to today’s fire alarm at the A.E. Backus Museum & Gallery.

At approximately 10:20 a.m. today, the Museum’s fire alarm went off. The building began to rapidly fill with smoke and 
the staff was unable to determine its source. We called 911 and the Museum’s staff began to implement our crisis 
evacuation plan. We cannot wait to see how bad a fire is before we spring into action. We must empty the building.

Officer Brian MacNaught was the first to arrive on the scene, a full ten minutes before the fire department arrived. He 
saw our staff hurriedly carrying out artwork and he immediately called for backup. Before anyone else arrived, Mac 
Naught pitched right in.

The officers who responded to the call for backup were officers: MacNaught, Sena, Rene, Louis, McWilliams, Nieves, 
Garcia and Stokes. I cannot praise them highly enough. What I saw was community policing at its finest. Some provided 
security for the paintings we were removing from the building while others carried out the artwork. Every one of them 
was exemplary in their attitude and efficiency, willingly accepting direction from Museum staff and lending every 
possible assistance. Quite honestly, they were fantastic.

As it turned out, the fire came from an air conditioning unit and turned out not to be very serious. Had the fire been in 
the roof it could have been a disaster. Without your officers pitching in, it would have taken our staff much more time to 
evacuate the building, an exhausting task on a cool day let alone in the summer heat. Once the coast was clear, your 
officers helped us carry the artwork back in, out of the heat and sun and into a secure space.

I know that you are new to the area and have yet to have a tour of the Museum so perhaps the potential gravity of a fire 
in the Museum may not be readily apparent. The conservative value of the artwork evacuated is well in excess of $5 
million. Much of it is irreplaceable and represents some of the finest Florida art in existence. 

The Museum is grateful to the officers that came to our aid and I hope you will share this letter with them.

Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program.

Hardcopy citizen surveys were also available for 22 supportive service organizations 
to distribute at their individual locations. See list of organizations on next page. 

A total of 332 completed surveys were received by the City from citizens and supportive 

service agencies and organizations. 

2. The City made available to citizens, public agencies, and other interested parties 
information that included the amount of assistance the City will receive (including grant 

funds and program income) and the range of activities to be undertaken, including the 
amount that will benefit persons of extremely low, very low and low income.  

3. A Draft 2015-2016 Action Plan was made available for citizens, public agencies and 
other interested parties to examine through posting on the City’s website and by 
reproducing copies and making them available at the Fort Pierce City Hall.  A draft 

summary of the proposed Plan was also displayed on the City’s local television station 
and in two newspapers of local circulation. The summary also listed the dates and times 

for the two public hearings that were conducted at regularly-scheduled City Commission 
meetings as well as staff contact information.  Copies of the proposed Plan were also 
available to citizens to review via U.S. mail, upon request. Please see attached copy of 

Plan Summary that was published in the two newspapers as a display advertisement. 

4. A presentation of the draft PY2015-2016 Action Plan was provided to the 

Communitywide Council (CWC) (Advisory Council) at their regularly scheduled meeting 
on June 10, 2015.  

5. Two public hearings were held during the development of the Plan during regularly 
scheduled meetings of the Fort Pierce City Commission.  The first hearing was held on

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July 20, 2015 following a presentation of the Plan by City Staff. The second public 
hearing was held during a regularly-scheduled City Commission meeting on August 3, 

2015.  Citizen comments relating to the Action Plan made during the two City

6. Comments received through the Community Needs Assessment Surveys are included in 
this Plan, beginning at the bottom of this page.

Program Administration – As of the end of July, 2015, the City expended $___ for 
project oversight, management, monitoring, fair housing compliance, and coordination of 

the CDBG program, budgeted at 20% of CDBG grant award.  
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The 2015-2016 program year will address the following outcome measures for activities in 
accordance with Federal Register Notice dated March 7, 2006. 

OUTCOME MEASURES 92.220(e) 

Activities to be undertaken during the 2015-2016 plan year are classified by the following 

objective groups and outcome measurements: 

Decent Housing w/Purpose of New or Improved Accessibility (DH-1) 

 Provide paint, paint supplies and other materials needed for World Changers 

organization to paint and repair homes of lower income citizens and reduce the 
deteriorated housing stock in the City’s older neighborhoods. (Funding allocated for 
2014-2015 program year.) 

Suitable Living Environment w/Purpose of New or Improved Sustainability (SL-1) 

 Code Enforcement services will provide at least 200 inspections of homes and other 
properties in lower-income neighborhoods during the 2015-2016 program year. 

Suitable Living Environment w/Purpose of New or Improved Accessibility (SL-2) 

 Improve/repair the infrastructure in LMI neighborhoods, including, but not limited to: 
parkways, trees, lighting, traffic calming, parking, street and alley lighting, street 
paving and improvements, etc. (Funding allocated during 2014-2015 program year.) 

Micro-Enterprise Assistance – New or Improved Sustainability (EO-1) 

 Support of local micro-enterprise businesses via technical assistance, marketing and 
advertising focused on tourism to increase their capacity and sustainability. 

Micro-Enterprise Assistance – New or Improved Sustainability (EO-1) 

 Collaborate with Service Corps of Retired Executives (Score) to provide quarterly 
workshops for existing small business in low income areas; provide grants to the 

attending businesses to purchase items to increase their business’ capacity and 
sustainability. 

Commercial Façade Improvements – New or Improved Availability (EO-2)  

 Provide matching grants to commercial property owners in the Lincoln Park 
neighborhood and along the Orange Avenue Corridor from Hwy. 1 west to 10th Street 

for façade improvements that promote revitalization and economic development. 

Neighborhood Revitalization – Community-Based Develop. Organizations (NR-1) 

 Funding to support the Lincoln Park Main Street Community-Based Development 

Organization’s promotion of low to moderate income businesses through neighborhood 
revitalization, business development, cultural/heritage tourism and historic 
preservation. 

Neighborhood Revitalization - Promotion of Local Art and Cultural Heritage (NR-2) 
 Recognize, promote and celebrate Native and African American, Latino/Hispanic, 

Cuban and Haitian cultures throughout the City by providing funds to use as match 
for state and federal grants and to maintain and/or create new art and cultural 
heritage projects which are proven to promote economic development in lower 

income neighborhoods. 

Public Service Projects to Support LMI Citizens (Other – O-1) 

 Grants to local providers of supportive services for our lower income citizens. 
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GEOGRAPHIC DISTRIBUTION/ALLOCATION PRIORITIES 91.220 (d) and (f) CDBG 
TARGET AREA BOUNDARY  

Target areas and boundary limits are established for infrastructure improvements/ 
development and capital improvement programs that are located in areas of the City where 

no less than 51% of the population is very low and low income. CDBG housing activities will 
occur within the corporate limits of the City of Fort Pierce. Infrastructure and capital 
improvement projects will continue to be conducted only in areas that are more than 51% 

very low and low-income as determined by the Census Bureau.  

The City of Fort Pierce will use at least 70% of its CDBG funds within the census block 

groups that have high concentrations of low-and moderate income (LMI) persons. These 
block groups represent the greatest need for housing rehabilitation, improvements to 
overall living environments, and public service projects.  

The assignment of priority needs was made on the basis of input from housing and 
supportive service organizations, the community survey, staff, input at public hearings and 

City staff assessment of needs. 

ANNUAL AFFORDABLE HOUSING GOALS 91.220 (g) 

For program year 2015, the City of Fort Pierce will implement the following affordable 

housing goals to benefit extremely low, very low and low income residents, including 
homeless, non-homeless, and special-needs households to provide affordable housing by 

using funds made available for the specific activities including, rental assistance, production 
of new units, rehabilitation of existing units, or acquisition of existing units. 

Decent Housing Goal: Provide safe and affordable housing to extremely low, very low and 
low-income residents by providing rental assistance to families with annual household 
incomes of less than 80% of the Area Median Income (AMI).  

Strategy: Use funds as available in State Housing Initiative Partnership (SHIP) to 
rehabilitate homes belonging to low and very low-income citizens.  Partner with Habitat 

for Humanity and World Changers who will provide manpower and materials needed to 
renovate homes belonging to very low and low income homeowners in Fort Pierce. 
Continue collaborating with the Fort Pierce Utilities Authority and Indiantown to refer 

very low and low-income homeowners to these entities for weatherization assistance. 

Affordable Housing Goal: Provide safe and affordable housing to extremely low, very low 

and low-income residents by providing homeownership opportunities to families with 
annual household incomes of less than 80% of the Area Median Income.  

Strategy: Use State Housing Initiative Partnership (SHIP) funds, as available, to provide 

down payment and closing cost assistance to qualifying low and very low-income 
citizens.  

PUBLIC HOUSING 91.220 (h) 

The City of Fort Pierce does not currently administer public housing projects; however, the 
City does work in partnership with the Fort Pierce Housing Authority (FPHA) as funding is 

available to support public housing projects.  

The City allocated a portion of its 2013-2014 program year’s CDBG allocation to provide 

‘Local Government Support’ in the amount of $37,500, as required by the Florida Housing 
Finance Corporation (FHFC) to enable the FPHA to apply for housing tax credits to 

rehabilitate the former Fort Pierce Hospital into a combination of mid-rise three-story and 
duplex apartments for very low income seniors and disabled citizens. To date, the FPHA’s 

application has not been funded; however, the City has continued to designate the $37,500 
in CDBG for this project. 

The Fort Pierce City Commission approved this allocation to support the FPHA’s efforts to 

provide safe, affordable housing to lower income senior and disabled citizens. 
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The FPHA recently reapplied for the tax credits for this project. We will continue to partner 
with the Housing Authority during the 2015-2016 program year to promote the availability 

of safe and affordable rental housing for extremely low, very low and low-income residents.  

The City of Fort Pierce will also continue to support the FPHA in any effort put forth to 

encourage public housing residents to become more involved in the management of their 
own lifestyle and participate in homeownership opportunities.  

HOMELESS AND SPECIAL NEEDS 91.220 (i) 

The City of Fort Pierce has a long-standing community partnership with the Treasure Coast 

Homeless Services Council, who provides homeless services to residents in St. Lucie, Indian 
River and Martin Counties. The City of Fort Pierce is located in St. Lucie County. The City 

benefits from available resources provided by the Council, but does not, and will not in the 
current program year, be invested in administering programs that will take action in 

eliminating the ongoing problem of chronic homelessness.  

Several local public and private agencies provide transitional housing, food supplements, 

rent and utility subsidies, and counseling services to persons who suffer from homelessness. 
The City provided Public Service Agency (PSA) grant awards to three of these organizations, 
Harvest Outreach, Jack’s Food Pantry and Mount Bethel Human Services to increase their 

ability to provide food and other services to the homeless and extremely low income within 
the City of Fort Pierce. The City will continue to collaborate with local supportive service 

organizations and continuously apply for other funding opportunities to address the needs 
of our citizens.  Additionally, the City disseminates information on available resources to 

residents, as needed. 

The City is currently actively meeting with several local agencies to draft a Continuum of 

Care Plan for the Fort Pierce area that coincides with the COC in place in surrounding 
communities. 

Regarding actions set forth to assist persons who are not federally defined as “homeless” in 

accordance with 91.215 (e) or those at risk for homelessness, the City has elected to work 

in partnership with the Treasure Coast Homeless Services Council and officially adopt 
actions demonstrated in the annual Continuum of Care Plan created and adhered to by the 
Council, as well as providing the appropriate information to residents in need of assistance. 

BARRIERS TO AFFORDABLE HOUSING 91.220 (j) 

During the 2015-2016 Program Year, the City of Fort Pierce will administer the State-

funded State Housing Initiative Partnership (SHIP) housing program to help address 
barriers to affordable housing. 

The City is collaborating with Habitat for Humanity and offering tracks of land in various 

areas in several neighborhoods for Habitat projects. 

OTHER ACTIONS 91.220 (k) 

The City of Fort Pierce will maintain and continue its aggressive efforts to remove any 
obstacles to meeting the needs of the underserved, foster and maintain affordable housing,  
reduce the number of poverty-level families, develop institutional structure, and enhance 

coordination between public and private agencies. 

The City plans to take the following actions to address obstacles to meeting the needs of 

the underserved:   

1. Provide Support for Low-Income Residents through Public Services:  

Provide funding through grant opportunities to local public supportive service 
organizations to assist in the provision of food, recreational and educational programs 
for underserved lower-income individuals and families. 
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2. Provide Economic Development Opportunities for Low and Moderate Income 

Persons: 

a. Collaborate with local college, Workforce Solutions, the Service Corps of Retired 
Executives (SCORE), and other community supportive service providers to promote 

information on the availability of: 

1. Job skills training 

2. Employment opportunities 

3. Financial management training 

b. Provide grants to businesses in the Lincoln Park neighborhood and along the Orange 

Avenue Corridor, two of our most distressed areas. Grants will be awarded following 
owners attending at least 2 (two) of the SCORE workshops described in #2 above 

and can be used to purchase items to increase the business’ capacity and 
sustainability, including grease traps, signage, and other equipment. 

c. Fund the Lincoln Park Main Street Organization’s promotion of businesses belonging 

to low to moderate income citizens through neighborhood revitalization, economic 
development, the creation of jobs, expansion of tourism and historic preservation. 

3. Continue to implement the Fair Housing Plan  

The City will undertake the following actions during the 2015-2016 program year to 

continue to implement the Fair Housing Plan: 

a. Continue to investigate and respond to fair housing complaints; 

b. Increase fair housing education efforts through advertisements in For Rent/For Sale 
classified section in the local newspaper and on the City’s website; 

c. Create an official proclamation during fair housing month, April, 2016;  

d. Continue to evaluate the need for additional fair housing education and enforcement 
activities in the community; 

e. Add HUD’s English and Spanish :30 second fair housing commercials to the City’s 
television station; and 

f. Update our existing Analysis of Impediments to Fair Housing Plan and submit it with 

our 2016-2020 5-Year Consolidated Plan in August, 2016. 

