MEMORANDUM IN SUPPORT OF REQUEST FOR REDUCTION/RESCINDMENT OF
CODE ENFORCMENT LIEN

NOW COMES, Qamar U. Wahaj & Ayaz K. Siraj, (collectively “Owners”) through
undersigned counsel, and request that the City rescind or reduce the fines associated with these
cases and state in support:

L. Owners purchased the subject property at foreclosure auction, Case No.
2012CA004726, on January 22, 2016.

2. Case No. 13-00000572, for “non-operable vehicles” and “outside storage,” has
outstanding fines of $22,300.00. These violations were incurred by a prior owner. The case was
brought into compliance on September 7", 2005. Exhibit A, City Lien Search.

3. Case No. 07-00000814, for “non-operable vehicles,” “outside storage,” and parking
on the lawn, has outstanding costs of $30.00 and no fines. These violations were incurred by a
prior owner. The case was brought into compliance on July 9", 2013. Exhibit A, City Lien Search.

4. None of the violations in these cases were incurred by the Owners. The cases were
brought into compliance by prior owners long before the Owners took title. Any issues with repeat

violations, or timeliness of compliance, do not relate to the Owners. Therefore, it would be

inequitable to require the Owners to pay these fines.
WHEREFORE, Owners respectfully request that the fines be rescinded in these cases, or

in the alternative that the fines be reduced to an amount representing the City’s hard costs of

enforcement only.
