Veterans Memorial Park Grand Reopening

My grandfather served his 
country for 22 years and retired 
from the United States Air 
Force as a Special Intelligence 
Officer. He used to tell me 
about the places he traveled, 
the battles in the bunker 
fought, but more importantly, 
the time lost with his family. I 
remember the dedication he 
put into everything and the 
pride that went along with it. 
I’m not sure if that was just him, 
how he was raised, or if the 
military had anything to do with 
it, but nonetheless, as a kid he 
wanted me to understand it. 

When I first walked into the 
park, I was immediately taken 
by a sense of pride.

The 
guest speakers ranged from 
Mayor Hudson, Commissioner 
Perona, and Commissioner 
Alexander to a Submarine 
veteran simply wanting to share 
an old poem that resonated

some tears of sadness as 
stories were shared, but there 
were some tears of joy as well. 
You could see the pride in our 
veterans as they sat listening. 
As the ceremony concluded, 
everyone young and old 
gathered around the podium 
for the ribbon cutting officially 
opening Veterans Memorial 
Park.

For the City of Fort Pierce it 
was about looking forward 
and passionately continuing 
to make our city even more 
beautiful. Keeping our pristine

ENGINEERING

Veterans Memorial Park serves a dual purpose, not 
only is it a beautiful park dedicated to our veterans, 
but it also operates as a water filtering system for 
a 44 acre drainage basin.  Untreated stormwater 
run-off from this 44 acre basin was previously 
discharged directly into our Indian  
River Lagoon.  

With the completion of the park, discharge is  
now routed into one of the four bio swales.  These 
meandering, landscaped, swales are designed to 
remove pollutants by allowing suspended solids  
to filter into the rock lined bottom.  

Once through the bio swale, stormwater then 
discharges into a drainage structure containing 
floc logs.  These floc logs are installed inside the 
structure and contain polymers that will reduce 
metals, nutrients, and suspended solids from 
stormwater.  

Upon exiting the drainage structure, the 
stormwater enters into a deep cell lake where 
further treatment is provided by the introduction 

of oxygen as produced by the aeration fountains.  
Oxygen aids in the natural biodegradation of organic 
waste and pollutants.  From the lake, run-off is then 
reintroduced back into the original discharge pipe 
and discharged into the Lagoon.
