This is the first home | have owned and the first permit | have
ever pulled. | am very unfamiliar with how the permit system works, and so for this | apologize. | would
have never neglected this serious situation if | had been aware of it. | was informed that | was being
fined $100 a day after 3 months when | received this gigantic bill. If | had known sooner this situation
would have never gotten so out of hand.

Being a first time home owner, the last thing | would want is to have an issue like this with the
city. My inexperience with these kinds of matters has not helped and so | am asking your office to help
me settle this matter once and for all. The fence has been finished and passed inspection.

In conclusion | feel that that the fine of $9,930.00 is way too large to be considered fair. | did pay
for a new permit in February, so | was not neglecting my responsibility to the city. | would greatly
appreciate any guidance or adjustments to this fine.
