The Planning Staff has been exploring better strategies for annexation that create a uniform approach and a recognizable 
city boundary; rather than utilizing the approach used historically annexing via FPUA service agreements.  
 
In doing so, it is Planning  Staff’s recommendation that the Joint Planning  Agreement be updated with St. Lucie County.  

This update would reflect changes to the Florida Statutes, and update an agreement originally approved in June 2005.  In 

essence, two paragraphs would be added to the existing agreement (these are shown in underline in the attached 

document):  

  4.3 In order to better the delivery of municipal services, City of Fort Pierce shall have the right to annex any enclaves that 

comply with Section 171.046, Florida Statutes. 

 

4.4  The City desires to annex properties by way of Interlocal Service Boundary Agreement (ISBA) as outlined in the Florida 

Statutes Chapter 171 Part II.  The Parties agree to cooperate in the development of agreements as defined in Sec. 171.203 Flo rida 

Statutes.  City staff will designate specific Target Annexation Areas for annexation through the ISBA agreements by adopting the 

initiating resolution pursuant to Sec. 171.203(1)(a) Florida Statutes.  

 
Recently, the Statutes were updated to allow enclaves to be annexed up to 110 acres in size through a Resolution adopted 
jointly by both the City and the County.  Enclaves are areas that are completely surrounded by the municipality and 
Statutes used to limit annexations of enclaves  to 10 acres in size.  The enclaves found around Okeechobee east of the 
Interstate are a classic example.  This would allow the “donut holes” to be annexed.   Here are a few samples of 
unincorporated enclaves these are shown in white:  
 

 
The second change recomemnded to the Joint Planning Agreement would also establish the ISBA process. CityStaff have 
met preliminarily with County Staff, the County has indicated it open to taking this approach as its more holistic.   
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The ISBA process starts with the City sending a Resolution to the County, I have attached a draft that follows the format 
used by Volusia County.  As a starting point, we selected Target Area 1 for a draft document.  As this is the first attempt of 
its kind in this area, Planning Staff is proposing to start with Target Area 1 and expand the program to the other areas as 
outlined on the attached map.  Target Area 1 includes the neighborhoods of Sheraton Plaza, Sunland Gardens and 
Paradise Park as well as Commercial areas on both the east and west side of US 1.  
 

 
 
The ISBA is an annexation tool that takes a very comprehensive look at an area and its needs, including addressing road 
conditions, stormwater facilities, lighting and other services.  In addition to being comprehensive in nature, the ISBA also 
addresses key weaknesses in the methods of voluntary annexation (need signed agreements from all property owners) 
and eliminates the hostile methods of involuntary annexation.  In the Planning Staff’s preliminary look at this area, Staff 
has identified the following roads as deteroirated or unpaved.  

 41st Street from Juanita Ave to Canal (Dead-end): 0.22 Miles (Deteriorating) 

 Woodward Drive from N 25th Street to Matanzas Ave: 0.27 Miles (Deteriorating) 

 Matanzas Ave from N 25th Street to N 21st Street: 0.22 Miles (Deteriorating) 

 San Marcos Ave from 25th Street to N 21st Street: 0.23 Miles (Deteriorating) 

 Avienda Ave from N 25th Street to N 21st Street: 0.21 Miles (Deteriorating) 

 W 21st Court  from San Marcos Ave to Juanita Ave: 0.17 Miles (Deteriorating) 

 N 23rd Street from Woodward Ave to Juanita Ave: 0.22 Miles (Deteriorating) 

 N 21st Street from Juanita Ave to San Diego Ave: 0.12 Miles (Deteriorating) 

 N 23rd Street from Juanita Ave to San Diego Ave: 0.12 Miles (Deteriorating) 

  N 17th Street from Juanita Ave to Barcelona Ave: 0.18 Miles (Deteriorating) 
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  N 15th Street from Juanita Ave to Barcelona Ave: 0.18 Miles (Deteriorating) 

  Valencia Ave from N 23rd Street to Canal(Dead-end): 0.55 Miles (Sand/Dirt) 

  San Diego Ave from N 19th Street to Canal (Dead-end): 0.32 Miles (Sand/Dirt) 

  N 13th Street from Juanita Ave to Canal (Dead-end): 0.12 Miles (Sand/Dirt) 

 Valencia Ave & N 13th Street: 0.02 Miles (Sand/Dirt) 

 Sunny Lane  From N 3rd Street to Old Dixie Hwy: 0.04 Miles (Sand/Dirt) 

 N 3rd Street from US Hwy 1 to Dead-end: 0.21 Miles (Sand/Dirt) 

The County has established an MSBU for street lighting in the Paradise Park area. This district was established in 1982 and 
reaffirmed in 2010 through Resolution.  Currently, it adds $26 to each property in Paradise Park.  The ISBA process is ideal 
for addressing the transition between County services and municpal services if an area is annexed.  
 
Basic research into this area indicates that there are 1,115 parcels comprising 510 acres in size, with a preliminary tax value 
$14,474,474.  At 6.9 mills current advalorem rate, the value to the City is approximately $99,875.00 annually.    
 
Staff recommendation: 

1. Discussion and Consensus on whether to proceed with the revisions to the Joint Planning Agreement for 
Annexations. 

 
2. Discussion and Consensus on whether to proceed with the initiating Resolution for the ISBA process for Target

JOINT PLANNING AGREEMENT  

BETWEEN ST. LUCIE COUNTY AND 

THE CITY OF FORT PIERCE 
 
 

This Joint Planning Agreement (the “Agreement") made and entered into as of the 

       Day of      I 2017, by and between ST.  LUCIE COUNTY, a political subdivision of the 

State of Florida (hereinafter referred to as the "County"), the CITY OF FORT PIERCE, a 

Florida municipal corporation (hereinafter referred to as the "City).  (The County and City 

are sometimes collectively referred to as the "Parties".) 

 

 
 
 

WHEREAS, it is the purpose and intent of this Agreement, the Parties hereto, and 

the Florida Interlocal Cooperation Act of 1969, as amended and codified as Section 

163.01, Florida Statutes ( the "Cooperation Act"), and Section 163.3171(3), Florida 

Statutes, to permit the City and the County to make the most efficient use of  their 

respective powers, resources and capabilities by enabling them to cooperate on the  basis of 

mutual advantage and thereby to provide the property, facilities and services provided for  

in this Agreement in the manner that will best accord with the existing  and anticipated 

resources available to each of them and with geographic, economic, population and other 

factors influencing the needs and developments within an  area  ("Planning Area"),  as 

designed on the attached map as Exhibit "A"; and, 
 

 
WHEREAS, it is the  purpose of  the  Cooperation Act  to  provide  for  a means by 

which the Parties  may exercise  their  respective  powers, privileges  and authorities which 

they might  now  or  in  the future share  in  common and  which  each  might exercise 

separately; and, 
 

 
WHEREAS, the Parties recognize that proper intergovernmental coordination is 

essential for sound growth management; and, 
 

 
WHEREAS, a joint  planning area agreement will provide a basis for  the  evaluation 

of future development applications as well as for the adequate and cost effective provision 

of public services within the Planning Area; and, 
 

WHEREAS, the Parties seek to coordinate and achieve compatible land uses adjacent 

to their common boundary; and, 
 

 
WHEREAS,  the Parties seek to promote sustainable economic development and 

quality job creation through consistent and planned development patterns and agree to work 

cooperatively to preclude urban sprawl; and, 
 

 

WITNESSETH: 



 
 

WHEREAS, effective intergovernmental relations will  improve  the delivery  of public 

services; and, 

 
WHEREAS,  Section  163.3171(3), Florida  Statutes, authorizes municipalities  and 

counties to enter  into  joint  agreements for  the purposes of  coordinating  the  preparation 

and adoption of  municipal and county  comprehensive plans, procedures  for  the 

administration  of land  development  regulations  or land  development  codes  applicable 

thereto and other  purposes under the Local Government Comprehensive Planning and Land 

Development Act, Section 163.3161, et. seq., Florida Statutes. 
 

 
WHEREAS, the  Local Government Comprehensive Planning and Land Development 

Act  encourages joint  agreements entered  into pursuant thereto to be formally  stated and 

approved in appropriate  action by the governing bodies involved and the administration be 

governed by the Florida Interlocal Cooperation Act of 1969; and, 
 

 
WHEREAS, the City and the County have held public hearings with public notice 

thereof to consider the adoption of this Agreement. 
 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants of this Agreement, the 

City and the County agree as follows: 
 

 
ARTICLE 1 

AUTHORITY 
 

 
1. Authority.  This Agreement  is entered  into  pursuant  to  the  provisions of 

Section  163.01, Florida  Statutes, Section  163.400, Florida  Statutes; Part III, Chapter 

163, F l o r i d a  Statutes; Section 163.3171(3),  Florida Statutes,  and  other applicable 

provisions of law, all as amended and supplemented from  time to time. 

 

ARTICLE 2 

DEFINITIONS 
 

 
2.1 Definitions. The following definitions shall apply to this Agreement: 

 

Agreement: The interlocal planning agreement. 
 

City: The City of Fort Pierce, Florida. 
 

Cooperation Act:  The Florida Interlocal Cooperation Act of 1969 as amended and 

codified as Section 163.01, F.S. 
 

County: St. Lucie County, Florida. 
 

Development Permits: Development Permit includes any building permit, zoning 

permit, subdivision approval, rezoning, certification, certificates of occupancy, building 

inspections, special exception, variance or any other official action of local government 



 

having the effect of permitting the development of land. 
 

Parties:  St. Lucie County, Florida, and the City of Fort Pierce, Florida. 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

ARTICLE 3 

PURPOS E, FINDING S, INTENT 
 

 
3.1 The purpose of this Agreement is to provide certain procedures for  joint action 

by City and the County within the Planning Area in the preparation and adoption of changes 

to the comprehensive plan and on procedures for  the administration of land development 

regulations or the land development code applicable thereto. 

 
3.2 It is the intent of the parties  to provide for  the cooperation in managing growth 

within the Planning Area by providing for  the coordination of comprehensive plan and land 

development regulations for  the Planning Area. 

 

ARTICLE 4 
COMPREHENSIVE PLAN, LAND DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS 

 AND CODE ENFORCEMENT  
 

 
4.1  To provide  for  better  integrated land use planning and land development 

within the Planning Area, the Parties agree as follows: 
 

 
     4.1.1.  The  City agrees to  provide  the  County  Administrator  and County Attorney 

with 30  15 days prior  written notice of all annexations into  the City (first reading of  

annexation ordinance). This notice shall include copies of all annexation  ordinances, staff  

reports and recommendations, and copies of all agreements, contracts or  other similar 

instruments  effecting any voluntary annexations. The County agrees to provide any written 

comments it may have on the proposed annexation to the City Manager and City Attorney 

at  least  three  (3)  days prior to  the first reading of  the annexation ordinance. Any 

comments submitted for consideration will be made a part of the record prior  to final 

approval of the annexation. 
 

 
     4.1.2 In order to promote coordination of land use and development activities within  the  

community, the County shall have the right to designate a non-voting representative to 

attend the City's technical review committee  and the City shall have the right to designate 

a non-voting representative to attend the  County's development review committee.   Each 

party shall provide the other party written notice of committee meetings. 
 

 



 

4.2 Notwithstanding anything provided in this  Agreement, neither  the City's nor 

the  County's duties,  obligations, or  responsibilities under any section  of  this  Agreement 

shall  affect  the Parties' right, duty, obligation, authority  or power  to act in  its 

governmental or regulatory  capacity in accordance with applicable laws, ordinances, codes 

or other  building regulations nor in the  exercise  of any discretionary act or power within 

its respective  jurisdiction. In no event  shall the  Parties,  due to  any provision  of  this 

Agreement, be obligated to take any  action concerning regulatory  approvals  for 

development  permits  except  through  its established  processes  and in accordance  with 

applicable provisions  of  law.  Failure  to  comply in any respect  with  this  Agreement  by 

either Party, including the providing of notice, shall neither  affect nor serve as a basis to 

invalidate any land use development approvals. 

 

  4.3 In order to better the delivery of municipal services, City of Fort Pierce shall have the 

right to annex any enclaves that comply with Section 171.046, Florida Statutes.  

 

4.4  The City desires to annex properties by way of interlocal service boundary agreement 

(ISBA) as outlined in the Florida Statutes Chapter 171 Part II.  The Parties agree to cooperate in 

the development of agreements as defined in Sec. 171.203 Florida Statutes.  City staff will 

designate specific Target Annexation Areas for annexation through the ISBA agreements by 

adopting the initiating resolution pursuant to Sec. 171.203(1)(a) Florida Statutes.  

 

 

ARTICLE 5 

MISCELLANEOUS 
 

 
5.1  Amendments.  This  Agreement  may be  amended  by  the  mutual  written 

agreement of  the  County and the  City at any time  from  time  to  time, which amendments 

shall become effective upon filing  thereof with the Clerk of  the Circuit  Court of St. Lucie 

County, Florida, pursuant to Section 163.01(11), Florida Statutes. 
 

