DeVoshay Johnson, Information Technology Manager, spoke of the launch of the City of Fort
Pierce’s new mobile application.

a. Application submitted by Donald Noble to operate a food truck (“Fork It Over”) at 1907 Avenue
D, Fort Pierce.  Said use requires a Waiver of Distance, Sec. 9-111(b)(1) and (2) to operate
within 500 feet from a similar type of business and 300 feet from a church.

Noemí Rios, Deputy City Clerk, presented this business’s application.  Fork It Over has been
in operation for a year, having been given approval to operate with a one-year condition by the
City Commission in their meeting of November 21, 2016.  Mr. Noble is still addressing issues
with his architect and engineer to open a restaurant in place of the mobile food truck in the
building next to where he is currently stationed and expects to open in the next six months.
 
Mayor Hudson opened the Public Hearing.
Candice Brown Goehheg, the applicant’s representative and the owner of the 1907 Avenue D
building, presented herself for any questions the Commission or the public would have.
Omar Sharif spoke in opposition to the approval of this application saying he did not welcome
the competition.

Commissioner Sessions and Commissioner Perona both expressed their concern for hindering
brick and mortar business which had presumably higher business expenses, however, being
that this mobile food vendor has been in operation for a year and has already begun the
process to opening a brick and mortar restaurant, they were not in opposition if this vendor
was approved, again with a one-year condition.

AMENDING CHAPTER 5 - BUILDINGS AND BUILDING REGULATIONS, SEC. 5-19 (a) IN
ORDER TO REMOVE THE DIRECTOR OF BUILDING AND COMMUNITY RESPONSE
FROM THE BOARD OF EXAMINERS OF CONTRACTORS; PROVIDING FOR A
SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; PROVIDING FOR REPEAL OF ORDINANCES OR PARTS

James Messer, City Attorney, expressed this is a minor housekeeping task that will bring the
ordinance into compliance with the Sunshine Law pursuant to a directive from the State
Attorney who recommended the City Commission take immediate steps to remedy the
continuing violation of the Sunshine Law by amending the Code of Ordinances.  Mr. Messer
clarified the violation was in that the Building Official was also a member of the board and
would meet with the Chairman of the board to predetermine if cases would be brought in front
of that board, thereby, the Building Official not only sat on the board and voted on the final
determination, but also met outside the Sunshine meeting with the Chairman of the board to
determine whether the violation should be heard in the first place.

e. Legislative Hearing - Ordinance No. 17-038: Transmittal hearing pertaining to an application
submitted by the property owners, Ariel Homes of Treasure Coast, and applicant, S. R. Bacher
Enterprises, LLC., for one (1) parcel of land, 56.035 +/- acres, to change the future land use
designation within the Comprehensive Plan, from RM, Residential Medium to BC, Boundary
Commercial.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF FORT
PIERCE, FLORIDA; AMENDING THE FUTURE LAND USE MAP OF THE
COMPREHENSIVE PLAN TO CHANGE THE DESIGNATION OF PROPERTY GENERALLY
LOCATED AT 3180 SOUTH JENKINS ROAD, FROM MEDIUM DENSITY RESIDENTIAL,
RM, TO BOUNDARY COMMERCIAL, BC; PROVIDING FOR A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE;
PROVIDING FOR REPEAL OF ORDINANCES OR PARTS THEREOF IN CONFLICT;
PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 
 
Kori Benton, Senior Planner, presented a request to transmit a proposed future land use map
amendment to various State agencies seeking to amend the future land use from RM-Medium
Density Residential to BC-Boundary Commercial based on its proximity to the interstate.  The
Boundary Commercial designation allows medium intensity commercial developments that are
primarily intended to serve surrounding neighborhoods and residential areas. Uses allowed
within this designation include general commercial, retail, offices, tourist/entertainment
facilities, hotels/motels, parks and recreation, along with compatible public, quasi-public, and
special uses.
 
The proposed amendment meets the criteria specified in Section 22-131 of the City Code and
promotes and protects the public health, safety and general welfare; therefore, Staff
recommends that the City Commission approve the transmittal of the proposed Large Scale
amendment.
 
Mayor Hudson opened the Public Hearing.
Lee Dobbins, the applicant’s attorney, gave a presentation to give the Commission and the
public further information of what to expect.
Seeing no one else, the Mayor closed the Public Hearing.

13. CITY COMMISSION
 

a. Discussion of the Planning Board procedures and membership led by Commissioner Johnson.

Commissioner Johnson discussed the procedures for the Planning Board.  He asked City
Manager, Nicholas Mimms, to formalize those procedures on City Letterhead so that future
members that come on the board will have these and guide themselves accordingly. 

Commissioner Johnson expressed his concerns with certain members of the Planning Board
and the impending repercussions their behavior during those meetings will cause on business
men and women who wish to bring their business to our City. Nicholas Mimms confirmed Mr.
Robert Burdge stepped down as the Chairman for this board, but not as member as the
Board.  In addition to Robert Burdge, Commissioner Johnson was also worried about Marcia
Baker’s membership on the Board.

Commissioner Alexander also expressed his distaste.  He mentioned he watched several
meetings and had to consult with the City Attorney, as well as the City Manager because he
was upset at the developments and feels amendments should be made.

Mayor Hudson has also seen the aforementioned concerns develop within the board.  She
said she’s spoken with her appointee to see if his expectations were up to par with what was
expected from a board member.  She further mentioned she was not looking for everyone to
always agree on everything, but rather that even when they have disagreements, to express
those disagreements respectfully to each other and to staff members.  The objective is a
Planning Board that works well with staff, is efficient, and everyone that comes before them
leaves feeling they’ve been treated fairly and have had a fair hearing.  However, what she’s
seen is the exercise of power and a lot of time wasted on demonstrating who is in charge and
who is right.  The Mayor also expressed concern with some comments Ms. Baker has made
during these meetings.

Commissioner Perona expressed he would not rush to judgment without having spoken to his
appointee, Robert Burdge, and he would appreciate the Commission allow him to speak with
Mr. Burdge before making any decisions on his membership with the Planning Board.  He was
interested in seeing a list of prospective applicants to see if positive changes could be brought
to the Planning Board.

Commissioner Sessions expressed that he’d spoken to Mr. Burdge and he seemed very
remorseful about the way he’d exercised his title within the board and how he’d acted. 
Commissioner Sessions was of the agreement that they should not remove Mr. Burdge
immediately from the board but rather, wait for Commissioner Perona to speak with him.  The
Commission agreed to allow Commissioner Perona and Robert Burdge this courtesy.

b. Discussion of regularly scheduled City Commission meetings led by Commissioner Perona.

Commissioner Perona opened a discussion for the City Commission to consider changing the
Regular Commission Meeting schedule to include one daytime meeting, instead of two
evening meetings.  Commissioner Johnson believed if this were done it would allow a different
view from the public for others that cannot attend the evening meetings because they work
nights, since most nights when the Commission Meeting runs to the late hours of the night they
are left with very few people left to give their opinions.  He also thought it would cut down on
monetary costs by having the meeting during regular working hours.  Commissioner Johnson
also suggested another option would be an afternoon meeting instead of a morning meeting. 
Mayor Hudson made herself available for anytime the meetings were scheduled.
Commissioner Alexander suggested there could possibly be “more teeth” during the
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Commissioner Alexander suggested there could possibly be “more teeth” during the
Conference Agenda Meetings allowing for the consensus of those discussions to be on the
Consent Agenda for the next Regular meeting.
After much deliberation, the City Commission would like to run a trial period in which they
have the second Regular Commission Meeting of the month beginning at 4 p.m. versus 6:30
p.m. They’ve instructed the City Attorney and City Manager to convene in order to amend the
ordinance to remove previously stipulated meeting times, so as to be able to work with a
resolution moving forward if they were to decide to change the meeting time again in the
future. 

 

c. Discussion regarding the funding of the purchase of water front property at the Port of Fort
Pierce

Nicholas Mimms, City Manager, provided the City Commission with a memorandum including
spreadsheets, a proposed resolution and information regarding the water front property
purchase in the Port of Fort Pierce.  Sometime in October, St. Lucie County signed a contract
for a sales transaction with Indian River Terminal, also known as the Port of Fort Pierce and
the Commission asked Mr. Mimms to identify funding to become a participating partner in this
purchase.  Funding was identified which may be used in this acquisition via the FPUA.  This
would not negatively affect the operation of the Utilities Authority nor cause rate increases for
residents.  Mr. Mimms believes this would direct activity to the port, create economic
development, and would allow for a contributing port, currently ranking last in the State.  In
order to proceed with the City being a partner with the County, this would require a
contribution of fifty percent of the funds necessary to acquire the port with St. Lucie County,
that being $12.5 million.  This would not be a loan, but a distribution from FPUA to the City of
Fort Pierce to make said purchase.  A direct return on investment should be seen in 20 years.
Mr. Mimms assured the Commission this would be a low risk opportunity since water front
property in the State is scarce and the property could be sold for higher than it was purchased
if the plans currently in place would not materialize.   

Some Commission members believed this funding could be utilized in other City issues. 
Mayor Hudson, member of the FPUA Board, mentioned the FPUA Board has spoken about
this and both City staff and FPUA staff are working together to address some of these issues. 
Commissioner Sessions also suggested that perhaps the total of $12.5 million could be
reduced so that the City could still participate in the port purchase, but also provide a
wholesome abode for the constituents in other areas that need investment.

Approval to purchase up to three (3) K-9's for the Fort Pierce Police Department K-9 Unit in the
amount not to exceed $30,000.

SUMMARY:
The police department requests approval to purchase three (3) new K-9's.  Our agency, at one
time, had three (3) full time multi-purpose K-9 Teams and one (1) single purpose narcotics dog. 
Our K-9 Teams are dual certified in Patrol Functions and Narcotics Detection. Currently, the
police department only has one (1) K-9 Team due to having to retire three (3) of the dogs over
the past several years. Unfortunately, due to budgetary constraints, we have not been able to
replace these K-9 Teams. The police department recently received several donations that will
enable us to purchase these K-9's.  Once these three (3) new K-9 Teams are trained, the police
department will have one (1) K-9 Team per shift. 

The police department will be traveling to the Metro-Dade K-9 Services Police Dog Training
Center, in Miami to first review, inspect, and evaluate the available kennel of K-9's.  If
Metro-Dade K-9 has three (3) K-9's that pass inspection, then the police department will
purchase all three (3) K-9's.  However, if they only have one (1) or two (2) K-9's that pass
inspection, then the police department will only purchase the one (1) or (2) K-9's.  Due to the
uniqueness of purchasing K-9's, the police department will also evaluate the available kennel of
K-9's from Southern Coast K-9 in Volusia County.    This purchase has to be coordinated with
the K-9 Certification School that these K-9 Teams will be attending.

Staff Analysis: 
 
The applicant, Walton Acquisitions FL, LLC, is proposing a zoning change from the current zoning 
districts to PD, Planned Development, a Planned Development Plan, as well as a Preliminary Plat 
located on 9850 Midway Road and a parcel to the northeast (2334-410-0000-000-1). The parcels 
are currently 516.3 acres. The largest parcel was annexed in 2010 and retained its County zoning 
AG 2.5, Agriculture, while the 116 acre parcel was the first annexation of 2015. The future land 
use designation is MXD, Mixed-Use Development. 
 
