ON SEPTEMBER [3, 2012, AT APPROXIMATELY 7:40PM, EXISTING EXTERIOR
LIGHTING CIRCUITS WERE ENERGIZED AT THIS PROPERTY. DIGITAL IMAGES
OF THE PARKING LOT WERE THEN TAKEN. AT APPROXIMATELY BPM,
TWILIGHT HAVING BECOME NEGLIGIBLE, LIGHT METER READINGS WITH A
SPER SCIENTIFIC MODEL 840020 LIGHT METER, SERIAL NUMBER 037954,
COMMENCED. READINGS WERE TAKEN AT A SUFFICIENT NUMBER OF
LOCATIONS TO ESTABLISH MAXIMUM AND MINIMUM READINGS AND A
REASONABLE AVERAGE OF FOOT-CANDLES OVER THE ENTIRE PARKING
SPACE AREA.

THE PARKING LOT LIGHTING FIXTURES ARE, PRIMARILY, OF THE SHOEBOX,
METAL HALIDE TYPE, MOUNTED ON SQUARE CONCRETE POLES AT AN
APPROXIMATELY 30 FOOT HEIGHT. THREE OF THE FIXTURES WERE NOT