4. Remove Barriers to Affordable Housing 

There are many factors that affect the cost and production or maintenance of housing 
affordable to extremely low-, low-, and moderate-income families (at or below 80% of 

AMI (Average Median Income). An analysis of these factors has aided the City in 
developing programs that reduce the adverse effects of these constraints on the supply 

and cost of housing.  

Most of the City of Fort Pierce’s policies were enacted to protect and further public 
welfare. For instance, building codes and subdivision standards are required by law for 

the protection and general welfare of the community. Development impact fees are 
recovered from the developer to assure that the public costs of new developments are 

paid by that development. While recognizing the changing need of public policies, the 
City will review them periodically to determine whether they have become excessive or 
represent an unnecessary constraint on the development or maintenance of affordable 

housing. 

5. Foster and Maintain Affordable Housing 

Policies for producing and preserving Affordable Housing include: 

a. Continue Code Enforcement’s work in lower income areas; 

b. Use State Housing Initiative Partnership (SHIP) funds to provide repairs to homes 

belonging to low and moderate income citizens; 
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c. Partner with Habitat for Humanity to leverage manpower and materials needed to 
repair homes belonging to low and moderate income citizens; 

d. Partner with the World Changers organization to provide home repairs, paint and 

yard cleanup activities for low and moderate income citizens; and 

e. Collaborate with private developers and the Housing Authority to promote affordable 

housing construction and opportunities for rental assistance. 

6. Continue to Enhance Institutional Structure 

The City will continue to collaborate internally and with local non-profit supportive 
service agencies and organizations to carry out the activities covered by the 

Consolidated and Action Plans.  

The City is actively collaborating with the Treasure Coast Homeless Coalition, the Fort 

Pierce Housing Authority and numerous local support service organizations to assess the 
extent of homelessness, evaluate existing services, and help establish workable 
solutions to further the Coalition’s Continuum of Care strategy for the homeless in the 

Fort Pierce area.  The City will also continue to collaborate to assess the strengths and 
gaps between public and assisted housing providers, and among public and private 

health, mental health and other service agencies. 

RESOURCES (91.220 (c) (1)) 

The following federal resources are anticipated to be received during the 2015-2016 

program year:  

 CDBG entitlement funding for 2015-2016 is $474,148. 

 Anticipated program income for program year 2014-2015 is $6,000.  

 
The following non-federal resources are anticipated to be received during the 2015-2016 

program year:  

 State Housing Initiative Partnership (SHIP) funds in the amount of approximately 

$200,000 which will be used to rehabilitate homes belonging to income- and SHIP-
program-qualified Fort Pierce citizens. 

 The City will make application to various Federal, State and local funding sources to 

provide additional support for community supportive services, economic 
development activities, housing rehabilitation and home foreclosure assistance, as 

available. 

 Grants from Alleghany Franciscan Ministries to complement our 2015-2016 CDBG 
allocations for Public Services, Commercial Façade Grants and Small Business Grants. 

MONITORING 

The City will continuously monitor to ensure programs are being carried out in accordance 

with all U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development statutory and regulatory 
requirements and with the City Consolidated Plan and annual Action Plan.   

Monitoring will cover programs administered by the City with funds received from HUD.  In 

addition, the monitoring will include a review of information being submitted to HUD to 
ensure that information and data submitted are correct and complete.  An annual report 

will be prepared on the monitoring results, and submitted to the CDBG Communitywide 
Council (CWC) for review. 

The City will also conduct onsite monitoring of all sub-recipients, as needed, to ensure 
compliance with all applicable statutory and regulatory requirements.  The City monitors 
expenditures on a monthly basis to ensure the timeliness expense of CDBG entitlement 

funds.   
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The City of Fort Pierce is committed to using federal funds appropriately and in such a 
manner that maximizes the public benefit to low- and moderate-income residents. The City 

currently utilizes a variety of administrative mechanisms to ensure the success of their 
endeavors through project monitoring and program monitoring. 

The City recently completed an on-site monitoring (May, 2015, Daytona Beach, Florida) 
visit of our policies and procedures.  Following the monitoring visit, we received a letter 
from our HUD representative stating that there were no findings. 

 
Project Monitoring 

The goal of project monitoring is to ensure that HUD-funded projects and activities are 
implemented in a timely manner in accordance with Federal regulations and other statutory 
or regulatory requirements. As a means to achieve this goal, the City’s project monitoring 

effort focuses on identifying deficiencies, promoting corrections, and providing technical 
assistance in order to improve the performance of the City and all its partners. This process 

involves effective communication and cooperative, problem-solving relationships between 
the City and its contractors/sub recipients/project sponsors. 

Project monitoring activities are comprised of desk reviews and/or on-site visits during 

which management procedures, goal establishment and achievement, record keeping, 
organizational financial status, construction and labor standards, procurement procedures, 

and many other areas are reviewed.  

Desk Review 

Desk review is an ongoing process in which the program representative responsible for 
overseeing the project uses all available information to review the sub recipient’s or project 
sponsor’s performance in carrying out the approved project or activity. This review process 

enables the City to identify problems requiring immediate attention and to prepare for more 
in-depth on-site monitoring. 

Material used for this review includes, but is not limited to, monthly reports and receipts 
and proof of payment for expenditures, the executed sub recipient/ project sponsor 
agreement, requests for reimbursement, monthly, quarterly and annual reports, audits, 

and the certificate of liability insurance, client eligibility information, documentation from 
previous monitoring visits, and the original funding application. 

On-Site Monitoring 

On-site monitoring is a structured review conducted by the program representative at the 
locations where project activities are being carried out or project records are being 

maintained. In preparation of the on-site monitoring visit, the assigned monitor contacts 
the agency to explain the purpose of the visit, schedules a time and date, sends a 

confirmation letter, and performs a desk review. 

Once on-site, the monitor reviews the sub recipient/project sponsor files, including source 
documentation, to ensure compliance with all regulations governing their administrative, 

financial, and programmatic operation. The monitor also verifies that their performance 
objectives are on target and that the activity or project is projected to be completed within 

budget. This information is utilized to complete the appropriate checklist and provide the 
sub recipient/project sponsor with tentative conclusions during the exit interview. 

Staff in the City’s Department of Urban Redevelopment (DUR) is responsible for on-site 

monitoring. Additionally, the DUR performs a monthly desk review and may conduct on-site 
monitoring visits, as needed, to ensure that sub recipients are compliant with federal 

regulations and statutory requirements, as well as the terms of their sub recipient 
agreement with the City. 
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Additional monitoring takes place when individual Requests for Payment are received. Prior 
to approval, the DUR personnel verify client eligibility with regard to the criteria outlined in 

their agreements before releasing payments.

Staff Analysis:

In accordance with City Code Section 17-1, Abandonment, narrowing, etc., of streets, the applicant, Artistry 
in Mosaics, Inc., is requesting the City Commission of the City of Fort Pierce abandon a 20 ft. by 
approximately 531 ft. extension of alleyway lying in Block 8 of the Pinewood Subdivision, as identified in 
Plat Book 5, Page 32, Public Records of St. Lucie County, Florida.

The subject right-of-way was dedicated the City of Fort Pierce via the plat of the Pinewood Subdivision in
1925. A portion of the alleyway was abandoned by the City of Fort Pierce, at the request of the American 
Legion. The remaining section provides rear access to six parcels of land, intersecting the Fort Pierce Police 
Memorial Park, and two properties held, and proposed for development, by Artistry in Mosaics. 

The request is based upon the applicant’s acquisition of land abutting this extension of the subject alleyway, 
and concurrent request for Site Plan and Conditional Use approval for a development plan to expand their 
existing business. The abandonment and acquisition of this section of right-of-way provides increased 
flexibility and a strategic opportunity to integrate the design of the new facility, with the established 
operations. Furthermore, the abandonment of the subject alleyway also serves to eliminate the present rift 
between park lands on either side of the alleyway, abutting Hayes Road. 

The privatization of a portion of the alleyway, would allow Artistry to reuse the alleyway for an improved 
interior drive aisle for function of their proposed development. In order to offset alleviate the loss of rear 
access to abutting properties to the northern section of the alleyway, the applicant has designed the layout 
of the site plan to incorporate access to the neighboring sites, which will be secured via a shared access 
agreement. 

The applicant has obtained and an appraisal of the remaining segment of the alleyway. The appraised a 
market value for the portion of alleyway to be abandoned to the applicant(s) is $8,800. The entire segment 
of the alleyway would not be granted to the applicant; however, the release of the alleyway would be 
coupled with the closure of the existing means of ingress/egress with curbing, and prospective removal of 
existing asphalt upon the segment of the alleyway to be retained by the city. As no funding capacity of the 
city exists to complete the work, these improvements, amongst others to the abutting Memorial Park, are 
presented in exchange for the property, in-lieu of a monetary payment for the subject land for 
abandonment. 

The Fort Piece Utilities Authority (FPUA) has provided a conditional approval of the proposed abandonment 
provided that a utility and ingress/egress easement is reserved over the same area, in order to maintain the
existing utilities located within the platted alleyway. 

Technical Review Committee

All affected Departments have reviewed and approved the proposed Alleyway Abandonment with the noted 
retention of a utility easement.

Staff Recommendation:

The proposed abandonment has been reviewed and approved by the affected departments, and provides 
benefits that further the health, safety, and welfare of the community, Staff recommends the City 
Commission approve of the requested abandonment, contingent upon the associated development 
agreement.

CITY OF FORT PIERCE, FLORIDA FOR THE PURPOSE OF UTILITIES; 
REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES OR PARTS OF ORDINANCES IN 
CONFLICT HEREWITH; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 
 

WHEREAS, the City Commission of the City of Fort Pierce, pursuant the Charter and 

City Code of the City of Fort Pierce, has been requested to vacate and abandon a 

portion of an existing 20 foot alleyway, lying adjacent and easterly of lots 17-24 and the 

south 50.2 feet of Lot 16, Block 8, of Pinewood Subdivision within the City of Fort 

Pierce, Florida; and 

 
WHEREAS, the City of Fort Pierce has a certain alleyway or thoroughfare as hereinafter 

described, which is not needed for alleyway or thoroughfare purposes but which is 

needed for the location and maintenance of any and all utilities by the City of Fort 

Pierce, both now existing and which may be installed in the future; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City of Fort Pierce, in consideration of future development proposed by  

Mosaics of America, Inc., d/b/a Artistry in Mosaics, and subject to the conditions 

precedent set out in this Ordinance as hereafter provided, has agreed to abandon the 

subject right-of-way upon the performance and happening of said conditions prior to 

said abandonment becoming effective. 

  

NOW BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF FORT 

PIERCE, FLORIDA; 

 SECTION 1.  That portion of right-of-way, more particularly described as follows, 

be and is hereby vacated and abandoned, subject to the conditions set forth in this 

Ordinance, and there is hereby saved and reserved unto the City of Fort Pierce, Florida, 

for the use and benefit of the Fort Pierce Utility Authority an easement for all utility 

purposes over the entire tract and lands identified herein: 

A PORTION OF AN EXISTING 20 FOOT ALLEYWAY, LYING 
ADJACENT AND EASTERLY OF LOTS 17-24 AND THE SOUTH 50.2 
FEET OF LOT 16, BLOCK 8, PINEWOOD SUBDIVISION WITHIN THE 
CITY OF FORT PIERCE, FLORIDA, AS RECORDED IN PLAT BOOK 5, 
PAGE 24 OF THE PUBLIC RECORDS OF ST. LUCIE COUNTY, 
FLORIDA. 

 
As depicted on Exhibit “A”, attached hereto and incorporated herein. 

 

SECTION 2. Abandonment of said right-of-way shall be conditioned upon the 
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happening and fulfillment of the following conditions precedent: 

1. The entry and execution of an approved Developer's Agreement between the 

City of Fort Pierce and Mosaics of America, Inc., providing for and addressing, 

among other matters: 

a. The design, construction, and conveyance from Mosaics of America, Inc. a 

collection of public park improvements upon public lands identified herein:  

 

BEING A PARCEL OF LAND LYING IN SECTION 15, TOWNSHIP 35 

SOUTH, RANGE 40 EAST, ST. LUCIE COUNTY, FLORIDA BEING MORE 

PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED AS FOLLOWS: 

 

LOTS 23 THRU 26 INCLUDING THE VACATED 20.00 FOOT ALLEYWAY 

EAST OF SAID LOTS 23 AND 24, LESS THE NORTH 20.00 FEET OF LOTS 

25 AND 26, AND LESS THE EAST 10.00 FEET OF THE PORTION OF THE 

20.00 FOOT ALLEYWAY LYING WEST OF THE NORTH 20.00 FEET OF 

SAID LOT 25. ALL LYING AND BEING IN BLOCK 8 OF THE PINEWOOD 

SUBDIVISION AS RECORDED IN PLAT BOOK 5, PAGE 24 OF THE PUBLIC 

RECORDS OF ST. LUCIE COUNTY. FLORIDA. 

 

SAID PARCEL CONTAINING 28707 SQUARE FEET OR ACRES 0.659 

MORE OR LESS. 

 

As depicted on Exhibit “B”, attached hereto and incorporated herein. 

 

2. Approval by the City of Fort Pierce of a Final Site Plan, and building permit 

issuance for construction, for the Artistry in Mosaics Expansion development 

(generally described as an office, showroom, and warehouse facilities for 

expanded business operations no later than twelve (12) months from the date of 

final passage of this Ordinance, upon lands identified herein: 

 

THE NORTH 18.8’ FT OF LOT 1 AND ALL OF LOTS 2 THRU 8, 19, 19A, 20, 21, 

& 22, INCLUDING THAT PORTION OF A 20 FT ALLEYWAY LYING WEST OF 

LOTS 1 THRU 4, ALONG WITH THE EAST 10FT OF SAID ALLEYWAY LYING 

WEST OF LOTS 5 THRU 8, FURTHER INLCUDING THE SOUTH 41.40 FEET 

OF LOT 1, PLUS THE NORTH 20.0 FEET OF LOTS 25 -26, ALL LOCATED 

WITH BLOCK 8. PLAT OF PINEWOOD SUBDIVI510N AS RECORDED IN PLAT 

BOOK 5, PAGE 24 OF THE PUBLIC RECORDS OF ST. LUCIE COUNTY. 