 
5.2  Assignment. None of  the  parties  may assign or  transfer any or all of  its 

duties, rights, responsibilities, or obligations under this  Agreement to any other  party  or 

any person not a party  to this  Agreement without  the express prior  approval of the other 

party  to this  Agreement. 

 
5.3  Severability.  The provisions of  this  Agreement are severable, and it is the 

intention  of the parties to confer  the whole or any part  of the powers herein provided for 

and if any of  the  provisions  of  this  Agreement  or  any other  powers  granted  by  this 

Agreement  shall  be  held  unconstitutional, invalid  or  void  by  any  court of competent 

jurisdiction, the  decision of  said court  shall not  affect or  impair  any of  the  remaining 

provisions of this  Agreement.  It is hereby declared to be the intent of the parties  hereto 

that  this  Agreement would have been adopted, agreed to, and executed  had such 

unconstitutional, invalid or void provision or power not been included therein. 
 



 
 

5.4  Members of the City and County Not Liable. 
 

 
(1)   All covenants, stipulations, obligations and agreements of the City and 

the  County contained  in this  Agreement  shall be deemed to  be covenants, stipulations, 

obligations  and agreements of  the  City  and the  County, respectively, to  the  full  extent 

authorized  by the Act and provided by the Constitution and laws of the State of Florida. 
 

 
(2)   No  covenant, stipulation, obligation  or  agreement  controlled  herein 

shall be deemed to  be a covenant, stipulation, obligation or agreement of  any present  or 

future individual member of  the  governing body or agent or employee of  the  City  or the 

County in its,  his or their  individual capacity, and neither  the  members of  the  Governing 

Body of  the City or the  County or any official executing  this  Agreement shall individually 

be liable personally or shall be subject  to any accountability  by reason of the execution by 

the City or the County of this  Agreement or any act pertaining or contemplated hereby. 



 

 
 

5.5  Term of the Agreement 
 

 

The initial term of this Agreement shall be five (5) years from  the Effective 

Date unless sooner terminated by either  Party. The term  of  the  Agreement shall be 

automatically  extended  in five  (5) year increments unless either  party  notifies the other 

party  of its desire to terminate the Agreement which notice must be provided in writing at 

least  ninety  (90)  days before the  end of  the  then  current term.  Either Party  may 

terminate this  Agreement by providing thirty (30) days written notice to the other. 
 

 
5.6  Beneficiaries. Nothing  in this  Agreement, expressed or implied, is intended or 

shall be construed to confer upon any person, firm or corporation other  than the parties 

hereto, any  right, remedy,  or  claim,  legal  or  equitable,  under  or  by  reason  of this 

Agreement  or  any provision  hereof. It is  the  intent of  the  parties hereto  that this 

Agreement  and all its  provisions are intended  to  be and are  for  the  sole and exclusive 

benefit of the parties  hereto. 
 

 
5.7  Notices.  Any  notice, demand,  direction,  request or other instrument 

authorized  or required  by this  Agreement to be given or filed with the City or the County· 

shall be deemed sufficiently given or filed  for  all purposes of  this  Agreement if and when 

sent by registered mail, return receipt  requested, or by direct personal delivery:

5.8  Execution of  Agreement.  This Agreement shall be executed by both Parties 

and approved as to form  and execution by the its  Attorney, and their  seal affixed hereto. 

If any officer whose signature appears on this  Agreement ceases to hold office before  all 

officers shall have executed  this  Agreement or prior  to  the  filing of  this  Agreement as 

provided  in  Section  6.11 hereof, his  or  her  signature  shall  nevertheless  be  valid  and 

sufficient for  all purposes.  This Agreement shall bear the signature of, or may be signed 

by, such individuals as at the actual time of the execution of  this  Agreement shall be the 



 

 

 

proper and duly empowered officer to sign this  Agreement  and this  Agreement  shall  be 

deemed to  have been duly and properly executed  even though on the  Effective Date 

any such individual may not hold office. 
 
 

5.9  Filing with  Circuit  Court  Clerk.  The  County  is  hereby authorized  and 

directed after approval of this  Agreement  by the  Governing Body of the  County and the 

City and the  execution  thereof by the  duly qualified and authorized officers of each of 

the  parties  hereto  as provided, to file this  Agreement with the  Clerk of the  Circuit Court 

of St.  Lucie County, Florida, as provided in Section 163.01(11), Florida Statutes.

A RESOLUTION OF THE  CITY  COMMISSION OF THE  
CITY OF  FORT PIERCE, FLORIDA,  PURSUANT  TO  
CHAPTER 171, PART  II,  FLORIDA  STATUTES,  THE  
INTERLOCAL SERVICE  BOUNDARY AGREEMENT ACT,

WHEREAS,  Part II, Chapter 171, Florida Statutes, entitled the "Interlocal Service 

Boundary Agreement Act (Act) provides an alternative to Part I of said Chapter for local 

governments regarding the annexation of territory into a municipality and the subtraction of 

territory from the unincorporated areas of the county; and 

WHEREAS, the Act further intends to establish a more flexible process for adjusting 

municipal boundaries and to address a wider range of the affects of annexations; and 

WHEREAS, the overriding goal of the process set forth within the Act is to promote 

sensible boundaries that reduce the cost of local government and increase the level of service of 

residents within the boundary of unincorporated St. Lucie County; and 

WHEREAS, the boundary area as shown in Exhibit "A" is generally surrounded on the 

north, south and west by unincorporated portions of St. Lucie County; and 

WHEREAS,  the  City  of  Fort Pierce pursuant  to  this  interlocal  service  boundary 

agreement with the County of St. Lucie wishes to fill in its municipal boundaries; and 

WHEREAS, the boundary generally outlined by our established Utility Service Area as 

adopted in our Comprehensive Plan contains lands that serve a substantially important economic 

development interest to the residents of St. Lucie County and the City of Fort Pierce and 

consistent planning and development rules and procedures are vital to the process; and 
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WHEREAS, it is the intent of the City Commission of the City of Fort Pierce to initiate 

discussions with St. Lucie County regarding the development  of an interlocal service boundary 

agreement for lands shown in Exhibit "A" to address the above-referenced  concerns. 

NOW,  THEREFORE, BE  IT   RESOLVED  by  the  City Commission  of  the  City  
of Fort Pierce,  Florida: 

 
Section 1.  That the City of Fort Pierce hereby invites St. Lucie County  to enter into 

negotiations  under the act to address  issues concerning  planning and annexation  for the areas

B.        The establishment  of municipal services areas, as defined in Sec. 171.202(11)(a), 

F.S. for which the City may plan for an annex, which consists of planning areas in the area as 

shown in Exhibit "A". 

C.        The establishment of a process for land use decisions  consistent  with Part II of 

Chapter 163, Florida Statutes, for lands in the municipal service area.    

D.        The incorporation of mutually agreed upon extraterritorial  powers to be exercised 

by the city within unincorporated  areas a as shown  in Exhibit "A".    These powers may be in 

addition to other municipal powers that otherwise exist in the City.

As a follow up to the Paradise Park Street Lighting discussions at a recent City Commission 
meeting, the following information has been compiled regarding St. Lucie County's Street 
Lighting District program. 

In order to offer and fund street lighting in the Paradise Park neighborhood, St. Lucie County 
created the Paradise Park Street Lighting District (SLD) in 1982. This district was formed to 
cover the monthly operating and maintenance costs of street lights within the Paradise Park 
boundary. This SLD was created prior to the Paradise Park neighborhood being annexed into 
the City of Fort Pierce. 

When 17 of the County's 19 SLDs were created, annual assessment amounts were based on ad­
valorem value (the 1982 resolution). However, as property values declined around 2008, so did 
assessment collections. In 2010, the SLDs were changed to non-ad valorem because the County 
was not collecting sufficient funds to cover the monthly FPUA/FPL invoices. Annual assessment 
amounts are now determined by dividing the total annual cost of each SLD by the number of 
parcels within each SLD. 

St. Lucie County has informed us that as long as street lights are intact, there is no end date for 
this SLD. This issue will be included in future annexation negotiations with St. Lucie County.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF ST. LUCIE COUNTY, 
FLORIDA: 

SECTION 1. AUTHORITY. This resolution is adopted pursuant to the provisions of Article VI , 

Chapter 1-17 of the St. Lucie County Code of Ordinances (the "Ordinance"), County Resolution No. 82-

57, Sections 125.01 , 125.66 and 197.3632, Florida Statutes, and other applicable provisions of law. 

SECTION 2. DEFINITIONS. This resolution constitutes the Annual Assessment Resolution as 

defined in the Ordinance. All capitalized words and terms not otherwise defined herein shall have the 

meanings set forth in the Ordinance. Unless the context indicates otherwise, words imparting the singular 

number, include the plural number, and vice versa. 

SECTION 3. FINDINGS. It is hereby ascertained, determined, and declared as follows: 

(A) On April 27, 1982, the Board of County Commissioners (the "Board") of St. Lucie County, 

Florida (the "County") adopted Resolution No. 82-57 which established the Paradise Park Street Lighting 

District (the "District") as a special improvement service district and provided for the imposition of special 

assessments to fund the cost of providing street lighting services, improvements and facilities therein. A 

map describing the boundary of the District is attached hereto as Appendix A. 

(B) On May 11, 201 O, the Board enacted the Ordinance to revise the procedure by which 

special assessments are imposed within special improvement service districts for purposes of funding 

street lighting services. Such revised procedure requires adoption of an Annual Assessment Resolution 

each Fiscal Year approving the Assessment Roll for the District. 

(C) The Ordinance further provides that in the event the Board desires to implement an 

alternative apportionment methodology for allocating the cost of Street Lighting Services among the 



Paradise Park Street Lighting District 
Annual Assessment Resolution 

(1) The District is substantially composed of similarly-sized single family residential parcels. 

Accordingly, each single family residential parcel shall constitute one equivalent dwelling unit (EDU) for 

purposes of allocating the cost of providing the Street Lighting Services therein. 

(2) Individual multifamily units within the District are specially benefitted by Street Lighting 

Services in the same manner and to substantially the same extent as single family residential parcels, 

such that each multifamily unit shall constitute one EDU. Individual tax parcels which contain multifamily 

units shall be assigned one EDU per multifamily unit. 

(3) The amount of the Assessment per EDU shall be calculated by dividing the total 

estimated cost of providing the Street Lighting Service by the number of EDUs in the District. 

(4) As of the date hereof, there are 438 EDUs located within the District. 

(5) For the Fiscal Year beginning October 1, 2010, the estimated cost of providing Street 

Lighting Services in the District is $13,604.28. Such estimated cost includes a component to fund or 

otherwise reimburse the County for costs incurred in administering and maintaining the Assessment 

program as authorized by Section 1-17-82 of the Ordinance. 

(6) The maximum amount of the Assessments to be assessed and apportioned among the 

parcels of real property within the District is hereby established in the amount of $31 .06 per EDU for the 

Fiscal Year 2010-11 . 

(B) Annual Assessment Resolutions for subsequent Fiscal Years may approve annual cost of 

living or inflationary increases in the amount of the Assessment by a cumulative total of not to exceed 

10% of the amount approved hereunder, or a total annual Assessment of $34.17, without requiring 

additional notice and public hearing prior to adoption of such Annual Assessment Resolutions, as 

authorized by Section 1-17-79 of the Ordinance. 

(C) The apportionment methodology approved herein shall be utilized in preparing the 

Assessment Roll for the District for subsequent Fiscal Years. 

SECTION 5. RATIFICATION AND CONFIRMATION OF DISTRICT BOUNDARY AND 

RESOLUTION NO. 82-57. The legal description of the boundary of the District as set forth in 

Resolution No. 82-57, including any amendment thereto, is hereby ratified, confirmed and

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I. Introduction 

Arts, cultural heritage and creativity are essential keys to capitalizing on Fort Pierce’s unique and 
distinctive identity. They each play a vital role in supporting community cohesion and well-being as 
they increase community pride, foster economic development and increase tourism.  

Arts - Arts are a diverse range of human activities that create visual, auditory or performing artifacts, 

intended to be appreciated for their beauty or emotional power. The arts create an economic engine that 
increases tourism, creates jobs and improves quality of life. Implementing arts and culture into a 
community helps boost economies. 

Cultural Heritage - Cultural Heritage is an expression of the ways of living developed by a 
community and passed on from generation to generation, including customs, practices, places, 
objects, artistic expressions and values. 

Creativity – Creativity is participation in a range of activities that allow for imaginative expression, 

such as music, art, creative movement, and drama, which engage your mind, body and senses. 

The arts stimulate creative problem-solving and innovation within a community. Parents with youth 
involved in sustained, structured community-based arts programs show a positive increase in the 
perception of their neighborhoods. When the arts become central in a community, the learning 
environment improves, and the culture transforms to become more positive, creative, and 
supportive.  

Cultural heritage is important because it helps people connect with others who have similar 
backgrounds and provides a sense of unity and belonging. Cultural heritage also provides people 
with a link to traditions that might otherwise be lost. 

Creativity is a powerful economic engine for Fort Pierce. The creative sector contributes directly 
and indirectly to community prosperity, by generating economic activity, providing employment, 
making our city attractive, and enhancing our overall quality of life. 