The intent of this project is to become a commercial and industrial park with a separate residential 
component. This property is immediately off the Midway Road exit of I-95, an exit that shares 
industrial as well as commercial businesses. The proposal is to allow for many different uses that 
are briefly notated in Exhibit A, as well as their allocated square footage. Walton Acquisitions will 
provide the land for multiple developers to relocate or start their industrial or commercial 
industries.  
 

 
 
 Planned Development Plan 
Walton Acquisitions is proposing development guidelines that divide certain uses by the lot 
type: Flex Industrial/Warehouse, General Commercial, and Multifamily Residential. Each lot 
type has a designated area within the property as shown in Exhibit B.  
 
The lot type “Flex Industrial/Warehouse” allows light to heavy industrial uses, manufacturing, 
wholesale, etc. This lot type will support uses from communications, personal and business 
services and agriculture to manufacturing fabricated metal products, industrial/commercial 
machinery and electronics. 
 
Lot type “Commercial – General” supports a variety of retail, service establishments and more. 
This lot type allows uses that are very similar to the City of Fort Pierce’s C3, General 
Commercial zoning district. It gives the opportunity to operate businesses such as general 
merchandise stores, florists, grocery stores, restaurants, and boutiques. 
 
“Residential – Multifamily” lot type is specifically designated for the parcel to the west. This lot 
type allows multifamily developments at 15 dwelling units per acre with the cap at 650 dwelling 
units. The conservation area will be open to these residents for passive recreation. 
 



Each lot type has permitted uses and restricted uses. The restricted uses are very similar to 
what the City of Fort Pierce calls “Conditional Uses”. If a developer desires to implement a 
restricted use, such applicant will seek approval from Walton Acquisitions where they will 
approve, approve with conditions or deny the application. You can find a list of permitted and 
restricted uses on page 13 of the Planned Development Guidelines. 
 

 
 
Architectural Design Standards 
The architectural aesthetic will be reviewed at the time of Site Plan and will conform to Fort 
Pierce Design Review standards. 
 
Preliminary Plat and Infrastructure Plan 
The Village at Midway Preliminary Plat is made up of 14 large tracts of land. Each tract has an 
approximate size notated. Developers will be able to purchase and shape their own lots to 
accommodate their businesses. When each tract is tapped into by a developer it triggers 
infrastructure to be built to access that parcel of land. For example, if a developer purchases 
and forms a lot in Tract B, Phase 1B is triggered where roadwork including storm water 
conveyance, sidewalks, street lighting, etc. is implemented. This Preliminary Plat that was 
provided  and complied with the following: Proposed name of the subdivision, Name and 
address of owner of record, Name, address and telephone number of subdivider , Scale, north 
arrow, and the date plat was drawn, Boundary lines of the tract indicated by a heavy line giving 
approximate dimensions, Approximate number of lots, and typical lot sizes, Divisions or state 
development, if any, proposed by the subdivider, Natural and manmade features within the 
proposed subdivision, including drainage, channels, bodies of water, or other significant 
features, Contour lines, having a one-foot interval, Development features such as rights-of-way 
and pavement widths, easements including their purpose and width, other dedications including 
their purpose, Names of adjacent platted subdivisions, Names of adjacent unplatted property 
owners, Location and size of nearest water, sewer and storm drainage lines that will serve the 
subdivision, Certificate of preliminary plat preparation, Vicinity sketch showing the relation of 
the proposed subdivision to adjoining property and the city, Name and address of the engineer

and/or surveyor who prepared the plat and design improvements be listed on the preliminary 
plat, Certification from the developer's engineer whether federal, state, or local agencies have 
jurisdiction over the proposed project. 
 
Final Plat 
If the Preliminary Plat is approved, Walton Acquisitions themselves will apply for Final Plat after 
Walton and the developer determine a lot layout. Walton will apply for the final plat, bond or 
build the infrastructure, and then convey the lot to the developer. Developers will be tasked with 
applying for their own site plan. Both of these applications can be reviewed concurrently.

Staff Recommendation: 

 
Staff recommends that the Preliminary Plat decision be decided in a separate motion. Staff also 
recommends that the City Commission approve the Zoning Atlas Amendment and Planned 
Development Plan with the following conditions: 
 
1. A signed Proportionate Fair Share Agreement with St. Lucie County shall be provided   to 

the City of Fort Pierce prior to final plat approval for the first plat within the Village at Midway 

Planned Development; 

2. A Right-of-Way dedication of 42.5 feet is required along the project’s frontage on Midway 

Road, at the time that the land fronting Midway Road is platted; 

3. A 6 foot wide concrete sidewalk shall be constructed within the ultimate Right-of-Way of 

Midway Road or a fee in lieu of construction of said sidewalk shall be submitted to St. Lucie 

County for review and approval; 

4. A traffic tracking sheet will be submitted with each site plan application, for the purpose of 

identifying when a Proportionate Share payment is due.  Each traffic tracking sheet shall 

include (a) the total Average Daily Trips and Peak AM and Peak PM Trips associated with 

the proposed development, and (b) the cumulative Trips set forth in the traffic tracking 

sheets for any site plans previously filed within the Villages at Midway. This will also be used 

to monitor the overall approved traffic analysis for the project as a whole. 

5. If Arterial A (also known as Access Tract A) is on the County’s Thoroughfare Network Right-

of-Way Protection Plan at the time of final plat approval of the first plat within the Villages at 

Midway which includes a segment of Arterial A, then the land owner shall dedicate to the 

County any additional right-of-way which is needed to make Arterial A the width required by 

the County’s Thoroughfare Network Right-of-Way Protection Plan, but only if: 

(a) the total right-of-way for Arterial A shall not exceed a width of 160 feet; and 

(b) the County enters into an agreement with the land owner, that the land owner shall 

receive compensation from the County for the right-of-way dedication, which may be in the 

form of cash or impact fee credits, and that the County shall accept the dedication of Arterial 

A and shall maintain Arterial A as a County Road. 

 

If Arterial A is not on the County’s Thoroughfare Network Right-of-Way Protection Plan at 



the time of final plat approval of the first plat within the Villages at Midway which includes a 

segment of Arterial A, then the width of the Arterial A right-of-way shall remain as shown in 

this approval.

Code Enforcement - The City of Fort Pierce provided more than $50,000 from the general fund to 

provide a Code Enforcement officer to staff a very low-income neighborhood in our City. 

Commercial Façade Grants – The City expended $15,000 for commercial façade grants, which 

leveraged over $200,000 in commercial property improvements. 

Minority Business Expo - The City received $20,000 in funding to help cover the costs of this project 

through a Visit Florida grant award. 

Highwaymen Heritage Trail Art Show and Festival - Numerous area businesses and organizations 

help offset the costs to provide this annual creative placemaking economic development event in a very 

low-income historic minority neighborhood to celebrate the "Original" and "2nd Generation" Highwaymen 

Artists.  

Annual Job Fair - The City partners with St. Lucie County, Career Source Resource Coast to help offset 

the costs associated with this annual event. St. Lucie County provides a portion of rent on a large facility 

and Career Source Research Coast provides manpower to help organize and oversee the event. 

Weatherization Program - The City partnered with the Fort Pierce Utilities Authority (FPUA) to provide a 

weatherization program for 14 of our extremely low income and senior citizens. The City contributed 

$35,000 from our general fund; $20,000 from CDBG and FPUA contributed $75,000.   

World Changers / “Paint Our Town” – The City of Fort Pierce used CDBG funds to purchase supplies 

and materials for the World Changers, and Paint Our Town volunteers to paint and repair 26 homes 

belonging to some of our poorest citizens during PY16. 

State Housing Initiatives Partnership (SHIP) Program - The City of Fort Pierce provided nine (9) 

owner-occupied home rehabilitations and downpayment and closing cost assistance for twelve (12) 

home purchases to income-qualified citizens.  These two projects totalled $176,477.47 in SHIP funds for 

program year 2016-2017. 

1st Time Homebuyer Assistance - Local banks provide Consumer Credit Counseling Services and new 

homebuyer workshops. Six (6) workshops for new homebuyers were held during PY16. Approximately 

40 Fort Pierce residents attended the workshops. 

Fort Pierce HA - Section 8 Program - The FPHA managed an allocation of 844 vouchers, and 827 

leases during PY16.   

Habitat for Humanity - Habitat rehabilitated seven (7) homes for lower income citizens in Fort Pierce 

during PY16. The City provided down payment/closing cost assistance for 3 Habitat home purchases. 

Allegany Franciscan Ministries – Allegany is helping cover the staffing costs for the City's new Lincoln 

Park Revitalization Coordinator, who is responsible promoting health, wellness, economic growth, small 

business development and investment in one of the poorest and oldest minority neighborhoods within 

the City.

Discuss the difference between goals and outcomes and problems encountered in 
meeting these goals. 

Providing affordable housing units continues to be an ongoing issue within the City of Fort Pierce.  A 

transitional housing program for homeless families is also an ongoing problem.  Both of these added to 

the problems encountered in meeting goals listed in the 2016-2020 Consolidated Plan.  

The Fort Pierce Housing Authority's plans to convert a HA complex into transitional housing for our 

homeless families was recently denied by the Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD). 

The City is currently working on short term solutions to address our transitional housing issue for our 

growing homeless population and solutions to address our lack of affordable decent housing. We have 

reached out to several nonprofits in the area and are meeting regularly to address this issue. 

As stated earlier, the Treasure Coast Homeless Services Council, located in Indian River County in Vero 

Beach, Florida, is the CoC for St. Lucie, Indian River and Martin Counties.  Most all of the grant funds for 

various homeless services stay in Indian River County.  Our homeless numbers are climbing by leaps 

and bounds and the City of Fort Pierce is determined to find solutions to assist this growing population.

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Outcomes related to establishing a workable transitional housing program for our growing homeless 

population may impact future annual action plans.  Affordable housing solutions will be accomplished via 

collaborations with investors and partnerships with developers.  We do not currently see this as 

impacting future annual action plans.

Reaching out to homeless persons (especially unsheltered persons) and assessing their 

individual needs 

1. The Treasure Coast Homeless Sevices Council, Inc. (TCHCS) serves as the official Continuum of 

Care for St. Lucie, Martin and Indian River Counties.  It is the official qualified applicant for State 

and Federal homeless prevention and direct services funding on the Treasure Coast and the 

Lead Agency for the State Office on Homelessness.  The City of Fort Pierce does not directly 

receive funding for homeless prevention.  

The City sent a letter requesting assistance for our homeless population to the TCHCS in September, 

2015 and later met with the executive director and requested assistance.  We are hopeful that this 

meeting and future meetings will result in the TCHCS allowing the City of Fort Pierce to apply for grant 

funding through the Coalition to help address our growing homeless population. Currently, all funds 

received to benefit our homeless are utilized in Indian River County, primarily in the Vero Beach area. 