FLORIDA. 

SAID SITE CONTAINING 2.405 ACRES MORE OR LESS. 

 

As depicted on Exhibit “C”, attached hereto and incorporated herein. 
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SECTION 3. The City shall deed an easement over the entire area to be 

abandoned for the benefit of the Fort Pierce Utilities Authority (FPUA) prior to any 

abandonment of this alleyway. 

 

 SECTION 4.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby 

repealed. 

  

SECTION 5.  This ordinance shall be and become effective upon all conditions 

precedent being met and the granting of utility easements for the benefit of the FPUA.

 THIS PROPERTY DISPOSITION AND DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT 

(hereinafter "Agreement") dated this _____ day of ___________________, 2015, is by and between 

The City of Fort Pierce, a Florida municipal corporation, whose mailing address is Post Office Box 

1480, Fort Pierce, Florida 34954 ("City"), and Mosaics of America, Inc., d/b/a Artistry in Mosaics, 

a Florida corporation, whose mailing address is 901 South 3rd Street, Fort Pierce, Florida 34950-5159 

("Developer"); (City and Developer singularly, "Party'', and, collectively, "Parties"). 

 

 WITNESSETH: 

 

 WHEREAS, Developer, as the owner of real property in the City more particularly described 

in Exhibit “A” attached hereto and incorporated herein (hereinafter "Property"), and Developer 

has requested that City abandon a portion of the alleyway adjacent to the Property, more particularly 

described in  Exhibit "B" attached hereto and incorporated herein (hereinafter "Alleyway"); and 
 

 WHEREAS, City is agreeable to such abandonment and has adopted Ordinance 15-008 

("Ordinance") containing certain conditions associated with the final effect and approval of such 

Ordinance; and 
 

 WHEREAS, Developer has further requested the City to declare as surplus a portion of City 

real property more fully described on Exhibit “C” (hereinafter "Surplus Property") and to convey the 

same to Developer as owner of the Property adjacent to the Surplus Property, and City is agreeable to 

such transfer pursuant to conditions contained in City Resolution No. N0-15-R13 (hereinafter 
"Resolution"); and 
 

 WHEREAS, Developer owns and operates an artisan/sales business at the Property and 

desires to renovate and expand improvements useful for its business by developing the Property, 

Alleyway and Surplus Property, to provide Developer additional offices, showroom and warehouse 

facility; and 
 

 WHEREAS, City and Developer believe that the renovation and expansion of improvements 

proposed by Developer, all as depicted on the site plan proposed by Developer and attached hereto as 

Exhibit "D"( hereinafter "Site Plan"), will enhance the U. S. Highway No. 1 corridor within the City 

and inspire further economic development in the City; and 
 

 WHEREAS, the business expansion and development by Developer as proposed and planned 

cannot be accomplished without unfettered ownership and use of the Alleyway and Surplus Property; 

and 
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 WHEREAS, City, subject to the conditions and requirements therein set forth, has adopted the 

Ordinance and Resolution in order to permit the improvements planned by Developer, which 

improvements shall include certain off-site improvements including but not limited to benches, 

landscaping, lighting, and a bicycle station, more particularly described in Exhibit “E” attached hereto 

and incorporated herein (hereinafter "Memorial Park Improvements"), to be made by Developer to 

the City Memorial Park, more particularly described in Exhibit “F” attached hereto and incorporated 

herein (hereinafter "Memorial Park"), abutting the development Property and Surplus Property owned 

and to be developed by Developer, which installed infrastructure and improvements shall be owned by 

the City as additional consideration for the abandoned Alleyway and transferred Surplus Property; and 
 

 WHEREAS, Developer agrees to provide design and construction services both for the 

development of its Property, together with the Alleyway and Surplus Property, and for the 

improvements to be made to the Memorial Park; and 
 

 WHEREAS, this Agreement is made by the Parties to insure that the Alleyway abandonment 

and transfer of Surplus Property to Developer takes place in exchange for 1) Agreed business expansion 

and development of all Property owned, or to be owned, by Developer as described herein, and 2) 

Completion of all obligations and commitments of the Developer in respect of the Memorial Park are 

met, and Developer will post a good and sufficient performance bond therefor. 
 

 NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements contained 

herein, and for other valuable considerations received, the receipt and sufficiency of which being 

acknowledged, the Parties mutually agree as follows: 

 
1. Recitals.  The foregoing recitals are hereby adopted and incorporated herein. 

 

2. Developer Obligations.  In exchange for the City’s Alleyway abandonment and conveyance of 

the Surplus Property to the Developer, the Developer agrees to perform as follows:   

 

a. Developer shall make application to obtain City Building Permit approvals for its 

development per the Site Plan as generally depicted on Exhibit “D” hereto, of the Property as 

additional offices, showroom, and warehouse facilities, parking, drainage, and other 

associated infrastructure. 

 

b. Developer shall obtain the requisite City permit approvals within 90 days following the 

effective date of the Ordinance and shall complete its development per the Site Plan within 

eighteen months (18) following issuance of requisite City permit approvals. 

 

c. Following issuance of the requisite City Permit approvals, the Developer, at its sole cost and 

expense, shall apply for, and obtain, an irrevocable letter of credit in favor of the City for the 

amount of $41,836.74, representing 110% of improvement value, (the “Letter of Credit”) to 

secure Developer’s performance.  

 

d. The Letter of Credit shall remain in full force and effect while Developer is improving 

Memorial Park, the Alleyway, and Surplus Property. Developer may terminate the Letter of 

Credit upon satisfactory completion of the contemplated enhancements, including but not 

limited to benches, landscaping, lighting, and a bicycle station, as depicted on Exhibit “E”, 

and following written notice to the City advising of project completion and request for 

inspection, and where the City has issued written acceptance of improvements. The City shall 
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have 30 days following such notice, unless otherwise mutually extended, to inspect Memorial 

Park and to advise, in writing, of any project deficiency.  

 

e. In the event the Developer receives a statement of project deficiency within the 10 days 

following Developer’s notice of completion, the Developer, or its contractor, shall meet with 

the City’s designated Project Manager to discuss Developer’s plan to remedy such deficiency.    

In this event, the Developer shall be given a reasonable time following the meeting to remedy 

the deficiency to the City’s satisfaction. The Letter of Credit shall remain in full force and 

effect until written acceptance is provided. 

 

3. City Obligations.  In consideration of the improvements committed for construction, and secured 

by Bond of the Developer to enhance Memorial Park for the City and its citizens, the City agrees 

to perform as follows:  

 

a. The City acknowledges that it is neither feasible nor practical for the Developer to commence 

construction upon property of which it is not the record titleholder. Therefore, Letter of 

Credit secured by Developer for the City’s protection shall serve as good and sufficient 

inducement for the City to convey the Surplus Property and to abandon the Alleyway, so that 

Developer can commence work on all of the subject property per the approved Site Plan.  

 

b. Upon issuance of the payment and performance Bond and issuance of the requisite City  

Permit approvals, whichever occurs last, the City shall abandon the Alleyway and cause the 

Surplus Property to be conveyed to Developer. To assist Developer in the orderly 

improvement of Memorial Park, the City shall appoint a “Project Manager” to act as a single 

point of contact between Developer and the appropriate City departments, agencies and 

employees. The Project Manger shall assist Developer with coordinating with City 

departments and agencies. 

 

c. Upon notice of completion of the contemplated improvements and enhancements to 

Memorial Park, including but not limited to benches, landscaping, lighting, and a bicycle 

station, as depicted on Exhibit “E”, the City shall inspect the site to determine Developer’s 

compliance with this Agreement.  In the event the Developer has failed to substantially 

comply with its construction obligation, the City shall, in writing, issue a statement of project 

deficiency, which statement shall list with particularity any such project deficiencies.  

Following Developer’s notice of completion of the Memorial Park enhancements, the City 

shall have 30 days following such notice to deliver its statement of project deficiency. 

 

4. Amendments and Extensions This agreement shall not be modified, except by written 

instrument executed by the Parties. In the event of a force majeure, the Parties agree that such event is 

grounds for extension of any time deadlines herein, and agree to cooperate on a modification providing a 

fair extension for same.      

 

5. Notices. Any notice, demand, consent, approval or other document required or permitted to be 

given to any Party to this Agreement shall be in writing and shall be delivered in person or sent by 

registered or certified mail, postage prepaid, return receipt requested, or sent by overnight courier, to the 

following address (or such other address as any Party may designate at any time in writing):

 The foregoing is not intended to require that notice of the approval or denial of 

development permits be given as above provided. 

 

6. Permitting and Review. As provided herein, the Developer recognizes and agrees that certain 

provisions of this Agreement may require the City, its departments, agencies and/or boards to consider 

and apply provisions of City codes, plans or regulations, as well as to consider or implement other 

governmental actions relating to this Agreement.  All such considerations and actions shall be undertaken 

in accordance with established requirements of law and Ordinances, including notice and hearing 

requirements where applicable, in the exercise of the City’s jurisdiction.  Nothing in this Agreement is 

intended to limit or restrict the powers or responsibilities of the City in acting upon and applying the 

City’s Comprehensive Plan or Code of Ordinances.  The Developer fully recognizes and agrees that any 

proceedings incidental thereto shall be conducted in accordance with law. Nothing contained in this 

Agreement shall entitle Developer to compel the City to take any actions, save and except to timely and 

fairly apply due process to its applications for permit approvals as may be occasioned by this Agreement.   

 

7. Venue. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the 

State of Florida.  Venue for resolution of any dispute arising hereunder shall be in St. Lucie County, 

Florida. 

 

8. Entire Agreement This Agreement contains and sets forth all the promises, covenants, 

agreements, conditions and understandings among the Parties with respect to the subject matter of this 

Agreement.  No subsequent alteration, amendment, change, or addition to this Agreement or its 

attachments will be binding on the Parties unless in writing and signed by them and made a part of this 

Agreement by direct reference. 

 

9. Miscellaneous  
a. In the event of any dispute or litigation over the terms and conditions of this 

Agreement, each party shall be responsible for its own attorneys’ fees and costs. 
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b. The terms of this Agreement shall be binding on the respective successors, 

representatives, agents, and assigns of the Parties. 

 

c. This Agreement shall be binding upon and shall inure to the benefit of the  legal 

representatives, successors and assigns of the parties hereto, and shall run with title to 

the property and be binding upon the successor or assigns of the Developer. 

 

d. This Agreement may be executed in one or more counterparts, each of which shall be 

deemed an original and all which together shall constitute one and the same 

instrument. 

 

e. Each Party has had the opportunity for its legal counsel to review this Agreement and 

has had equal responsibility for the drafting of this Agreement. 

 

f. Captions and paragraph headings contained in this Agreement are for convenience 

and reference only and in no way define, describe, extend or limit the scope or intent 

of this Agreement. 

 

g. This Agreement is solely for the benefit of the Parties to this Agreement and no right 

or cause of action shall accrue by reason hereof to or for the benefit of any third party 

not a party hereto.  Nothing in this Agreement, expressed or implied, is intended, nor 

shall be construed, to confer or give any person or entity any right, remedy or claim 

under or by reason of this Agreement or any provisions or conditions hereof, other 

than the parties hereto and their respective legal representatives, successors and 

assigns. 

   

10. Effective date.   

 

This Agreement shall be effective upon adoption and final signatures of the parties.

The purpose of this investigation and analysis was to provide our opinion of the 
Market Value of the Fee Simple Interest as encumbered and not encumbered of the 
Subject Property as of October 17, 2014.   

 
Intended Use and User of Appraisal 
 

This report has been prepared for our client, Artistry in Mosaics.  The intended use 

was to assist the client in evaluation for abandonment and possible purchase.  The 
scope of work performed is specific to the needs of the intended user and the 

intended use. No other use is intended, and the scope of work may not be 
appropriate for other uses. 
 

Legal Description 
 

There was not a legal description available for the Subject Property.  The Subject 

parcel is a right-of-way that is 20 feet x 411.34 feet and is located within the 
Pinewood Subdivision.  The Subject size is based on information from surveyor’s 
documents.  The survey is located in the Addenda section of this report.  

 
Market Value 

 
Section 1110 of Financial Institutions Reform, Recovery, and Enforcement Act's 
(FIRREA) instructions to the Office of Thrift Supervision uses the definition of 

Market Value below as developed by the Federal National Mortgage Association and 
the Federal Home Loan Mortgage Corporation, and adopted by the Appraisal 

Foundation's Uniform Standards of Professional Appraisal Practice.

Exposure Time and Marketing Time 
 
The Dictionary of Real Estate Appraisal, Fifth Edition 2010, by the Appraisal 

Institute, defines Exposure Time on page 73 as follows: 
 

“The estimated length of time the property interest being appraised would 
have been offered on the market prior to the hypothetical consummation of 
a sale at market value on the effective date of the appraisal; a retrospective 

estimate based on an analysis of past events assuming a competitive and 
open market. 

 
There is a requirement under Standard Two to report exposure time according to 
the latest USPAP publication.  “Exposure Time” is different for various types of 

property under different market conditions. 
 

We have reviewed the exposure time on the sales contained in the Sales 
Comparison Approach in this appraisal.  Based on that data and the current market, 

it is our opinion that the Subject Property would have had an exposure time of 
approximately 12 months or less. 
 

The Dictionary of Real Estate Appraisal, Fifth Edition 2010, by the Appraisal 
Institute, defines Marketing Time on page 121 as follows: 

 
“An opinion of the amount of time it might take to sell a real or personal 
property interest at the concluded market value level during the period 

immediately after the effective date of an appraisal.  Marketing time differs 
from exposure time, which is always presumed to precede the effective 

date of an appraisal.” 
 