This Master Plan, built around Creative Placemaking initiatives, paves the way for the creation of 
the City’s 10-Year Arts and Culture Strategic Plan, with input from private citizens, City 
Commission, staff, artists, arts organizations, nonprofits and business owners. The Strategic Plan 
will detail a course of action to enhance and capitalize on our existing arts and cultural heritage 
amenities. It will also provide strategies to support artists, arts organizations and arts educational 
opportunities with programs and projects that positively transform our historic communities and 
downtown area.  

Creative Placemaking - In creative placemaking, partners from public, private, nonprofit and 
community sectors strategically shape the physical and social character of a neighborhood, 
town, tribe, city or region around arts and cultural activities. Creative placemaking animates 
public and private spaces, rejuvenates structures and streetscapes, improves local business 
viability and public safety, and brings diverse people together to celebrate, inspire and be 
inspired. 

An approved Arts and Culture Master Plan and 10-Year Strategic Plan will increase the viability of 
the City’s arts and culture grant applications and provide written guidelines for City and County 
AIPP funding oversight.  

Mission The mission of this Arts and Culture Master Plan is to affirm the City of Fort Pierce’s 
commitment to arts and cultural heritage and set into motion the development of a 10-Year 
Arts and Culture Strategic Plan to empower and support a strong and vibrant artistic 
atmosphere for Fort Pierce residents and visitors. The inspiration for this Arts and Culture 
Master Plan is the belief that arts, cultural heritage and creativity provide essential 
contributions to the quality of life in Fort Pierce.   
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Accomplishing this mission will: 

 Support and facilitate an increase in the development, preservation and promotion of the City’s 
existing artistic and cultural heritage assets; 

 Support and promote the development of artists, arts organizations, the school district and 
facilities that sponsor arts and cultural heritage programs, projects and educational 
opportunities; 

 Encourage and facilitate opportunities for City residents to participate in arts, cultural heritage 
and creative educational activities; 

 Stimulate greater governmental and public awareness and appreciation of the importance of the 
development, preservation and promotion of arts, cultural heritage and creativity within the City 
of Fort Pierce; 

 Advocate and communicate factual information on local, state and national arts and cultural 
heritage issues to citizens and elected officials; 

 Encourage and facilitate greater and more efficient use of City, County, State, Federal and 
private resources to develop and support arts, cultural heritage and creative programs and 
projects in Fort Pierce; 

 Enhance everyday life throughout the City of Fort Pierce; and 

 Further the recognition of Fort Pierce as an arts, cultural heritage and creative mecca and a 
destination of choice for investors, developers, tourists and current and future residents. 

A. Goals 

1. Increase the development, visibility and marketing of Fort Pierce’s existing arts and cultural 
heritage assets, programs and projects to clearly identify and celebrate Fort Pierce as the 
“Home” of Zora Neale Hurston, the Florida Highwaymen, A.E. ‘Bean’ Backus, and a ‘Hub’ for 
arts organizations, up-and-coming artists, art exhibits, programs and projects; 

2. Strengthen the capacity and sustainability of Fort Pierce’s artists and arts organizations; 

3. Encourage participation of new artists – both professional and amateur; 

4. Promote educational opportunities on Fort Pierce’s arts and cultural heritage;  

5. Weave arts and cultural heritage into all aspects of life in Fort Pierce to build civic pride and 
improve the quality of life for residents and visitors, raise community perception and cultivate 
economic development opportunities;  

6. Strengthen arts education and beautification opportunities to improve blighted areas; and 

7. Identify ongoing revenue sources to support the growth and development of Fort Pierce’s arts 
and cultural heritage amenities. 

B. Tasks to Reach Goals 

 Engage private citizens, artists, arts and cultural heritage organizations, community activists, 
City and County leaders, staff, etc. in creating the 10-Year Arts and Culture Strategic Plan. This 
will help: 

- Identify important community issues where arts and cultural heritage activities can provide 
solace; 

- Guide policy makers, commissioners, staff and volunteers as the Strategic Plan is 
implemented; and 

- Provide a crucial resource to positively impress potential grant funders to support the 
development, growth, marketing and preservation of the City’s arts and cultural heritage 
assets, artists and arts organizations. 
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Example Priorities: 

- Marketing and Image: Define and promote a creative uniqueness and brand for Fort Pierce: 
Designate the City as “Home” to Zora Neale Hurston, the ‘Original’ and ‘2

nd
 Generation’ 

Highwaymen artists and A.E. ‘Bean’ Backus.  The City’s unique and authentic identify will be 
applauded by potential funders, artists, arts organizations, residents, current and prospective 
developers, investors and employers, workers and visitors. 

- Space: Expand and support spaces for art and cultural heritage activities and events, 
including affordable space for artists, performances, exhibitions, meetings, storage, 
rehearsals, and education. 

- Youth: Enlighten young people with hands-on arts and cultural heritage opportunities 
through education, recreation and social settings intertwined in all aspects of their life. 

- Business: Engage businesses with Fort Pierce’s arts and cultural community. 

- Agency: Create a Division of Arts and Culture within the Department of Urban 
Redevelopment, supported by an active Commission-appointed Citizen’s Advisory Board to 
assist in the creation and implementation of the Arts and Culture Strategic Plan. 

- Heritage: Highlight our unique cultural heritage to inspire a sense of place and pride in Fort 
Pierce residents and businesses.   

- Potential: Identify, strengthen, promote and broadcast Fort Pierce’s cultural heritage assets 
and artistic treasures.   

- Community: Facilitate community involvement in the arts. 

- Capacity: Increase the capacity of Fort Pierce’s creative sector through strategies such as 
public and private funding for arts agencies, artists, businesses, cultural heritage education, 
etc. Provide opportunities to disseminate information, promote networking and collaboration, 
technical assistance, and project and program coordination.  

- Creative Climate: Develop a climate that encourages the growth of creative enterprises, 
individual artists, arts organizations, economic development and tourism.  

- Lincoln Park: Improve, promote and expound upon arts and cultural heritage assets in 
Lincoln Park; promote artist live-work environment, creative enterprises, investments in 
small businesses, entrepreneurship, special events, restaurants, shopping, streetscape and 
façade development that will result in the creation of a safe, vibrant, lively atmosphere. Form 
collaborations with surrounding communities to cross-promote assets, including Eatonville 
(Zora Neale Hurston) Mount Dora, Pompano, Davenport, etc. (Highwaymen). Collaborate 
with A.E. Backus Museum, Treasure Coast Art Association, Jazz and Blues Society, 
individual Highwaymen and other artists to promote programs, projects and activities. Seek 
funding opportunities to assist artists, art and cultural heritage programs and projects and 
Lincoln Theatre rehabilitation. 

- Orange Avenue Corridor – Peacock Arts District – Seek grant funding, investors, arts 
organizations, artists, etc. and collaborate with property owners along the corridor to assist 
in the development and enhancement of the Orange Avenue Corridor/Peacock Arts District 
as walkable and encouraging for businesses, artist housing, arts and cultural heritage 
programming, attractions, office and open space. 

- Sunrise Theatre of the Performing Arts – Seek grant funding for the Sunrise Theatre to 
help increase its self-sufficiency, capacity and sustainability. Bolster opportunities for youth 
and all Fort Pierce citizens to discover and participate in the performing arts. 

 Survey and assess the needs of local artists, arts and community organizations and the school 
district, relating to arts and cultural heritage programs and projects;

 Promote artistic and cultural heritage offerings that reflect, engage and appeal to the ethnic, 
gender, and age diversity of the City, including all socioeconomic levels; 

 Enhance arts education in area schools, so that every Fort Pierce child has access to 
comprehensive arts and cultural heritage learning, through school programs, artists and art 
organizations; 

 Ensure residents and visitors have the opportunity to participate in arts and cultural heritage 
activities; 

 Shape our environment to reflect the inspirational and creative spirit of who we are through 
cultural activities, public art, and easily-accessible, welcoming public spaces; 

 Establish the City of Fort Pierce as a haven for artistic creators by establishing suitable, 
affordable space and opportunities for professional artistic development and networking; 

 Ensure the promotion of arts and cultural heritage as a priority, as reflected in supportive 
policies, incentives, ongoing funding, and capital investments; and 

 Maintain the Division of Arts and Culture as financially stable and sustainable, based upon a 
diverse range of income sources. 

II. Responsibilities of the Division of Arts and Culture 

1. The Division of Arts and Culture will oversee the creation process and the implementation of the 
10-Year Arts and Culture Strategic Plan that will contain the policies and procedures needed to 
accomplish the goals set forth by this Master Plan. The Division will: 

a. Construct Annual Action Plans from the 10-Year Arts and Culture Strategic Plan containing 
specific projects, programs and tasks for consideration and approval by the Fort Pierce City 
Commission; 

b. Create and oversee a grant application/award process for local Fort Pierce artists, agencies, 
etc. for projects and programs based on the Arts and Culture Strategic Plan and 
Commission-approved Annual Action Plans utilizing the City of Fort Pierce and a portion of 
St. Lucie County Arts in Public Places (AIPP) funding;  

c. Collect, arrange, record, preserve and disseminate arts and cultural heritage materials; 

d. Be well-informed on local, state, and federal laws relative to the arts and actively support 
and advocate local, state and national arts legislation; 

e. Act as a liaison between the City, various governmental agencies, private arts and cultural 
heritage groups, individuals, and organizations on related matters; 

f. Make recommendations for legislation to the City Commission and the St. Lucie County 
Board of County Commissioners in relation to arts and cultural heritage matters; 

g. Promote collaborations and facilitate the creation of artistic and cultural heritage programs, 
projects, events and facilities; 

h. Continue to build upon the City’s arts and cultural heritage amenities by infusing the arts into 
the community as a whole; 

i. Strengthen the Department of Urban Redevelopment’s ‘Creative Placemaking’ initiative 
through grant awards, partnerships and marketing, which will spur economic development, 
job creation and heighten civic pride in our historic neighborhoods;  

j. Attend area arts events;  

k. Research, write and submit grant applications to fund the Division and related arts and 
cultural heritage projects; and 

l. Promote the City’s diverse arts and cultural heritage offerings and aesthetic environment to 
the world. 

End Result Positive, ongoing support for the development of arts and cultural heritage in Fort 
Pierce will increase economic vitality, investment, development, job creation, tourism, and 
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quality of life, while enhancing artistic endeavors and encouraging academic growth through 
the arts. 

III. Creation of the Arts and Culture Strategic Plan  

The Division of Arts and Culture will direct, with extensive citizen, artist, arts organization, City 
Commission, and staff input, the creation, development and implementation of the City’s Arts 
and Culture Strategic Plan, which will include guidelines, ideas for programs, projects and 
services to support, preserve and strengthen Fort Pierce’s existing arts and cultural heritage 
amenities and its diverse artistic community.  

The purpose of developing an Arts and Culture Strategic Plan is to: 

 Identify tasks, projects, timelines etc., as necessary, to implement this Arts and Culture 
Master Plan; 

 Build upon long standing arts and cultural heritage assets and traditions; 

 Foster emergent artists; and 

 Celebrate and preserve Fort Pierce’s vibrant heritage.  

The intention of the Strategic Plan is to provide a framework for the inclusion of public art 
and cultural heritage programming in the daily life of Fort Pierce, to reinforce community 
identity and change outsider perceptions, capitalize on local assets, spur economic 
development and job creation, increase tourism, create places for human interaction and 
assure the preservation of our local cultural heritage. 

The Arts and Culture Strategic Plan will include methods to implement this Master Plan 
within the Department of Urban Redevelopment, and to improve projects that are currently 
underway, including ‘creative placemaking` initiatives to enhance, preserve and promote 
existing cultural heritage amenities and venues. 

IV. Methodology 

A. Funding the Division of Arts and Culture 

Funding for the Division of Arts and Culture can derive from various sources: 

1. Interlocal Agreement between the City and St. Lucie County to designate one third of the 
County’s Arts in Public Places (AIPP) funding for the next ten years to the Division, for 
activities, projects and programs that align with this Arts and Culture Master Plan. The 
Interlocal Agreement will establish how percentages of yearly AIPP funding allocations will 
be used. Examples of uses for allocation include:                   

 Grant ‘Sub-Awards’ for artists, arts agencies/organizations, etc. for various types of arts 
and cultural heritage projects and programs; 

 Match for grant awards for arts and cultural heritage community events, programs and 
projects; 

 Temporary Art Exhibits at various locations around the City, including, but not limited to 
historic City Hall, Lincoln Park Main Street offices, PP Cobb’s Cultural Center, and 
eventually the Lincoln Theatre and the historic St. Anastasia building; and 

 The administration of the Division of Arts and Culture. 

2. Resolution from the Fort Pierce City Commission to appropriate the City’s AIPP funding for 
the Division, to be expended per AIPP Resolution guidelines. 

3. Grant funding from Vista/Ameri-Corps for student interns to support the program. 

 IRSC is a good candidate for student interns since they have a Bachelors of Arts 
program.

4. As funding from State and Federal sources is available, the Division will apply for grants 
from the Florida Division of Cultural Affairs, the Florida Humanities Council, the National 
Endowment for the Arts, the National Endowment for the Humanities, Visit Florida and other 
private, state and national funders for arts and cultural heritage programs and projects. 