The Director of the TCHSC recently sent a letter to HUD listing that they provide $310,908 for Permanent 

Supportive Housing in St. Lucie County.  This is NOT Fort Pierce. This is to rent, from themselves, 10 

single family homes and one duplex located in Lakewood Park, outside the City limits of Fort Pierce, in 

St. Lucie County completely rehabilitated by St. Lucie County through their Neighborhood Stabilization 

Program that were donated to the TCHSC. The TCHSC provides limited funding for housing for 

homeless veterans in St. Lucie County as well. 

Addressing the emergency shelter and transitional housing needs of homeless persons 

The City is currently working with the Fort Pierce Housing Authority and several area nonprofits that 

currently provide services for our growing homeless population to create a transitional housing program. 

Helping low-income individuals and families avoid becoming homeless, especially extremely low-

income individuals and families and those who are:  likely to become homeless after being 

discharged from publicly funded institutions and systems of care (such as health care facilities, 

mental health facilities, foster care and other youth facilities, and corrections programs and 

institutions);  and,  receiving assistance from public or private agencies that address housing, 

health, social services, employment, education, or youth needs 

1. The Treasure Coast Homeless Services Council (TCHCS), the Continuum of Care for Indian 

River, St. Lucie and Martin Counties, provides a homeless services center in Vero Beach Florida, 

which provides approximately $300,000 per year in direct assistance to homeless and near-

homeless families and $800,000 per year in rental housing payments on behalf of the 

disabled.  TCHCS also provides approximately $300,000 annually in direct funding to the 

homeless family shelter on the Treasure Coast, serving Indian River, St. Lucie and Martin 

Counties.  Approximately thirty percent (30%) of the Homeless Family Center’s clients were from 

the City of Fort Pierce during PY16.    
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Based on the “Certification of Consistency with the Consolidated Plan” form that the City of Fort Pierce 

recently received from the TCHCS, St. Lucie County receives $289,776 in funding that is only used to 

cover the rent for chronically homeless individuals and families.  No funding is provided to City of Fort 

Pierce agencies that provide services to the homeless. According to the TCHCS’ Point in Time County 

for January, 2016, the City of Fort Pierce has experienced a 185% increase in homeless children since 

January, 2015. 

Helping homeless persons (especially chronically homeless individuals and families, families 

with children, veterans and their families, and unaccompanied youth) make the transition to 

permanent housing and independent living, including shortening the period of time that 

individuals and families experience homelessness, facilitating access for homeless individuals 

and families to affordable housing units, and preventing individuals and families who were 

recently homeless from becoming homeless again 

1. The Treasure Coast Homeless Sevices Council, Inc. (TCHCS) serves as the official Continuum of 

Care for St. Lucie, Martin and Indian River Counties.  It is the official qualified applicant for State 

and Federal homeless prevention and direct services funding on the Treasure Coast and the 

Lead Agency for the State Office on Homelessness.  The City of Fort Pierce does not directly 

receive funding for homeless prevention.  

2. The City of Fort Pierce is currently working with the Fort Pierce Housing Authority and local 

nonprofits and community organizations to increase services to our growing homeless population 

that will hopefully make easier the transition to permanent housing and independent living, 

shorten the period of time that individuals and families experience homelessness, improve access 

for homeless individuals and families to affordable housing units and prevent individuals and 

families who were recently homeless from becoming homeless again.

Actions taken to address the needs of public housing 

The delivery of public housing requires the coordination of a number of agencies, both public and 

private.  These agencies will continue to work together to eliminate potential gaps within the delivery 

systems in Fort Pierce.  A vital agency in this initiative is the Fort Pierce Housing Authority (FPHA).  

For PY16 FPHA activities included: 

-        Up to $10,000 in educational scholarships were available to outstanding students in FPHA’s Public 

Housing, Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program, or its Affordable Housing Program to start or 

continue secondary education. Scholarships were available for Associate Degrees, Bachelor Degrees, 

Master’s Degree or Vocational Training. 

-        Allocating 844 Section 8 vouchers and provided 827 Public Housing leases in PY15; and 

administers 18 units of non-subsidized rentals. Out of 844, 39% of the households-elderly and/or 

disabled; 11%-elderly (not disabled).   

-        Crime Reduction Initiatives – increase site lighting to numerous units and on site’s parking/ 

pedestrian area redesign. 

-        Administered a Family Self – Sufficiency Program for both its Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher 

and Public Housing Programs.  This program is designed to mentor families and link them to services, 

training, education and childcare to help them eliminate the need for welfare. 

-        Provided 35 HUD-Veterans Affairs Supportive Housing (HUD-VASH) program vouchers in 

conjunction with the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher program. 

-        Allocated Section 8 Housing Choice Vouchers to local area witnesses of violent crime who agree to 

testify in court.  The use of these vouchers is to relocate witnesses and protect against potential 

retaliation. 

-        Provided 24 Section 8 Housing Vouchers for families displaced from Hurricane Irma. 

Actions taken to encourage public housing residents to become more involved in management 

and participate in homeownership 

The Fort Pierce Housing Authority provides the Family Self – Sufficiency Program for both its Section 8 

Housing Choice Voucher and Public Housing Programs.  This program is designed to mentor families 

and link them to services, training, education and childcare to help them eliminate the need for welfare. 

Actions taken to provide assistance to troubled PHAs 

The Fort Pierce Housing Authority (FPHA) is not designated as a 'troubled PHA."

The City has evaluated public policies, land use controls, tax policies, zoning ordinances, building codes, 

fees and charges, growth limitations to determine if there could be negative effects that serve as barriers 

to affordable housing.  We have not determined that any of these are a factor in affordable housing 

development.  We are currently considering ways to encourage affordable housing development within 

the City. 

The City has not detected that we are causing a negative impact on the development of affordable 

housing. Compared to surrounding communities, the City’s fees and policies are 

reasonable.  Nevertheless, the City will continue to periodically reassess development and impact fees, 

regulations and program policies and procedures and if we ascertain that a revision to these would 

enhance affordable housing opportunities for lower income residents of the City, we will certainly execute 

policy revisions, as needed, and as quickly as possible. 

Actions taken to address obstacles to meeting underserved needs.  91.220(k); 91.320(j) 

The City is working to address underserved needs, including support for the Fort Pierce Housing 

Authority’s (FPHA) application for tax credits to rehabilitate a former hospital into apartments for lower-

income senior and/or disabled citizens, slum and blight and infrastructure improvements in lower-income 

neighborhoods, and assistance with weatherization improvements for our lower-income citizens. The 

FPHA was denied funding in their first four (4) requests and are awaiting news of their fourth attempt at 

this funding request. 

The City is also contacting investors and developers and has identified several parcels of land that could 

be used for affordable housing development.  We continue to utilize our SHIP program, work with Habitat 

for Humanity, World Changers and through our Paint Our Town program to improve our existing housing 

stock. 

Actions taken to reduce lead-based paint hazards. 91.220(k); 91.320(j) 

1. During PY16, the City continued to encourage residents and property owners to test for and 

reduce lead paint.  Homes assisted with CDBG or SHIP funding that were built prior to 1978 are 

automatically tested for lead-based paint, and safe practices and abatement/reduction 

procedures are followed on projects where lead based paint is identified.  
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Actions taken to reduce the number of poverty-level families. 91.220(k); 91.320(j) 

The 2008 housing market crash led to drastically decreased property values which has increased the 

amount of affordable housing opportunities for low and moderate income residents. Unfortunately, home 

prices have steadily increased throughout PY16.  Investors have purchased hundreds of foreclosed 

homes within the City, leaving very few affordable homes available for first time homebuyers and lower 

income citizens to purchase.  Properties financed through Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac coming out of 

foreclosure are offered to qualifying citizens for approximately 30 days before they are available to 

investors, which is very helpful. 

The City is now offering Down Payment and Closing Cost Assistance up to $15,000 for first time income-

qualified citizens of Fort Pierce through the State Housing Initiatives Partnership (SHIP) program. To 

date, we have assisted 12 families in purchasing new homes. 

The economic downturn resulted in soaring unemployment and Fort Pierce still has not recovered. Fort 

Pierce’s unemployment rate in July, 2017 was 7.6%, compared to St. Lucie County’s rate, which was at 

3.8%, and the State of Florida, which was 4.1%.  Unemployment and also “underemployment” remain on 

the forefront for the City of Fort Pierce, St. Lucie County, the State of Florida and the entire country. 

The City is currently partnering with Career Source Research Coast and Indian River State College to 

provide free job training opportunities for citizens.  We are hopeful this will result in more of our citizens 

having marketable skills which will lead to better paying jobs.  We are also talking with regional 

developers development of affordable housing and manufacturing opportunities within the City. 

Actions taken to develop institutional structure. 91.220(k); 91.320(j) 

The City of Fort Pierce works with the City of Port St. Lucie and St. Lucie County to coordinate 

three Housing Assistance Programs (CDBG, SHIP, and Hardest Hit).  Quarterly lending 

consortium meetings are held to keep the groups connected and focused on affordable housing 

issues.  

The City has been successful in engaging the Fort Pierce Housing Authority (FPHA), local non-profits, 

financial institutions, and the private sector in the provision of low and moderate-income housing.  No 

gaps have been identified in this institutional structure. 

Actions taken to enhance coordination between public and private housing and social service 

agencies. 91.220(k); 91.320(j) 

The delivery of public housing requires the coordination of a number of agencies, both public and 

private.  These agencies will continue to work together to eliminate potential gaps within the 

delivery systems in Fort Pierce.  A vital agency in this initiative is the Fort Pierce Housing 

Authority (FPHA).  The City regularly provides staff to attend monthly FPHA meetings and various 

social service agency meetings to increase collaborative opportunities and enhance coordination 

in services.

An application for Waiver of Distance submitted by the property owners, Fifer Partners 1 LLC,
and applicant/representative, Brian Paul, for approval of Waiver of Distance for a 2COP

within a proposed restaurant, at 733 North US Highway 1, Fort Pierce, Florida. The property is
zoned General Commercial, C-3, and approximately 2.94 acres in size. The Parcel IDs for the

SUMMARY:
The applicant, Brian Paul, is requesting the review and approval of a waiver of distance
restrictions provided by subsection 3-7(b) to establish a forty (40) seat restaurant capable
of beer and wine service for consumption on premises  at 733 N US Highway 1.
The request is to secure a 2COP – Beer and Wine License to offer sale of alcohol, at the
subject location, for consumption on-premises. Section 3-7 of the City Code restricts the
sale or distribution of sealed alcoholic beverages for consumption on the premises where
the establishment is located within 1,600 feet of a church, school, or other licensed
establishments; unless a Waiver of Distance is granted. The request is based upon four
(4) licensed establishments and one (1) church situated within 1,600 feet of the proposed
establishment. 
The current establishment, Pelican Seafood, is currently a retail seafood store with
approximately 875 square feet of gross floor area, with the proposal to expand to roughly
2,200 square feet to accommodate a restaurant, with the capacity to sell beer and wine
with meals.
A total of 60 notifications of the proposal were mailed to the owners of property located
within 500 feet of the subject property.  As of December 6, 2017, 0 responses have been
returned. An update will be provided to the City Commission at the public hearing.
The Planning Board, at their November 14th meeting, voted unanimously to recommend
approval of the request with the conditions presented by staff, as incorporated below.