Based on the comparable sales and our knowledge of the market it is our opinion 

that a marketing time of 12 months would have been needed for the Subject 
Property. 
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Across the Fence Method 
 
The Dictionary of Real Estate Appraisal, Fifth Edition 2010, by the Appraisal 

Institute, defines Across the Fence Method on page 3 as follows: 
 

“A land valuation method often used in the appraisal of corridors.  The 
across the fence method is used to develop a value opinion based on 
comparison to abutting land.” 

 
Across the Fence (ATF) Value 

 
The Dictionary of Real Estate Appraisal, Fifth Edition 2010, by the Appraisal 
Institute, defines Across the Fence Value on page 3 as follows: 

 
“In corridor valuation, a value opinion based on comparison with 

adjacent lands including the consideration of adjustment factors such 
as market conditions, real property rights conveyed, and location.” 
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SCOPE OF WORK 
 
According to the 14th Edition of The Appraisal of Real Estate, page 38, “Scope of 
work encompasses all aspects of the valuation process, including which approaches 
to value will be used; how much data is to be gathered, from what sources, from 
which geographic area, and over what time period; the extent of the data 
verification process; and the extent of property inspection, if any. 
 
The scope of work decision is appropriate when it allows the appraiser to arrive at 
credible assignment results and is consistent with the expectations of similar clients 
and the work that would be performed by the appraiser’s peers in a similar 
situation.” 
 

The first step in the appraisal process involved defining the appraisal problem which 
included the purpose and date of value, determining the interest being appraised, 
intended use and user of the appraisal, and identifying the real estate (legal 

description).  This step also determined if the appraisal were subject to any 
extraordinary assumptions or hypothetical conditions.  In this case of the Subject 

Property, there were none. 
 
The next step involved the inspection of the Subject Property multiple times up 

until the date of value or October 17, 2014 by Stephen G. Neill, MAI and Chris A. 
Blackwell.  The inspection allowed us to understand the physical components of the 

Subject Property.  In addition to the inspection of the Subject Property, we also 
began the data collection process and, subsequently, an analysis of the factors that 
affect the market value of the Subject Property, including a market area analysis, 

neighborhood analysis, and property data analysis. We gathered and reviewed 
information from the St. Lucie County Property Appraiser’s Office and the City of 

Fort Pierce Planning Department. 
 
The third step in the process was to determine the Highest and Best Use of the 

Subject Property as vacant and as improved.  Through the Highest and Best Use 
analysis, we determined the issues that have an effect on the final opinion of value. 

To determine the Highest and Best Use, we relied on information obtained from the 
data collection process.   

 
The fourth step was the application of the appropriate approaches to value.  No 
approaches were specifically omitted from this appraisal by the client.  Since the 

Subject Property is a Right of Way/Alley, we have utilized the Across the Fence 
method for valuation.  Since the highest and best use would be to combine with the 

property facing U.S. Highway 1, we have used the Sales Comparison Approach to 
value Subject Property. 
 

Since only one approach was used, no reconciliation of value was necessary. 
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NEIGHBORHOOD ANALYSIS 
 
The relationship of the Subject Property with surrounding properties forms the basis 
of neighborhood analysis.  The Appraisal of Real Estate, 14th Edition on page 165 

states:  “The boundaries of market areas, neighborhoods, and districts identify the 
areas that influence a subject property’s value.  These boundaries may coincide 
with observable changes in land use or demographic characteristics.  Physical 

features such as structure types, street patterns, terrain, vegetation, and lot sizes 
help to identify land use districts.  Transportation arteries (highways, major streets, 

and railroads), bodies of water (rivers, lakes, and streams), and changing elevation 
(hills, mountains, cliffs, and valleys) can also be significant boundaries.”

In the case of this appraisal assignment, neighborhood boundaries are identified by 

physical boundaries and surrounding land uses.  The neighborhood boundaries are 
considered to be as follows: 

 
   North      -  Orange Avenue 
   South      -  Midway Road 

     East/West  -  U.S. Highway 1 Corridor 
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There are five east/west corridors intersecting the neighborhood.  These are Orange 
Avenue, Delaware Avenue, Virginia Avenue, Edwards Road, and Midway Road.  
Orange Avenue, Delaware Avenue, Virginia Avenue, and Midway Road all provide 

access to I-95 to the west.  Development along U.S. Highway 1 within the specific 
area of the Subject Neighborhood is mixed.  The majority of the land along this 

section of the U.S. Highway 1 corridor is developed until you reach the southern 
area.  There are still several vacant parcels in this area of the neighborhood.  
Commercial developments within the neighborhood are dominated by local and 

national retail businesses, banks, fast food franchises, used automobile dealerships.   
 

Other commercial developments include anchored shopping centers, drug stores, 
retail centers, and gas stations.  Longstanding shopping centers in the area include 
one located on the northwest corner of U.S. Highway 1 and Virginia Avenue which 

is anchored by a Winn-Dixie and a K-Mart.  There is a center located on the 
southeast corner of U.S. Highway 1 anchored by a Publix and Staples.  In addition 

there is also a shopping center located on the northeast corner of U.S. Highway 1 
and Midway Road that is anchored with a Winn-Dixie supermarket.   
 

The new federal courthouse opened in late 2011.  This site is one and a half blocks 
at the southwest corner of U.S. Highway 1 and Orange Avenue.   
 
Toward the south of the Subject neighborhood there is an industrial area located 
near Farmers Market Road.  This area provides such industrial services as fruit 

packinghouses, equipment repair, produce supply, warehouse space, and other 
industrial-oriented activities. 

 
Conclusion 
 

In our opinion the Subject Neighborhood should continue to see growth in the 
future when demand begins to improve and the market strengthens.  The southern 

section of the neighborhood is one of the few areas along U.S. Highway 1 where 
there is still vacant land available for future development.

appropriate.  Compared to the C-4 Zone, this district is more suitable for uses 
requiring a high degree of accessibility to vehicular traffic, low intensity uses on 
large tracts of land, most repair services and small warehousing and wholesaling 

operations.  Although this zone should be located along or near arterial or collector 
streets, it is not the intent of this district to encourage the extension of strip 

commercial areas.  Instead it should promote concentrations of commercial 
activities.

The Dictionary of Real Estate Appraisal, Fifth Edition 2010, by the Appraisal 
Institute defines Highest and Best Use on page 93 as follows: 
 

"The reasonably probable and legal use of vacant land or an improved property 
that is physically possible, appropriately supported, financially feasible, and 
that results in the highest value. The four criteria the highest and best use 

must meet are legal permissibility, physical possibility, financial feasibility, and 
maximum productivity." 

 
To estimate the Highest and Best Use of the Subject, we have considered those 
uses which are legally permissible, physically possible, financially feasible, and 

maximally productive.  Consideration was given to individual features of the land 
such as size, shape, location, access to roadways, and the availability of utilities.  

Consideration was also given to the surrounding land uses and the demand for 
property in the current real estate market. 
 

Conclusion 

 
It is our opinion that the Highest and Best Use of the Subject Property is for future 
commercial/retail development in conjunction with parcel fronting U.S. Highway 1.  

The reasons for this conclusion are as follows: 
 

1. The surrounding properties are is zoned C-3, Commercial with a General 

Commercial Future Land-Use Classification.  These classifications allow for 
commercial development. 

 
2. The Subject Property contains 8,339 square feet of land area and is 

rectangular in shape.  The site size and shape does not allow for any 

development as a standalone parcel.  The Subject Property along with 
surrounding properties would have multiple development schemes 

including commercial development. 
 

3. From all indications commercial development is financially feasible.  While 
more recent market conditions have indicated a decline in demand for 
commercial properties, the location of the Subject and its development 

potential with the neighboring properties provide desirable qualities.  The 
Subject Property will allow expansion of the surrounding properties.   

 
4. The Subject Property is currently surrounded by commercial uses.  Given 

the Subject’s current surrounding uses, it is our opinion that the 

maximally productive use of the Subject Property would be for future 
commercial development when combined with the parcel fronting U.S.

LAND VALUE ANALYSIS 
 
According to the 14th Edition of The Appraisal of Real Estate on page 44, the 
valuation of land begins by identifying the real estate and property rights valued, 

any encumbrances, use restrictions, and the land’s physical characteristics.  An 
appraiser can use several techniques to obtain an indication of land value: 
 

 Sales Comparison 
 Extraction 
 Allocation 
 Subdivision Development 
 Land Residual 
 Ground Rent Capitalization 
 

Usually the most reliable way to estimate land value is by sales comparison. When 
few sales are available, however, or when the value indications produced through 
sales comparison need additional support, procedures like extraction or allocation 
may be applied.  In the case of the Subject Property the only approach used was 
the sales comparison approach. 
 
Discussion of Vacant Land Sales 
 
In order to estimate the value of the Subject site, a search was made for sales with 
development potential similar to the Subject.  A search was made for commercial 
land sales with similar location features and/or similar development potential.  The 
Subject site is not developable by itself.  However, the fact that it is adjacent to a 
property purchased for future development gives the Subject Property more 
potential as far as also being assembled to increase the size of the adjacent 
properties.  
 
We have looked at commercial land sales along or near the U.S. Highway 1 corridor  
that are best comparable to the Subject Property.   We analyzed the Subject 
Property based on price per square foot basis, as this is the most recognized unit of 
comparison in this market. All of the comparables were considered with regard to 
property rights appraised, financing, conditions of sale, time or market conditions, 
location, size, site quality, zoning/density, and access/frontage. The three 
comparable sales indicated a non-adjusted range from $4.48 to $5.39 per square 
foot.

Property Rights Conveyed 
 
All the sales in this analysis were transferred on a Fee Simple Estate basis, with the 

buyers receiving full property rights ownership.  We are also unaware of any 
adverse deed restrictions or any other property rights limitations which would have 

affected the sales.  Therefore, no adjustment was considered necessary for 
property rights conveyed. 
 

Terms of Financing (Cash Equivalency)

Site Quality 
 

The surrounding parcels have already been developed or have commercial 

development potential.  The Subject Property does not have development potential 
in of itself.  However, utilizing the across the fence method with adjacent 
properties, this would provide access along with development potential of the 

Subject parcel.  All of the comparables have similar development and site qualities.  
Therefore, no adjustments were warranted for this characteristic. 

 
Zoning 
 

The surrounding parcels are zoned Commercial, C-3.  All of the comparables have 
similar commercial type zonings that allow for much of the same development uses 

with the exception of Comparable 2.  This comparable has a zoning classification of 
C-1.  This is inferior to the Subject's zoning.  Therefore, we have given Comparable 

2 an upward adjustment.  No other adjustments were warranted for this 
characteristic.  
 

Access/Frontage 
 

All of the comparables used have good paved road access/frontage that is 
considered similar to the Subject Property.  Therefore, no adjustments were 
warranted for this characteristic.  

 
Conclusion – Land Value Analysis 

 
As can be seen on the comparable sales chart displayed earlier, the sales indicate 
an adjusted range from $5.08 to $5.56 per square foot, with an average indication 

of $5.34 per square foot and median indication of $5.39 per square foot.  The best 
available data was analyzed and adjusted accordingly.  After giving consideration to 

all of the comparable data and placing the most weight on Comparable 1 as it is the 
most recent indication of value, it is our opinion the Retrospective Market Value of 
the Subject (Unencumbered Fee Simple Estate) site is best represented by $5.25 

per square foot.  This indicates that the land value of the Subject Property is

The effect of easements varies with the type of easement.  All three of the Subject’s 

permanent easements restrict development of vertical improvements within 
the easement area, which encompasses the entire area of the right of way 
abandonment.  In addition the subsurface and air rights are also encumbered. 

 
The easement does not, however, prevent the property owner from using the area 

for some horizontal development (sidewalks, parking area, roadway, or green 
space, etc.) similar to the existing site plan in place.  The easements limit the 
possibility for redevelopment in future once the site is combined. 

 
Opinion of Value Due to Encumbrances 

 
Outlined below is the process and reasoning leading to our opinion of value for the 
permanent, utility easement. 

 
Permanent Easements – As stated earlier, there will be three 

permanent easements encumbering the abandoned right of way 
before or at conveyance.  Because these easements will remain with 
the property in perpetuity and they encumber the entire 20 foot being 

purchased, it is our opinion that the compensation for this area should 
be 80% of Market Value.  In our opinion the value within the area is 

diminished, however not 100% diminished.  A portion of the area can 
still be used for sidewalks, parking area, and roadway, however 
vertical improvements are not allowed.  Based on the views of 

condemning authorities throughout the state, a survey of appraisal 
peers, and industry publications, it is our opinion that 80% of fee is a 

reasonable estimate for this easement given the decreased future 
development potential of this specific area.

Staff Analysis: 
 
The applicant is requesting the approval of a Zoning Atlas Amendment (Rezoning) from R-4A, 
Hutchinson Island Medium Density Residential to PD, Planned Development. 
 
The site of this project is located at 1502 Seaway Drive on approximately .82 acres of land. This 
corridor is made up of single-family homes as well as condominiums built as late as the 1950’s to 
the year 2010. The proposal is for seven (7) townhome units as well as private dock slips for its 
residents. Each unit will have its own private pool and walkway to the dock area. The property 
currently has an HIR, Hutchinson Island Residential Future Land Use designation which allows for 
such a use to be pursued. 
 
The PD, Planned Development zoning district allows for applicants to determine their own 
reasonable parameters in terms of height, setbacks, lot coverage etc. and promote flexibility in 
design. Within the Fort Pierce City Code, as it relates to townhomes, there were a number of 
regulations that could not be met such as minimum lot width, depth, minimum distance between 
residential buildings etc. The applicant has noted the deficiencies of their proposal in their 
Statement of Need (attached).  
 
The applicant has provided a narrative displaying site data and development parameters. The 
height of the townhome units vary, with the maximum height at 47’-4” from Fema Base Flood to 
peak of roof. Setbacks from the structures to the east and front property line are indicated at ten 
(10) feet, while the setback from the west and north property line is designated at fifteen (15) feet. 
Seven (7) feet separates units 1-3 from units 4-6. A total of 71.3% of the site is covered in 
impervious area including the pool areas.  Green space is calculated at 28.7%. 
 