5. Depending on Federal Budget funding for the Community Development Block Grant 
(CDBG), the City could use a portion of CDBG for activities for the “Promotion of Local Art 
and Cultural Heritage”.   

Types of activities would include: 

 Arts and Cultural heritage events, projects and educational programs in historic 
neighborhoods, such as mural projects, art festivals, art exhibits, etc.; and 

 Cash match for arts and cultural heritage grants that benefit historic neighborhoods. 

B. Division Office and Arts and Cultural Heritage Center 

1. Designate a location for the Arts and Cultural Heritage Center 

 The Arts and Cultural Heritage Center will provide space for ongoing and touring art 
exhibits, arts and cultural heritage educational workshops, meetings and 
performances that communicate and educate while accentuating Fort Pierce’s strong 
arts and cultural heritage. 

Note: Establishing an Arts and Cultural Heritage Center will qualify the City to apply for 
grants from multiple funders, since the space utilized for the Center can be used as 
‘match’ for various state and national grants. Funders are more likely to award grants 
for programs that have a Arts and Culture Master Plan and a facility currently in use. 

Proposed Locations 

1. “Old City Hall” – Arts and Cultural Heritage Center (startup)  (1-3 years) 

This temporary Arts and Cultural Heritage Center will provide space for ongoing 
and touring art exhibits, educational workshops, meetings, performances, etc. 

2. (FUTURE) The St. Lucie County Regional Arts and Cultural Heritage Center 

The historic St. Anastasia building – 110 North 10th Street (10th and Orange Ave) 

Collaborate with St. Lucie County to relocate the St. Lucie County Regional 
History Center to the historic St. Anastasia Building.  This colossal facility and 
surrounding property would not only accommodate the St. Lucie County Regional 
History Center and all of its assets, it could also provide exhibit, performance, 
conference and program meeting space, satellite offices for the Department of 
Urban Redevelopment/Arts and Culture Division, and promotional space for the 
Fort Pierce Authentic Tours program. 

This Center could easily become a hub for arts and cultural heritage activities, 
exhibits and events that would garner local, regional, national and international 
attention and respect. Local exhibits for the Highwaymen, Zora Neale Hurston, 
A.E. ‘Bean’ Backus and traveling exhibits focusing on performing, music, literary, 
visual, digital and creative arts could be regular features.  

Utilizing this facility will create a bridge from downtown, both artistically and 
economically while promoting revitalization - built on our arts and cultural history. 

Transforming the historic St. Anastasia building into the St. Lucie County Regional 
Arts and Cultural Heritage Center will breathe life back into an economically 
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depressed area of the City, serve as the cornerstone of the Peacock Arts District, 
and enhance the Orange Avenue Corridor.  

The St. Lucie County Regional History Museum will significantly benefit from the 
easily-accessible location that will allow for bigger and longer exhibitions both 
inside and outside the facility. The building’s central location in Fort Pierce will 
afford the Museum the opportunity to increase foot traffic and its benefit to the 
community. 

The Division of Arts and Culture will seek collaborative partners, grants, and 
funding from the Florida Legislature to renovate the historic facility. 

C. Grants / Funding Opportunities   

As Federal and State funds are available, grants can help fund the Division of Arts and 
Cultural Heritage and subawards from the Division to local artists and arts organizations. 
Potential funders include the National Endowment for the Arts (NEA), National Endowment 
for the Humanities (NEH), Art Space, Division of Cultural Affairs, Florida Humanities 
Council, Visit Florida, private foundations, Florida legislature appropriations, etc. 

Note: A grant from the National Endowment for the Arts (NEA) is a good resource for grant sub-
award funding for area artists and arts organizations. Designated exhibit space (Old City 
Hall, etc.) could be used as the ‘required match’ for NEA grant applications. 

Note: Federal and State budgets may decrease or eliminate funding for the National 
Endowment of the Arts and State-funded arts organizations in the upcoming years; 
however, funding may be restored to the organizations or provided for other similar 
programs to support arts and cultural heritage projects/programs. 

Art in Public Places - Another resource for grant sub-awards for area artists and arts 
organizations is through St. Lucie County and City of Fort Pierce Art in Public Places (AIPP) 
funding. 

D. Website / Social Media / Marketing / Promotion:  

The Division will utilize a website, social media, and various marketing and promotional 
techniques and collaborations to support the development of area artists, arts organizations, 
cultural heritage assets and community organizations sponsoring cultural heritage activities.  

Note: This activity can be funded via marketing/promotional opportunities through arts funders. 
As funding is available, the State of Florida Division of Cultural Affairs (DCA) provides ‘quick 
turn-around’ grants up to $2,500 every six months. 

1. Create a website and use social media activities to contact visitors, residents, artists, arts 
organizations, etc. to promote arts and cultural heritage venues, post grant and artistic 
opportunities, events for artists, etc., and to utilize as an educational tool.  

2. Assist in promoting and helping to identify and brand Fort Pierce’s creative uniqueness as 
an arts and cultural heritage tourism destination. 

3. Promote guided tour opportunities for existing cultural heritage trails, Art in Public Places 
projects/exhibits; and 

Note: Ongoing communication between the Division of Arts and Culture Advisory Board and the 
St. Lucie County Tourism Development Council (TDC) is essential.  

E. Arts and Cultural Heritage Districts; Entrance-way Corridors, Promotion of Cultural 
Amenities in Historic Neighborhoods and Downtown; Sunrise Theatre 
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“The PAD: The Peacock Arts District” / Orange Avenue Entranceway Corridor 
Improvements 

1. Cultivate an “artist village / live work community” with affordable living and work space along 
the Orange Avenue Corridor/Peacock Arts District. 

2. Collaborate with property owners and solicit Art Space grants to create artist loft space; 

3. Create maps and signage to promote locations; and 

4. Create and submit applications to various arts and cultural heritage funders to grow the 
District. 

Note: Art districts build strong economic value, as well as revitalize blighted areas. 

5. Potential Sites for Exhibits – Old City Hall, Lincoln Park Main Street Offices, PP Cobb’s 
Cultural Center; Lincoln Theater; historic St. Anastasia building. 

Promote Cultural Amenities in Historic Neighborhoods and Downtown 

1. Revitalize Fort Pierce’s historic neighborhoods and downtown area by promoting and 
expounding on existing arts and cultural heritage amenities. This will improve the area’s 
economy and enhance the City’s opportunities to receive grant funding for future projects. 

2. Provide grant sub-awards to artists and arts organizations for the creation of public art, 
including street art, colorful murals, pop-up type art shows, street painting, etc., and to 
enhance offerings related to existing arts and cultural heritage amenities. 

Note:  Public art, including street art, murals, etc. create and encourage a ‘following’. 

Cultural Information Centers 

Create Mini-Cultural Information Centers at various locations throughout the City, including 
Granny’s Kitchen and the 7 Gables House. 

Capitalize on Farmers’ Market, Sunrise Theater, Events Downtown and in Historic 
Neighborhoods  

The Division of Arts and Culture will expand ways to capitalize on the crowds that attend the 
Saturday Farmer’s Market, outdoor concerts at the City Marina, performances at the Sunrise 
Theatre, Jazz on Moore’s Creek, etc., to increase the economic viability of all small 
businesses in Fort Pierce.  

Sunrise Theater – Enhance Economic Viability 

The Division of Arts and Culture will identify additional funding sources for the Sunrise 
Theater’s overall support, through:  

1. Establishing new partnerships;  

2. Promoting the importance of the growth and sustainability of the Theater to all of St. Lucie 
County. Potential additional funding sources include (as Federal and State budgets allow): 

a. St. Lucie County Tourism Development Council (TDC) 

b. The Florida Humanities Council (FHC) 

c. Division of Cultural Affairs (DCA) 

d. Private Foundations 

e. National Endowment for the Arts (NEA) 

f. National Endowment for the Humanities (NEH) 

Note: The Division of Arts and Culture will examine numerous avenues to increase 
financial support for the Sunrise Theatre. 
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Note: Live music and theatrical performances play an intricate part in branding a positive 
atmosphere for the City. 

 
G. Creation of Viable Arts Education Component 

A strong arts education component is key to the success of arts programming in schools. 
Through local, state and national partnerships, the Division of Arts and Culture will provide, 
promote and support professional development opportunities for art teachers, teaching 
artists and community-based educators interested in utilizing an arts-integrated approach to 
teaching in schools and communities in Fort Pierce. 

Note: Quality, professional development opportunities for arts education instructors will help 
build skills, knowledge and confidence to teach and support the arts. 

The Division of Arts and Culture will investigate ways to institute this activity through: 

a. Meetings with school principals within City boundaries to discuss arts integration into 
schools; 

b. Utilizing the cultural heritage education and art contest component of the annual 
Highwaymen Art Show and Festival; 

c. Strengthening collaborations with the Sunrise Theatre, the Kennedy Center and the Division 
of Arts and Culture to create a ‘triangle system’ buy-in; and 

d. Soliciting grant funds for projects to expand the use of the arts as a core component of 
education through professional development for artists and teaching artists:  

e. Applying to State of Florida for License Plate grant funds for Arts Education for schools 
within the city limits of Fort Pierce, using the first grant award from this funder to cover the 
costs associated with the required Kennedy Center Partnership training, travel and other 
expenses required to create this worthwhile partnership; and 

f. Create a user-friendly website within the Division of Arts and Culture to promote upcoming 
arts educational workshops and seminars and opportunities for continued education for 
artists and teachers.  

g. Establish a partnership with the Kennedy Center to enhance artistic opportunities in Fort 
Pierce Schools to create additional support and provide a highly recognized ‘seal of 
approval’, which could lead to new financial backers and a direct positive economic impact 
for the City as a whole. 

Note: The Kennedy Center’s Ensuring the Arts for Any Given Child program is designed 
to assist communities in developing and implementing a plan for expanded arts education in 
their schools and ensuring access and equality for all students in grades K-8.  The goal of 
the Any Given Child initiative is to create full access to arts education programs and 
resources for all K–8 students in a community. 

Note: The Division can apply for State of Florida for License Plate grant funds for Arts 
Education for schools within the city limits of Fort Pierce, using the first grant award from this 
funder to cover the costs associated with the required Kennedy Center Partnership training, 
travel and other expenses required to create this worthwhile partnership; 

Notes: Once school district support is attained, a final in-depth plan should be created with 
partnership and interlocal agreements to solidify and implement a long-range plan. 

Schools like Chester A. Moore Elementary, that is currently without an art teacher or art 
department and recently received a “F” score from the Department of Education should be a 
primary focus.  

Collaborations could also lead to adding Art Collaborative Works as a technical trade for Indian 
River State College to further the technical trade industry by adding creative expression. 
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V. Creative Placemaking, Economic Impact and Tourism  

Creative Placemaking initiatives are an integrative approach to urban planning and community 
building that stimulates local economies and leads to increased innovation, cultural diversity, 
and civic engagement. Since creativity fuels place value, the benefits of using arts and culture 
heritage to tap into a place’s unique character extend well beyond the art world.  

Across sectors and at all levels, today’s leaders and policymakers are increasingly recognizing 
how arts-based Creative Placemaking initiatives can simultaneously advance their missions in 
transportation, housing, employment, health care, environmental sustainability, and education. 

Note: In ‘Creative Placemaking,’ partners from public, private, nonprofit, and community sectors 
can strategically shape the physical and social character of a neighborhood, town, city, or 
region around arts and cultural heritage activities. Creative placemaking initiatives will 
animate public and private spaces, rejuvenate structures and streetscapes, improve local 
business viability and public safety, and bring diverse people together to celebrate, inspire, 
and be inspired.   

 

 

In Closing:  

In April, 2015, the Economic Development Council of St Lucie County completed a workshop with 
an outcome of strategies to build economic growth in St Lucie County. Goals were created which 
were to be followed up with a development plan. Goal #6 in the initial plan was listed as “Quality of 
Life through Tourism.” This positive goal helps quantify the apparent need to improve arts and 
cultural heritage amenities, which are proven to increase tourism, renew civic pride, encourage 
economic development and improve the target area’s overall quality of life.

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Sec. 2-356. - Art in Public Places program.  

(a) Appropriations for city capital projects shall include an amount equal to one per cent of the total 

eligible construction costs to be used for artist design services and for the selection, acquisition 

and display of artworks for related education programs, for the maintenance of city artworks, and 

for the administration of the master plan. Funds appropriated pursuant to this section shall not 

exceed one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000.00) per project. Funds appropriated for one 

capital project, but not deemed necessary or appropriate by the council in whole or in part for that 

project, may be expended on other public art projects approved under the annual master plan, 

subject to any bond restrictions and legal or grant restrictions. Bond funds shall be appropriated 

and accounted for in the bond capital project accounts. Projects costing less than one hundred 

thousand dollars ($100,000.00) shall be subject to the public art calculation and such funds will 

be pooled for other art projects. All city departments may opt to participate in the art in public 

places program for any improvement project not otherwise subject to this article.  