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Staff Analysis: 
 
Request 
 
In accordance with Section 3-7 & 3-9 of the City Code, the applicant is requesting the review and approval of a waiver of 
distance restrictions provided by subsection 3-7(b) to establish a forty (40) seat restaurant capable of beer and wine 
service for consumption on premises  at 733 N US Highway 1. The subject property is approximately 2.94 acres in size 
and is located within the General Commercial (C-3) zoning district. 
 
The City Code requires a waiver of established distance requirements, for the sale of alcoholic beverages by retail for 
consumption on the premises, where the establishment is located within 1,600 feet of other licensed establishments, 
churches, or schools. The applicant is requesting a 2COP license to serve beer and wine for consumption on premises in 
a restaurant which will provide full service meals via a commercial kitchen and traditional seating. The establishment 
will contain approximately 2,200 square feet of gross floor area to include a kitchen, outdoor dining, an office, and 
restroom facilities for integration with the applicant’s existing retail seafood store. 
 
Four (4) licensed establishments are located within 1,600 feet of the proposed establishment, therefore a waiver of the 
minimum required distance of 1,600 feet between the applicant’s establishment, and said licensed establishments is 
sought. 
 
As specified by Section 3-15 of the City Code, a waiver of distance shall be granted only if it does not adversely affect 
community health, safety or general welfare and that the following are considered: 
 
a. The actual location and distance of the proposed establishment with respect to other places of business 
licensed to sell intoxicating beverages, whether on or off the premises, as well as churches and schools; 
 
Four (4) licensed establishments, Crocodillo’s, the Tiwsted Tiki, Tillman’s, and Captain’s Galley, located within 
Egdartown to the east are located within 1,600 feet from the establishment. If serves remain active, one existing church, 
Apostolic Crossroads Church of Jesus located at 812 North 7th Street is approximately 1,200 feet from the 
establishment.  
 
b. The type and size of the establishment, including any bar floor space and seating capacity, and whether, 
in view of such type or size, the proposed establishment is likely to create a public nuisance or traffic impediment 
by drawing crowds or persons milling about outside the building; 
 
The establishment is currently a retail seafood store with approximately 875 square feet of gross floor area, with the 
proposal to expand to roughly 2,200 square feet to accommodate the restaurant, with the capacity to sell beer and wine 
with meals. The attached floor plan shows the plan layout and seating for forty (40) patrons. The type and size of this 
proposed establishment is not likely to create a public nuisance or traffic impediment by drawing crowds or persons 
milling about outside the building. 
 
c. Whether adequate parking and landscaping for the facility are provided so as to meet the requirements 
set forth in sections 22-59 through 22-61; 
 
 The applicant and property owner have provided preliminary plans to expand and reconfigure the parking a 
area to provide adequate parking to support the plaza and the restaurant addition. Landscaping and lighting consistent 
with provisions of the land development code are required for permitting and completion of these necessary 
improvements. Upon completion of the parking lot expansion, sufficient parking would exist to accommodate the 
variety of uses within the plan and this restaurant request.   
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d. Whether the facility is physically separated or well buffered from all adjacent residentially zoned areas; 
 
 The establishment is not immediately adjacent to any residentially zoned property, and fronts on US Highway  
1. Additional landscaping will be required to screen the parking and refuse collection areas. 
 
e. Whether traffic generated by patrons or pickup/delivery vehicles will pass through low or moderate 
density residentially zoned neighborhoods; 
 
 The proposed establishment is accessible from US Highway 1 and traffic generated will not be required to pass 
through any residentially zoned neighborhoods.  
 
f. Whether, if the facility is located within sixteen hundred (1,600) feet of a church or school, it will generate 
traffic which may adversely affect the safety of persons attending such church or school. 
 
 The facility is located approximately 1,200 feet from an existing church, Apostolic Crossroads Church of Jesus, 
located at 812 North 7th Street. The facility should not generate traffic which may adversely affect the safety of persons 
attending the church. No schools are located within 1600 feet of the facility.   
 
In addition, Section 3-14 (1) of the City Code indicates the “Minimum requirements for an on premises 
consumption” license must be engaged in conducting a “bona fide restaurant establishment” defined as such by 
meeting the following criteria: 
 

a. Have tables capable of seating not fewer than twenty (20) persons simultaneously for the purpose 
of serving meals. 
 
b. Must dispense sales of beer and wine only to persons patronizing the establishment for the main 
purpose of ordering and consuming food. 
 
c. Have permanent kitchen facilities located within the premises in which meals are regularly 
prepared for service to patrons of the establishment.  

 
The proposed establishment will have seating for at least 20 persons and permanent kitchen facilities (floor plan is 
attached). Sales of beer and wine will be to persons patronizing the establishment for the purpose of ordering and 
consuming food. 
 
Technical Review Committee 
 
All affected Departments have reviewed and identified required adjustments to the proposed site improvements to 
expand parking at the commercial center.  Said requirements are integrated as recommended conditions of approval 
for integration into site work permits for completion of parking, landscaping, and lighting upgrades to accommodate 
this business development in the plaza.

The Applicant is requesting review of a Conceptual Developemnt Plan for an Affordable 
Housing Complex for seniors 55 and older on a parcel of land along Oleander Avenue. The 
location is on the west side of Oleander Avenue, south of Bell Avenue, and north of Tumblin 
Kling Road in Fort Pierce, Florida. The size of the property is 17.18 acres and was annexed 
into the City of Fort Pierce in April of 2007. The property is currenly vacant 
 
The subject site has a split Zoning Designation of R-4 Medium Density Residential (south 
12.88 acres) and C-3, General Commercial (north 4.3 acres). The subject property also has a 
split Future Land-Use designation of RM, Medium Density Residential (south 12.88 acres) 
and GC, General Commercial (north 4.3 acres). This Conceptual Development Plan only has 
plans to develop on the south 12.88 acres. There are residential houses and vacant land 
surrounding this parcel.  
 
Conceptualized Operation

Development Review Requirement 
 
The type and scale of the development will necessitate formal Site Plan, Design Review, and 
Concurrency Review. The development would not require Conditial Use approval because 
multi-dwelling buildings are allowed in the R-4 Zoning District. Regarding Design Review, 
the request for new construction will be reviewed pursuant to the established design 
review guidelines in City Code Section 22-59, as it is proposed along an arterial roadway 
and requires site plan consideration. 
 
This Conceptual Development Plan would seek to develop vacant land in a primarily 
residential area. The applicant is seeking review and approval of this Conceptual 
Developemnt Plan so that they can submit an application to the Florida Housing Finance 
Corporation (FHFC) for an allocation of 9% tax credits that will fund the development of 
this complex.  
 
When the applicant submits an application for formal Site Plan/Design Review they will 
need to provide a full landscape and lighting plan. They will need to submit a tree removal 
plan that shows all native tress 14 inces DBH. Pursuant to City Code 22-60 they need to 
provide bicycle parking that will accommodate 1 space for every 10 units. The development 
would need accomadations for 10 bicycles if they build 100 units. A Traffic Report would 
need to be provided as well as an Environmental Impact Report. The applicant did nto 
provide any of the items listed above for staff to review, but is aware that they are required 
for formal review.  
 

Technical Review Committee: 
 
All affected departments have reviewed the proposed Conceptual Development Plan with 
regards to the requirements of the City Code. All outstanding responses from reviewing 
departments have been statisfied by the applicant and their representative at this current stage 
with the understanding that no development can commence until the development goes 
through the formal Site Plan, Design Review, and Concurrency Review process. Planning Staff 
comments from the review will be provided to view by the Planning Board.  
 
Planning Board: 
 
The Planning Board at their December 12, 2017 meeting voted 7-0 to recommend approval to 
the City Commission of the Conceptual Development Plan as presented.   

 
Staff Recommendation: 
 
Staff recommends that the City Commission review the Conceptual Development Plan and 
approve the conceptual parameters of the proposal.

Landscaping & Trees:  
 
City Code 22-187, General Landscaping Requirements 
 
When the formal Application for Site Plan review is submitted the applicant must 
include a landscape plan that meets the requirements of City Code 22-187, General 
Landscaping Requirements.  
 
City Code 22-194, Tree Protection and Mitigation 
  
Before any clearing of the land can commence you will need to provide a tree 
removal plan that will indicate all native trees over 14 inches DBH. The exception is 
that an palms shall be shown on the plan that have a minimum clear trunk of 10 
feet. Any desired removal of trees that meet the criteria above can be mitigated and 
moved to a different location on site, moved to city owned land, and or a new tree 
of the same species can be plated.  
 
Parking & Lighting: 
 
City Code 22-60, Off-Street Parking & Loading 
 
The plans for the development are to have 1 parking space per unit. City Code 22-
60 only requires .5 parking spaces when a residential development is for public 
housing for the elderly. With that said 1 space per unit would help alleviate any 
parking conflicts if they do arise.  
 
Bicycle Parking is also required and the ratio is 1 space for every 10 dwelling units. If 
100 units are constructed then 10 bicycle parking spaces shall be provided. Bicycle 
parking can be provided in the form of bicycle racks.  
  



    

 

 

Lighting for off-street parking shall be provided at a minimum average of one foot 
candle for the whole parking lot area.  
 
Traffic Impact Report: 
 
When the Application for Site Plan Review is filed please provide a Traffic Impact 
Report. This report will show the daily traffic impact from the proposed 
development as well as the current traffic conditions. The Traffic Impact Report 
will also help to determine if a turn lane would need to be added on Oleander to 
allow drivers a safe way to turn into the development.

WHEREAS, The State of Florida has comprehensive and well defined 

Government in the Sunshine Laws; and 
 
WHEREAS, The City of Fort Pierce is bound to adhere to the provisions of 

Florida Law; and 
 
WHEREAS, The City of Fort Pierce Board of Examiners of Contractors is bound 

to adhere to the provisions of Florida Law; and 
 
WHEREAS, it is necessary to remove the Building Director from the Board of 

Examiners of Contractors in order to ensure that there is no conflict with the 

Government in the Sunshine Laws; and 
 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Commission of the City of 

Fort Pierce, Florida: 
 
SECTION 1. Chapter 5, Article II, Division 1, Sec. 5-19(a) of the Code of 

Ordinances of the City of Fort Pierce, Florida, is hereby amended so that the same shall 
read thereinafter as follows: 

 
ARTICLE II. – CONTRACTORS 

DIVISION 1. - GENERALLY 
 
Sec. 5-19. – Board of examiners of contractors- members; 

officers generally; meetings; rules 

 

(a) There shall be appointed by a majority vote of the city 
commission a board of examiners of contractors, consisting of ten 
(10) nine (9) members who have been residents of the county for 

at least two (2) years prior to the date of their appointment. except 
that this shall not apply as to the director of building and 

community response. The term of office of each member of the 

board shall be for four (4) years, but the city commission may 
remove any member of the board without cause, notice or hearing. 