TRC Comments: 
 
TRC comments as well as the applicant’s response are attached to this staff report. The applicant 
has replied to the comments and the updated plans have been transmitted to the departments for 
further review.  
 
Planning Board Recommendation: 
 
At their June 9th, 2015 meeting, the Planning Board voted unanimously to recommend approval for 
the application. 
 
Staff Recommendation: 
 
Before an amendment may be approved, the following standards must be satisfied per Section 22-
131 of the City Code:  
(1) The amendment is consistent with the comprehensive plan; 
(2) The amendment will not have an adverse affect on the ability of the city to: 
 a. Satisfy land and water use needs; and 
 b. Meet transportation demands and provide community facilities and services; and 
(3) The amendment will promote and protect the public health, safety and general welfare. 
 
As the proposed amendments meet the above standards, Staff recommends that the City 
Commission approve the Zoning Atlas Amendment and Planned Development Plan.

           SPECIFICATIONS - CLEARING/GRADING/PAVING/DRAINAGE/UTILITY CONSTRUCTION

GENERAL

IT IS INTENDED THAT THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION "STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS FOR ROAD AND BRIDGE CONSTRUCTION", LATEST REVISIONS, BE USED

WHERE APPLICABLE FOR VARIOUS WORK, AND THAT WHERE SUCH WORDING THEREIN REFERS TO THE STATE OF FLORIDA AND ITS DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION AND

PERSONNEL, SUCH WORDING IS INTENDED TO BE REPLACED WITH THAT WORDING WHICH WOULD PROVIDE PROPER TERMINOLOGY, THEREBY MAKING SUCH "STANDARD

SPECIFICATIONS FOR ROAD AND BRIDGE CONSTRUCTION" AS THE "STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS" FOR THIS PROJECT.  IN ADDITION THE CONTRACTOR SHALL REFER TO THE

"FDOT ROADWAY AND TRAFFIC DESIGN STANDARDS", LATEST REVISIONS.  IF WITHIN THAT PARTICULAR SECTION ANOTHER SECTION, ARTICLE OR PARAGRAPH IS REFERRED

TO, IT SHALL BE A PART OF THE STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS, ALSO.

ALL WORK SHALL BE IN A WORKMANLIKE MANNER AND SHALL CONFORM WITH ALL APPLICABLE CITY, COUNTY, STATE, AND FEDERAL REGULATIONS AND/OR CODES.  THE

CONTRACTOR SHALL ALSO BE RESPONSIBLE FOR OBTAINING ALL PERMITS AND LICENSES REQUIRED TO BEGIN WORK.

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL GIVE THE ENGINEER 24 HOURS NOTICE PRIOR TO REQUESTING REQUIRED INSPECTIONS AND SHALL SUPPLY ALL EQUIPMENT NECESSARY TO

PROPERLY TEST AND INSPECT THE COMPLETED WORK.

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL GUARANTEE ALL WORK AND MATERIALS FOR A PERIOD OF ONE YEAR FROM THE DATE OF PROJECT ACCEPTANCE, DURING WHICH ALL FAULTY

CONSTRUCTION AND/OR MATERIALS SHALL BE CORRECTED AT THE CONTRACTOR'S EXPENSE.

CLEARING/GRUBBING

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL COMPLETELY REMOVE AND DISPOSE OF ALL BUILDING, TIMBER, BRUSH, STUMPS, ROOTS, RUBBISH, DEBRIS,  INCLUDING SEPTIC TANK, BUILDING

FOUNDATIONS, PIPES, ETC., WITHIN THE LIMITS OF THE ROADWAY CONSTRUCTION, ALL AREAS  WHERE STRUCTURES WILL BE CONSTRUCTED INCLUDING PIPE CULVERTS,

AND AS OTHERWISE DEPICTED IN THE PLANS, ALL IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 110 OF THE STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS.

GRADING

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL PERFORM ALL GRADING NECESSARY TO ACHIEVE THE PROPOSED PLAN GRADES, FINAL DRESSING SHALL HAVE A  TOLERANCE OF 0.1 FT.+- FROM

THE PLAN CROSS SECTIONS. GRADING SHALL INCLUDE ALL SHAPING, ROUGH GRADING, AND FINAL DRESSING REQUIRED FOR THE PROPOSED ROADWAY AND ROAD

EMBANKMENTS WITHIN THE LIMITS DEPICTED IN THE PLANS. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR MAINTAINING THE FINISHED GRADES UNTIL CONTRACT

CLOSE-OUT, AND MUST RE-GRADE AS REQUIRED WHEN EROSION OR OTHER DISTURBANCES OCCUR.  SEED/MULCH AND/OR SODDING SHALL BE INCORPORATED TO ASSIST

IN THIS REGARD.  HOWEVER, ANY LOSS OF SOD OR SEED/MULCH DURING THESE OCCURRENCES SHALL BE REPLACED AT THE CONTRACTORS EXPENSE.

SOD:

SOD SHALL BE ST. AUGUSTINE OR ARGENTINE BAHIA - AS NOTED ON THE LANDSCAPE PLANS OR CONTRACT DOCUMENTS.  SOD SHALL BE WELL MATTED WITH ROOTS AND

SHALL BE SUFFICIENTLY THICK TO SECURE A DENSE STAND OF LIVE GRASS.  THE SOD SHALL BE LIVE, FRESH AND UNINJURED AT THE TIME OF PLANTING AND SHALL BE

REASONABLY FREE OF WEEDS AND OTHER GRASSES.  THE RECEIVING GROUND SURFACE SHALL BE GRADED TO PROPER ELEVATIONS, FREE OF LARGE VOIDS, ROOTS,

WEEDS OR PATCHES OF EXISTING GRASS.  UPON LAYING, THE ENTIRE AREA SHALL BE ROLLED THOROUGHLY. ALL SODDED AREAS ARE TO BE WATERED TO KEEP SOD ALIVE

UNTIL THE CONTRACTOR IS CLOSED OUT, DEAD SOD SHALL BE REPLACED BY CONTRACTOR.

EMBANKMENT CONSTRUCTION

ROADWAY EMBANKMENT CONSTRUCTION SHALL CONSIST OF ALL THE EMBANKMENT CONSTRUCTION REQUIRED FOR THE PROPOSED ROADWAY AND/OR PARKING LOT,

BUILDING PADS, DITCHES AND SWALES IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 120 OF THE STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS. EMBANKMENTS SHALL BE CONSTRUCTED FROM MATERIAL

CONTAINING NO MUCK, STUMPS, ROOTS,BRUSH,VEGETABLE MATTER, RUBBISH, OR OTHER DELETERIOUS MATERIALS THAT WILL NOT COMPACT TO A SUITABLE ENDURING

ROAD BED. EXISTING EARTH SURFACES SHALL BE COMPACTED/PROOF ROLLED PRIOR TO PLACEMENT OF ANY EMBANKMENT MATERIAL.

        MATERIAL: UNLESS OTHERWISE SPECIFIED, MATERIAL SHALL BE "TYPE 2 MATERIAL".

        COMPACTION: 12" COMPACTED LIFTS, MINIMUM 98% MAXIMUM DRY DENSITY (A.A.S.H.T.O. T-180).

STABILIZING

STABILIZED SUBGRADE SHALL BE CONSTRUCTED TO THE FLORIDA BEARING VALUE OR L.B.R. AS PER PLAN FOR THE DEPTH AND LIMITS SHOWN ON THE PLAN, AND IN

ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 160 OF THE STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS, ALL STABILIZED AREAS SHALL BE COMPACTED TO AT LEAST 98% OF THE MAXIMUM DENSITY AS

APPROVED PRIOR TO PRIME COAT.

PRIME AND TACK COAT

PRIME AND TACK COATS FOR THE BASE COURSE SHALL BE IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 300 OF THE STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS.

ASPHALT CONCRETE SURFACE COURSE (A.C.S.C.)

TYPE SP 9.5 & TYPE SP 12.5 A.C.S.C. SHALL BE CONSTRUCTED FOR THE DEPTH AND LIMITS SHOWN ON THE PLAN, IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTIONS 320, 330, AND 334 OF THE

STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS.

CEMENT CONCRETE PAVEMENT:

CONSTRUCT PORTLAND CEMENT CONCRETE (TYPE II, CLASS I) PAVEMENT IN ONE COURSE ON A PREPARED STABILIZED SUBGRADE IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTIONS 346

AND 350. PROVIDE STEEL REINFORCEMENT WHEN SPECIFIED IN THE PLANS.

CURB

ALL CURB CONSTRUCTION SHALL BE IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 520 OF THE STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS, AND IN ACCORDANCE WITH F.D.O.T. INDEX NO. 300. PROVIDE

CONTRACTION JOINTS AT 10-FOOT O.C. MAXIMUM. TRANSITION ENDS OF CURB FROM FULL TO ZERO HEIGHTS IN 3-FEET. CURB CUT RAMPS SHALL BE IN ACCORDANCE WITH

F.D.O.T. INDEX NO. 304.

TESTING

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL RETAIN THE SERVICES OF AN APPROVED INDEPENDENT TESTING LABORATORY TO CONDUCT ALL REQUIRED TESTS ON EMBANKMENT,SUBGRADE,

BASE, PIPE BACKFILL AND SURFACE COURSE MATERIALS.  TEST RESULTS MUST BE SUBMITTED PRIOR TO ANY  REQUEST FOR PAYMENT ON THE ABOVE ITEMS.

THE SCHEDULE FOR TESTING THE ROAD/PAVEMENT AREAS CONSTRUCTION SHALL BE AS FOLLOWS:

A.   EMBANKMENT:      DENSITY TESTS SHALL BE TAKEN AT A MAXIMUM OF 5,000 SF. INTERVALS FOR EACH 12" LIFTS CONSTRUCTED,

AND AT ALL EXISTING PROOFROLLED EARTH SURFACES.

B.   SUBGRADE:       (1)  F.B.V / L.B.R. (PER PLAN) TEST SHALL BE TAKEN AT INTERVALS OF NOT MORE THAN 5000 SF / 10,000 SF OR

CLOSER AS  MIGHT BE NECESSARY IN THE EVENT OF VARIATIONS IN SUBSOIL CONDITIONS.

(MIN. OF 3 / 1 PER JOB)

D.   PIPE BACKFILL:      DENSITY TESTS SHALL BE TAKEN AT A MAXIMUM OF 50 FT. INTERVALS, 1' ABOVE PIPE, 1' BELOW GRADE, MIN.,

AND  AT PIPE DEPTHS GREATER THAN 5 FT, AN ADDITIONAL TEST SHALL BE TAKEN AT MID DEPTH OF BACKFILL

E.   STRUCTURES:      A MINIMUM OF 1 DENSITY TEST SHALL BE PERFORMED IN THE STABILIZED SUBGRADE, AND WITHIN THE

BACKFILL FOR EACH 12" LIFT, ADJACENT TO EACH STRUCTURE INSTALLED.

F.   BUILDING PAD:      AS SPECIFIED IN ARCHITECTURAL PLANS.

G.   CURB PADS - DENSITY TEST SHALL BE TAKEN AT A MAXIMUM OF 500 FT. INTERVALS.

ALL TESTS SHALL BE PAID FOR BY THE CONTRACTOR.

CLEAN-UP

THE CONTRACTOR MUST PROVIDE CLEAN-UP OF EXCESS CONSTRUCTION MATERIAL UPON COMPLETION OF THE PROJECT.  THE SITE MUST BE LEFT IN A NEAT, CLEAN,

GRADED CONDITION.

DRAINAGE STRUCTURE SPECIFICATIONS

STORM INLETS AND MANHOLES SHALL BE CONSTRUCTED IN GENERAL ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 425 OF THE STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS OF THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT

OF TRANSPORTATION. CONCRETE SHALL HAVE A MINIMUM 28-DAY COMPRESSIVE STRENGTH OF 4000 PSI. ALL REINFORCING STEEL TO BE ASTM A 615-72 GRADE 40, FY =

40,000 PSI, AND SHALL BE HANDLED AND PLACED IN ACCORDANCE WITH ACI 318-71. PRECAST CONCRETE MANHOLES AND STORM INLETS MAY BE USED UPON THE

ENGINEER'S APPROVAL OF THE MANUFACTURER'S  SHOP DRAWINGS.

PRECAST INLETS/MANHOLES

ALL STORM INLETS SHALL BE PRECAST REINFORCED CONCRETE IN ACCORDANCE WITH APPLICABLE REFERENCES TO FDOT DRAWINGS IN THE "FDOT ROADWAY AND

TRAFFIC DESIGN STANDARDS", LATEST EDITION.  TYPE II PORTLAND CEMENT SHALL BE USED IN THE CONCRETE MIX.  CONCRETE SHALL HAVE A MINIMUM COMPRESSIVE

STRENGTH AT 28-DAYS OF 4000 PSI.

CULVERT PIPES

INSTALL PIPE CULVERTS AND STORM SEWERS IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 430 AND RELATED SECTIONS OF THE STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS AT THE LOCATIONS

DEPICTED IN THE PLANS. FURNISH AND INSTALL SANDTIGHT (WATERTIGHT TO 2 PSI) PIPE JOINTS AND PIPE/STRUCTURE JOINTS. ALL JOINTS SHALL BE GASKETED.

REINFORCED CONCRETE PIPES (R.C.P.) SHALL BE IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 941 OF THE STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS CORRUGATED ALUMINUM PIPE SHALL BE IN

ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 945 OF THE STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS. ADS (CORRUGATED POLYETHYLENE) SHALL BE IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 948-2.3 OF THE

STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS.