(b) Appropriations for transportation capital projects shall include an amount equal to one per cent of 

the total eligible construction costs to be used for site specific transportation enhancement 

projects, including artist design services for such projects, for the maintenance of such projects, 

and for the administration of the master plan relating to such projects. Funds appropriated 

pursuant to this section shall not exceed one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000.00) per project. 

Bond funds shall be appropriated and accounted for in the bond capital project accounts. 

Transportation projects costing less than one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000.00) are subject 

to the transportation enhancement projects calculation and such funds shall be pooled for other 

transportation enhancement projects.  

(c) The first priority for use of funds generated by a capital project shall be that capital project site. 

The monies appropriated under this article may be used for artist design services, for the 

development of design concepts and models, and for the selection, acquisition, purchase, 

commissioning, placement, installation, exhibition and/or display of artworks. Artworks and 

transportation enhancement projects shall be selected in accordance with the master plan and 

may be temporary or permanent, may be integral to the architecture or may be incorporated into 

the project. Integration of the artists' design concepts into the project architecture and/or design 

should be ensured, insofar as is feasible, by the concurrent selection of the artist(s) with the 

architect, engineer, or project designer.  

(d) In the case of a project which involves the use of grant or city bond proceeds issued after the 

effective date of this article, amounts for artist design services and artworks described in this 

article shall be used for projects and capital purposes consistent with state and federal laws, the 

resolutions and/or ordinances approved by the commission and the terms of the grant agreement.  

(e) With the exception of transportation capital projects or as otherwise restricted by the commission, 

any applicable bond resolution or ordinance, local, state or federal law, or the conditions of a 

granting authority, monies generated under this article may be pooled and expended for any 

public art and design project in the city, subject to the approved master plan. Pooled funds may 

be used as seed money for artists' fees to initiate partnerships with private and other public 
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entities to provide public art and aesthetic enhancements in the City of Fort Pierce, pursuant to a 

written agreement.  

(f) To the extent allowed by grant guidelines and by law, all city departments shall, from the effective 

date of this article, include in all applications for funding to outside granting organizations or 

governmental agencies, an amount equal to one per cent of eligible construction costs for a 

capital project, not to exceed one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000.00), or an amount equal to 

one per cent of eligible construction costs for a transportation capital project, not to exceed one 

hundred thousand dollars ($100,000.00), for artist design services and artworks or transportation 

enhancement projects, as specified herein.  

(g) The minimum amount to be appropriated for artist design services, artworks, and transportation 

enhancement projects shall be the total eligible construction costs multiplied by 0.01. This 

calculation shall be made by the city department prior to the time of the appropriation for the city's 

capital program. An amount equal to fifteen (15) per cent of the eligible allocation of the 

construction project may be used for projects support and community participation activities. For 

public-owned property this may include staffing, artist selection-related costs (excluding travel of 

the selection committee), consultants, design/proposal/moquette costs, identifying plaques, 

project documentation, publicity, community education activities and other purposes as may be 

deemed appropriate for the administration of the program. An amount equal to fifteen (15) per 

cent of the eligible public art allocation of the construction project for a capital project shall be set 

aside in a separate account within the trust fund for curatorial services and the preservation and 

maintenance of city artworks. An amount equal to fifteen (15) per cent of the eligible public art 

allocation of the construction project for a transportation capital project shall be set aside in a 

separate account within the trust fund for curatorial services and the preservation and 

maintenance of the specific transportation enhancement project. The council shall recommend 

that any artwork or transportation enhancement project needing extraordinary operational or 

maintenance costs be reviewed by the appropriate city department prior to recommendation to 

the commission. The council shall also be responsible for conducting an annual maintenance 

survey of artworks and transportation enhancement projects. This survey shall include a condition 

report on each work, prioritized recommendations for the restoration or repair and maintenance, 

and estimated costs. Such repair and maintenance shall comply with any contractual obligations 

which may have been entered into by the city in the acquisition of the artworks. Expenditures of 

monies in the artwork and transportation enhancement projects maintenance and project support 

accounts shall be annually recommended by the council and included in the proposed annual 

budget submitted to the commission. Funds in the maintenance and conservation account not 

expended by the end of the close of any fiscal year shall be carried forward. The council shall 

also, review and update as necessary the insurance requirements for artworks at least every five 

(5) years.

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Sec. 2-357. - Art in Public Places Trust Fund.  

(a) Created. There is hereby created an "art in public paces trust fund" consisting of all funds 

appropriated and deposited to the trust fund in connection with the construction or renovation of a 

facility or system pursuant to this article. The trust fund is also authorized to accept gifts, grants 

and donations made to the City of Fort Pierce for works of art. All appropriations, gifts, grants and 

awards of monies hereunder shall be deposited in an interest-bearing account entitled the "City of 

Fort Pierce Art in Public Places Trust Fund Account", which shall be a separate account 

established and maintained apart from the general revenue funds and accounts of the city. All 

interest in said account shall accrue to the use and benefit of the trust fund account.  

(b) Term of existence. The City of Fort Pierce Art in Public Places Trust Fund Account shall be self-

perpetuating from year to year unless specifically terminated by the commission.  

(c) Trust assets. All appropriations, gifts, grants and awards of money or property received 

hereunder from either public or private donors shall be placed in trust for and inure to the use and 

benefit of the City of Fort Pierce for public art and design purposes; and said property and funds 

shall be expended, utilized and disbursed pursuant to the provisions of this section.  

(d) Appropriations and donations.  

(1) Eligible monies appropriated pursuant to this article shall be transferred to the trust fund. This 

transfer shall take place within thirty (30) days of the original project appropriation by the 

commission.  

(2) Funds deposited or credited to the City of Fort Pierce Art in Public Places Trust Fund 

Account, except funds for maintenance and conservation of city artworks and transportation 

enhancement projects, not expended or obligated by the close of any fiscal year shall be 

carried over automatically for a period of three (3) years beyond the close of the city 

construction project, or upon recommendation of the council, carried over for an additional 

two (2) years. Any funds carried over for three (3) years, or upon request five (5) years, and 

still unexpended at the expiration of such period, shall be transferred to the general fund for 

general art purposes or transportation enhancement projects, as appropriate, only; provided 

that funds derived from other restricted sources shall revert to the funds from which originally 

appropriated at the expiration of said three-or five-year period, or if project is canceled, as 

applicable.  

(3) Any gifts, grants and awards received, subject to a condition shall be expended strictly in 

accordance with such condition.  

(Ord. No. J-527, § 1, 11-15-99)  

Sec. 2-359. - Compliance with State and Federal Laws.  
Nothing in this article shall be deemed or construed to require the city to appropriate or expend 

funds if (a) the appropriation, or expenditure of such funds for the purposes herein described would 

not be permitted under any state or federal law, rule or regulation, or (b) the compliance with this 

article would in any way affect the treatment of interest on any bonds or other indebtedness or the city 

for federal income tax purposes, or (c) the compliance with this article would in any way prevent or 

inhibit the city's compliance with state or federal laws, rules or regulations relating to debt obligations 

of the city.

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WHEREAS the regulations of buildings and structures through zoning is a valid use of 

the police power; and 

WHEREAS the regulation of signs is validly justified on the basis of conserving the 

value of property and encouraging the most appropriate use of land throughout the 

community; and 

WHEREAS it is the intent of the City Commission of the City of Fort Pierce to protect 

and preserve the aesthetic qualities of the community, and the health welfare and safety 

of the citizens by regulating the placement, installation, size and maintenance of signs.

Sec. 15-1. - Purpose and intent.  

The purpose and intent of this chapter is to establish requirements for the replacement, 

installation and maintenance of signs, in order to protect and preserve the health, 
safety, welfare, appearance and general well-being of the citizens of Fort Pierce. 

 

Sec. 15-12. - Definitions.  

The following definitions shall apply in this chapter:  

Advertising structure: A sign or sign structure erected or intended for advertising 
purposes, with or without advertisement displayed thereon, situated upon or attached to 
real estate, upon which any poster, bill, printing, painting or device is fastened, affixed 

or displayed.  

“A” frame or sandwich sign: A portable upright, rigid supporting sign in the form of a 

triangle or an inverted V. 
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Animated sign: A sign which depicts action or motion or which changes color. An 
animated sign differs from a flashing sign in that it uses movement to create a special 
effect or scene, rather than as an attention-getting technique.  

Attraction board: (See reader board).  

Banner sign: A sign made of cloth, fabric, paper, non-rigid plastic or similar type of 

material.  

Billboard: (See off-premises sign).  

Completely obliterated: Means not only complete removal of old signage such that it 

will not be visible, but also that restoration of the wall area upon which the signage was 
affixed shall be in the same color, and of the same texture, and materials as the rest of 
the wall. 

Construction project sign: A temporary sign identifying an active construction 
project.  

Detached sign: (See ground sign).  

Directional sign:  

(1) A sign erected by an official government agency to denote the name of any 

thoroughfare; to point out the route to any city, educational institution, public 
building, historic place or hospital; to direct and regulate traffic; and to denote 

any railroad crossing, bridge or other transportation facility for the convenience 
and safety of the general public.  

(2) A sign giving directions or information about an establishment without 

advertising except that business logos are permitted. Such name and/or logo 
shall not exceed fifty (50) per cent of sign area. Directional signs may be used 

to identify entrances, exits, parking areas, clearances, standpipes, business 
hours, restrictions and traffic directions and order boards.  

Director: The city manager or that person to whom is charged the interpretation, 

administration or enforcement of this chapter.  

Double-faced sign: A sign with two (2) faces, back-to-back.  

Facade: (See wall face).  

Flag of the United States of America: Often referred to as the American flag, it 

consists of thirteen equal horizontal stripes of red (top and bottom) alternating with 
white, with a blue rectangle in the canton (referred to specifically as the "union") 

bearing fifty small, white, five-pointed stars arranged in nine offset horizontal rows, 

where rows of six stars (top and bottom) alternate with rows of stars.  

Flag – all other: a piece of cloth or similar material, typically oblong or square, 

attachable by one edge to a pole or rope and used as the symbol or emblem of a 
country or institution or as a decoration during public festivities. 

Flashing sign: Any sign which contains a continually intermittent or sequential 

flashing light source.  
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Flat sign: (See wall sign).  

Freestanding sign: (See ground sign).  

Ground sign: A sign affixed to the ground, either flush or on poles, and not attached 

to any building for support, which may include a reader board (also called a detached, 
pole or freestanding sign).  

Group of establishments: Two (2) or more commercial, industrial or public 
establishments that share common frontage, access points, off-street parking, loading 
and identity containing one or more structures approved as a single development.  

Illuminated sign: Any sign designed to emit artificial light or designed to reflect light 
from one or more sources of artificial light.  

Interchange of Copy:  The change or replacement of lettering on a sign without the 

replacement of the sign face itself. 

Main street: An abutting public right-of-way which has the greatest vehicular design 

capacity or current traffic volume relative to all other abutting public rights-of-way.  

Marquee: Any hood, awning or canopy of permanent construction which projects 
from the wall face of a building.  

Marquee sign: A sign which is attached to a marquee.  

Message sign: An electronically changeable sign upon which graphic displays, 

symbols or words can be varied upon the face or faces of the sign by a computer 
controller to display time, temperature, public service and commercial information.  

Mural: A painting or artistic work composed of graphics, photographs or 

arrangements of color, that displays a non-commercial message and is painted on the 
side of a building or similar rigid surface. 

Nameplate: A sign indicating the name or address of the occupant or resident of the 
dwelling unit to which it is attached.  

Obscene: Obscene means the status of material which the average person, 

applying contemporary community standards, would find, taken as a whole, appeals to 
the prurient interest, or depicts or describes, in a patently offensive way, sexual 

conduct, or taken as a whole lacks serious literary, artistic, political or scientific value. 

Off-premises sign: Any sign which advertises a use, establishment, product or 
service that is sold, produced, manufactured or furnished at a place other than on the 

property on which said sign is located. (Also called an outdoor advertising sign or 
billboard).  

On-premises sign: A sign which advertises or directs attention to a use or 
establishment located on-premises or a product or service available on-premises.  

Out parcel: A parcel of property containing a single structure with one tenant located 

within a group of establishments which may be separately owned or leased from the 
owner of the group of establishments.  

Outdoor advertising sign: (See off-premises sign).  
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Parapet: A false front or wall extension above the roof line.  

Pedestrian sign: A sign which is attached to the underside of a cantilevered roof, 
portico or overhang that extends from the wall face of an establishment or use and 

covers a pedestrian passageway.  

Pennant: Any relatively long, tapering flag or banner. 

Pole banner: A banner that is attached to and displayed upon an upright pole or 
staff; also called a vertical banner. 

Pole sign: A ground sign which is supported by one or more poles, posts, columns, 
pyramids or other extensions from grade level.  

Political sign: A temporary sign advertising a candidate for public office, a political 
party or a measure or issue scheduled for an election.  

Portable sign: A moveable sign not secured or permanently attached to the ground. 

(Also a trailer, sidewalk “A” frame or sandwich sign).  

Projecting sign: A sign which is affixed to and extends from the outside wall or 

facade of a building.  