Members appointed to fill vacancies caused by death, resignation 
or removal shall serve during the unexpired terms of their 

predecessors. The board shall consist of the director of building 
and community response, three (3) consumer representatives, 

and six (6) members licensed in the State of Florida from any of 
the following fields: architect; engineer; swimming pool, roofing, or 

other specialty contractor; general, residential, or building 
contractor; electrical contractor; plumbing contractor; or 

mechanical or air-conditioning contractor. 

 
SECTION 2. The provisions of this Ordinance are declared to be severable and if 

any section, sentence, clause, or phrase of this Ordinance shall, for any reason, be held 

to be invalid or unconstitutional, such decision shall not affect the validity of the 
remaining sections, sentences, clauses, and phrases of this Ordinance but shall remain 
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in effect, it being the legislative intent that this Ordinance shall stand notwithstanding the 
invalidity of any part. 

 
SECTION 3. All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in conflict herewith are and the 

same shall be repealed and shall be of no further force or effect whatsoever. 
 

SECTION 4. This Ordinance is and the same shall become effective immediately 

upon final passage hereof.

Dear Mr. Messer,

The State Attomey's Office has completed its review of a Sunshine Law complaint
involving the Board of Examiners of Contractors (the "Board"). After interviewing witnesses,

reviewing documents related to the complaint, and researching the operation of the Board
pursuant to the Code of Ordinances and the Rules of Procedure For Disciplinary Matters before
the Board, we have determined that the Board's current operational structure violates Florida
Statute 286.011. We recommend that the city commission take immediate steps to remedy the
continuing violation of the Sunshine Law by amending the Code of Ordinances.

A brief summary of how this issue came to light may be helpful in understanding how we
reached this conclusion. Section 5-19 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Fort Pierce (the

"Code") creates the Board of Examiners of Contractors. The Board is responsible for
adjudicating complaints of misconduct by contractors possessing a certificate of competency
issued by the City of Fort Pierce or licensed by the State of Florida. The Board consists of ten
members appointed by the city commission. One member of the Board is the City's Director of
Building and Community Response. Three members of the Board are consumer representatives,

and the remaining six members must be state licensed in various contracting disciplines
enumerated in the ordinance. Section 5-20 of the Code provides that the Director of Building and

Community Response (the "Director") shall serve as the Secretary of the Board. In addition to
the secretary, the Board also elects a chairman and a vice-chairman.

The procedure for investigating complaints is contained in Section 5-51 of the Code and

the Board's Rules of Procedure For Disciplinary Matters. When a person files a complaint
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against a contractor with the Board, a copy of the complaint is forwarded to the Board's
chairman and a building department offrcial. The complaint is also sent to the contractor. The

building department staff conducts an investigation and makes a recommendation to the

chairman of the board and the Director about whether probable cause exists for the complaint.
The chairman and the Director then meet to discuss the complaint and decide whether or not
there is probable cause. This meeting is not publicly noticed or open to the public. The matter is

referred to the entire Board for a hearing if they find probable cause. If they do not find probable

cause, then the matter is closed.

On July 13,2017, a business owner filed a complaint with the City against a contractor.

The contractor at issue happened to be a member of the Board. After he received a copy of the

complaint he contacted the board chairman and informed him of the nature of the complaint.
Both the board member and the chairman confirmed to the State Attorney's Office that the

contact occurred. The complaint was eventually reviewed by the vice-chairman and the Director,
in a meeting that was not publicly noticed. They found probable cause to set the complaint for a
hearing before the entire board.

Florida Statute 286.01l(l) provides that all meetings of any board of any municipal
corporation "at which official acts are to be taken" shall be open to the public. The statute also
provides that such meetings must be reasonably noticed to the public. Florida courts have

interpreted this section broadly to include any meeting between members of a board where two
or more members of the same board or commission discuss some matter on which foreseeable

action will be taken by that public board or commission. See, e.g, Hough v. Stembridge,2TS

So.2d 288 (Fla. 3'd Dist. 1973); Board of Public Instruction of Broward County v. Doran,224
So.2d 693 (Fla. 1969); and City of Miami Beach v. Berns,245 So.2d 38 (Fla. l97l).lnTimes
Publishing Company v. Williams,222 5o.2d470 (Fla. 2nd Dist. 1969), the court held that every

step in the decision-making process, including the decision itselt is a necessary preliminary step

to formal action, and therefore subject to the Sunshine Law.

When a board's decision making authority is delegated to one or more individual
members of that board, their decision making process must also be made in public. In News-

Press Publishing Company, Inc. v. Carlson,4l0 So. 2d 546 (Fla. 2d DCA 1982), the court held

that delegates or even a single member of a board who are authorized, directed, or designated by
such board to act or exercise authority for the entire board stand in the place ofthe entire board

and are subject to the provisions of the Sunshine Law. The enacting ordinances for the Board of
Examiners of Contractors expressly provide that the decision to find probable cause is delegated

to the chairman and the secretary of the Board. Ordinance section 5-51(b) provides that a finding
of no probable cause is final, with no right of appeal to the entire board. There is no question that

the Board's enacting ordinances confer decision making authority on two members of the board.l

There is also no question that their meetings to determine probable cause are not open to the

I The Director reported that as the secretary of the Board he participates in Board meetings, but is
a non-voting member. The Attomey General's Office determined in AGO 2005-18 that non-
voting members of a public body must still comply with the Sunshine Law.

public or advertised, as required by Florida Statute 286.01 l. This means that every time the
chairman and Director meet to discuss complaints filed with the Board, the Sunshine Law is
violated. The City Commission should take steps to remedy this structural flaw in the Board's
enacting ordinances. The Commission should also undertake a review of other city boards that
may suffer from the same structural flaws.

In our interviews with the board chairman and the member of the board who was the
subject of a pending complaint, both stated that very little Sunshine Law training had been
provided to them during their time on the board. Although the chairman recognized that a
conversation with another member of the Board about a pending complaint was problematic, the
other member was unaware that his actions violated the Sunshine Law. He told this office that he

believed he could contact any member of the board about the complaint, just as a private citizen
could. It appears that Board members would benefit from periodic training in the Sunshine Law.
This office expresses no opinion on whether the member's contact with the chairman violated
Florida's Code of Ethics for public officials, as codified in Florida Statutes 112.311 through
112.3261. Violations of the Code of Ethics are within the jurisdiction of the Florida Commission
on Ethics.

Lots under 1
acre in size are restricted to signs up to 8 square feet.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF FORT 
PIERCE, FLORIDA AMENDING THE PROVISIONS OF FORT PIERCE 
CODE OF ORDINANCES CHAPTER 15 – SIGNS AND BILLBOARDS, 
SEC 1 DEFINITIONS BY AMENDING THE DEFINITION OF A MURAL 
AND SEC. 15-7 PERMITTED SIGNS  BY ESTABLISHING SIGN SIZES 
FOR R4, R4A AND R5 ZONING DISTRICTS; PROVIDING FOR A 
SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES OR PARTS 
THEREOF IN CONFLICT HEREWITH; AND PROVIDING FOR AN 
EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS on June 19, 2017, the City of Fort Pierce Commission adopted 
Ordinance 17-019 for the purpose of amending Chapter 15 - Signs; and

WHEREAS Ordinance 17-019 provides size restrictions for temporary signs 
determined by the zone district in which the sign is located; and

WHEREAS due to the variation of lot sizes throughout the R4, R4A and R5 
residential zones, two sign size specifications are established based upon the size of 
the parcel.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Commission of the City of 
Fort Pierce, Florida:

SECTION 1. Chapter 15 – Signs and Billboards, Sec. 15-1 – Definitions of the 
Code of Ordinances of the City of Fort Pierce, Florida, is hereby amended so that the 
same shall read thereinafter as follows:

Chapter 15 - SIGNS AND BILLBOARDS 

Sec. 15-1. - Definitions.

The following definitions shall apply in this chapter:

"A" frame or sandwich sign: A portable upright, rigid supporting sign in the form of a 
triangle or an inverted V.

Advertising structure: A sign or sign structure erected or intended for advertising 
purposes, with or without advertisement displayed thereon, situated upon or attached to 
real estate, upon which any poster, bill, printing, painting or device is fastened, affixed 
or displayed.

Animated sign: A sign which depicts action or motion or which changes color. An 
animated sign differs from a flashing sign in that it uses movement to create a special 
effect or scene, rather than as an attention-getting technique.

Banner sign: A sign made of cloth, fabric, paper, nonrigid plastic or similar type of 
material.
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(1) A sign erected by an official government agency to denote the name of 
any thoroughfare; to point out the route to any city, educational institution, public 
building, historic place or hospital; to direct and regulate traffic; and to denote any 
railroad crossing, bridge or other transportation facility for the convenience and 
safety of the general public.

(2) A sign giving directions or information about an establishment without 
advertising except that business logos are permitted. Such name and/or logo 
shall not exceed fifty (50) per cent of sign area. Directional signs may be used to 
identify entrances, exits, parking areas, clearances, standpipes, business hours, 
restrictions and traffic directions and order boards.

Facade: (See wall face.)

Flag of the United States of America: Often referred to as the American flag, it consists 
of thirteen (13) equal horizontal stripes of red (top and bottom) alternating with white, 
with a blue rectangle in the canton (referred to specifically as the "union") bearing fifty 
(50) small, white, five-pointed stars arranged in nine (9) offset horizontal rows, where 
rows of six (6) stars (top and bottom) alternate with rows of five (5) stars.

Flag—All other: A piece of cloth or similar material, typically oblong or square, 
attachable by one edge to a pole or rope and used as the symbol or emblem of a 
country or institution or as a decoration during public festivities.

Flashing sign: Any sign which contains a continually intermittent or sequential flashing 
light source.

Ground sign: A sign affixed to the ground, either flush or on poles, and not attached to 
any building for support, which may include a reader board (also called a detached, pole 
or freestanding sign).

Group of establishments: Two (2) or more commercial, industrial or public 
establishments that share common frontage, access points, off-street parking, loading 
and identity containing one or more structures approved as a single development.

Illuminated sign: Any sign designed to emit artificial light or designed to reflect light from
one or more sources of artificial light.

Interchange of copy: The change or replacement of lettering on a sign without the 
replacement of the sign face itself.

Main street: An abutting public right-of-way which has the greatest vehicular design 
capacity or current traffic volume relative to all other abutting public rights-of-way.

Marquee: Any hood, awning or canopy of permanent construction which projects from 
the wall face of a building.

Marquee sign: A sign which is attached to a marquee.

Message sign: An electronically changeable sign upon which graphic displays, symbols 
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Obscene: The status of material which the average person, applying contemporary 
community standards, would find, taken as a whole, appeals to the prurient interest, or 
depicts or describes, in a patently offensive way, sexual conduct, or taken as a whole 
lacks serious literary, artistic, political or scientific value.

Off-premises sign: Any sign which advertises a use, establishment, product or service 
that is sold, produced, manufactured or furnished at a place other than on the property 
on which said sign is located. (Also called an outdoor advertising sign or billboard.)

On-premises sign: A sign which advertises or directs attention to a use or establishment 
located on-premises or a product or service available on-premises.

Out parcel: A parcel of property containing a single structure with one tenant located 
within a group of establishments which may be separately owned or leased from the 
owner of the group of establishments.