BACKFILLING OVER PIPE CULVERT AND STORM SEWERS SHALL BE  COMPLETED IN MAXIMUM 4" LIFTS TO THE SPRINGLINE MAXIMUM 6" LIFTS, TO A POINT 12" ABOVE THE

PIPE, AND IN 12" LIFTS BEYOND, COMPACTED TO A MINIMUM OF 98%  OF MAXIMUM DRY DENSITY. TYPE 2 MATERIAL SHALL BE USED FOR ALL BACKFILL, UNLESS OTHERWISE

SPECIFIED IN THE PLANS OR BY THE ENGINEER.

FURNISH AND INSTALL FILTER FABRIC JACKET AROUND ALL PIPE JOINTS AND THE JOINT BETWEEN THE PIPE AND THE STRUCTURE IN ACCORDANCE WITH DESIGN

STANDARDS INDEX NUMBERS 201 & 280. USE FABRIC MEETING THE PHYSICAL REQUIREMENTS OF TYPE 3 SPECIFIED ON THE DESIGN STANDARDS, INDEX 199. THE FABRIC

SHALL EXTEND A MINUMUM OF 12 INCHES (300 MM) BEYOND EACH SIDE OF THE JOINT OR BOTH EDGES OF THE COUPLING BAND, IF A COUPLING BAND IS USED. THE FABRIC

SHALL HAVE A MINUMUM WIDTH OF 24 INCHES (600 MM) AND A LENGTH SUFFICIENT TO PROVIDE A MINIMUM OVERLAP OF 24 INCHES (600 MM). SECURE THE FILTER FABRIC

JACKET AGAINST THE OUTSIDE OF THE PIPE BY METAL OR PLASTIC STRAPPING OR BY OTHER METHODS APPROVED THE THE ENGINEER.

CONCRETE

UNLESS OTHERWISE SPECIFIED OR INDICATED, ALL CONCRETE SHALL HAVE A MINIMUM COMPRESSIVE STRENGTH AT 28-DAYS OF 3000 PSI.  ALL WORK SHALL COMPLY WITH

THE CURRENT EDITION OF THE AMERICAN CONCRETE INSTITUTE (ACI) BUILDING CODE AND THE APPLICABLE BUILDING CODES HAVING JURISDICTION IN THE AREA.

RECORD DRAWINGS

CONTRACTOR SHALL KEEP AND MAINTAIN RECORD DRAWINGS ON THE PROJECT SITE AT ALL TIMES WHICH SHALL BE ANNOTATED BY THE CONTRACTOR DEPICTING ANY

CHANGES MADE IN THE FIELD WHICH DIFFER FROM THE CONTRACT DRAWINGS.  RECORD DRAWINGS SHALL INCLUDE, BUT ARE NOT LIMITED TO, HORIZONTAL LOCATION AND

VERTICAL ELEVATION OF INVERT AND TOP OF CULVERTS, SEWER MANHOLES, DRAINAGE STRUCTURES, INLETS, UTILITY MAINS AND AS-BUILTS OF ALL LAKE BANKS,

LOT/BLDG., PADS, SWALES, BERMS, CURBS, PAVEMENT, SIDEWALKS- DEPICTING HORIZONTAL LOCATION AND ELEVATIONS. CONTRACTOR SHALL SUBMIT COMPLETE AND

FINAL RECORD DRAWINGS TO ENGINEER UPON COMPLETION OF PROJECT AND PRIOR TO FINAL INSPECTION AND FINAL PAYMENT.

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE REQUIRED TO HAVE A SURVEYOR PROVIDE CERTIFIED RECORD DRAWINGS/AS-BUILTS.  THESE DRAWINGS SHALL BE PROVIDED IN AN ACAD

ELECTRONIC FILE AS WELL AS ON SIGNED/SEALED HARD COPIES.  THE AS-BUILTS MUST MEET I.R.C. UTILITY DEPT. CRITERIA FOR WATER MAIN AND SEWER AS-BUILTS,

INCLUDING  TIES TO STATE PLANE COORDINATES.

INSPECTION

MINIMUM CONSTRUCTION INSPECTION CHECKPOINTS

THE ENGINEER SHALL BE NOTIFIED 24 HOURS IN ADVANCE:

A.   PRIOR TO ANY MAJOR DEVIATION FROM THE APPROVED PLANS.

B.   PRIOR TO BACKFILLING ANY PIPE TRENCHES.

C.   UPON COMPLETION OF SUBGRADE AND COMPACTION.

D.   PRIOR TO POURING CURBS, SIDEWALKS OR OTHER FLATWORK.

E.   UPON BEGINNING OF SPREADING OF ROCK BASE MATERIAL.

F.   UPON COMPLETION OF GRADING AND COMPACTION OF BASE MATERIAL AND PRIOR TO PRIMING.

G.   IMMEDIATELY PRIOR TO AND UPON APPLICATION OF A.C.S.C.

H.   UPON COMPLETION OF CONSTRUCTION.

ACCEPTABLE TEST RESULTS MUST BE PROVIDED TO THE ENGINEER PRIOR TO COMMENCING SUCCESSIVE STEPS OF CONSTRUCTION, INCLUDING:

- PIPE BACKFILL AND EMBANKMENT DENSITIES PRIOR TO SUBGRADE PREPARATION.

- SUBGRADE TESTING PRIOR TO BASE PREPARATION, CONCRETE CURB OR SIDEWALK CONSTRUCTION.

- BASE TESTING PRIOR TO APPLICATION OF SURFACE COURSE.

WHERE REFERENCES ARE MADE TO ROADWAY CONSTRUCTION, IT IS INTENDED TO INDICATE CONSTRUCTION FOR ROADWAYS AND/OR PARKING LOTS/DRIVEWAYS.

TRAFFIC/PAVEMENT MARKING NOTES:

1.      ALL PARKING SPACE MARKINGS AND ROADWAY MARKINGS ON PRIVATE DRIVEWAYS/STREETS WITH THE EXCEPTION TO THE HANDICAPPED

PARKING SPACES SHALL BE MARKED IN REFLECTORIZED TRAFFIC PAINT AND BE IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF

TRANSPORTATION'S STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS FOR ROAD AND BRIDGE CONSTRUCTION, 2010, SECTION NO. 710.

2.      ALL HANDICAPPED PARKING SPACES SHALL BE PROPERLY SIGNED AND MARKED IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE F.D.O.T.'S STANDARD INDEX NO.  173246.

3.      TRAFFIC FLOW ARROWS THRU PARKING AREAS ARE FOR DIRECTION AND ARE TO BE PAINTED.

4.      STOP BARS SHALL BE 24" WIDE.

5.      ALL SIGNS AND PAVEMENT MARKINGS SHALL BE IN WITH F.D.O.T. TRAFFIC DESIGN STANDARDS AND THE MANUAL OF UNIFORM TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES.

Requested Action: Approval of Resolution 15-R13, transferring .18 acres of surplus 

property, subject to all of the terms and conditions of a Property 
Disposition and Development Agreement in exchange for the completion 
of an economic development project and off-site improvements 
including but not limited to benches, landscaping, lighting, and a bicycle 
station at the City's future Memorial Park.  

Location: Generally located at 890 S US Highway 1, the east side of South US 
Highway 1, between Georgia Avenue and Hayes Road

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Staff Analysis:

In accordance with Section 13 of the City Charter and having determined that this property is not needed for 
public purpose, City Code Section 2-223, and City of Fort Pierce Informal Bid No. 2015-015, the applicant, Artistry 
in Mosaics, Inc, is requesting approval of a proposal to acquire .18 acres of city owned land, subject to all of the 
terms and conditions of a Property Disposition and Development Agreement in exchange for the completion of 
an economic development project and off-site improvements including but not limited to benches, landscaping, 
lighting, and a bicycle station at the City's future Memorial Park. The proposed acquisition seeks to couple said 
land with current holdings, for expansion of their existing business. 

Artistry in Mosaics, Inc., is a local manufacturer of custom ceramic and glass mosaics, presently located within a 
12,800 square foot industrial building located at 901 S 3rd Street. A Site Plan and Conditional Use application to 
construct a 14,500 S.F. facility has been filed concurrently with this acquisition request, and the existing design 
for site development is contingent upon its success. 

The subject property is held by the City of Fort Pierce and has been recommended as surplus land, remaining 
separate from the land utilized to develop the existing Fort Pierce Police Station, across S 3rd Street, to the east. A 
portion of the surplus property has been improved as a Memorial Park for the Police Department and public, 
fronting S. US Highway 1. 

The City of Fort Pierce Commission was notified of the request for acquisition at a regular Conference Agenda 
meeting, and subsequently, the City Manager authorized the preparation of an Informal Bid opportunity for 
potential respondents. 

The evaluation criteria issued with the Request emphasized the following:
1. Proposals and experience of the respondent and key members of the development team.
2. Financial capacity of the respondent to acquire and redevelop the subject property.
3. The extent to which the preliminary development program is consistent with the goals, policies, and 
objectives of the Community Redevelopment Plan and the Comprehensive Plan for the City of Fort Pierce.

Artistry in Mosaics was the sole respondent, presenting a proposal to acquire the property to serve as an integral 
component of their prospective development plans. The property is presented to offer the capacity to provide a 
superior means of ingress for truck deliveries, configured to minimize impacts to adjacent roadways. 
Furthermore, the acquisition of the property provides the capacity to eliminate the necessity to utilize the 
existing alleyway, adjacent to the property, as a point of access. This release of use provides greater potential to 
abandon the remaining alleyway, reserving the existing space for incorporation into their development plan. 
Furthermore, the elimination of said alleyway also adjoins vacant city owned property, and the improved Police 
Memorial Park, along S US Highway 1 and Hayes Road.

The respondent has obtained and an appraisal of the entire .463 acres of city owned property at the northwest 
corner of S 3rd Street and Hayes Road, which encompasses subject property for acquisition. The appraisal 
returned a market value, of $20,000 for the .18 acres sought for acquisition. 

The respondent has presented a proposal to provide hardscape and landscape improvements to the abutting 
park, in addition to economic impacts and investment of the prospective development and business expansion, as
justification for transfer of the property. The relinquishment of city property is proposed to be compensated
through an equivalent value of enhancements to the Memorial Park. A detailed plan, and cost breakdown is 
provided for review, along with the proposed development agreement. It is noted that these documents, and 
presented obligations by the developer are integrated with the concurrent request for abandonment of the 
abutting alleyway. 
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Technical Review Committee

All affected Departments have reviewed the submittals, and provided approvals of the proposal, based on 
compliance with the requirements of the City Code. The FPUA is requesting the reservation of a utility easement 
for a portion of the subject site.

Comprehensive Plan

The adopted City of Fort Pierce Comprehensive Plan seeks to develop opportunities to enhance public parks and 
recreational areas, pedestrian travel and safety, as well as roadway infrastructure. 

Planning Board Recommendation:

The Planning Board, at their February 10, 2015 meeting, voted unanimously to recommend approval of the 
request.

Staff Recommendation:

The proposed Informal Bid Response presents the opportunity for economic growth and business development, 
and is found to be consistent with the City’s Comprehensive Plan as the property is not utilized, or encompassed 
with improve park lands; therefore Staff recommends approval of the requested transfer, contingent upon 
execution of, and adherence to all of the terms and conditions of the proposed Property Disposition and 
Development Agreement, and the recording of the requested utility easement is dedicated to FPUA prior to the 
effective date of property transfer.

The effective date of proposed Resolution 15-R13, should be deferred until August 3rd, 2015.

WHEREAS, the City of Fort Pierce, Florida owns certain real property (the "Property"), 

comprising approximately .018 acres, more or less, said property more particularly described as

WHEREAS, Mosaics of America, Inc., d/b/a Artistry in Mosaics ("Company"), has 

a need for the Property for the purpose of a redevelopment project (“the Project”; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Project has been determined by the City to contribute to the revitalization and 

redevelopment of a portion of our US Highway 1 corridor within the City of Fort Pierce; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City and Company have entered into competitive negotiations, more 

specifically Bid No. 2015-015, for the acquisition and development of the Property in 

accordance with the terms and conditions of that certain Property Disposition and Development 

Agreement (the "Agreement") attached as ·Exhibit "B", and incorporated herein; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City of Fort Pierce Charter authorizes the transfer of City-owned property, 

identified as surplus, to an entity such as the Company, for a valid public purpose upon 

resolution passed by the City Commission.  

 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE 

CITY OF FORT PIERCE, FLORIDA, AS FOLLOWS: 

 

Section 1. The City Commission of the City of Fort Pierce, hereby declares that subject property 

is surplus, and authorizes the transfer of the Property more particularly described in Exhibit "A", 

attached hereto and incorporated herein, to the Company for the purpose of a redevelopment 

project as described herein constitutes a valid public purpose and in hereby authorized pursuant 

to Section 13 of the City Charter and other applicable law. 

 

Section 2. The transfer of the Property to the Company is specifically subject to all of the terms 

and conditions of the Property Disposition and Development Agreement attached as Exhibit "B", 

and incorporated herein by reference, which Agreement is also approved by the City 

Commission as it relates to the interests of the City to and in the property or the Project. 

 

Section 3. The City shall deed an easement for the benefit of Fort Pierce Utilities Authority 

(FPUA) attached as Exhibit "C", and incorporated herein, prior to the transfer of the property. 

 

Section 4. The property shall be transferred to the Company  and the Mayor, City Clerk, and 

City Attorney are hereby authorized and directed to take all actions necessary to consummate the 

transfer of the Property to the Company, and to further execute the Agreement and all other 

documents on behalf of the City. 

 

Section 5. This Resolution shall become effective immediately upon its adoption.

(hereinafter "Agreement") dated this _____ day of ___________________, 2015, is by and between 

The City of Fort Pierce, a Florida municipal corporation, whose mailing address is Post Office Box 

1480, Fort Pierce, Florida 34954 ("City"), and Mosaics of America, Inc., d/b/a Artistry in Mosaics, 

a Florida corporation, whose mailing address is 901 South 3rd Street, Fort Pierce, Florida 34950-5159 

("Developer"); (City and Developer singularly, "Party'', and, collectively, "Parties"). 