Pylon sign: A sign attached to or painted on the face of a vertical or horizontal 
extension of any face of a building constituting an integral part of the building structure.  

Reader board: A sign upon which copy is manually changed periodically to 
advertise special sales or to otherwise convey a message to the public. (Also called an 
attraction board).  

Real estate sign: A temporary sign indicating that the lot on which the sign is 
located, or any building or structure located thereon, is for sale, rent or lease, but shall 

not include rooming house signs.  

Roof sign: Any sign erected over or on the roof of a building.  

Sidewalk or sandwich sign: (See portable sign).  

Sign: Any exterior identification, description, illustration or device which directs 
attention to a product, service, place, activity, person, establishment, institution or 

business; or any emblem, painting, banner, pennant, placard or temporary sign 
designed to advertise, identify or convey information.  

Sign areas:  

(1) Ground and projecting signs: The entire area within and enclosed by the 
exterior perimeter of all cabinets or modules within a single, continuous 

geometric figure, including but not limited to, all written copy, logos, symbols, 
decorative embellishments and border or roof treatments. This shall include all 
open areas within said perimeters and all space separating said cabinets or 

modules. Only one face (the largest) of any multiple-faced sign shall be counted 
in calculating sign area.  

(2) Wall signs: The entire area within a single continuous perimeter composed of 
squares, rectangles or other geometric figures which enclose the extreme limits 
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of all sign elements affixed to the wall, including but not limited to, cabinet 
structures, written copy, logos, symbols and illustrations.  

Sign face: The part of a sign that is or may be used for advertising purposes.  

Sign structure: All the interrelated parts and materials, such as beams, poles, and 
mounts, which are constructed for the purpose of supporting or displaying a message or 

informative content. 

Snipe sign: A small sign of any material including but not limited to paper, 
cardboard, wood or metal when such sign is tacked, nailed, posted, pasted, glued or 

otherwise attached to trees, poles, fences or other objects, and the advertising matter 
appearing thereon is not applicable to the premises upon which said sign is located.  

Special event sign: A sign which calls attention to a business promotion, grand 

opening, civic event or meeting or other similar activityies of a temporary nature. For the 
purposes of this chapter, a banner constructed of cloth, paper or similar material shall 

be considered a special event sign.  

Temporary sign: A sign which advertises, for a limited period of time, issues 
including but not limited to political candidates, parties or issues; active construction 

projects and proposed development projects; real estate for sale, rent or lease; 
business grand openings, sales events or other types of special events that do not 

require a special event permit under Chapter 12-301.  

Trailer sign: An advertising structure mounted on skids, wheel or wheels, 
constructed for the sole purpose of advertising, licensed or unlicensed.  

Tri-faced sign: A sign with three (3) faces, oriented back-to-back so as to form an 
equilateral triangle.  

Vehicular sign: A sign affixed to a vehicle or trailer for the purpose of advertising. 
For the purposes of this chapter, such signs shall only be applicable when said vehicle 
or trailer is temporarily or permanently located on a parcel for the primary purpose of 

conveying a business message.  

Wall face: The entire building front, including the parapet.  

Wall sign: A sign erected parallel to the outside wall facade of any building including 
flat, painted, individual letter or cabinet signs. Mansard and marquee signs shall 
conform to wall sign provisions.  

Window sign: A sign which is painted on or displayed within a storefront window or 
door.  

(Code 1960, § 23A-2(1—47)) 

Sec. 15-2. - Purpose and intent.  

(a) The purpose and intent of this chapter is to establish requirements for the 
replacement, installation and maintenance of signs, in order to protect and preserve 

the health, safety, welfare, appearance and general well-being of the citizens of Fort 
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Pierce. As the regulations of buildings and structures through zoning is a valid use 
of the police power, so too is the regulation of signs since such signs in the literal 
sense must ordinarily be considered structures, and in a practical sense are 

capable of producing many of the same nuisances as are produced by buildings.  

(b) The regulation of signs is further justified to insure the safety of the motoring public. 

It is the intent of this chapter to regulate the size and location of signs so that their 
purpose can be served without unduly distracting motorists and causing unsafe 
conditions.  

(c) It is also the purpose and intent of this chapter to protect and preserve the aesthetic 
qualities of the community by regulating the placement, installation and 
maintenance of signs. The fact that such signs are intended to command visual 

contact grants to signs a proportionately greater role in determining the overall 
aesthetic quality of the community. The aesthetic impact of signs is an economic 

fact which may bear heavily upon the enjoyment and value of property; therefore 
the regulation of signs is validly justified on the basis of conserving the value of 
property and encouraging the most appropriate use of land throughout the 

community.  

(d) Considering this, it is the intention of this chapter to authorize the use of signs which 

are:  

(1) Compatible with their surroundings. 

(2) Appropriate to the type of activity to which they pertain. 

(3) Expressive of the identity of the individual proprietors or of the community as a 
whole.  

(4) Legible in the circumstances in which they are seen. 

(Code 1960, § 23A-1) 

Sec. 15-3. - Administration and enforcement.  

(a) General. The requirements of this chapter shall be administered and enforced by 

the director City Manager or his / her designee.  

(b) Inspection; inventory.  

(1) Initial inspection. The director shall cause to be inspected each sign or 

advertising structure regulated by this chapter within six (6) months of the 
effective date of this chapter. Upon inspection, the director shall notify the 

owner or other person in control or possession of the real estate upon which 
said sign or advertising structure is located. Said notification to include:  

a. Maintenance and condition of said sign and requirements for repair or 

removal mandated by the provisions of this chapter.  

b. Identification of nonconforming signs and suggestions for correction. 
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(2) Biannual inspection. The director shall cause each sign or advertising structure 
regulated by this chapter to be inspected biannually for the purpose of insuring 
compliance with the provisions of this chapter. Upon such inspection, the 

director shall require the owner of any sign found to be in defective condition, or 
which does not comply with the terms, conditions and provisions of this chapter, 

to be repaired or removed within thirty (30) days from the date of notice of such 
defect; provided, however, that if the director shall ascertain and determine that 
the maintenance or use of such sign shall adversely affect the public safety, he 

may require the immediate removal at the owner's expense or prohibit the use 
of said sign until such defects shall have been remedied.  

(3) Inventory. The director shall maintain an inventory of all signs or advertising 

structures regulated by this chapter. Such inventory shall be maintained by 
street address and shall contain such information as required by the director to 

effectively administer and enforce the provisions of this chapter.  

(cb) Removal of signs.  

(1) Vacant premises. A sign shall be removed by the property owner or lessee of 

the premises when the establishment which it advertises is no longer active or 
shall replace the cabinet structure sign face with an opaque, blank face on both 

sides. Upon the premises becoming vacant, the owner or lessee thereof shall 
remove and keep the windows clean and free from any lettering or advertising 
signs of the previous business or profession. Outdoor sSigns painted on or 

affixed to such premises advertising a previous business or profession shall be 
removed or completely obliterated after the premises becomes vacant. 

"Completely obliterated" means not only complete removal of old signage such 
that it will not be visible, but also that restoration of the wall area upon which the 
signage was affixed shall be in the same color, texture, and materials as the 

rest of the wall. If the owner or lessee fails to remove any such signs, or to 
modify the cabinet structure sign face as aforesaid, the director shall give the 

owner shall be given thirty (30) days' written notice to remove it. Upon failure to 
comply with said notice, the director shall authorize removal of the sign in 
accordance with the notice requirements of section 15-3(d) and the cost of 

removal assessed as a lien in accordance with the provisions of section 15-
3(e). the sign shall be declared a nuisance and abated in accordance with 

Section 16-49 of the City of Fort Pierce Code of Ordinances.  

(2) Prohibited, unlawful and nonconforming signs. At the termination of the time 
periods for which prohibited, unlawful or nonconforming signs are permitted to 

remain under this chapter, all such signs placed and maintained on public or 
private property in violation of this chapter shall be removed by the director in 

accordance with the notice requirement of section 15-3(d) and the cost of 
removal assessed as lien in accordance with the provisions of section 15-3(e).  

(32) Maintenance. All signs and advertising structures regulated by this chapter shall 

be maintained in accordance with the provisions of Chapter 23 of the Standard 
Building Code. Chapter 5 of the City of Fort Pierce Code of Ordinances. The 

owner or lessee of any sign that is unsightly because of a deterioration or lack 
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of maintenance shall be notified in writing and allowed thirty (30) days to correct 
said violations. Upon failure to comply with said notice, the director shall 
authorize removal of the sign in accordance with the notice requirement of 

section 15-3(d) and the cost of removal assessed as a lien in accordance with 
the provisions of section 15-3(e). the sign shall be declared a nuisance and 

abated in accordance with Section 16-49 of the City of Fort Pierce Code of 
Ordinances. 

(43) Nuisance; abatement. Any sign which is erected, used or maintained in violation 

of this chapter is hereby declared to be a public and private nuisance and shall 
be forthwith removed, obliterated or abated by the director. in accordance with 
Section 16-49 of the City of Fort Pierce Code of Ordinances. For such purpose 

the director City staff or duly contracted vendor may enter upon private property 
without incurring any liability therefor. However, if any such sign bears the name 

of the owner thereof, and said owner holds an unexpired permit issued under 
this chapter, the said owner shall be given written notice of the violation in 
accordance with the provisions of section 16-49.15-3(d) and the cost of removal 

assessed as a lien in accordance with the provisions of section 15-3(e).  

(d) Notice required prior to sign removal.  

(1) The director shall not remove or order the removal of any sign erected and 
maintained on private property in violation of this chapter, or any unauthorized 
signs on public property other than temporary signs on a public right-of-way, 

except in emergency cases, without written notice delivered personally or by 
registered or certified mail. The notice shall be addressed to the owner or any 

co-owner of the property on which said sign is located and to the owner or 
lessee of the sign, as their names and addresses are shown upon the records 
of the building and code enforcement department. In the event that such notice 

is to be served by a law enforcement officer it shall be served on the owner 
where the sign is located or upon any agent of the owner thereof. In the event 

that said personal service upon the occupant of the property or upon any agent 
of the owner thereof cannot be performed after reasonable search and inquiry 
by such officer, then notice shall be accomplished by physical posting on the 

sign, where possible, or in a conspicuous place upon the property where the 
sign is located.  

(2) The director shall file an affidavit of compliance with the above and his records 
of the matter.  

(3) Said notice shall inform the owner or lessee of: 

a. The nature of the violation of this chapter. 

b. The requirements necessary to be fulfilled in order to comply with said 

chapter. 

c. The time period during which the alteration, repair or removal or other 
action shall be made to the sign in order to comply with this chapter.  
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d. The fact that failure to comply will cause the owner or lessee to become 
liable for the cost of remedying the violation and that such cost, including 
advertising costs and other expenses will be imposed as a lien on the 

property on which the sign is located if not otherwise paid within the thirty 
(30) days after receipt of billing.  

e. The right to appeal the decision or order of the director to the board of 
adjustment by said owner or lessee within thirty (30) days receipt of the 
order. Such notice of appeal shall be in writing and delivered to the director.  

(e) Cost of removal assessed as lien. If the owner or lessee fails to comply with the 
notice provided in section 15-3(d)(3)e. above, within thirty (30) days of the date it is 
served by actual or constructive services, the director shall cause such sign to be 

brought into compliance or removed (as the facts may warrant) and shall assess the 
cost of such compliance or removal to be charged as a lien against the land on 

which the sign existed. After causing the condition to be remedied, the director shall 
certify to the director of finance, the expenses incurred in remedying the condition 
and shall include a copy of the notice above described in section 15-3(d)(3)e. and a 

copy of the decision of the board of adjustment, if any, whereupon such expense 
shall become payable within thirty (30) days. After this certification, a special 

assessment lien charge will be made upon the property, which shall be payable at 
the rate of eight (8) per cent per annum from the date of such certification until paid. 
Such lien shall be enforceable in the same manner as provided in Chapter 170, 

Florida Statutes, as amended, and may be satisfied at any time by payment thereof 
including accrued interest. Upon such payment, the director of finance shall duly 

evidence the satisfaction and cancellation of such lien upon the record thereof. 
Notice of such lien, and satisfaction shall be filed in the office of the clerk of the 
circuit court and recorded in the official records of the county at the cost of the sign 

owner.  

(fc) Emergency removal. In cases where it reasonably appears that there is imminent 

danger to life or safety of any person unless a sign located on public or private 
property is immediately altered, repaired or removed, the sign is hereby declared 
unsafe.  All such unsafe signs are hereby declared illegal and shall be abated by 

repair and rehabilitation or by demolition in accordance with the provisions of the 
International Property Maintenance Code, subject to all amendments, modifications 

or deletions, or other local ordinance, including Article III of Section 16 of the Fort 
Pierce Code of Ordinances. director shall, if time permits, document such facts with 
photographs and written reports and shall cause the immediate repair or removal of 

such sign. In such cases, the decision of the director shall be final. For this purpose, 
the director may at once enter such place where such sign is located, with such 

assistance and at such costs as the director deems necessary. The cost of such 
emergency repair or removal of such sign shall be collected in the same manner as 
provided in section 15-3(e).  