Parapet: A false front or wall extension above the roof line.

Pedestrian sign: A sign which is attached to the underside of a cantilevered roof, portico 
or overhang that extends from the wall face of an establishment or use and covers a 
pedestrian passageway.

Pennant: Any relatively long, tapering flag or banner.

Pole banner: A banner that is attached to and displayed upon an upright pole or staff; 
also called a vertical banner or feather banner.

Portable sign: A moveable sign not secured or permanently attached to the ground. 
(Also a trailer, "A" frame or sandwich sign.)

Projecting sign: A sign which is affixed to and extends from the outside wall or facade of 
a building.

Reader board: A sign upon which copy is manually changed periodically to advertise 
special sales or to otherwise convey a message to the public.

Roof sign: Any sign erected over or on the roof of a building.

Sign: Any exterior identification, description, illustration or device which directs attention 
to a product, service, place, activity, person, establishment, institution or business; or 
any emblem, painting, banner, pennant, placard or temporary sign designed to 
advertise, identify or convey information.

Sign areas:

(1) Ground and projecting signs: The entire area within and enclosed by the exterior 
perimeter of all cabinets or modules within a single, continuous geometric figure, 
including but not limited to, all written copy, logos, symbols, decorative 
embellishments and border or roof treatments. This shall include all open areas 
within said perimeters and all space separating said cabinets or modules. Only 
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Sign structure: All the interrelated parts and materials, such as beams, poles, and 
mounts, which are constructed for the purpose of supporting or displaying a message or 
informative content.

Special event sign: A sign which calls attention to activities of a temporary nature.

Temporary sign: A sign which advertises, for a limited period of time, issues including 
but not limited to political candidates, parties or issues; active construction projects and 
proposed development projects; real estate for sale, rent or lease; business grand 
openings, sales events or other types of special events that do not require a special 
event permit under section 12-301.

Trailer sign: An advertising structure mounted on skids, wheel or wheels, constructed 
for the sole purpose of advertising, licensed or unlicensed.

Vehicular sign: A sign affixed to a vehicle or trailer for the purpose of advertising. For 
the purposes of this chapter, such signs shall only be applicable when said vehicle or 
trailer is temporarily or permanently located on a parcel for the primary purpose of 
conveying a business message.

Wall face: The entire building front, including the parapet.

Wall sign: A sign erected parallel to the outside wall facade of any building including flat, 
painted, individual letter or cabinet signs. Mansard and marquee signs shall conform to 
wall sign provisions.

Window sign: A sign which is painted on or displayed within a storefront window or door.

SECTION 2. Chapter 15 – Signs and Billboards, Sec. 15-7 – Permitted Signs of 
the Code of Ordinances of the City of Fort Pierce, Florida, is hereby amended so that 
the same shall read thereinafter as follows:

Sec. 15-7. - Permitted signs. 

The following types and sizes of signs or advertising structures shall be permitted 
within the following zoning districts: 

(1) Single-family residential zoning districts (E-1,E-2, E-3 R-1, R-2 and R-3).

a. Semi-restricted uses. Temporary signs that comply with Sec. 15-6(d) and 
that do not to exceed eight (8) square feet and one non-illuminated wall 
sign per individual dwelling unit, which shall not exceed one square foot in 
sign area. 

b. Conditional uses. Types and sizes of signs or advertising structures as 
permitted by section 15-8(3) in an office commercial zoning district, except 
that ground signs shall not exceed eighteen (18) square feet in sign area. 

(2) Multi-family residential zoning districts (R-4, R-4A and R-5).

a. Semi-restricted uses:

1. Temporary signs that comply with Sec. 15-6(d) and that do not to 
exceed thirty-two (32) square feet on lots of one (1) acre or more, or
eight (8) square feet on all other parcels; d illuminated wall 
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b. Conditional Uses. Types and sizes of signs or advertising structures as 
permitted by section 15-8(4) in limited commercial zoning districts except 
that ground signs shall not exceed thirty-two (32) square feet in sign area. 

(3) Office commercial and Edgartown Settlement zoning districts (C-1, ES).

a. Semi-restricted uses.

1. Temporary signs that comply with Sec. 15-6(d) and that do not to 
exceed thirty-two (32) square feet. Temporary signs must be placed a 
minimum of twenty-five feet (25’) apart and one wall sign per tenant or 
occupant which shall not exceed two (2) square feet in sign area.

2. One wall sign per building, which shall not exceed twenty-four (24) 
square feet in sign area. 

3. Any establishment, or group of establishments, which has main street 
lot frontage of sixty (60) linear feet or more, shall also be permitted one 
ground sign, which shall not exceed forty-eight (48) square feet in sign 
area and six (6) feet in height. 

4. Directional signs, which shall not exceed six (6) square feet in sign area 
may be installed as needed with the approval of the director in 
accordance with section 15-9. 

b. Conditional uses. Types and sizes of signs or advertising structures as 
permitted by section 15-8(4) in limited commercial zoning districts unless 
restricted by the city commission when the conditional use is approved. 

(4) Limited commercial and Open Space / Recreational zoning districts (C-2, C-5, 
C-6, OS-1, OS-2, A-1 and A-2).

a. Semi-restricted uses.

1. One wall sign or one projecting sign per tenant, which shall not exceed 
a sign area equal to twenty (20) per cent of the total wall face area 
fronting on the main street. 

2. Any establishment, or group of establishments, which has a main street 
lot frontage of sixty (60) linear feet or more, shall also be permitted one 
ground sign. Such sign shall not exceed a sign area equal to one 
square foot for every three (3) linear feet of main street of lot frontage, 
up to a maximum of two hundred (200) feet. Structures on out parcels 
with a single tenant having sixty (60) feet of frontage or more shall also 
be permitted a separate ground sign subject to the restrictions above. 
The out parcel frontage shall not be subtracted in calculating the 
frontage for the group of establishments. 

3. One pedestrian sign per tenant, which shall not exceed six (6) square 
feet in sign area. 

4. One rear entrance wall sign per tenant which shall not exceed six (6) 
square feet in sign area. 

5. Window signs per tenant, which shall not exceed twenty-five (25) per 
cent of such open window display area. 

6. Directional signs, which shall not exceed six (6) square feet each in 
sign area, may be installed as needed with the approval of the director 
in accordance with section 15-9. 
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2. One wall sign or one projecting sign per tenant, which shall not exceed 
a sign area equal to twenty (20) per cent of the total wall face area 
fronting on the main street. 

3. Any establishment, or group of establishments, which has a main street 
lot frontage of sixty (60) linear feet or more, shall also be permitted one 
ground sign. Such sign shall not exceed a sign area equal to one 
square foot for every three (3) linear feet of main street of lot frontage, 
up to a maximum of two hundred (200) square feet except that one 
additional ground sign shall be permitted when the main street lot 
frontage exceeds five hundred (500) feet. The second ground sign shall 
not exceed a sign area equal to one square foot for every three (3) 
linear feet of main street lot frontage in excess of the first five hundred 
(500) feet of frontage, up to a maximum of two hundred (200) square 
feet. Structures on out parcels with a single tenant having sixty (60) feet 
of frontage or more shall also be permitted a separate ground sign 
subject to the restrictions above. The out parcel frontage shall not be 
subtracted in calculating the frontage for the group of establishments. 

4. One pedestrian sign per tenant, which shall not exceed six (6) square 
feet in sign area. 

5. One rear entrance wall sign per tenant, which shall not exceed six (6) 
square feet in sign area. 

6. Window display signs per tenant, which shall not exceed twenty-five 
(25) per cent of such open window area. 

7. Directional signs, which shall not exceed six (6) square feet in sign 
area, may be installed as needed. 

8. Temporary signs that comply with Sec. 15-6(d) and that do not to 
exceed thirty-two (32) square feet. Temporary signs must be placed a 
minimum of twenty-five feet (25’) apart.

b. Conditional uses. Same as semi-restricted uses. 

(6) Planned development and planned unit redevelopment zoning district (PD or 
PUR). Except for temporary signs that comply with Sec. 15-6(d) and that do not
exceed thirty-two (32) square feet, the types and sizes of signs and advertising 
structures permitted shall be determined by the city commission as part of the 
final development or redevelopment plan except that in no instance may the 
permitted signage exceed that permitted by section 15-8(5)(a)2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7 
and 15-8(5)(b). 

(7) I-95 and turnpike interchange district.

a. Area defined. The area subject to this section shall include all commercial 
and industrial lots or parts thereof located within:

∑ One half mile of where I-95 N intersects with State Road 70; or

∑ One half mile of the commencement of the southbound turnpike off 
ramp; or

∑ Extends a half mile both north and south of State Road 70 between the 
two interchanges. 

b. Ground sign standards. Any establishment or group of establishments, 
which has a main street frontage of sixty (60) linear feet or more, located on 
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SECTION 3. The provisions of this Ordinance are declared to be severable and if 
any section, sentence, clause, or phrase of this Ordinance shall, for any reason, be held 
to be invalid or unconstitutional, such decision shall not affect the validity of the 
remaining sections, sentences, clauses, and phrases of this Ordinance but shall remain 
in effect, it being the legislative intent that this Ordinance shall stand notwithstanding the 
invalidity of any part.

SECTION 4. All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in conflict herewith are and 
the same shall be repealed and shall be of no further force or effect whatsoever.

SECTION 5. This Ordinance is and the same shall become effective immediately 
upon final passage hereof.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF 
ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF FORT PIERCE, 
FLORIDA; CHAPTER 4 – ANIMALS;  AMENDING 
ARTICLE I  –  GENERAL;  SEC. 4-1 – DEFINITIONS, 
AMENDING ARTICLE II – ANIMAL CONTROL; SEC. 4-22 
– RESTRAINT OF ANIMALS,   GENERALLY;   PROVIDING 
FOR A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; AND REPEALING 
ORDINANCES OR PARTS THEREOF IN CONFLICT 
HEREWITH; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE 
DATE. 
 

WHEREAS,  Chapter 4 of the Code of Ordinances  of the City of Fort Pierce, 

Florida provides for the regulation and control of animals within the city limits; and 

WHEREAS, on August 15, 2016, the City Commission of the City of Fort Pierce, 

in recognition that the keeping of dogs outdoors without proper shelter, food or water 

and in extreme weather conditions constitutes animal cruelty and neglect, adopted 

Ordinance No. 16-015 to establish regulations for the tethering of dogs; and 

WHEREAS, periodic amendments to the Code of Ordinances are necessary to 

address deficiencies identified during the enforcement of the ordinance; and 

WHEREAS,  it  has  been  shown  that  dogs  suffering  from  cruelty  and  

neglect  often become aggressive, posing a threat to the health and safety of the local 

community; and 

NOW  THEREFORE,  BE IT ORDAINED  by the City Commission  of the City of 

Fort Pierce, Florida: 

SECTION 1.   Chapter 4, Article I, Section 4-1 of the Code of Ordinances of the 

City of Fort Pierce, Florida, is hereby amended so that the same shall read thereinafter 

as follows: 

Sec. 4-1 Definitions. 

As used in this chapter, the following terms shall have the indicated meaning.  