 

 WITNESSETH: 

 

 WHEREAS, Developer, as the owner of real property in the City more particularly described 

in Exhibit “A” attached hereto and incorporated herein ("Property"), has requested that City 

abandon a portion of the alleyway adjacent to the Property, more particularly described in  Exhibit "B" 

attached hereto and incorporated herein ("Alleyway"); and 
 

 WHEREAS, City is agreeable to such abandonment and has adopted Ordinance 15-008 

("Ordinance") containing certain conditions associated with the final effect and approval of such 

Ordinance; and 
 

 WHEREAS, Developer has further requested the City to declare as surplus a portion of City 

real property more fully described on Exhibit “C” ("Surplus Property") and to convey the same to 

Developer as owner of the Property adjacent to the Surplus Property, and City is agreeable to such 

transfer pursuant to conditions contained in City Resolution No. 15-R13 ("Resolution"); and 
 

 WHEREAS, Developer owns and operates an artisan/sales business at the Property and 

desires to renovate and expand improvements useful for its business by developing the Property, 

Alleyway and Surplus Property, to provide Developer additional offices, showroom and warehouse 

facility; and 
 

 WHEREAS, City and Developer believe that the renovation and expansion of improvements 

proposed by Developer, all as depicted on the site plan proposed by Developer and attached hereto as 

Exhibit "D"("Site Plan"), will enhance the U. S. Highway No. 1 corridor within the City and inspire 

further economic development in the City; and 
 

 WHEREAS, the business expansion and development by Developer as proposed and planned 

cannot be accomplished without Developer’s ownership and use of the Alleyway and Surplus Property; 

and 
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 WHEREAS, City, subject to the conditions and requirements therein set forth, has adopted the 

Ordinance and Resolution in order to permit the improvements planned by Developer, which 

improvements shall include certain off-site improvements including but not limited to benches, 

landscaping, lighting, and a bicycle station, more particularly described in Exhibit “E”, pages 1-2, 

attached hereto and incorporated herein ("Memorial Park Improvements"), to be made by 

Developer to the City Memorial Park, more particularly described in Exhibit “F” attached hereto and 

incorporated herein ("Memorial Park"), abutting the development Property and Surplus Property 

owned and to be developed by Developer, which installed infrastructure and improvements shall be 

owned by the City as additional consideration for the abandoned Alleyway and transferred Surplus 

Property; and 
 

 WHEREAS, Developer agrees to provide design and construction services both for the 

development of its Property, together with the Alleyway and Surplus Property, and for the 

improvements to be made to the Memorial Park; and 
 

 WHEREAS, this Agreement is made by the Parties to insure that the Alleyway abandonment 

and transfer of Surplus Property to Developer takes place in exchange for, 1) agreed business expansion 

and development of all Property owned, or to be owned, by Developer as described herein, and 2) 

completion of all obligations and commitments of the Developer in respect of the Memorial Park are 

met, and Developer will obtain Irrevocable Letter of Credit as security therefor. 
 

 NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements contained 

herein, and for other valuable considerations received, the receipt and sufficiency of which being 

acknowledged, the Parties mutually agree as follows: 

 
1. Recitals.  The foregoing recitals are hereby adopted and incorporated herein. 

 

2. Developer Obligations.  In exchange for the City’s Alleyway abandonment and conveyance of 

the Surplus Property to the Developer, the Developer agrees to perform as follows:   

 

a. Developer shall make application to obtain City Building Permit approvals for its 

development per the Site Plan as generally depicted on Exhibit “D” hereto, of the Property as 

additional offices, showroom, and warehouse facilities, parking, drainage, and other 

associated infrastructure. 

 

b. Developer shall obtain the requisite City permit approvals within 90 days following the 

effective date of the Ordinance and shall complete its development per the Site Plan within 

eighteen months (18) following issuance of requisite City permit approvals. 

 

c. Following issuance of the requisite City Permit approvals, the Developer, at its sole cost and 

expense, shall apply for, and obtain, an Irrevocable Letter of Credit in favor of the City for 

the amount of $41,836.74, representing 110% of improvement value, (the “Irrevocable 

Letter of Credit”)to secure Developer’s performance.  

 

d. The Irrevocable Letter of Credit shall remain in full force and effect while Developer is 

improving Memorial Park, the Alleyway, and Surplus Property. Developer may terminate the 

Irrevocable Letter of Credit upon satisfactory completion of the contemplated enhancements, 

as depicted on Exhibit “E”, and following written notice to the City advising of project 

completion and request for inspection, and where the City has issued written acceptance of 
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improvements. The City shall have 30 days following such notice, unless otherwise mutually 

extended, to inspect Memorial Park and to advise, in writing, of any project deficiency. 

 

e. In the event the Developer receives a statement of project deficiency within the 30 days 

following Developer’s notice of completion, the Developer, or its contractor, shall meet with 

the City’s designated Project Manager to discuss Developer’s plan to remedy such deficiency.    

In this event, the Developer shall be given a reasonable time following the meeting to remedy 

the deficiency to the City’s satisfaction. The Irrevocable Letter of Credit shall remain in full 

force and effect until written acceptance by City has been issued.  

 

3. City Obligations.  In consideration of the improvements committed for construction, and secured by 

the Irrevocable Letter of Credit of the Developer to enhance Memorial Park for the City and its 

citizens, the City agrees to perform as follows:  

 

a. The City acknowledges that it is neither feasible nor practical for the Developer to commence 

construction upon property of which it is not the record titleholder. Therefore, the Irrevocable 

Letter of Credit secured by Developer for the City’s protection shall serve as good and 

sufficient inducement for the City to convey the Surplus Property and to abandon the 

Alleyway, so that Developer can commence work on all of the subject property per the 

approved Site Plan.  

 

b. Upon issuance of the Irrevocable Letter of Credit and issuance of the requisite City  Permit 

approvals, whichever occurs last, the City shall abandon the Alleyway and cause the Surplus 

Property to be conveyed to Developer. To assist Developer in the orderly improvement of 

Memorial Park, the City shall appoint a “Project Manager” to act as a single point of contact 

between Developer and the appropriate City departments, agencies and employees. The 

Project Manger shall assist Developer with coordinating with City departments and agencies. 

 

c. Upon notice of completion of the contemplated improvements and enhancements to 

Memorial Park, including but not limited to benches, landscaping, lighting, and a bicycle 

station, as depicted and described, on Exhibit “E”, the City shall inspect the site to determine 

Developer’s compliance with this Agreement.  In the event the Developer has failed to 

substantially comply with its construction obligation, the City shall, in writing, issue a 

statement of project deficiency, which statement shall list with particularity any such project 

deficiencies.  Following Developer’s notice of completion of the Memorial Park 

enhancements, the City shall have 30 days following such notice to deliver its statement of 

project deficiency.   

 

4.   Amendments and Extensions.  This agreement shall not be modified, except by written instrument   

executed by the Parties. In the event of a force majeure, the Parties agree that such event is grounds 

for extension of any time deadlines herein, and agree to cooperate on a modification providing a fair 

extension for same.      

 

5.   Notices. Any notice, demand, consent, approval or other document required or permitted to be given 

to any Party to this Agreement shall be in writing and shall be delivered in person or sent by 

registered or certified mail, postage prepaid, return receipt requested, or sent by overnight courier, to 

the following address (or such other address as any Party may designate at any time in writing):

 The foregoing is not intended to require that notice of the approval or denial of 

development permits be given as above provided. 

 

6.  Permitting and Review. As provided herein, the Developer recognizes and agrees that certain 

provisions of this Agreement may require the City, its departments, agencies and/or boards to 

consider and apply provisions of City codes, plans or regulations, as well as to consider or implement 

other governmental actions relating to this Agreement.  All such considerations and actions shall be 

undertaken in accordance with established requirements of law and Ordinances, including notice and 

hearing requirements where applicable, in the exercise of the City’s jurisdiction.  Nothing in this 

Agreement is intended to limit or restrict the powers or responsibilities of the City in acting upon and 

applying the City’s Comprehensive Plan or Code of Ordinances.  The Developer fully recognizes and 

agrees that any proceedings incidental thereto shall be conducted in accordance with law. Nothing 

contained in this Agreement shall entitle Developer to compel the City to take any actions, save and 

except to timely and fairly apply due process to its applications for permit approvals as may be 

occasioned by this Agreement.   

 

7.   Venue. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State 

of Florida.  Venue for resolution of any dispute arising hereunder shall be in St. Lucie County, 

Florida. 

 

8.   Entire Agreement. This Agreement contains and sets forth all the promises, covenants, agreements, 

conditions and understandings among the Parties with respect to the subject matter of this Agreement.  

No subsequent alteration, amendment, change, or addition to this Agreement or its attachments will 

be binding on the Parties unless in writing and signed by them and made a part of this Agreement by 

direct reference.

Nothing in this Agreement, expressed or implied, is intended, nor 

shall be construed, to confer or give any person or entity any right, remedy or claim 

under or by reason of this Agreement or any provisions or conditions hereof, other 

than the parties hereto and their respective legal representatives, successors and 

assigns.

("Developer"); (City and Developer singularly, "Party'', and, collectively, "Parties"). 

 

 WITNESSETH: 

 

 WHEREAS, Developer, as the owner of real property in the City more particularly described 

in Exhibit “A” attached hereto and incorporated herein ("Property"), has requested that City 

abandon a portion of the alleyway adjacent to the Property, more particularly described in  Exhibit "B" 

attached hereto and incorporated herein ("Alleyway"); and 
 

 WHEREAS, City is agreeable to such abandonment and has adopted Ordinance 15-008 

("Ordinance") containing certain conditions associated with the final effect and approval of such 

Ordinance; and 
 

 WHEREAS, Developer has further requested the City to declare as surplus a portion of City 

real property more fully described on Exhibit “C” ("Surplus Property") and to convey the same to 

Developer as owner of the Property adjacent to the Surplus Property, and City is agreeable to such 

transfer pursuant to conditions contained in City Resolution No. 15-R13 ("Resolution"); and 
 

 WHEREAS, Developer owns and operates an artisan/sales business at the Property and 

desires to renovate and expand improvements useful for its business by developing the Property, 

Alleyway and Surplus Property, to provide Developer additional offices, showroom and warehouse 

facility; and 
 

 WHEREAS, City and Developer believe that the renovation and expansion of improvements 

proposed by Developer, all as depicted on the site plan proposed by Developer and attached hereto as 

Exhibit "D"("Site Plan"), will enhance the U. S. Highway No. 1 corridor within the City and inspire 

further economic development in the City; and 
 

 WHEREAS, the business expansion and development by Developer as proposed and planned 

cannot be accomplished without Developer’s ownership and use of the Alleyway and Surplus Property; 

and 
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 WHEREAS, City, subject to the conditions and requirements therein set forth, has adopted the 

Ordinance and Resolution in order to permit the improvements planned by Developer, which 

improvements shall include certain off-site improvements including but not limited to benches, 

landscaping, lighting, and a bicycle station, more particularly described in Exhibit “E”, pages 1-2, 

attached hereto and incorporated herein ("Memorial Park Improvements"), to be made by 

Developer to the City Memorial Park, more particularly described in Exhibit “F” attached hereto and 

incorporated herein ("Memorial Park"), abutting the development Property and Surplus Property 

owned and to be developed by Developer, which installed infrastructure and improvements shall be 

owned by the City as additional consideration for the abandoned Alleyway and transferred Surplus 

Property; and 
 

 WHEREAS, Developer agrees to provide design and construction services both for the 

development of its Property, together with the Alleyway and Surplus Property, and for the 

improvements to be made to the Memorial Park; and 
 

 WHEREAS, this Agreement is made by the Parties to insure that the Alleyway abandonment 

and transfer of Surplus Property to Developer takes place in exchange for, 1) agreed business expansion 

and development of all Property owned, or to be owned, by Developer as described herein, and 2) 

completion of all obligations and commitments of the Developer in respect of the Memorial Park are 

met, and Developer will obtain Irrevocable Letter of Credit as security therefor. 
 

 NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements contained 

herein, and for other valuable considerations received, the receipt and sufficiency of which being 

acknowledged, the Parties mutually agree as follows: 

 
1. Recitals.  The foregoing recitals are hereby adopted and incorporated herein. 

 

2. Developer Obligations.  In exchange for the City’s Alleyway abandonment and conveyance of 

the Surplus Property to the Developer, the Developer agrees to perform as follows:   

 

a. Developer shall make application to obtain City Building Permit approvals for its 

development per the Site Plan as generally depicted on Exhibit “D” hereto, of the Property as 

additional offices, showroom, and warehouse facilities, parking, drainage, and other 

associated infrastructure. 

 

b. Developer shall obtain the requisite City permit approvals within 90 days following the 

effective date of the Ordinance and shall complete its development per the Site Plan within 

eighteen months (18) following issuance of requisite City permit approvals. 

 

c. Following issuance of the requisite City Permit approvals, the Developer, at its sole cost and 

expense, shall apply for, and obtain, an Irrevocable Letter of Credit in favor of the City for 

the amount of $41,836.74, representing 110% of improvement value, (the “Irrevocable 

Letter of Credit”)to secure Developer’s performance.  

 

d. The Irrevocable Letter of Credit shall remain in full force and effect while Developer is 

improving Memorial Park, the Alleyway, and Surplus Property. Developer may terminate the 

Irrevocable Letter of Credit upon satisfactory completion of the contemplated enhancements, 

as depicted on Exhibit “E”, and following written notice to the City advising of project 

completion and request for inspection, and where the City has issued written acceptance of 
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improvements. The City shall have 30 days following such notice, unless otherwise mutually 

extended, to inspect Memorial Park and to advise, in writing, of any project deficiency. 

 

e. In the event the Developer receives a statement of project deficiency within the 30 days 

following Developer’s notice of completion, the Developer, or its contractor, shall meet with 

the City’s designated Project Manager to discuss Developer’s plan to remedy such deficiency.    