(g) Interpretations. In any application of this chapter where a question of interpretation 
arises, the interpretation which most effectively accomplishes the objectives stated 

in section 15-2 shall prevail.  
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(h) Conflict with building code. If any conflict appears to exist in the application of this 
chapter and Chapter 23 of the Standard Building Code to the regulation of signs 
and advertising structures in the city, the provisions of this chapter shall prevail.  

(i) Appeals. Any person aggrieved by a decision of the director in regard to the 
interpretation or enforcement of this section may, within thirty (30) days of said 

decision, apply to the board of adjustments of the city for appropriate relief. After 
hearing and decision by the board of adjustments, said aggrieved person shall have 
exhausted his administrative remedies.  

(Code 1960, § 23A-9; Ord. No. J-128, § 1, 12-19-94; Ord. No J-201, § 2, 8-20-96) 

Sec. 15-4. - Nonconforming signs.  

(a) General. Any sign or advertising structure within the city on the effective date of this 
chapter, or a sign or advertising structure existing within any area annexed to the 

city after the effective date of this chapter, which, by its height, area zone, location, 
or use or structural support does not conform to the requirements of this chapter, 

shall be termed nonconforming.  

(b) Continuation or removal. All nonconforming signs or advertising structures properly 
permitted and conforming to the sign ordinances of the city in effect on July 1, 1980, 

or existing within any area annexed to the city after the effective date of this chapter 
may continue in use in accordance with the other provisions of this section. All other 

nonconforming signs shall be removed within one year from the effective date of 
this chapter.  

(c) Structural alterations. Nonconforming signs shall not be structurally altered or 

enlarged unless they are made to conform with all the requirements of this chapter, 
except that substitution or interchange of copy may be permitted until the expiration 

date for removal of said signs.  

(d) Natural damage. Nonconforming signs that incur which are more than fifty (50) per 
cent damage to the sign structure structurally destroyed by wind, deterioration or 

other damage shall be made to conform with all the requirements of this chapter, or 
be completely removed.  

(e) Off-premises signs with less than the minimum separation. Where two (2) or more 

off-premises signs, each of which was lawfully installed at its time of installation, are 
situated closer to each other than permitted by section 15-6(c), then all such signs 

except the one first installed in the city shall be nonconforming.  

(Code 1960, § 23A-7; Ord. No. J-201, § 3, 8-20-96) 

Sec. 15-5. - Prohibited signs or sign characteristics.  

The following signs or types of signs shall be prohibited within the city except for 

those which are specifically authorized or required by the city commission, state law or 
court order:  
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(1) Roof signs. 

(2) Portable or trailer signs. 

(3) Sidewalk “A” frame or sandwich signs that do not comply with Sec. 15-6(d)(1) of 

this Chapter. 

(4) Pylon signs. 

(5) Snipe signs. 

(64) Signs attached to any tree, shrub or plant that has the potential to damage the 
tree, shrub or plant. 

(7) Banners and decoration, except as may be permitted as a special event sign. 

(85) Signs located over or on any right-of-way except for approved projecting signs 
or temporary signs that have been properly permitted in a C-4 zoning district.  

(96) Signs attached to or placed upon any utility pole, street light, sidewalk, curb, fire 
hydrant, bridge or any other public property.  

(10) Flashing, animated or noise-making signs, except for message signs displaying 
time, temperature and community service information only.  

(11) Signs attached to bus benches, bus shelters or waste receptacles. 

(12) Signs in motion, including swinging, rotating or revolving signs or devices 
designed to attract attention.  

(137) Vehicular signs except for those affixed to franchised buses, taxis,or 
commercial vehicles or other vehicles operating during their normal course of 
business or lawfully parked., or political signs in accordance with section 15-

7(d).  

(148) Signs which copy or imitate official signs or which purport to have official 

status including signs utilizing fluorescent colors in the yellow and red spectrum 
typically associated with traffic control, safety notices and emergency response. 

(159) Signs which display any lewd, lascivious, obscene, indecent or immoral 

written or graphic message.  

(1610) Signs which obstruct or interfere with any door, fire exit, stairway, ladder 

or opening intended to provide light, air, ingress or egress for any building.  

(1711) Signs which constitute a traffic safety hazard by reason of size, location, 
movement, content, coloring or method of illumination, including flashing, 

animated or noise making signs; obstruct the vision of motorists or pedestrians; 
obstruct or detract from any official traffic control device; divert or tend to divert 

the attention of motorists from traffic movement on streets, roads, intersections 
or access facilities; utilize flashing or revolving red, green, blue or amber lights; 
or utilize the words "stop," "look," "danger" or any other word, phrase, symbol or 

character in such a manner as to interfere with, mislead or confuse traffic.  

(18) Signs which utilize fluorescent colors in the yellow and red spectrums. 
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(19) Any other signs not specifically permitted within this chapter. 

(Code 1960, § 23A-6) 

Sec. 15-6. - Regulation.  

(a) General. In addition to the requirements set forth in sections 15-7 and 15-8 for 

permitted signs, this section shall apply to specific types of signs.  

(b) On-premises signs.  

(1) Wall signs: 

a. Shall not extend more than eighteen (18) inches from the wall or facade of 
the building to which they are attached.  

b. Shall not extend more than twenty-four (24) inches above the roof or 
parapet of a building, whichever is greater.  

c. Shall be located on the main street wall face of the establishment or 

building they identify except that up to fifty (50) per cent of such permitted 
sign area may be located on other wall faces.  

d. Shall be adequately constructed and securely anchored installed in 
accordance with the provisions of the Florida Building Code. requirements 
of Chapter 23 of the Standard Building Code.  

(2) Projecting signs: 

a. Shall provide a vertical clearance of not less than nine (9) feet over any 

pedestrian walkway or fourteen (14) feet over any vehicular driveway.  

b. Shall not extend closer (leading edge measured horizontally) than eighteen 
(18) inches to the curbface or, where no curb is installed, to the curblines as 

established by the city engineer, whichever is less.  

c. Shall not extend more than twenty-four (24) inches above the roof or 

parapet of a building, whichever is greater.  

d. Shall be adequately constructed and securely anchored installed in 
accordance with the provisions of the Florida Building Code. requirements 

of Chapter 23 of the Standard Building Code.  

(3) Ground signs: 

a. Sites that are less than or equal to three (3) acres shall have a 

maximum height of ten (10) feet in height,  

1. Sites that are greater than three (3) acres and less than or equal to five 

(5) acres shall have a maximum height of twelve (12) feet.  

2. Sites that are greater than five (5) acres and less than or equal to ten 
(10) acres shall have a maximum height of fifteen (15) feet.  
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3. Sites that are greater than ten (10) acres and less than or equal to 
twenty (20) acres shall have a maximum height of eighteen (18) feet.  

4. Sites that are greater than twenty (20) acres shall have a maximum 

height of twenty (20) feet.  

b. Any sign which was permitted on or before November 30, 2004, may not be 

located less than eighteen (18) inches from any public right of way line, 
adjacent property line or structure. If such sign structure sustains at least 
fifty percent (50%) damage to at least fifty (50) percent, and requires a new 

permit for repair or replacement, it shall be reconstructed under current 
regulations, but may maintain the eighteen-inch setback requirement. Any 
sign newly permitted on or after December 1, 2004, shall not be located 

less than five (5) feet from any public right of way line, adjacent property 
line, or structure.  

c. Shall provide a vertical clearance of not less than nine (9) feet over any 
pedestrian walkway or fourteen (14) feet over any vehicular driveway.  

d. Shall be adequately constructed and securely anchored installed in 

accordance with the provisions of the Florida Building Code.  requirements 
of Chapter 23 of the Standard Building Code.  

e. Shall have a landscaped area around its base which extends a minimum 
distance of three (3) feet in all directions. Such landscaped area shall be 
completely covered by ground cover and shrubs, hedges or similar 

vegetative materials. Vegetation in the area surrounding said sign shall be 
maintained at a height of less than twelve (12) inches.  

f. Shall conform to the clear vision areas of section 22-53 of the zoning Code 
of oOrdinances with support structures limited to a maximum two (2) feet in 
diameter.  

(c) Off-premises signs:  

(1) Shall not exceed an aggregate sign area of four hundred (400) square feet 

including all trim, molding or skirting.  

(2) Shall not exceed a sign dimension of forty (40) feet horizontally or twelve (12) 
feet vertically including all trim, molding or skirting.  

(3) Shall not exceed a total height above natural ground level of twenty-five (25) 
feet. 

(4) Shall be located a minimum of twenty-five (25) feet from any right-of-way, 
property line or structure on the same property, except the minimum setback 
shall be increased one foot for each ten (10) square feet or portion thereof that 

the sign exceeds two hundred (200) square feet.  

(5) Shall have the following minimum distances between any two (2) off-premises 

signs: 
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a. Five hundred (500) feet where at least one off-premises sign is more than 
one hundred (100) square feet in sign area.  

b. Five thousand (5,000) feet where both signs are more than one hundred 

(100) square feet in off-premise sign area.  

(6) May have two (2) signs situated back-to-back or oriented in a single "V" having 

an included angle of not more than thirty (30) degrees.  

(7) Shall comply with section 15-8(5)a.3 where the off-premises sign is also a 
ground sign.  

(d) Temporary signs: 

(1) Temporary movable "A" frame—sandwich board type signs. A single, 
temporary movable "A" frame—sandwich board type sign is permitted. It must 

be no larger than 2’ x 3’ and placed within 10’ of the entrance to the business 
and may not block access to any part of the building or sidewalk per the ADA 

Code and Florida Accessibility Code regarding clearance standards and 
accessibility. Temporary “A” frame signs shall not be placed in the parking lot, 
city right-of-way, landscaping or swales. 

(2) Special event signs. Temporary signs announcing special events may be 
installed subject to an approved Special Event Permit issued under Section12-

301 of the Fort Pierce Code of Ordinances. No special event signs may be 
located within a public right-of-way, except as specifically authorized herein. 
The signs may be in the form of free standing signs no larger than six (6) 

square feet, flags, banners, pennants, or balloons and exhibited only for that 
period of time specified on the special event permit. The number of special 

events signs shall not exceed one hundred (100).  

a. Special event sign permit applications shall include: 

i. Type of signage proposed. Include description of signage, dimensions, 

materials used, method of construction and placement, including 
dimensions from driveway, right-of-way and edge of pavement, list of 

sign locations, and such other information as the city may require. 

ii. Responsible agents. Identify the name and phone number of the 
sponsoring entity and principle contacts responsible for erecting and 

removing signage.  

iii. At the time of submission of an application for a special event sign 

permit, the applicant shall pay a seventy-five dollar ($75.00) processing 
fee. 

b. Shall not be illuminated. 

c. Must be removed within forty-eight (48) hours after the event for which they 
were posted has occurred. 
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d. Banners shall not exceed thirty-two (32) square feet in sign area, except 
that the combined area of all banners shall not exceed the sign area 
allowed for on-premises wall or projecting signs. 

e. May not impede the clear vision area of driveways or intersections. 

f. May not be located on public property including but not limited to any 

portion of the city right-of-way, median, traffic circles, or parks. 

3. Streamers, pennants, pole banner and flags.  

a. Shall be maintained in good condition; torn, weathered or otherwise 

deteriorated streamers, pennants, pole banners or flags shall be repaired, 
replaced or removed.  

b. Pole banners must be spaced a minimum of twenty-five feet (25’) apart and 

may not be placed in the right-of-way or in a way that it impedes pedestrian 
traffic. 

c. May not impede the clear vision area of driveways or intersections. 

4. All other temporary signs. Temporary signs as defined in this chapter shall 
comply with the following regulations.  

a. Shall be maintained in good condition; torn, weathered or otherwise 
deteriorated signs shall be repaired, replaced or removed. 

b. May not impede the clear vision area of driveways or intersections.  

c. Must be removed no later than seven (7) days after conclusion of the event 
or termination of the circumstance to which they relate.

(d) Political signs. Political signs:  

(1) Shall be located only on properties in commercial and industrial districts. 
However, said signs may be located in residential districts on the following 

conditions:  
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Said signs in residential districts may be no larger than four (4) square feet, 
excluding the freestanding supports. Said signs shall be freestanding on their 
own supports and not attached to utility poles, lampposts or other city property. 

Said signs shall not have an aggregate height of the sign, including the support, 
exceeding three (3) feet, to be measured from the ground to the top of the 

actual sign, so as not to impede vision of traffic at intersections or on 
streetways, and said signs shall be placed on residential property no closer 
than twenty (20) feet from the road right-of-way or from any intersection 

abutting or adjacent to the property where the sign is placed so as not to 
impede vision of traffic at intersections. There shall be no more than one sign 
per political candidate or political issue per lot, and every sign in residential 

districts shall contain a posting date showing the date it was erected, and that 
date may be no sooner than thirty (30) days prior to the election in which the 

candidate or issue will be first on the ballot, and the date of election and the 
name of the person or entity erecting or posting said sign. Each sign shall be 
removed by the person stated on the sign within seven (7) days after the 

election in which the candidate or issue was last on the ballot. The city may 
remove any sign posted on the property if the sign is not posted in a manner 

specified above or more than seven (7) days have passed since the election 
and/or ballot. If the city incurs costs and expenses for the removal of signs

(2) May be displayed up to fourteen (14) days prior to the special event, during the 

special event which shall not exceed sixty (60) days and shall be removed 
within fourteen (14) days after the event.  