Animal. Any non-speaking, live, vertebrate creature, domestic or wild. 

Animal control officer. Any person employed or appointed by the city who is 

authorized to investigate, on public or private property, civil infractions relating to animal 

control or cruelty, licensure of animals, or seizure and impoundment of animals and to 

issue citations as provided in this article. 

Animal shelter. Any facility operated by a humane society or municipal agency or 

its authorized agents for the purpose of impounding or caring for animals held under the 

authority of this chapter or state law. 

At large. Any animal which is off the premises of its owner or keeper and not 

under the restraint of its owner or keeper. 

Attack. An event whereby an unprovoked animal lunges at, runs after or 

otherwise chases or approaches  a person  or other  animal  and such  event  either  

occurs  in a threatening  or menacing manner or causes some type of injury. 

Bird or Fowl. Any member of the avian species, regardless of sex. 

Bite. An actual puncture or tear of the skin inflicted by the teeth of an animal. 
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Breeder. Any person who owns, keeps, harbors, maintains, or has custody of 

dogs or cats that produce any litter or offspring that are offered for sale, or that produce 

a combined total of two or more litters during a twelve month period. 

Cat. Any feline, regardless of sex. 

Citation. A written notice, issued to any person by an officer, that the officer has 

probable cause to believe that the person has committed a civil infraction in violation of 

a duly enacted ordinance and that the county court will hear the charge. Pursuant to 

F.S. § 828.27, the citation shall contain: 

(1)  The date and time of issuance. 

(2)  The name and address of the person. 

(3)  The date and time the civil infraction was committed.  

(4)  The facts constituting probable cause. 

(5)  The ordinance violated. 

(6)  The name and authority of the officer. 

(7)  The procedure  for the person  to follow in order  to pay the civil penalty,  

to contest the citation, or to appear in court. 

(8)  The applicable civil penalty if the person elects to contest the citation. 

(9)  The applicable civil penalty if the person elects not to contest the citation. 

(10) A conspicuous statement that if the person fails to pay the civil penalty 

within the time allowed, or fails to appear in court to contest the citation, 

the person shall be deemed to have waived his or her right to contest the 

citation and that, in such case, judgment may be entered against the 

person for an amount up to the maximum civil penalty. 

Confined. Physically preventing an animal from leaving the premises of its owner 

or keeper. Control. The possession, ownership, care and custody of animals. 

Controlled burial. Burying at least two (2) feet below the surface of the ground 

and one hundred (100) feet from any water well. 

Cruelty. Any act of neglect, torture or torment that causes the unjustifiable pain or 

suffering of an animal. 

Dangerous dog.  Any dog that according to the records of the appropriate 

authority: 

(1) Has aggressively bitten, attacked, or endangered or has inflicted severe 

injury of a human being on public or private property; 

(2) Has more than once severely injured or killed a domestic animal while off 

the owner's property; or 

(3) Has, when unprovoked, chased or approached a person upon the streets, 

sidewalks, or any public grounds in a menacing fashion or apparent 

attitude of attack, provided that such actions are attested to in a sworn 

statement by one or more persons and dutifully investigated by the 

division. Dog. Any  animal of the canine species, regardless of sex. 

Domestic animal. Dogs, cats, or other animals that are kept primarily as pets for 

pleasure rather than utility and that do not require a special permit by the Florida Fish 

and Wildlife Conservation  Commission. 

Exposed to rabies. A person, dog, cat or other animal that has been bitten by, or 

been exposed to, any animal known to have been infected with rabies. 
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Extreme weather. for the purposes of this chapter shall include but not be limited 

to the following conditions: 

(1) Hurricane; 

(2) Tropical storm; 

(3) Above 85 degrees Fahrenheit with a heat index of 100 degrees heat 

index; or 

(4) Below 40 degrees Fahrenheit with a 35 degrees wind chill factor. 

In  determining  whether  extreme  weather  conditions  exist,  an  animal  control officer 

shall consider extenuating circumstances that provide for the safety of the animal 

through other means. 

Feral. Any dog or cat exiting in a wild or untamed state, or any dog or cat that 

has returned to an untamed state from domestication. 

Harbor. The act of keeping and caring for an animal or providing premises to 

which the animal returns for food, shelter, or care for five consecutive  days. This shall 

not include those circumstances wherein an individual temporarily captures or holds a 

stray animal and immediately returns the animal to its owner or an animal control officer. 

Hunt or hunting. To follow, search, or pursue any animal or the use of structures 

or tree stands for the purpose of capturing or killing either for food or in sport, or the use 

of any animal or hunting falcon for this purpose. 

Impoundment. The taking of or picking up of and confinement of an animal by an 

officer under the provisions of this article. 

Leash or lead. A cord, rope, chain or similar device which holds an animal under 

restraint and is not more than six (6) feet in length. 

Livestock. Horses, mules, donkeys, cattle, calves, sheep, goats, pigs, hogs or 

any other grazing animal. 

Microchip. A small chip implanted under an animal's skin that transmits an 

identification number to an electronic scanner, which provides pet ownership data 

through cross reference to microchip registry. 

Officer. Any law enforcement officer defined in, F.S. § 943.10, or any animal 

control officer employed by the city. 

Ordinance. Any ordinance relating to the care, custody, control of or cruelty to 

animals enacted by the city, the violation of which is a civil infraction. 

Owner.  Any  person,  partnership, corporation  or  entity  possessing,  owning,  

keeping, caring for, or harboring one or more animals including any custodian or other 

person in charge of an animal. 

Proper enclosure of a dangerous dog. While on the owner's property, a 

dangerous dog is securely confined indoors or in a securely enclosed and locked pen or 

structure, suitable to prevent the entry of young children and designed to prevent the 

animal from escaping. Such pen or structure shall have secure sides and a secure top 

to prevent the dog from escaping over, under, or through the structure and shall also 

provide protection from the elements. 

Public nuisance. 

(1)  Any animal which: 

a.  Attacks passersby or passing vehicles without provocation; 

b.  Attacks other animals; 

c.  Is repeatedly at large and not under restraint; 
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d.  Trespasses on school grounds; 

e.  Damages private or public property; 

f. Repetitively barks, whines, howls, chirps, caws, or whistles for a 

period of five (5) minutes or more so as to disturb adjacent 

residents; or 

g.  Causes an annoyance in the neighborhood by acts such as 

overturning garbage  cans,  defecating,  digging  holes  on  other  

than  its  owner's property, or such other acts as are generally 

regarded to create an annoyance. 

(2)  Any activity, such as, but not limited to, the feeding of wild animals or fowl, 

which: 

a.  Causes the fouling of the air by odor and thereby creates 

unreasonable annoyance  or  discomfort  to  those  in  close  

proximity  to  the  premises where the animals or fowl congregate; 

or 

b.  Causes a sanitary nuisance as defined in F.S. § 386.01. 

(3)  The keeping of any wild animal in violation of the provisions of F.S. Ch. 

372 and regulations promulgated by the Florida Game and Fresh Water 

Fish Commission. 

Quarantine. A strict confinement, isolation and observation imposed on animal(s) 

suspected of having rabies or any other infectious zoonotic disease, or premises or 

other defined geographic areas, to prevent the spread of disease or pests. 

Responsible Person.  A responsible person is an individual who is at least fifteen 

(15) years of age or older who my provide temporary supervision or care for an animal 

as permitted by the owner of the animal. A responsible person as described herein may 

be the owner, or may be a person who is not the owner but has been permitted by the 

owner to provide temporary supervision or care. 

Severe injury. Any physical injury that results in broken bones, multiple bites, or 

disfiguring lacerations requiring sutures or reconstructive surgery. 

Sterilized. Rendered permanently incapable of reproduction. 

Tease. To intentionally disturb, provoke, interfere with, or annoy any animal. 

Tether. To tie or otherwise attach an animal to a stake, pole, tree, or other 

stationary object without providing direct control and supervision of the animal. 

Under restraint. Any animal confined  within the premises of its owner or keeper, 

or under immediate, continuous physical control, secured by a leash or lead. 

Unprovoked. The victim what has been conducting himself or herself peacefully 

and lawfully has been bitten or changed in a menacing fashion or attacked by an 

animal. 

Unsterilized. Any non-spayed or non-neutered animal. 

Vicious animal. Any fierce or dangerous animal that constitutes a physical threat 

to human beings or other animals, or any animal for which the animal control officer has 

documentation to establish that the animal has bitten any person or other animal on two 

(2) separate occasions without provocation within a period of one year. 

SECTION 2.   Chapter 4, Article II, Section 4-22 of the Code of Ordinances of the 

City of Fort Pierce, Florida, is hereby amended so that the same shall read thereinafter 

as follows: 

Sec. 4-22. - Restraint of animals; generally. 
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(a) Animals  shall  not  be  allowed  outside  the  confines  of  their  own  homes  

without  proper restraint  except as provided in this section. 

(1)     Dogs, cats and small domestic animals shall not be kept outside in crates, 

whether metal, wood, plastic or other material. 

(2)    Dogs, cats and small domestic animals may be kept outside in a fenced 

enclosure if the enclosure contains a shelter which meets the following 

requirements: 

(a) Is  weatherproof  and  made  of  durable  materials  so  as  to  

provides  adequate protection from the sun, wind and rain; 

(b) Provides  a  solid  floor.  Wire,  grid  or  slat  floors  of  structures  

that  permit  the animal's feet to pass through openings, or sag 

under the animal's weight, or that otherwise do not protect the 

animal's feet or toes from injury are prohibited; 

(c) Provides a solid roof; 

(d) Contains clean and dry bedding material; 

(e) Elevated a minimum of six inches from the ground and be free 

standing of water;  

(f) Provides sufficient space for each animal to comfortably stand up, 

sit down, lie down and turn around in the shelter. If the shelter is 

used for more than one animal at the same time, it must provide 

enough space for each animal to comfortably stand up, sit down, lie 

down, and turn around simultaneously; and 

(g) Provides ingress and egress for the animal to enter and exit the 

shelter at all times. 

(h) Be kept  in a  clean  and  sanitary  condition  free from accumulated  

waste  and debris. 

(3) Any  animal  left  unattended  in  an  outdoor  fenced  enclosure  shall  be  

provided  a minimum open space, excluding the shelter(s) within the 

enclosure, based upon the dog’s size as set forth below: 

(a) Twenty pounds or less (small): Thirty-two square feet. 

(b) Twenty-one pounds to Fifty pounds (medium): Sixty square feet.  

(c) Over Fifty pounds (large): Eighty square feet. 

(d) An additional Sixteen square feet is required for each additional 

dog. 

(4) Sufficient food and water shall be provided at all times daily, including 

weekend and holidays. 

(5) No animal shall be tethered unless all of the following provisions are met: 

(a) A responsible person must be outside and within view of the animal 

must be in view of the person responsible for the animal at all times 

while tethered.  

(b) Animals younger than six months old, older than seven years, or ill 

shall not be tethered. 

(c) The length and weight of the tether shall be appropriate for the 

animal breed and shall be a minimum of ten feet long or four times 

the length of the animal (measured from tip of nose to base of tail), 

whichever is greater. 
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(d) The tether must have swivels at both ends of the rope, chain or 

similar restraint for holding an animal in place, allowing a short 

radius in which it can move about and not become tangled. 