In this event, the Developer shall be given a reasonable time following the meeting to remedy 

the deficiency to the City’s satisfaction. The Irrevocable Letter of Credit shall remain in full 

force and effect until written acceptance by City has been issued.  

 

3. City Obligations.  In consideration of the improvements committed for construction, and secured by 

the Irrevocable Letter of Credit of the Developer to enhance Memorial Park for the City and its 

citizens, the City agrees to perform as follows:  

 

a. The City acknowledges that it is neither feasible nor practical for the Developer to commence 

construction upon property of which it is not the record titleholder. Therefore, the Irrevocable 

Letter of Credit secured by Developer for the City’s protection shall serve as good and 

sufficient inducement for the City to convey the Surplus Property and to abandon the 

Alleyway, so that Developer can commence work on all of the subject property per the 

approved Site Plan.  

 

b. Upon issuance of the Irrevocable Letter of Credit and issuance of the requisite City  Permit 

approvals, whichever occurs last, the City shall abandon the Alleyway and cause the Surplus 

Property to be conveyed to Developer. To assist Developer in the orderly improvement of 

Memorial Park, the City shall appoint a “Project Manager” to act as a single point of contact 

between Developer and the appropriate City departments, agencies and employees. The 

Project Manger shall assist Developer with coordinating with City departments and agencies. 

 

c. Upon notice of completion of the contemplated improvements and enhancements to 

Memorial Park, including but not limited to benches, landscaping, lighting, and a bicycle 

station, as depicted and described, on Exhibit “E”, the City shall inspect the site to determine 

Developer’s compliance with this Agreement.  In the event the Developer has failed to 

substantially comply with its construction obligation, the City shall, in writing, issue a 

statement of project deficiency, which statement shall list with particularity any such project 

deficiencies.  Following Developer’s notice of completion of the Memorial Park 

enhancements, the City shall have 30 days following such notice to deliver its statement of 

project deficiency.   

 

4.   Amendments and Extensions.  This agreement shall not be modified, except by written instrument   

executed by the Parties. In the event of a force majeure, the Parties agree that such event is grounds 

for extension of any time deadlines herein, and agree to cooperate on a modification providing a fair 

extension for same.      

 

5.   Notices. Any notice, demand, consent, approval or other document required or permitted to be given 

to any Party to this Agreement shall be in writing and shall be delivered in person or sent by 

registered or certified mail, postage prepaid, return receipt requested, or sent by overnight courier, to 

the following address (or such other address as any Party may designate at any time in writing):

Exposure Time and Marketing Time 
 

The Dictionary of Real Estate Appraisal, Fifth Edition 2010, by the Appraisal 
Institute, defines Exposure Time on page 73 as follows:

We have reviewed the exposure time on the sales contained in the Sales 
Comparison Approach in this appraisal.  Based on that data and the current market, 

it is our opinion that the Subject Property would have had an exposure time of 
approximately 12 months or less. 

 
The Dictionary of Real Estate Appraisal, Fifth Edition 2010, by the Appraisal 

Institute, defines Marketing Time on page 121 as follows:

Based on the comparable sales and our knowledge of the market it is our opinion 
that a marketing time of 12 months would have been needed for the Subject 

Property. 
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SCOPE OF WORK 
 
According to the 14th Edition of The Appraisal of Real Estate, page 38, “Scope of 
work encompasses all aspects of the valuation process, including which approaches 
to value will be used; how much data is to be gathered, from what sources, from 
which geographic area, and over what time period; the extent of the data 
verification process; and the extent of property inspection, if any. 
 
The scope of work decision is appropriate when it allows the appraiser to arrive at 
credible assignment results and is consistent with the expectations of similar clients 
and the work that would be performed by the appraiser’s peers in a similar 
situation.” 
 

The first step in the appraisal process involved defining the appraisal problem which 
included the purpose and date of value, determining the interest being appraised, 
intended use and user of the appraisal, and identifying the real estate (legal 

description).  This step also determined if the appraisal were subject to any 
extraordinary assumptions or hypothetical conditions.  In this case of the Subject 

Property, there were none. 
 
The next step involved the inspection of the Subject Property multiple times up 

until the date of value or October 17, 2014 by Stephen G. Neill, MAI and Chris A. 
Blackwell.  The inspection allowed us to understand the physical components of the 

Subject Property.  In addition to the inspection of the Subject Property, we also 
began the data collection process and, subsequently, an analysis of the factors that 
affect the market value of the Subject Property, including a market area analysis, 

neighborhood analysis, and property data analysis. We gathered and reviewed 
information from the St. Lucie County Property Appraiser’s Office and the City of 

Fort Pierce Planning Department. 
 
The third step in the process was to determine the Highest and Best Use of the 

Subject Property as vacant and as improved.  Through the Highest and Best Use 
analysis, we determined the issues that have an effect on the final opinion of value. 

To determine the Highest and Best Use, we relied on information obtained from the 
data collection process.   

 
The fourth step was the application of the appropriate approaches to value.  No 
approaches were specifically omitted from this appraisal by the client.  However, for 

this assignment Sales Comparison Approach was used to value Subject Property. 
 

Since only one approach was used, no reconciliation of value was necessary.

help to identify land use districts.  Transportation arteries (highways, major streets, 

and railroads), bodies of water (rivers, lakes, and streams), and changing elevation 
(hills, mountains, cliffs, and valleys) can also be significant boundaries.”

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There are five east/west corridors intersecting the neighborhood.  These are Orange 
Avenue, Delaware Avenue, Virginia Avenue, Edwards Road, and Midway Road.  
Orange Avenue, Delaware Avenue, Virginia Avenue, and Midway Road all provide 

access to I-95 to the west.  Development along U.S. Highway 1 within the specific 
area of the Subject Neighborhood is mixed.  The majority of the land along this 

section of the U.S. Highway 1 corridor is developed until you reach the southern 
area.  There are still several vacant parcels in this area of the neighborhood.  
Commercial developments within the neighborhood are dominated by local and

The Dictionary of Real Estate Appraisal, Fifth Edition 2010, by the Appraisal 
Institute defines Highest and Best Use on page 93 as follows: 
 

"The reasonably probable and legal use of vacant land or an improved property 

that is physically possible, appropriately supported, financially feasible, and 
that results in the highest value. The four criteria the highest and best use 
must meet are legal permissibility, physical possibility, financial feasibility, and 

maximum productivity." 
 

To estimate the Highest and Best Use of the Subject, we have considered those 
uses which are legally permissible, physically possible, financially feasible, and 

maximally productive.  Consideration was given to individual features of the land 
such as size, shape, location, access to roadways, and the availability of utilities.  

Consideration was also given to the surrounding land uses and the demand for 
property in the current real estate market. 
 

Conclusion 
 

It is our opinion that the Highest and Best Use of the Subject Property is for future 
commercial/retail development in conjunction with neighboring parcels.  The 

reasons for this conclusion are as follows: 
 

1. The Subject Property is zoned OS-1, General and Recreational Open 
Space with a General Commercial Future Land-Use Classification.  
However, for valuation purposes of this report we have assumed a C-3, 

Commercial zoning classification.  These classifications allow for 
commercial development.  It is important to mention that the Subject size 

is below the minimum lot size of 10,000 feet. However, according to the 
City of Fort Pierce it could be developable as long as the setback 
requirements were met. 

 

2. The Subject Property contains 7,711.85 square feet of land area and is 
rectangular in shape.  The site size and shape allows for future 
commercial development, however the size is smaller than most typical 

development scenarios.  The Subject Property does not have any U.S. 
Highway 1 frontage.  However, there is good visibility from U.S. Highway 

1.  The Subject Property along with surrounding properties would have 
multiple development schemes including commercial development. 

 

3. From all indications commercial development is financially feasible.  While 

more recent market conditions have indicated a decline in demand for 
commercial properties, the location of the Subject and its development 
potential with the neighboring properties provide desirable qualities.  The 

Subject Property will allow expansion of the surrounding properties.   
 

4. The Subject Property is currently zoned OS-1 with an assumed zoning of 
C-3, Commercial.  Given the Subject’s current zoning classification and 
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the surrounding uses of C-3, Commercial, it is our opinion that the 
maximally productive use of the Subject Property would be for future 
commercial development permitted under C-3, Commercial zoning as 

demand warrants. 
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LAND VALUE ANALYSIS 
 
According to the 14th Edition of The Appraisal of Real Estate on page 44, the 
valuation of land begins by identifying the real estate and property rights valued, 

any encumbrances, use restrictions, and the land’s physical characteristics.  An 
appraiser can use several techniques to obtain an indication of land value: 
 

 Sales Comparison 
 Extraction 
 Allocation 
 Subdivision Development 
 Land Residual 
 Ground Rent Capitalization 
 

Usually the most reliable way to estimate land value is by sales comparison. When 
few sales are available, however, or when the value indications produced through 
sales comparison need additional support, procedures like extraction or allocation 
may be applied.  In the case of the Subject Property the only approach used was 
the sales comparison approach. 
 
Discussion of Vacant Land Sales  
 
In order to estimate the value of the Subject site, a search was made for sales with 
development potential similar to the Subject.  A search was made for commercial 
land sales with similar location features and/or similar development potential.   
 
We have looked at commercial land sales along or near the U.S. Highway 1 corridor 
that are best comparable to the Subject Property.  We analyzed the Subject 
Property based on price per square foot basis, as this is the most recognized unit of 
comparison in this market.  All of the comparables were considered with regard to 
property rights appraised, financing, conditions of sale, time or market conditions, 
location, size, site quality, zoning/density, and access/frontage.  The five 
comparable sales indicated a non-adjusted range from $1.93 to $5.39 per square 
foot.

Terms of Financing (Cash Equivalency)

sales analyzed herein involved either market terms or cash to Grantor.  Therefore, 
no adjustments were made, nor any cash equivalency performed. 

 
Conditions of Sale 
 

Adjustments for conditions of sale usually reflect the motivations of the buyer and 
seller at the time of conveyance.  Within the confirmation process, detailed 

attention was made to ensure the conditions of each sale.  We did make a slight 
adjustment for Comparable 6 as it was sold by a foundation and not a typical seller. 
  

Expenditures Made 
 

A knowledgeable buyer considers expenditures that will have to be made upon 
purchase of the property because these costs affect the price a buyer will pay.  Our 
sales did not require any adjustments for expenditures made after the sale. 

 
Time or Changes in Market Conditions 

 
Market conditions generally change over time and may be caused by inflation, 

deflation, fluctuations in supply and demand, or other factors.  The comparables 
occurred from September 2011 to May 2014.  The only adjustment made was for 
Comparable 6, due to inferior market conditions in 2011.  Therefore, no other 

adjustments were warranted for this characteristic.  
 

Location 
 
The Subject is located in the City of Fort Pierce.  All of the comparables are located 

within the City of Fort Pierce in areas that are similar to the Subject with the 
exception of Comparable 4.  Comparable 4 is located in St. Lucie County, west of 

much of the development.  This is considered inferior to the Subject Property.  
Therefore, we have given Comparable 4 an upward adjustment.  None of the 
remaining comparables warranted an adjustment for location. 
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Size 
 
The Subject Property contains 7,711.85 square feet or 0.177 acres  The comparable 

sales indicate a range from 0.15 acres to 1.97 acres.  Typically, larger parcels sell 
for more per square foot than smaller properties, however the Subject is below the 

minimum lot requirements and below most development scenarios.  In our opinion 
the smaller lot size would offset the adjustment for properties over an acre.  For 
Comparables 1 and 3 that are less than an acre but above the minimum lot size 

requirement a small downward adjustment was made.  
 

Site Quality 
 
The Subject Property has good site quality and development potential.  All of the 

comparables have the same or similar site qualities.  Therefore, no adjustments 
were warranted for this characteristic. 

 
Zoning 
 

The Subject Property is currently zoned OS-1 as it is currently owned by the City of 
Fort Pierce.  The surrounding parcels are zoned C-3, Commercial.  Therefore, we 

have assumed a C-3 zoning for the Subject.  All of the comparables have similar 
commercial type zonings that allow for much of the same development uses.  
Therefore, no adjustments were warranted for this characteristic.  

 
Access/Frontage 

 
The Subject Property does not have frontage along a major roadway.  However, 
there is good visibility from U.S. Highway 1.  Comparables 1, 2, 3, 5, and 6 all have  

good primary roadway access/frontage that is considered superior to the Subject 
Property.  Therefore, we have given adjustments accordingly to these comparables. 

No other adjustments were warranted for this characteristic.  
 

Conclusion – Land Value Analysis 
 
As can be seen on the comparable sales chart displayed earlier, the sales indicate 

an adjusted range from $1.99 to $2.90 per square foot, with an average indication 
of $2.52 per square foot and median indication of $2.62 per square foot.  The best 

available data was analyzed and adjusted accordingly.  After giving consideration to 
all of the comparable data and placing the most weight on Comparable 1 as it is the 
most recent indication of value, it is our opinion the Market Value of the Subject 

site is best represented by $2.75 per square foot.  This indicates that the land value 
of the Subject Property is $20,000. This is calculated as follows: 

 
7,711.85 square feet X $2.75 per square foot = $21,205

The  police  department  has  received  a  lot  of  positive  feedback  and 
comments about this new initiative.   

 Parking  Problems  –  The  City’s  Parking  Committee  continues  to meet  to  formulate  long  term 
plans  to address  the parking  issues  throughout Downtown and South Beach.   The Downtown 
parking problem has lessened since the end of tourist season.        

 Homeless Initiative – No new update, Committee (from the Salvation Army) submitted their RFP 
bid for 505 North 7th Street as a temporary shelter, a Jail Diversionary Shelter. The Committee is 
waiting to hear back on their proposal.   

 Pinewood Park – The police department continues to patrol the park to curtail any panhandling, 
littering,  drinking  and  public  urination  inside  the  park.    Sarah’s  Kitchen  is  set  to move  their 
“Lunch” program  to  the Notre Dame Missionary Catholic Church as of August  1st.   The police 
department has seen a noticeable difference in the number of complaints/problems.