(3) Shall not exceed thirty-two (32) square feet in sign area, except that the 

combined area of all banners shall not exceed the sign area allowed for on-
premises wall or projecting signs.  

(4) Shall not be illuminated. 

(f) Streamers, pennants and flags.  

(1) Shall be maintained in good condition; torn, weathered or otherwise 

deteriorated streamers or flags shall be repaired, replaced or removed.  
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(2) Shall not be erected in E-1, R-1, R-2 or R-3 zoning districts except for flags 
used in conjunction with the sale or leasing of real estate.  

(g) Proposed development signs.  

(1) Shall be limited to one sign per parcel, establishment or dwelling unit. 

(2) Shall not exceed the following maximum sign area by zoning district:

The following types and sizes of signs or advertising structures of a permanent

that do not to exceed six (6) square feet. One non-illuminated nameplate

Types and sizes of signs or advertising structures as 
permitted by section 15-8(3) in an office commercial zoning district, except

a. Semi-restricted uses:  
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1. Temporary signs that comply with Sec. 15-6(d) and that do not to 
exceed sixteen (16) square feet. One non-illuminated nameplate per 
individual dwelling unit, which shall not exceed one square foot each in 

sign area.  

2. One non-illuminated wall or ground sign per entrance identifying only 

the name and/or address of a permitted principal building or use, which 
shall not exceed eighteen (18) square feet in sign area. Ground signs 
shall not exceed six (6) feet in height.  

3. Non-illuminated directional signs, which shall not exceed six (6) square 
feet in sign area, may be installed as needed with the approval of the 
director in accordance with section 15-9.  

b. Conditional Uses. Types and sizes of signs or advertising structures as 
permitted by section 15-8(4) in limited commercial zoning districts except 

that ground signs shall not exceed thirty-two (32) square feet in sign area.  

(3) Office commercial zoning district (C-1).  

a. Semi-restricted uses.  

1. Temporary signs that comply with Sec. 15-6(d) and that do not to 
exceed sixteen (16) square feet. Temporary signs must be placed a 

minimum of twenty-five feet (25’) apart. One nameplate per tenant or 
occupant which shall not exceed two (2) square feet in sign area.  

21. One wall sign per building, which shall not exceed twenty-four (24) 

square feet in sign area.  

32. Any establishment, or group of establishments, which has main street 

lot frontage of sixty (60) linear feet or more, shall also be permitted one 
ground sign, which shall not exceed forty-eight (48) square feet in sign 
area and six (6) feet in height.  

43. Directional signs, which shall not exceed six (6) square feet in sign area 
may be installed as needed with the approval of the director in 

accordance with section 15-9.  

b. Conditional uses. Types and sizes of signs or advertising structures as 
permitted by section 15-8(4) in limited commercial zoning districts unless 

restricted by the city commission when the conditional use is approved.  

(4) Limited commercial zoning districts (C-2, C-5, C-6, OS-1, OS-2, A-1 and A-2).  

a. Semi-restricted uses.  

1. One wall sign or one projecting sign per tenant, which shall not exceed 
a sign area equal to twenty (20) per cent of the total wall face area 

fronting on the main street.  

2. Any establishment, or group of establishments, which has a main street 

lot frontage of sixty (60) linear feet or more, shall also be permitted one 
ground sign. Such sign shall not exceed a sign area equal to one 
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square foot for every three (3) linear feet of main street of lot frontage, 
up to a maximum of two hundred (200) feet. Structures on out parcels 
with a single tenant having sixty (60) feet of frontage or more shall also 

be permitted a separate ground sign subject to the restrictions above. 
The out parcel frontage shall not be subtracted in calculating the 

frontage for the group of establishments.  

3. One pedestrian sign per tenant, which shall not exceed six (6) square 
feet in sign area.  

4. One rear entrance wall sign per tenant which shall not exceed six (6) 
square feet in sign area.  

5. Window signs per tenant, which shall not exceed twenty-five (25) per 

cent of such open window display area.  

6. Directional signs, which shall not exceed six (6) square feet each in 

sign area, may be installed as needed with the approval of the director 
in accordance with section 15-9.  

7. Temporary signs that comply with Sec. 15-6(d) and that do not to 

exceed sixteen (16) square feet. Temporary signs must be placed a 
minimum of twenty-five feet (25’) apart. 

b. Conditional uses. Same as semi-restricted uses.  

(5) General commercial and industrial zoning districts (C-3, C-4, I-1 and I-2).  

a. Semi-restricted uses.  

1. Off-premises signs. 

2. One wall sign or one projecting sign per tenant, which shall not exceed 

a sign area equal to twenty (20) per cent of the total wall face area 
fronting on the main street.  

3. Any establishment, or group of establishments, which has a main street 

lot frontage of sixty (60) linear feet or more, shall also be permitted one 
ground sign. Such sign shall not exceed a sign area equal to one 

square foot for every three (3) linear feet of main street of lot frontage, 
up to a maximum of two hundred (200) square feet except that one 
additional ground sign shall be permitted when the main street lot 

frontage exceeds five hundred (500) feet. The second ground sign shall 
not exceed a sign area equal to one square foot for every three (3) 

linear feet of main street lot frontage in excess of the first five hundred 
(500) feet of frontage, up to a maximum of two hundred (200) square 
feet. Structures on out parcels with a single tenant having sixty (60) feet 

of frontage or more shall also be permitted a separate ground sign 
subject to the restrictions above. The out parcel frontage shall not be 

subtracted in calculating the frontage for the group of establishments.  

4. One pedestrian sign per tenant, which shall not exceed six (6) square 
feet in sign area.  
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5. One rear entrance wall sign per tenant, which shall not exceed six (6) 
square feet in sign area.  

6. Window display signs per tenant, which shall not exceed twenty-five 

(25) per cent of such open window area.  

7. Directional signs, which shall not exceed six (6) square feet in sign 

area, may be installed as needed.  

8.  Temporary signs that comply with Sec. 15-6(d) and that do not to 
exceed sixteen (16) square feet. Temporary signs must be placed a 

minimum of twenty-five feet (25’) apart. 

b. Conditional uses. Same as semi-restricted uses.  

(6) Planned unit development and planned unit redevelopment zoning district (PUD 

or PUR). Except for temporary signs that comply with Sec. 15-6(d) and that do 
not exceed sixteen (16) square feet, Tthe types and sizes of signs and 

advertising structures permitted shall be determined by the city commission as 
part of the final development or redevelopment plan except that in no instance 
may the permitted signage exceed that permitted by section 15-8(5)(a)2, 3, 4, 5, 

6, 7 and 15-8(5)(b).  

(7) I-95 and turnpike special sign interchange district.  

a. Area defined. The area subject to this section shall include all lots or parts 
thereof located within fifteen hundred (1,500) feet of the center of the 
intersection of I-95 and State Road 70, commencing to the west at Gordy 

Road and terminating to the east at Rolyat Street. and fifteen hundred 
(1,500) feet of the center of the intersection of the Florida Turnpike and 

State Road 70, and shall further include the area within a five hundred 500-
foot radius on either side of that portion of State Road 70 which lies 
between the two (2) intersections.  

b. Ground sign standards. Any establishment or group of establishments, 
which has a main street frontage of sixty (60) linear feet or more, located on 

a lot which lies in whole or in part in the district provided for by this section, 
shall be permitted one ground sign. Such sign shall not exceed a sign area 
equal to one square foot for every three (3) linear feet of main street 

frontage, up to a maximum of three hundred (300) square feet. The 
maximum height shall be fifty (50) feet except that eighty (80) feet of height 

is permissible where the sign is at a location within fifteen hundred (1,500) 
feet of the intersection of either I-95 and State Road 70 or the Florida 
Turnpike and State Road 70.  

c. Other standards. Additional signs in this district shall conform with 
regulations and standards provided by this chapter or the appropriate 

zoning category.

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Sec. 15-9. - Permit procedures.  

(a) General. No person shall place, erect or maintain the structure of a sign including 
the removal or replacement of the sign face, or cause to be placed, erected or 

maintained, any sign or advertising structure or structure or structural alteration 
thereto except in conformance with the provisions of this chapter.  

(b) Application. All plans and layouts for a sign or advertising structure shall be 
accompanied by an application which shall be filed with the director Building 
Department in accordance with Chapter 5 of the Fort Pierce Code of Ordinances 

prior to the issuance of any permit. The application shall be approved or 
disapproved by the director Building Department within fifteen (15) days of the date 

it is received. In the event it is not either approved or disapproved within such period 
of time, it shall be deemed approved. If disapproved, such disapproval may be 
appealed to the construction board of adjustments and appeals, as established by 

chapter 5, to be heard at its next regular meeting, in a manner consistent with the 
board's rules of procedures. Said application shall describe and set forth the 

following:  

(1) The type of proposed sign or advertising structure requested as defined in this 
chapter. 

(2) The street address and legal description of the property upon which said sign is 
to be located.  

(3) The square foot area per sign face and message content. 

(4) Plans drawn to scale showing: 

a. The location of all proposed signs and existing signs to be retained. 

b. Complete design specifications of all proposed signs to show methods of 
construction and installation anchoring to building or ground in accordance 

with the provisions of the Florida Building Code. requirements of Chapter 23 
of the Standard Building Code.  

(5) Photographs of all existing on-site signs. 

(6) The name and address of the person in control or possession of the property 
upon which said sign is to be located and authorization from same for 

possession to place said sign upon the property.  

(7) The name of the person or contractor erecting the structure. 

(8) Such other pertinent information as may be required by the Building 

Department director. 

(c) Permit; label. After the provisions of this chapter have first been complied with, and 

the sign or advertising structure does not violate any of the terms, conditions or 
provisions herein or of any other law or ordinance, the director shall issue a permit 
shall be issued for such sign or advertising structure. All approved signs shall have 

affixed thereto and conspicuously displayed in the lower right hand area of a sign an 
identification label which shall be provided by the director. The absence of such 
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label shall be prima facie evidence that the sign or advertising structure is in 
violation of the provisions of this chapter.  

(d) [Fee schedule.] A permit fee shall be paid in accordance to the fee schedule 

established in Section 5-267 of the City of Fort Pierce Code of Ordinances.  Except 
that, permit fees for special event signs shall be paid in accordance to the fee 

established in Section 15-6(d) of this chapter. schedule established by the city 
commission by resolution shall be required in order to accommodate the 
administrative costs associated with sign permit reviews and site inspections for the 

installation, erection or placement of any sign or advertising structure.  

(e) Permit and fee exemptions. The following types of signs shall not be required to 
have a permit or subject to the above fees, but shall meet all other appropriate 

requirements within this chapter:  

(1) Temporary signs. Real estate sign. 

(2) Residential nameplate. 

(3) Political sign. 

(4) Construction project sign. 

(52) Window display signs, including but not limited to credit card signs, decals or 
emblems. 

(6) Credit card sign, decal or emblem. 

(73) Memorial sign or tablet Interchange of copy. 

(84) Public convenience sign, which identifies the location of restrooms, public 

telephones or the like except for signs required by the ADA code or Florida 
Accessibility Code.  

(95) Public utility sign, which identifies the location of underground lines, high 
voltage areas or the like.  

(106) Public warning sign, which indicates the dangers of trespassing, 

swimming, animals or the like.  

(117) Flag, emblem or insignia of the United States, the state or the city. 

(128) Seasonal display or decoration not advertising a product, service or 
establishment. 

(13) Streamers, pennants and flags. 

(14) Proposed development sign. 

 (f) Contractors. No person shall engage in the business of construction, fabricating, 

erecting, altering or maintaining signs within the city until he / she is state certified or 
has a valid certificate of competency from the city.  

(g) Stop-work orders. Upon notice from the Building Official or his/her designee that 

work on any sign or advertising structure is being done contrary to the provisions of 
this chapter or the Code or in a dangerous or unsafe manner, such work shall be 
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immediately stopped. Such notice shall be in writing and shall be given to the owner 
of the property or to his agent or to the person doing the work, and shall state the 
condition upon which work may be resumed. Where an emergency exists, no 

written notice shall be required to be given by the Building Official.  

(h) Revocation of permit. The Building Official may revoke a permit or approval, issued 

under the provisions of this chapter, in case there has been any false statement, 
concealment or misrepresentations as to a material fact in the application or plans 
on which the permit or approval was based.

 Area defined. 

 1,500 feet of the center of the intersection of I-95 and State Road 70  

 1,500 feet of the center of the intersection of the FL Turnpike and State Road 70 

 500-foot radius on either side of that portion of State Road 70 which lies between 

the two (2) intersections. 

 Ground sign standards. 

 The maximum height shall be fifty (50) feet except  

 That eighty (80) feet of height is permissible where the sign is at a location within 

1,500 feet of the intersection of either I-95 and State Road 70 or the Florida 

Turnpike and State Road 70.

 Commence to the west at Gordy Road