(e) Prong, choke or chain collars are prohibited in the use of tethering 

animal. 

(f) Area which the animal may reach while tethered shall be free of 

entanglements.  

(g) The length and location of the tether must not allow the animal to 

reach a fence or neighboring property. 

(h) Collar weight shall be appropriate for the animal as determined by a 

reasonable person. 

(i) A trolley system is permitted. 

(j) An animal may not be tethered in extreme weather, including but 

not limited to hurricanes, tropical storms or tornados. 

(k) The animal shall have access to a water, shade and a dry and 

raised area at all times. 

(6) Any enclosed area where a dog is confined shall be kept free of objects 

that may injure the dog and shall be cleaned regularly to remove feces. 

(7) Dogs on residentially zoned property shall not be maintained outdoors 

during periods of extreme weather. 

(b) It shall be unlawful for any operator of a motor vehicle to allow an animal to ride 

in any unenclosed section of the vehicle without enclosing the animal in a cage 

that is secured to the vehicle or securing the animal with a restraint device that 

will not permit the animal to reach the outside perimeter of the vehicle. 

(c)   A violation of this section shall constitute a Class A B civil infraction, punishable 

as provided within this chapter. 

SECTION 3.   The provisions of this Ordinance are declared to be severable and 

if any section, sentence,  clause, or phrase of this Ordinance  shall, for any reason, be 

held to be invalid or unconstitutional, such decision shall not affect the validity of the 

remaining sections, sentences,  clauses,  and  phrases  of this  Ordinance  but shall  

remain  in  effect,  it being  the legislative intent that this Ordinance shall stand 

notwithstanding the invalidity of any part. 

SECTION 4. All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in conflict herewith are and 

the same shall be repealed and shall be of no further force or effect whatsoever. 

SECTION 5.   This Ordinance is and the same shall become effective 

immediately upon final passage hereof.

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CITY OF FORT PIERCE PLANNING BOARD PROCEDURES

1. The City of Fort Pierce Planning Board will meet the second Tuesday in each 
month at 6:00 pm in the Fort Pierce City Hall Commission Chambers.

2. Additional meetings may be held at any time upon the call of the chairman or 
upon request of the Mayor-Commission, following at least twenty-four (24) hours 
notice to each member of the Board.

3. The Board at its first regular meeting in September of each year shall elect a 
chairman, vice-chairman, and a secretary.

4. The duties and powers of the officers of the Planning Board shall be as 
follows:

a. Chairman: 
(1) Preside at all meetings of the Board. 
(2) Call special meetings of the Board in accordance with these procedures.
(3) Sign documents of the Board. 
(4) See that all actions of the Board are properly taken.

b. Vice-Chairman: 
(1) During the absence, disability, or disqualification of the chairman, the vice-
chairman shall exercise or perform all the duties and be subject to all the 
responsibilities of the chairman.

c. Secretary: 
(1)  The secretary shall be custodian of the records and that person need not be 
a member of the board, provided that if not a member of the board, they shall not 
be entitled to vote. 

5. A majority of the members of the Board entitled to vote shall constitute a 
quorum for the transaction of business. All recommendations from the Board for 
either approval or disapproval of any agenda item shall be by a majority vote of 
the members of the Board entitled to vote. 

6. Robert’s Rules of Order are hereby adopted for the government of the Board 
in all cases not otherwise provided for in these procedures. 

.
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7. Procedures may be amended at any meeting by a vote of the majority of the 
entire membership of the Board, provided five days’ notice has been given to 
each member of the Board.

8. The following order will normally be observed; however, it may be rearranged 
by the chairman for individual items if necessary for the expeditious conduct of 
the business: 
a. Pledge of Allegiance 
b. Roll Call 
c. Consideration of Absences 
d. Certification of Alternate Member voting status 
e. Approval of Minutes 
f. Annexations 
g. Ordinance amendments 
h. Comprehensive Plan amendments 
i. Re-zonings 
j. Conditional Uses 
k. Site Plans 
l. Other Business 
m. Board Comments 

9. Procedures for discussion. The following procedure will normally be observed: 
a. Committee and staff presents report and makes recommendation 
b. The Board may ask questions regarding the committee or staff report. 
c. Proponents of the agenda item make presentation. 
d. Opponents make presentation. 
e. Applicant makes rebuttal of any point not previously covered. 
f. Board asks any questions it may have of the proponents, opponents, or staff 
and then take a vote.

10. Deadline for consideration of non-agenda items: 
No non-agenda item shall be taken after 10:00 pm, except that the chairman may 
waive this rule at his discretion.

11. Designation of voting order:  Voting to be by verbal vote; and the order of 
voting is to be rotated each vote, except that the chairman shall vote last.
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12. Each member, including alternate, of the Planning Board who has knowledge 
of the fact that he will not be able to attend a scheduled meeting of the Planning
Board shall notify the Planning Department at City Hall at the earliest possible 
opportunity, and in any event, prior to 12:00 pm the date of the meeting. An 
explanation for the absence shall be provided. The Planning Director shall notify 
the chairman of the Board in the event that projected absences will produce the 
lack of a quorum. In case of absences, the alternate will be the first to fill 
absence. If a quorum is not met, then ex officio members will be contacted to fill 
absences. Upon their selection by the Chairman, alternate and ex officio 
members will have full voting privileges and count toward quorum requirements 
as long as the total sum of the resident appointees and participating alternate
and ex officio members does not exceed seven (7). 

13. The chairman shall be an ex-officio member of all committees, with voice but 
no vote. 

14. In the event any office of the Board becomes vacant before the September 
meeting, a special election to fill the vacancy shall be held at the next meeting 
following the date the office became vacant, with the term of such office to end at 
the time of the September meeting.

15. Any decision or recommendation of the Planning Board may be rescinded or 
reconsidered at or during the same meeting the decision was taken or the 
recommendation was made. If, for good cause, the Board wishes thereafter to 
reconsider or rescind a measure, it may at any time recommends to the City 
Commission that it be given leave to reconsider as appropriate any earlier 
recommendation.

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ORDINANCE NO. 17-024 

 

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE PROVISIONS OF 

FORT PIERCE CODE OF ORDINANCES CHAPTER 

2, ARTICLE XII, SECTIONS 2-221 AND 2-223, 

REDUCING THE NUMBER OF PLANNING BOARD 

MEMBERS AND ELIMINATING ITS POWER TO 

ADOPT RULES AND REGULATIONS; PROVIDING 

FOR A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; REPEALING ALL 

ORDINANCES OR PARTS THEREOF IN CONFLICT; 

PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

 

WHEREAS, the City of Fort Pierce, Florida established a planning board; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City of Fort Pierce, Florida desires to reduce the number of 

planning board members to seven (7) members and (1) alternate, and eliminate its 
power to adopt rules and regulations. 

 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Commission of the City of 
Fort Pierce, Florida as follows: 

 
SECTION 1.  That chapter 2 – Administration, article XII, City Planning Board, 

sections 2-221 and 2-223 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Fort Pierce, Florida, 

is hereby amended to read as follows: 
 

Sec. 2-221. - Appointment; qualifications of members; terms. 
 

There shall be appointed by the city commission a city planning board (referred 

to in this article as the "board") consisting of ten (10)seven (7) members, and two (2) 
one (1) alternate members, who have been residents of the city for the last two (2) 

years. each of whom serve for a term of two (2) years. Each member of the City 
Commission shall appoint one (1) member, to serve concurrently with the appointee’s 
term.  Additionally, two (2) at-large and one (1) alternate member shall be appointed 

by majority vote of the City Commission.  Each at-large and/or alternate member shall 
serve for a term of two (2) years.  Any member may be removed with or without cause 

by the city commission. The members of the city commission and the city manager shall 
be ex officio members of the city planning board. 
 

Sec. 2-223. - Powers and duties. 
 

The board shall have the following powers and duties: 
 

(1)  Personnel. The board is authorized to employ personnel necessary to make 

surveys and compile data essential to the preparation of a plan for municipal 
improvements and otherwise to assist the board in the execution of its powers 

and duties under this article. The employment of such personnel and the 
amount of salary to be paid shall be approved by the city commission. The 
board shall not in any manner obligate the city commission without prior 

approval of the city commission. 
 

(2)  Officers. Elect its own chairman, vice-chairman and secretary. 
 
(3)  Rules and regulations. Procedures. Adopt rules and regulations procedures 

for its guidance, provided the same are consistent with the ordinances of the 
city and applicable state laws. 

 
(4)  Disposal of city property. No real property shall be leased by or disposed of 

by the city until proposal for the leasing or disposition of the same is 

submitted to the board for its recommendation, provided, however, the city 
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commission shall have authority to overrule the disapproval of the board on 

any such proposal. 
 
(5)  Official city map. Draft an official map of the city with the assistance of the 

director of public works. 
 

(6)  Neighborhoods. Make and adopt plans for the improvement and development 
of neighborhoods. 

 

(7)  Public relations. Promote public interest in and understanding of the master 
plan and other proposals submitted by the board. 

 
(8)  Budget. Submit annually to the city manager, not less than ninety (90) days 

prior to the beginning of the budget year, a list of recommended capital 

improvements which the board considers necessary or desirable to be 
constructed during the next ensuing three-year period and establish a priority 

of such recommended improvements for such period of time. 
 
(9)  Recommend public buildings and lands. Recommend the erection and use of 

a building or the use of premises in any zoning district when found to be 
necessary for the public health, convenience, safety or welfare for the 

following purposes: A public utility; any municipal purpose; community center; 
cemetery; golf course; educational, philanthropic, charitable or religious use; 
public or private school (except child nurseries and kindergartens); public or 

private parks or playgrounds. 
 

(10) Voting. All recommendations from the planning board, for either approval or 
disapproval of any measure, petition, plan, program or proposal of any nature, 
shall be by a majority of the members serving on said board. Such 

recommendations from the board shall be in writing and shall indicate thereon 
the names of the members of the board present at the meeting where the 

recommendations were made and the disposition of the votes of the members 
of the board, which writing can consist of a copy of the minutes of said 
board's meeting. If the board is unable to arrive at or make any 

recommendation hereunder then such inaction shall also be reported in 
writing in the same manner above prescribed. 

 
(11) Annexation. Review applications for voluntary annexation to city and make 

recommendation to city commission. 

 
SECTION 2.  The provisions of this Ordinance are declared to be severable and 

if any section, sentence, clause, or phrase of this Ordinance shall, for any reason, be 

held to be invalid or unconstitutional, such decision shall not affect the validity of the 

remaining sections, sentences, clauses, and phrases of this Ordinance but shall remain 

in effect, it being the legislative intent that this Ordinance shall stand notwithstanding the 

invalidity of any part. 

 SECTION 3.  All ordinances, rules or regulations or parts of ordinances, rules or 

regulations in conflict herewith are and the same shall be repealed and shall be of no 

further force or effect whatsoever. 
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 SECTION 4. This Ordinance is and the same shall become effective immediately 

upon final passage.
