a. Preliminary Fourth Quarter Financial Report

Johnna Morris, Finance Director, presented the fourth quarter financial report.  With the
exception of the Golf Course and Sunrise Theatre, all the other financial budgets ended on a
good note, inclusively, the revenue total was much more than originally projected.  Ms. Morris
proceeded to go into details per division and where the revenue increases came from. 

Commissioner Alexander had concerns with the Golf Course’s budget and Nicholas Mimms,
City Manager, explained the hiring of the new Golf Director, Danny Visconti, in October 2017
coincided with the financial fourth quarter.  He’s met with Mr. Visconti several times who has
expressed various ideas he’d like to execute to improve revenue, however, he’s aware he’d
have to adhere to the budget already approved by the City Commission in doing so.
 
Regarding the Sunrise Theatre, Ms. Morris elaborated that she’d wait to get closer to the audit
process to do a transfer for the Sunrise Theatre, however, she will not ask for the entire deficit
amount in order to see what the adjustments have been as of the first quarter before she
proceeds.

  

 

b. Monthly Financial Report for the Month October 31, 2017

Johnna Morris, Finance Director, presented the monthly financial report for October 31, 2017. 
Ms. Morris went into detail per department as to where the monies came from, expenses, and
which negative balances were moved over from the 2017 Fiscal Year to the 2018 Fiscal Year,
mainly the Golf Course and Sunrise Theatre deficits.  In regards to the Golf Course, the net
resources showed negatively for the month which had a lot to do with the accrued
compensation payout for employees who left the golf course; as the Mayor noted, this is an
unusual expense.
 
With the Sunrise Theatre, Ms. Morris noted that while we will see a positive increase in the
October and November reports these will not be an accurate reflection of the reports since we
will not see expenses corresponding to that revenue until the show(s) take place.  This
revenue will be mainly from tickets sold.
 
The Building Department had a negative net resources balance as a result of the large capital
purchase of software not previously budgeted for, but required by law.

  

 

c. Monthly Financial Report for the Month Ending November 30, 2017

Johnna Morris, Finance Director, presented the monthly financial report for November 30,
2017.  We had about 4.2 million received in ad valorem money.  We’d received 11% of
projected revenue and, while the expenses were 5.8 million and the net resources are at a
negative point, this is customary in conjunction with when the ad valorem tax revenue is
received.  Most of the negatives in the report are from early on due to influx of revenue from
December to April and that’s when we will see the larger amounts.

St. Lucie County Tourism Office Receives Prestigious Henry Flagler Award for #LovetheFort & 
LovethePort Social Media Campaign

ST. LUCIE COUNTY – St. Lucie County’s Tourism Office (Visit St. Lucie) was awarded a first place 
“Henry” award at the annual Flagler Awards ceremony that took place at the Florida Governors 
Conference on Tourism Monday, Aug. 28. The Flagler Awards is an annual statewide competition 
recognizing outstanding Florida tourism marketing. 

The St. Lucie County Tourism Office received its first-ever, first place award in the “Tourism 
Advocacy” category for its efforts last summer to combat the negative national media coverage 
regarding the green algae bloom in the Indian River Lagoon. While most of St. Lucie was not directly 
impacted by the algae blooms, and with a limited marketing and public relations budget, and 
maintaining sensitivity to its neighbors to the south, the tourism office utilized social media to clarify

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that its waters were safe, clean and open. The campaign rallied St. Lucie County’s local residents and 
tourism-related businesses to advocate for Visit St. Lucie using their social media networks to overcome 
the misinformed perceptions of the green algae’s impact in St. Lucie County. The strategy focused on 
positive messaging and encouraged residents and the tourism industry to post photos on their social 
media platforms showing recreation, fun and family in the area’s beautiful waterways using the hashtags 
#LovetheFort or #LovethePort. As an incentive, the office also incorporated a photo contest. The best 
image posted received a staycation package valued at more than $1,000. As a result the Tourism Office 
received 538 photo entries and reached approximately 11,000 users and 7,100 in engagement on social 
media.  

“Receiving this recognition among Florida’s vast tourism industry is something for St. Lucie County to 
be very proud of. St. Lucie is considered a small tourist destination with an even smaller budget 
compared to our friends in South and Central Florida. This is where our innovation and resourcefulness 
really stood out,” stated County Commission Chairman Chris Dzadovsky, who also serves as chairman 
of the St. Lucie County Tourist Development Council. “This social media campaign was not only very 
successful, but it was done using no tourism marketing funds – just time and creativity.” 

The Flagler Awards were created by VISIT FLORIDA, the state’s tourism marketing organization, to 
honor tourism marketing professionals and offices that help position Florida as the No. 1 travel 
destination the world. Each year, the Flagler Awards pay tribute to the determined efforts of those who 
use their skill, resourcefulness, creativity and innovative spirit to market Florida.

THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into this ____day of ____________ 20__, by and between the CITY OF FORT PIERCE, a 
Municipal Corporation having its territorial l imits within St. Lucie County, Florida, hereinafter referred to as GRANTOR and
Lincoln Park Main Street, Inc., Florida non-profit corporation, hereinafter referred to as the SUBRECIPIENT. 

W I T N E S S E T H

WHEREAS, the City of Fort Pierce has been awarded a Federal Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) under Title 1 of 
the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended (42 USC 5301 et seq.) (the Act); and

WHEREAS, said grant provides that the Grantor may contract with subrecipient organizations to administer and implement a 
project set forth herein; and

WHEREAS, the City of Fort Pierce desires to engage the Subrecipient to render certain services, programs, or assistance in 
connection with such undertakings of the Community Development Block Grant program.

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties do hereby agree as fol lows:

1. Scope of Service: 
A. The Subrecipient shall  do, perform and carry-out, in a satisfactory manner, as determined by the Grantor, the 

goals, objectives, and tasks which it undertakes pursuant to this Agreement.  The Subrecipient further agrees to 
util ize funds made available under the CDBG program for the purpose of implementing the activity/work plan as 
described herein.

The Subrecipient certifies that the community-based development project provided for herein gives maximum 
feasible priority to activities that benefit low or moderate income families, aids in the prevention or elimination of 
slums or bl ight, or meets community development needs having a particular urgency as defined in 24 CFR 
570.208.

B. Program Delivery:
Activities will  take place within the Lincoln Park Main Street target area in the City of Fort Pierce, Florida.

C. Levels of Accomplishment:

D. Budget: The total budget for this grant award is $50,000. Please see Attachment A – Lincoln Park Main 
Street Work Plan 2017-18 for a breakdown of grant expenditures.

2. Term of Contract:  This Agreement shall  take effect on the day the Grantor executes the agreement and terminate on 
September 30, 2018.

3. Compensation:  The Subrecipient shall be paid $12,500 each quarter of Program Year 2017-2018 (Total - $50,000), 
based on the receipt of timely quarterly reports and a Profi t and Loss statement for each quarter that reflect 
accomplishments based on the Activities l isted under #1, Scope of Service and in the Lincoln Park Main Street Work 
Plan 2017-18 (Attachment A).

4. In every case, Subrecipient will  provide the fol lowing, along with completed Grant Reporting Form on the 1st

day of each quarter of Program Year 2017-2018, for each activity: 

A. Receipts of payments, including invoices and cancelled checks;

The Subrecipient shall  not claim reimbursement from the Grantor for that portion of its obligations which have been 
paid by another source of revenue.

The Subrecipient shall  notify the Grantor in writing of all  authorized personnel who shall  be empowered to fi le 
requests for payment pursuant to this Agreement.

5. Use of Funds: Use of funds received pursuant to this Agreement shall  be in accordance with the requirements of the 
Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 (as amended), 24 CFR Part 570 and other regulations governing the 
Community Development Block Grant program, and any amendments or policy revisions thereto which shall become 
effective during the term of this Agreement.  A copy of said regulations is incorporated by reference.  In addition, the

The Subrecipient agrees to comply with the uniform administrative requirements specified at 24 CFR 570.502 and 24 
CFR 570.610, including:

If the Subrecipient is a government agency, OBM Circular A-87, "Principles for Determining Costs Applicable to Grants 
and Contracts with State, Local and Federally Recognized Indian Tribal Governments;" OMB Circular A-128, "Audits of 
State and Local Governments" (implemented at 24 CFR 44); and the sections of 24 CFR 85, "Uniform Administrative 
Requirements for Grants and Cooperative Agreements to State and Local Governments," specified at 24 CFR 
570.502(a).  If the Operating Agency is not a government agency, OMB Circular A-122, "Cost Principles for Non-Profi t 
Organizations," or OMB Circular A-21, "Cost Principles for Educational Institutions," as applicable; and Attachments 
A,B,C,F,H,N, and O to OMB Circular A-110, as specified at 24 CFR 570.502(b).

The Subrecipient is prohibited from using funds provided herein for political activities, sectarian or religious 
activities, or lobbying activities.

6. Assignment:  Without written consent of the Grantor, this Agreement is not assignable by the Subrecipient, either in 
whole or in part.

7. Alteration: No alteration or variation in the terms of thi s Agreement shall  be valid unless made in writing and signed 
by the parties hereto.

9. General Terms and Conditions:

A. The Subrecipient agrees to submit program status reports to the Grantor on a quarterly basis and other reports as 
may be required.  The program status reports shall  include the annual budget with monthly revenue and expense 
reports and number of clients served, at a minimum.  A standard reporting form will  be provided by the Grantor.

B. The Subrecipient agrees to keep all  necessary books and records, including property, personnel and financial 
records, in connection with the operations and services performed under this Agreement, and shall  document all  
transactions so that all  expenditures may be properly audited.  Non-federal entities that expend $300,000 or 
more in a year in Federal awards shall have a single or program-specific audit conducted for that year in 
accordance with the provisions of 24 CFR Part 84, Subpart B.  A Subrecipient is exempt from Federal audit 
requirements if it receives less than $300,000 in combined Federal assistance during its fiscal year, but records 
must be available for review or audit by appropriate officials of the Federal agency, pass -through entity, and 
General Accounting Office.

C. The Subrecipient agrees that the Grantor or any authorized representative has access to and the right to examine 
all  records, books, papers or documents related to the project.

D. The Subrecipient hereby severally warrants that all  project records, books, papers and documents will  be retained 
for a period of not less than five (5) years after the project terminates and grants the Grantor the option of 
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retention of the project records, books, papers and documents.

E. The Subrecipient agrees to obtain all  necessary permits for intended improvements or activities.

F. The Subrecipient agrees to purchase necessary flood insurance if its project is located in a flood hazard area and 
the nature of the project requires such insurance.

G. The Subrecipient, i f its program involves housing, agrees to affirmatively further fair housing.

H. The Subrecipient hereby severally warrants that it will  establ ish and adopt safeguards to prohibit members, 
officers, and employees from using positions for a purpose that is or gives the appearance of being motivated by a 
desire to private gain for themselves or others, particularly those with whom they have family, business, or other 
ties.  Further, no member, officer, or employee of the Subrecipient who exercises any functions or responsibi lity 
with respect to the program during his or her tenure or for one year thereafter, shall  have any financial interest, 
direct or indirect, in any contract or subcontract, or the proceeds thereof, either for themselves or those with 
whom they have family or business ties, for work to be performed in connection with the program assisted under 
this Agreement.

I. The undersigned person signing as an officer on behalf of the Subrecipient, a party to this Agreement, hereby 
severally warrants and represents that said person has authority to enter into thi s agreement on behalf of said 
Subrecipient and to bind the same to this Agreement, and, further that said Subrecipient has authority to enter 
into this Agreement and that there are no restrictions or prohibitions contained in any article of incorporation or 
bylaw against entering into this Agreement.

J. The Grantor shall  not be responsible or l iable for any debts, actions, obligations, negligence, or l iabilities 
committed or incurred by the Subrecipient, its staff or clientele; and the Subrecipient hereby agrees to defend, 
hold harmless and indemnify the Grantor from and against any and all  l iabilities for debts, obligations, and 
negligence.  No payment, however, final or otherwise, shall operate to release the Subrecipient from any 
obligations under this Contract.

K. The Subrecipient hereby certifies that, in the implementation of projects funded by this Agreement and in all  of its 
other operations, it will  comply with all  requirements of Section 504 of the Rehabi litation Act of 1973 (29 USC 
794)(and the implementing regulations at 24 CFR 8), the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (PL 101-336), and 
all  state and local laws requiring physical and program accessibility to people with disabi lities, and agrees to 
defend, hold harmless, and indemnify the Grantor from and against any and all  l iabil ity for any noncompliance on 
the part of the Subrecipient.

L. Nothing contained in this Agreement is intended to, or shall  be construed in any manner to, create or establ ish an 
employer-employee relationship between the parties, nor shall any employee of the Subrecipient by virtue of this 
Contract be an employee of the Grantor for any purpose whatsoever, nor shall  any employee of the Subrecipient 
be entitled to any of the rights, privi leges, or benefits of Grantor's employees. The Subrecipient shall  be deemed 
at all  times an independent contractor and shall  be wholly responsible for the manner in which it performs the 
services required of i t by the terms of this contract.  The Subrecipient assumes exclusively the responsibi lity for 
the acts of its employees as they relate to the services to be provided during the course and scope of their 
employment.

M. The Subrecipient agrees to participate in training to become informed about the regulations governing the 
Community Development Block Grant Program, especially with regard to changes in the regulations, provisions 
requiring nondiscrimination on the basis of disability, and provisions regarding relocation.

10. Special Terms and Conditions

A. It is expressly understood and agreed that either party shall  have the right to terminate this Agreement or reduce 
the compensation amount upon 15 days written notice to the other party.  However, the Subrecipient may not 
terminate its obligations under Section 5 (Program Income) and may not terminate an Assignment of Proceeds 
and Grant of Lien without written consent from the Grantor.  All  reports or accounting provided for herein shall  
be rendered whether or not fall ing due within the contract period.

B. Further, the Grantor reserves the right to terminate this contract upon written notification to the Subrecipient 
under any of the fol lowing conditions:

1) Notification by HUD to the Grantor that said project is ineligible because of project location, services 
provided, or any other reason cited by HUD;

2) Notification by HUD to the Grantor that said project is deficient and that continued support of the 
project is not providing an adequate level of services to low income and minority people; or
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3) Written notification from HUD to the Grantor that the program funds made available to the Grantor 
are being curtailed, withdrawn, or otherwise restricted.

C. The Grantor also reserves the right to terminate this Contract or to reduce the contract compensation amount if the 
Subrecipient:

1) Fails to file required reports or to meet project progress or completion deadlines;

2) Materially fails to comply with any provision of this Agreement (which may result in suspension or 
termination in accordance with 24 CFR 85.43 or OMB Circular A-110;

3) Expends funds under this Agreement for ineligible activities, services or items;

4) Implements the project prior to the notification from the Grantor that the federal environmental 
review process has been completed;

5) Violates Labor Standards requirements, or

6) Fails to comply with written notice from the Grantor of substandard performance under the terms of 
this Agreement.

11. Other Provisions

A. Equal Employment Opportunity

During the performance of this contract, the Subrecipient agrees as fol lows:

1) The Subrecipient shall  not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because, 
of race, color, creed, religion, sex, age, handicap, disability, sexual orientation, ancestry, national 
origin, marital status, familial status, or any other basis prohibited by applicable law.  The 
Subrecipient shall  take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed and that 
employees are treated during employment without regard to their race, color, creed, religion, sex, 
age, handicap, disability, sexual orientation, ancestry, or national origin.  Such action shall include, 
but not be l imited to the fol lowing:  Employment, upgrading, demotion or transfer, recruitment or 
recruitment advertising, layoff or termination, rates of pay or other forms or compensation, and 
selection for training including apprenticeship.  The Subrecipient agrees to post in conspicuous 
places, available to employees and applicants for employment, notices to be provided setting forth 
the provisions of this nondiscrimination clause.

2) The Subrecipient will , in all  solicitations of advertisements for employees placed by on or behalf of 
the Subrecipient, state that all  qualified applicants will receive consideration for employment 
without regard to race, color, creed, religion, sex, age, handicap, disability, sexual orientation,
ancestry, national origin, marital status, or any other basis prohibited by applicable law.

3) The Subrecipient will  send to each labor union or representative of workers with which it has a 
collective bargaining agreement or other contract or understanding, a notice to be provided 
advertising the said labor union or workers’ representatives of the Subrecipient's commitments 
under this section, and shall  post copies of the notice in conspicuous places available to employees 
and applicants for employment.

4) The Subrecipient will  comply with all  provisions of Executive Order 11246, Equal Employment 
Opportunity, of September 24, 1965, as amended by Executive Orders 11375 and 12086, copies of 
which are on fi le and available at the Grantor's office, and of the rules, regulations, and relevant 
orders of the Secretary of Labor.

5) The Subrecipient will  furnish all information and reports required by Executive Order 11246 of 
September 24, 1965, as amended, and by rules, regulations, and orders of the Secretary of Labor, or 
pursuant thereto, and will  permit access to its books, records, and accounts by HUD and the 
Secretary of Labor for purposes of investigation to ascertain compliance with such rules, regulations, 
and orders.

6) In the event of the Subrecipient’s noncompliance with the nondiscrimination clauses of this contract 
or with any of the said rules, regulations, or orders, this contract may be canceled, terminated, or 
suspended in whole or in part and the Subrecipient may be declared ineligible for further 
Government contracts or federally assisted construction contracts in accordance with procedures 
authorized in Executive Order 11246 of September 24, 1965, as amended, and such other sanctions 
may be imposed and remedies invoked as provided in Executive Order 11246 of September 24, 
1965, as amended, or as otherwise provided by law.
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7) The Subrecipient will  include the portion of the sentence immediately preceding paragraph (1) and 
the provisions of paragraphs (1) through (7) in every subcontract or purchase order unless exempted 
by rules, regulations, or orders of the Secretary of Labor, issued pursuant to Section 204 of Executive 
order 11246 of September 24, 1965, as amended, so that such provisions will be binding upon each 
subcontractor or vendor.  The Subrecipient will  take such action with respect to any subcontract or 
purchase order as HUD may direct as a means of enforcing such provisions, including sanctions for 
noncompliance; provided, however, that in the event a Subrecipient becomes involved in, or is 
threatened with, l itigation with a subcontractor or vendor as a result of such direction by HUD, the 
Subrecipient may request the United States to enter into such litigation to protect the interest of the 
United States.

B. Equal Opportunity in Participation

The Subrecipient may not directly or through contractual or other arrangements, on the ground of race color, 
creed, religion, sex, ancestry, national origin, marital status, familial status, or any other basis prohibited by 
applicable law:

1) Deny any facil ities, services, financial aid, or other benefits provided under the program or activity.

2) Provide any facil ities, services, financial aid, or other benefits, which are different, or are provided in 
a di fferent form from that provided to others under the program or activity.

3) Subject to segregated or separate treatment in any facil ity, or in any matter or process related to 
receipt of any service or benefit under the program or activity.

4) Restrict in any way access to, or the enjoyment of any advantage or privi lege enjoyed by others in 
connection with facil ities, services, financial aid or other benefits under the program or activity.

5) Treat an individual di fferently from others in determining whether the individual satisfies an 
admission, enrol lment, eligibi lity, membership, or other requirement or condition, which the 
individual must meet in order to be provided any facil ities, services, or other benefit provided under 
the program or activity.

6) Deny any person with the legal right to work an opportunity to participate in a program or activity as 
an employee.

7) Business and Employment Opportunities for Lower Income Residents, Women-Owned Business 
Enterprises, and Minority-Owned Business Enterprises.

8) The Subrecipient will  conform with the rules and regulations set forth under Section 3 of the Housing 
and Urban Development Act of 1968, (12 USC 1701u), as amended, and the HUD regulations issued 
pursuant thereto at 24 CFR Part 135.  This Act requires that, to the greatest extent feasible, 
opportunities for training and employment be given to lower income residents of the project area, 
and contracts for work in connection with the project be awarded to business concerns, which are 
located in, or owned in substantial part by, persons residing in the area of the project.  In all  
solicitations for bids, the contractor must, before signing the contract, provide a preliminary 
statement of the work force needs and plans for possible training and employment of lower income 
persons.  When a Subrecipient util izes the bidding procedures to let a bid, the invitation or 
solicitation for bids shall advise prospective contractors of the requirements of Section 3 of the 
Housing and Urban Development Act of 1968, as amended, and the clause shall be inserted as a 
component part of any contract or subcontract.

9) If a Subrecipient sol icits or requests an invitation for bids, every effort feasible will  be made to 
contact minority-owned and women-owned business enterprises for a response to the sol icitation or 
invitation for bidders.
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D. Nondiscrimination in Federally-Assisted Programs.
The Subrecipient will  comply with Title VI of the Civi l  Rights Act of 1964 (PL 88-352, 42 USC 2000d et seq.) and 
the Fair Housing Act (42 USC 3601-20).  In accordance with City policy and Title VI of the Civi l  Rights Act of 
1964 (PL 88-352), in the sale, lease or other transfer of land acquired, leased or improved with assistance 
provided under this Agreement, the deed or lease for such transfer shall  contain a covenant prohibiting 
discrimination upon the basis of race, color, creed, rel igion, sex, handicap, disability, ancestry, national origin, 
material status, or familial status, in the sale, lease or rental, or in the use or occupancy of such land or any 
improvements erected or to be erected thereon.  The Subrecipient will  comply with Title VIII of the Civi l  
Rights Act of 1968 (PL 90-284) as amended and will  administer all  programs and activities related to housing 
and community development in a manner to affirmatively further fair housing.

E. Labor Standards.
The Subrecipient and al l  subcontractors engaged in contracts in excess of $2,000 to which the United States is 
a party for the construction, completion, rehabilitation, alteration, and/or repair, including painting and 
decorating, of public buildings or public works, financed in whole or in part with assistance provided under 
this Agreement are subject to the federal labor standards provisions which govern the payment of wages and 
the ratio of apprentices and trainees to journey workers.  Under the terms of the Davis -Bacon Act, as 
amended, the Subrecipient is required to pay all  laborers and mechanics employed on construction work 
wages at rates not less than those prevail ing on similar construction in the locality as determined by the 
Secretary of Labor, and shall  pay overtime compensation in accordance with the subject to the provisions of 
the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act (40 USC 327-332), and the Subrecipient shall  comply with 
all  regulations issued pursuant to these Acts and with other applicable Federal laws and regulations 
pertaining to labor standards, including the Copeland "Anti -Kickback" Act.  Provided, that if wage rates higher 
than those required under the regulations are imposed by State or local laws, nothing hereunder is intended 
to relieve the Subrecipient of i ts obligation, if any, to require payment of the higher rates.

F. Flood Disaster Protection.
This Agreement is subject to the requirements of the Flood Disaster Protection Act of 1973 (PL 93-235).  Use 
of any assistance provided under this Agreement for acquisition or construction in an area identified as 
having special flood hazards shall be subject to the mandatory purchase of flood insurance in accordance 
with the requirements of Section 102(a) of said Act.

G. Clean Air Act and Federal Water Pollution Control Act (Applicable to Contracts and Subcontracts Which 
Exceed $100,000).
The Subrecipient shall  comply with and require each subcontractor to comply with all  applicable standards of 
the Clean Air Act of 1970 (42 USC 1857 et seq.), as amended, the Clean Air Act of 1990, the Federal Water 
Pollution Control  Act (33 USC 1251 et seq.), as amended, and the regulations of the Environmental Protection 
Agency with respect thereto, at 40 CFR Part 15, as amended from time to time.

H. Provision of the Hatch Act.

Secretary of HUD that it lacks sufficient funds received under Section 106 of the Act to comply with the 
requirements of subparagraph (1).

K. Acquisition, Rehabi litation, and Demolition of Real Property and Displacement of Persons and Businesses.

Unless specifically permitted in 
Appendix B or Appendix C, the Subrecipient will  not cause either temporary or permanent involuntary 
displacement of persons or businesses.  If the Subrecipient causes the involuntary temporary or permanent 
displacement of any person or business as a result of Community Development Block Grant activities, it shall 
comply with the Grantor’s "Plan to Assist Persons Actually Displaced By Community Development Block Grant 
Activities," and the Subrecipient shall  provide all  notices, advisory assistance, relocation benefits, and 
replacement dwelling units as required by the Uniform Relocation Assistance and Real Property Acquisition 
Policies Act of 1970, as amended, Section 104(d) of the Act, and the implementing regulations at 49 CFR 24 
and 24 CFR 570.606.  The Subrecipient hereby agrees to defend, to pay, and to indemnify the City from and 
against, any and all  claims and liabilities for relocation benefits or the provision of replacement dwelling units 
required by federal statutes and regulations in connection with activities undertaken pursuant to this 
Agreement.

L. Reversion of Assets.
Upon expiration of this Agreement, the Subrecipient shall  transfer to the Grantor or its designee any CDBG 
funds on hand at the time of expiration and any accounts receivable attributable to the use of CDBG funds. 

M. Lobbying Restrictions.
No Federal appropriated funds have been paid or will  be paid, by or on behalf of it, to any person for 
influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a Member of Congress, an 
officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a Member of Congress in connection with the awarding 
of any Federal contract, the making of any Federal grant, the making of any Federal loa n, the entering into of 
any cooperative agreement, and the extension, continuation, renewal, amendment, or modification of any 
Federal contract, grant, loan, or cooperative agreement;

If any funds other than Federal appropriated funds have been paid or wi ll  be paid to any person for 
influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a Member of Congress, an 
officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a Member of Congress, in connection with this Federal 
contract, grant, loan, or cooperative agreement, it will  complete and submit Standard Form-LLL, "Disclosure 
Form to Report Lobbying," in accordance with its instructions; and

It will  require that the language of this paragraph L be included in the award documents for all  subawards at 
all  tiers (including subcontracts, subgrants, and contracts under grants, loans, and cooperative agreements) 
and that all  subrecipients shall certify and disclose accordingly.

This certification is a material representation of fact upon which reliance was placed when this transaction 
was made or entered into.  Submission of this certification is a prerequisite for making or entering into this 
transaction imposed by Section 1352, Title 31, and United States Code.  Any person who fails to fi le the 
required certification shall be subject to a civi l  penalty of not less than $10,000 and not more than $100,000 
for each such failure.

N. Provisions Required by Law Deemed Inserted.
Each and every provision of law and clause required by law to be inserted in this Contract shall  be deemed to 
be inserted herein, and if through mistake or otherwise any such provision is not inserted, or is not correctly 
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inserted, then upon the application of either party this Contract shall  forthwith be physically amended to 
make such insertion or correction.

Presently, the parking lot functions as reserved parking for various downtown businesses, primarily during 
traditional, 8am to 5pm, business hours. The applicant proposes additional function of the lot as a fee-to-park 
facility intended to service downtown visitors during peak evening/weekend activities, shows at the Sunrise 
Theater, and other downtown special events.

The application displays access to the lot is provided via Depot Drive, with a two-way driveway for ingress and 
egress to the south, and a circular one-way traffic configuration leading to the northern parking row and secondary 
exit. The parking spaces are oriented on a 90 degree, with interior landscape islands accenting the expanse of 
parking. Two (2) of the provided spaces are designated for handicap accessibility. Commercial lighting exists on-
site, with stormwater maintenance provided via an underground exfiltration system.

The applicant has identified operation of the commercial parking lot via a parking lot attendant to accept parking 
fees, monitor use, and provide security of the lot. Signs and use notices are intended to be provided to guide users 
of cost, use provisions, and towing of unauthorized vehicles.

Downtown Business & Entertainment Overlay District.

Pursuant to City Code Section 22-16. - Designation of overlay districts (b), the subject site is located within the 
Downtown Business & Entertainment Overlay District. The district design and performance standards provide 
that all parcels within the district are exempt from off-street parking requirements, as referenced in section 22-60.

Parking Lot Functionality & Shared Access

The parking lot was developed to interface with the City’s abutting alleyway to the north. The parking lot, in the 
absence use of the alleyway, the northern section of the parking area fails to driveway and combined 
driveway/parking stall width requirements for 90° parking spaces. Additionally, joint use of the alleyway and 
northern drive-aisle provides access to private parking lot servicing the businesses along Marina Way. Therefore, 
staff identified the potential for an Ingress/Egress easement to maintain the existing functionality of the 
applicant’s parking lot, and cross access for adjacent downtown businesses. Otherwise, review of the provided 
dimensions suggests reconfiguration of the parking lot is necessary to meet minimum design standards as the 
combined parking stall depth & drive-aisle widths would not be sufficient to support the current configuration. If 
a shared access arrangement is provided, the established configuration could be maintained, access for adjacent 
commercial users to establish parking areas will be maintained, and admittance for solid waste service to a 
dumpster serving downtown businesses may remain. Alternatively, adjustments to the platted alleyway would be 
necessary to provide existing access and service accessible to abutting downtown businesses.

Technical Review Committee

All affected departments have reviewed the proposed Conditional Use with regards requirements of the City 
Code, and conditionally approved the request.
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The proposed Commercial off-street parking lot is a conditional use to utilize the subject parking area, other than 
a public right-of-way, available to the public for a fee, which includes all of the space needed for the movement of 
vehicles and people, landscaping and access drives.

Due to the necessity to access the alleyway along the northern property line to provide space needed for the 
movement of vehicles and people, and access drives, specifically for the northern row of parking, options of 
considering a shared access agreement between the subject site, adjacent commercial sites and the City alleyway, 
or reconfiguration of the northern parking spaces have been provided.

Additionally, it was identified that the established handicap parking spaces do not feature a designated 
connection to adjacent pedestrian walk-ways, which is a requirement of City Code Section 22-62 and Florida 
Accessibility code.

Planning Board

The Planning Board, at their December 12th, 2017 meeting, voted unanimously to recommend approval with the 
following conditions:

1) Either an Ingress-Egress Easement is required or the applicant will need to re-develop his parking lot to 
meet minimum design standards as the parking aisle widths would not be sufficient for 90° parking.

2) The applicant integrates an accessible route from the handicap parking spaces to an adjacent pedestrian 
way; 

3) A trash receptacle and process for collection are integrated into the use plan; and
4) All city lighting codes are met.

Property Owner Response Summary:

A total of 33 notifications of the proposal were mailed to the owners of property located within 500 feet of the 
subject property.  To-date, zero responses have been collected. A tally of the garnered responses will be provided 
to the City Commission at the public hearing.

Staff Recommendation:

The proposed use is generally consistent with the City’s Land Development Code and Comprehensive Plan 
therefore; staff recommends approve the request to operate a commercial parking lot with the following 
conditions:

1) Either an Ingress-Egress Easement is provided, or the applicant will need to re-develop his parking lot to 
meet minimum design standards as the parking aisle widths would not be sufficient for 90° parking, as 
noted by the City Engineer;

2) The applicant integrates an accessible route from the handicap parking spaces to an adjacent pedestrian 
way; 

3) A trash receptacle and process for collection are integrated into the use plan; and
4) All city lighting codes are met.

Staff Analysis:

Request

In accordance with Sections 22-22, and 22-76 of the City Code, the applicant is requesting the review and 
approval of a Conditional Use to operate a Dwelling Rental at 1011 Boston Avenue, to offer lodging of less 
than six (6) months and a minimum of one (1) month to guests.  The subject property consists of a 
primary and ancillary structure.  The primary structure is a two-story single family home with a finished 
floor area of 2,128 square feet, containing three (3) bedrooms, two (2) bathrooms and traditional support 
rooms. A detached two-car garage and guest house supplement this residential structure. The property is 
not located within a historic district; however the structures on the property were built in the year of 
1936 and are considered historic structures. The guest house in the rear of the property was originally a 
one (1) unit structure (with a staircase) built on stilts. Currently the guest house consists of another unit 
beneath the original guest house structure. The existing guest house has a finished floor area of 1, 248 
square feet, two (2) one bedroom units with a kitchen and full bathroom each. There are no building 
permit records on file with the City of Fort Pierce for the additional unit. The applicant is seeking to rent 
both of the two (2) apartments in the rear. The property is zoned Medium Density Residential Zone (R-4).

The property is located near the southeast corner of Boston Avenue and S. 11th Street. The site is 
surrounded by Samuel D. Bennett, Jr. Memorial Park to the east and single family residences to the north, 
south, and west. This site features a primary driveway entrance from Boston Avenue; as well as a 
secondary entrance to the ancillary structure in the rear of the property. A 5 foot wide sidewalk extends 
along Boston Avenue to the north, along the 150 feet of street frontage of the subject property.

The applicant has presented operational guidelines in an effort to minimize adverse impacts to the 
adjacent homes. The applicant has stated that marketing will be geared toward professionals. Restrictions 
include the strict screening of potential renters and requirement of substantial security deposits by 
guests. The applicant lives in the primary structure and will serve as the on-site Property Manager for the 
dwelling rental.

Dwelling Rentals

Pursuant to City Code Section 22-3. - Definitions—Generally, the rental of any dwelling unit for less than 
six (6) months, is classified as a “Dwelling rental (dwelling unit)”, and defined as follows: One or more 
rooms connected together in a building, constituting a separate, independent housekeeping 
establishment, other than a motel/hotel, for purposes of rental on a daily, weekly or longer basis, though 
less than what is otherwise provided for a dwelling, physically separated from any other rooms or 
dwelling units which may be in the building, and containing sleeping and sanitary facilities and one 
kitchen.

The State of Florida provides further classification of a dwelling is rented for periods of less than one (1) 
month, declaring the use a “Vacation rental”, and defined such use as any unit or group of units in a 
condominium or cooperative or any individually or collectively owned single-family, two-family, three-
family, or four-family house or dwelling unit that is also a transient public lodging establishment but that 
is not a timeshare project, which is rented to guests more than three times in a calendar year for periods 
of less than 31 days or 1 calendar month, whichever is less, or which is advertised or held out to the public 
as a place regularly rented to guests.



A dwelling rental, as locally defined, is also a Vacation Rental if the duration of stays are less than one (1) 
month. The rental of a dwelling for periods greater than one (1) month, but less than six (6) months is a 
dwelling rental, but not a Vacation Rental.

Table 1, below, presents general characteristics to clarify Dwelling Rentals, and the transitioning 
threshold for Vacation Rentals.

Zoning & Land Use

The subject site is located within the Medium Density Residential Zone (R-4) district which is 
designed to accommodate a variety of housing types, including conventional single-family dwellings, 
duplexes and, where desirable, townhome dwellings, mobile homes or multifamily housing with 
three (3) or more dwelling units. Maximum gross densities should generally not exceed ten (10) 
units per acre for conventional developments and twelve (12) units per acre for innovative 
residential developments. This intensity of residential use is envisioned for locations which have 
public water and sewer service and which have adequate access to arterial or collector streets. 
Certain nonresidential uses are permitted under the parameters and safeguards set forth in this 
section. Furthermore, the site has a land use designation of Medium Density Residential (RM).

The Medium Density Residential (RM) designation is intended for parcels that are best suited for 
multifamily residential uses ranging in density from 6.5 to 12 dwelling units per acre. This category 
allows small‐lot single family units and multifamily dwellings including duplexes, condominiums and 
townhomes. Limited commercial uses intended to serve the residential uses shall be allowed. 
Compatible public, quasi‐public, and special uses including parks, churches, non‐profit clubs, schools 
and daycare facilities shall also be allowed. This category combines the previously allowed Medium 
Density Residential (Rme) and Moderate Density Residential (Rmo) categories.

Traffic & Parking

The traffic generation from the proposed use is undetermined based upon numerous variables 
present, and the absence of complete data by the Institute of Transportation Engineers (ITE) Trip 



Generation Manuel. Review of similar uses of this scale, in comparison to impacts of a multifamily 
housing development, suggest an insignificant effect overall evaluation; however the absence of 
maximum occupancy, occurrence of short lengths of stay, and frequency of cleaning services are 
variables that may concentrate trips during seasonal months and weekends, causing elevated traffic 
impacts during such times.

Pursuant to City Code Section 22-60 (d), b. Motels, hotels and resort hotels shall provide 1.6 spaces 
for each unit 500 square feet or larger.  The subject site features a one (1) car garage, a two (2) car 
carport and driveway space to both the primary and ancillary structure. 

Conditional Use

The purpose of the conditional use process is to allow, when desirable, uses that would not be 
appropriate generally or without restriction throughout the particular zoning district, but which, if 
controlled as to number, area, location or relation to the neighborhood, would not adversely affect 
the public health, safety, comfort, good order, appearance, convenience and the general welfare. The 
use as presented features commercial aspects that are not generally appropriate for single-family, 
low-density environments.

The authorization of a Conditional Use to establish a dwelling rental for periods of less than six (6) 
months, but greater than one (1) month would provide an opportunity for consistency with zoning 
district and land use designation as the use becomes non-transient, minimizing the commercial 
nature of the use and potential impacts to the surrounding residential neighborhood. The further 
limitation of other leading effects of the use may provide greater assimilation of the short-term 
rental within a single-family district.

Technical Review Committee

All affected departments have reviewed the proposed Conditional Use with regards requirements of 
the City Code. Findings from the review by corresponding departments and the associated responses 
by the applicant are provided for viewing by the City Commission.

Planning Board Recommendation:

5. New Business:
 

a. Conditional Use - Galleria Commercial Parking Lot – 117 N. 2nd Street (Kori Benton)

Mr. Benton: There are two components to the request:  One component is subject to Planning staff's
review comments and the other seeks to utilize some of the public right-of-way for valet parking, which the
city code does not have provision to lease space for valet parking.  Planning comments are specific to use
of the parking lot for commercial parking, with a user fee excepted for members of the public to park.

Staff is looking at ironing out the address of the property.  The address still carries a North 2nd Street
designation but it has access from Depot Drive.  This is an older address from when the parking was tied
into the Kraaz and Kraaz building on 2nd Street.
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Jennifer Zavila, Applicant Representative: The ADA requirements were approved by the state. Can you
explain the concerns with the eastern easement and the one-way traffic pattern?

Mr. Benton: If the spaces are going to remain in the existing location a striped access aisle over to the
alleyway would be required. We are looking for the one-way traffic pattern to be an overlay on the survey
and permitted once the conditional use is approved.  Between the Engineering and Planning department
there are concerns with the northern drive aisle abutting the alleyway.  Currently a portion of alleyway
contributes to the asphalted area that is part of the required dimensions for the 90 degree parking spaces. 
The city is seeking a shared agreement through the conditional use, to be able to find a balance between
use by the commercial parking lot of the alleyway, but also providing the opportunity for established
parking areas to be accessed through the northern drive aisle.

FP Building: Florida Building Code through the accessibility code is how ADA is approved.  At a certain
point if the parking spaces were approved for a change of location from the eastern most boundary to the
middle boundary there should have been a permit submitted. If you are going to move forward it has to
comply with the current accessibility codes; the state agency does not approve this.

FP Planning, FP Building and FP Engineering comments are attached.

FP Code, SLC Surveyor, SLC Engineering, FPUA Electric, FPUA Water/Wastewater and SLC Fire District
had no comments.

 

b. Conditional Use - Deese Residence Dwelling Rental - 1011 Boston Avenue (Vennis Gilmore)

Mr. Gilmore: The applicant is looking to have a dwelling rental to rent a minimum of month and maximum of
less than 6 months.

Mr. Cregan: This is a conceptual development plan for an affordable housing apartment complex for
seniors 55 and older.  The zoning on the property is R-4, Medium Density Residential with a Future Land
Use of RM, Medium Density Residential.  The applicants are requesting a three- story building, 100 units
maximum and 80 units at a minimum on site. 

SLC Surveyor: I have been working directly with the consultant and all of the comments are going to be
resolved to my satisfaction.

FPUA Water/Wastewater - Approved.  Once the Conceptual Development Plan has been approved by the
Commission we ask that you schedule a Pre-Design meeting to address the utility needs of the
development.

SLC Fire Department: It will have to be fully sprinkled and alarmed.  On the utility sheet of the site plan
show the location of the hydrants, mains and FDC.

FP Planning, SLC Surveyor, SLC Engineering, FP Building, FP Engineering comments are attached.

FP Code and FPUA Electric had no comments.

Mickey Bradley, Seller: Available for questions.

SLC Surveyor: The right-of-way comment from SLC Engineering may not be applicable.

Chair Grohall: Please send revised comments to Mr. Creagan.

Joshua Bradley, Seller: Spoke with engineering at North St. Lucie River Control Unit and they are more
than willing to work with us.  Most of the right-of-way is over grown and they basically gave us the go
ahead to do what we have to do and send them a bill. 

  

 

e. Temporary Use - PreCast Concrete – 3898 Selvitz Road (Kori Benton)

Mr. Benton: PreCast Concrete development site plan is currently engaged and working toward completion. 
It is a 75 acre sight that is going to operate and produce a variety of concrete precast products. 

The temporary use application presented a variety of deadlines in there project completion with a request
to bring some preliminary production on site in a specific area within phase 1A. With that they presented a
commitment to complete the designated turn lane on Selvitz Road as well as the storm water retention
area, berming and landscaping to provide a buffer of this site and stabilize an area for parking for
employees.  With this preliminary production activities they are seeking one component for utility poles to
be able to be formed, produced and transported in and out of the site for the reduced staff of 40 50 as they
work to complete other aspects of the site development plan: full fledged parking area, joint drive aisles
and variety of sorts. 

Because of some of the recent weather conditions and rain delays they have experienced, the timeline
presented within the temporary use application is shifted back 3-4 weeks.  I have been in contact with the
project manager and lead engineer for PreCast and I am seeking an invitation to come out with our
building, engineering and planning staff and St. Lucie County engineering to jointly complete inspections on
what they have put on paper within the temporary use commitments for certifications of certain items in
order to feel comfortable with them initiating production on site.  We are waiting for the time table and the
window in which they will have completed those items they presented in the temporary use application.

SLC Surveyor:  Our Planning department has deemed this an expedited project and I want to ensure you
and the applicant we will do whatever it takes to help work through this as quick as we can to jointly inspect
or whatever it needs to be to bring this project to completion. 

SLC Engineering:  We have no issue with the proposals.  We will work with the applicant for them to get
going with what they want to do. 
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FPUA Electric: No objections.

FP Building and FP Engineering comments attached.

FP Code,  FPUA Water/Wastewater had no comments.

Mr. Benton:  Asked SLC Engineering if they are aware of any inspection of the right-of-way work,
designated turn lane. 

SLC Engineering: The request for inspection goes through the right-of-way permit section.

It has been made aware that our temporary uses are
considered in 1 year allotments with the prospect of it being renewable upon further consideration at the
end of the 12 month period.  The applicant has presented a layout of the temporary plant, some berming to
capture some of the stormwater runoff on site as well as provide some buffering and separation between
the adjacent site.

1) Due to the nature of the activities, and the potential traffic impacts to Selvitz Road, the applicant is requested 

to provide a 65' section of improved drive  (length of semi-truck, plus 5-10ft.), from the property line to the 
east, at the access point from Selvitz Road. This request seeks to provide efficient access to and from Selvitz 
Road further limiting transfer of sediment, etc. onto roadway. 
 

2) Due to the anticipated length of use, 8-10 trees are requested for installation within the berm/buffer area at 
the south west corner of the site pursuant to City Code Section 22-187 (6) Vehicular use, building, 
retention/detention areas adjacent to other property. Landscape standards for these areas are as follows:  
a. Where a vehicular use area does not abut a street right-of-way but abuts other property, there will be a 
landscaped strip of land which is at least ten (10) feet wide. b. The landscaping strip required by the 
immediately foregoing subsection shall include an average of at least one tree for each two hundred (200) 
square feet of the required landscape area. (Shown). Establishment may be completed via use of bubblers or 
irrigation bags.

Staff Analysis:

Request

In accordance with Sections 22-22, and 22-76 of the City Code, the applicant is requesting the review and 
approval of a Conditional Use to operate a Dwelling Rental at 1218 S. 11th Street, to offer lodging of less than six 
(6) months and a minimum of one (1) to guests.  The subject property consists of a single-family residence.  
The single-family structure is a one-story single family home with a finished floor area of 2,573 square feet, 
containing four (4) bedrooms, three(3) bathrooms and traditional support rooms. An attached two-car garage 
and a driveway for parking supplement this residential structure. The property is not located within a historic 
district. The applicant would prefer long term renters of six (6) months or more but would also like to seek 
approval for rentals of one (1) month or more and less than six (6) months. The property is zoned Single-
Family Low Density Zone (R-1).

The property is located near the northeast corner of Mississippi Avenue and S. 11th Street. The site is 
surrounded by single family residences to the north, south, east and west. This site features a driveway 
entrance from S. 11th Street that leads to a two-car garage. There are no sidewalks along the 142.3 feet of S. 11th

Street frontage and no sidewalks along the 115.05 feet of Mississippi Avenue frontage of the subject property.

The applicant presents operational guidelines in an effort to minimize adverse impacts to the adjacent homes. 
These restrictions include the strict screening of potential renters, requirement of substantial security deposits 
by guests, and prohibition of large gatherings or parties at the site. The applicant states that the home will be 
professionally cleaned after each renter, and the yard will be professionally maintained.

Dwelling Rentals

Pursuant to City Code Section 22-3. - Definitions—Generally, the rental of any dwelling unit for less than six (6) 
months, is classified as a “Dwelling rental (dwelling unit)”, and defined as follows: One or more rooms 
connected together in a building, constituting a separate, independent housekeeping establishment, other than 
a motel/hotel, for purposes of rental on a daily, weekly or longer basis, though less than what is otherwise 
provided for a dwelling, physically separated from any other rooms or dwelling units which may be in the 
building, and containing sleeping and sanitary facilities and one kitchen.

The State of Florida provides further classification of a dwelling is rented for periods of less than one (1) 
month, declaring the use a “Vacation rental”, and defined such use as any unit or group of units in a 
condominium or cooperative or any individually or collectively owned single-family, two-family, three- family, 
or four-family house or dwelling unit that is also a transient public lodging establishment but that is not a 
timeshare project, which is rented to guests more than three times in a calendar year for periods of less than 
31 days or 1 calendar month, whichever is less, or which is advertised or held out to the public as a place 
regularly rented to guests.

A dwelling rental, as locally defined, is also a Vacation Rental if the duration of stays are less than one (1) 
month. The rental of a dwelling for periods at a minimum of one (1) month, but less than six (6) months is a 
dwelling rental, but not a Vacation Rental.

Table 1, below, presents general characteristics to clarify Dwelling Rentals, and the transitioning threshold for 
Vacation Rentals.

Zoning & Land Use

The subject site is located within the Single-Family Low Density Zone (R-1) district which is designed to 
provide for areas of single-family dwellings with an average net density of less than four (4) units per 
acre for conventional developments. Regulations for the district are designed to promote sound 
neighborhoods and accommodate compatible nonresidential uses. Water and sewer service should be 
available. Furthermore, the site has a land use designation of Low Density Residential (RL).

The Low Density Residential (RL) designation is intended for parcels that are best suited for lower 
density residential uses. The predominant development typology will consist of single family detached 
housing but can also contain duplexes and multifamily residences. Limited commercial uses intended to 
serve the neighborhood shall be allowed. Compatible public, quasi‐public, and special uses including 
parks, churches, non‐profit clubs, schools and daycare facilities shall also be allowed. This land use 
category ranges in density from 1 to 6.5 dwelling units per acre. This category combines the previously 
allowed Residential Suburban (RS), Residential Urban (RU) and Low Density Residential (RI) categories.

Traffic & Parking

The traffic generation from the proposed use is undetermined based upon numerous variables present, 
and the absence of complete data by the Institute of Transportation Engineers (ITE) Trip Generation 
Manuel. Review of similar uses of this scale, in comparison to impacts of a multifamily housing 
development, suggest an insignificant effect overall evaluation; however the absence of maximum 
occupancy, occurrence of short lengths of stay, and frequency of cleaning services are variables that may 
concentrate trips during seasonal months and weekends, causing elevated traffic impacts during such 
times.

Pursuant to City Code Section 22-60 (d), b. Motels, hotels and resort hotels shall provide 1.6 spaces for 
each unit 500 square feet or larger.  The subject site features a two (2) car garage, and driveway space for 
approximately two (2) vehicles. 



Conditional Use

The purpose of the conditional use process is to allow, when desirable, uses that would not be 
appropriate generally or without restriction throughout the particular zoning district, but which, if 
controlled as to number, area, location or relation to the neighborhood, would not adversely affect the 
public health, safety, comfort, good order, appearance, convenience and the general welfare. The use as 
presented features commercial aspects that are not generally appropriate for single-family, low-density 
environments.

The authorization of a Conditional Use to establish a dwelling rental for periods of less than six (6) 
months, but greater than one (1) month would provide an opportunity for consistency with zoning 
district and land use designation as the use becomes non-transient, minimizing the commercial nature of 
the use and potential impacts to the surrounding residential neighborhood. The further limitation of 
other leading effects of the use may provide greater assimilation of the short-term rental within a single-
family district.

Technical Review Committee

All affected departments have reviewed the proposed Conditional Use with regards requirements of the 
City Code. Findings from the review by corresponding departments and the associated responses by the 
applicant are provided for viewing by the City Commission.

Planning Board Recommendation:

The Planning Board, at their December 12th meeting, voted 4 in favor, 3 against; to recommend approval 
of the requested Conditional Use. A total of 49 notifications of the proposal were mailed to owners of 
property located within 500 feet of the subject property. A tally of the garnered responses will be 
provided to the City Commission at the public hearing.

Staff Recommendation:

The proposed use presents the provision of limited transient lodging accommodations to the general 
public, representing a limited commercial use that is compatible with the surrounding neighborhood of 
this location, and is generally consistent with the City’s Land Development Code and Comprehensive Plan 
with appropriate restriction therefore; Staff recommends the City Commission approve the request with 
the following conditions:

1) The maximum occupancy of the home does not exceed eight (8) individuals (2 individuals per 
bedroom), ensuring compliance with City Code Section 8.5-43.

a. Conditional Use - Galleria Commercial Parking Lot – 117 N. 2nd Street (Kori Benton)

Mr. Benton: There are two components to the request:  One component is subject to Planning staff's
review comments and the other seeks to utilize some of the public right-of-way for valet parking, which the
city code does not have provision to lease space for valet parking.  Planning comments are specific to use
of the parking lot for commercial parking, with a user fee excepted for members of the public to park.

Staff is looking at ironing out the address of the property.  The address still carries a North 2nd Street
designation but it has access from Depot Drive.  This is an older address from when the parking was tied
into the Kraaz and Kraaz building on 2nd Street.
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Jennifer Zavila, Applicant Representative: The ADA requirements were approved by the state. Can you
explain the concerns with the eastern easement and the one-way traffic pattern?

Mr. Benton: If the spaces are going to remain in the existing location a striped access aisle over to the
alleyway would be required. We are looking for the one-way traffic pattern to be an overlay on the survey
and permitted once the conditional use is approved.  Between the Engineering and Planning department
there are concerns with the northern drive aisle abutting the alleyway.  Currently a portion of alleyway
contributes to the asphalted area that is part of the required dimensions for the 90 degree parking spaces. 
The city is seeking a shared agreement through the conditional use, to be able to find a balance between
use by the commercial parking lot of the alleyway, but also providing the opportunity for established
parking areas to be accessed through the northern drive aisle.

FP Building: Florida Building Code through the accessibility code is how ADA is approved.  At a certain
point if the parking spaces were approved for a change of location from the eastern most boundary to the
middle boundary there should have been a permit submitted. If you are going to move forward it has to
comply with the current accessibility codes; the state agency does not approve this.

FP Planning, FP Building and FP Engineering comments are attached.

FP Code, SLC Surveyor, SLC Engineering, FPUA Electric, FPUA Water/Wastewater and SLC Fire District
had no comments.

e. Temporary Use - PreCast Concrete – 3898 Selvitz Road (Kori Benton)

Mr. Benton: PreCast Concrete development site plan is currently engaged and working toward completion. 
It is a 75 acre sight that is going to operate and produce a variety of concrete precast products. 

The temporary use application presented a variety of deadlines in there project completion with a request
to bring some preliminary production on site in a specific area within phase 1A. With that they presented a
commitment to complete the designated turn lane on Selvitz Road as well as the storm water retention
area, berming and landscaping to provide a buffer of this site and stabilize an area for parking for
employees.  With this preliminary production activities they are seeking one component for utility poles to
be able to be formed, produced and transported in and out of the site for the reduced staff of 40 50 as they
work to complete other aspects of the site development plan: full fledged parking area, joint drive aisles
and variety of sorts. 

Because of some of the recent weather conditions and rain delays they have experienced, the timeline
presented within the temporary use application is shifted back 3-4 weeks.  I have been in contact with the
project manager and lead engineer for PreCast and I am seeking an invitation to come out with our
building, engineering and planning staff and St. Lucie County engineering to jointly complete inspections on
what they have put on paper within the temporary use commitments for certifications of certain items in
order to feel comfortable with them initiating production on site.  We are waiting for the time table and the
window in which they will have completed those items they presented in the temporary use application.

SLC Surveyor:  Our Planning department has deemed this an expedited project and I want to ensure you
and the applicant we will do whatever it takes to help work through this as quick as we can to jointly inspect
or whatever it needs to be to bring this project to completion. 

SLC Engineering:  We have no issue with the proposals.  We will work with the applicant for them to get
going with what they want to do. 
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FPUA Electric: No objections.

FP Building and FP Engineering comments attached.

FP Code,  FPUA Water/Wastewater had no comments.

Mr. Benton:  Asked SLC Engineering if they are aware of any inspection of the right-of-way work,
designated turn lane. 

SLC Engineering: The request for inspection goes through the right-of-way permit section.

f. Temporary Use - Asphalt Plant - 4060 Selvitz Road (Kori Benton)

Mr. Benton: The Johnson property is seeking an opportunity to establish a temporary asphalt plant on the
premises to service and provide support to the Midway Road reconstruction project.  The applicant has
presented a duration period of 3 years for this project. It has been made aware that our temporary uses are
considered in 1 year allotments with the prospect of it being renewable upon further consideration at the
end of the 12 month period.  The applicant has presented a layout of the temporary plant, some berming to
capture some of the stormwater runoff on site as well as provide some buffering and separation between
the adjacent site. 

FP Planning, SLC Engineering, FP Building and FP Engineering comments are attached.

David Morin, Applicant Representative from Culpepper Terpening: We plan for 3 years but the Engineering
staff said 2 years and the Planning staff said 1 year.

Sec. 2-27. - Regular meetings; timedate and place. 
 

The city commission shall meet regularly not less than twice each month on the 
first and third Monday of each month at the hour of 6:30 p.m., eastern standard time or 
eastern daylight saving time, whichever is in effect. All meetings of the commission, 
whether regular or special, shall be held in the City Hall Commission Chambers, 100 
North U.S. #1, unless a majority of the commission directs that a meeting be held at 
some other specified date, place, and time. 
 

SECTION 2.  The provisions of this Ordinance are declared to be severable and 

if any section, sentence, clause, or phrase of this Ordinance shall, for any reason, be 

held to be invalid or unconstitutional, such decision shall not affect the validity of the 

remaining sections, sentences, clauses, and phrases of this Ordinance but shall remain 

in effect, it being the legislative intent that this Ordinance shall stand notwithstanding the 

invalidity of any part. 

 SECTION 3.  All ordinances, rules or regulations or parts of ordinances, rules or 

regulations in conflict herewith are and the same shall be repealed and shall be of no 

further force or effect whatsoever. 

 

 SECTION 4. This Ordinance is and the same shall become effective immediately 

upon final passage.

There shall be appointed by the city commission a city planning board (referred 
to in this article as the "board") consisting of seven (7) members, and one alternate 
member, who have been residents of the city for the last two (2) years. Each member of 
the city commission shall appoint one member, to serve concurrently with the 
appointee's term. Additionally, two (2) at-large and one alternate members shall be 
appointed by majority vote of the city commission. Each at-large and/or alternate 
member shall serve for a term of two (2) years. Any member may be removed with or 
without cause by the city commission. The members of the city commission and the city 
manager shall be ex officio members of the city planning board.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES 
OF THE CITY OF FORT PIERCE, FLORIDA CHAPTER 18,  
SECTIONS 18-12(a)(2)(b) and 18-13, PROVIDING FOR

 WHEREAS, the City of Fort Pierce (“City”) pursuant to its Code of Ordinances 
sections 18-12 and 18-13, accepts cash and/or surety bonds as security for the 
estimated costs of improvements to a site from developers; 
 
 WHEREAS,  sections 18-12 and 18-13 of the Code do not provide for Letters of 
Credit as an acceptable option for the estimated costs of improvements to a site; 
 
 WHEREAS, the acceptance of a Letter of Credit would provide developers 
another acceptable option for providing proof of monetary funds for the estimated cost 
of  improvements to a site. 
 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the City Commission of the City of 
Fort Pierce, Florida as follows: 
 
 SECTION 1. Section 18-12(a)(2)(b) is hereby amended so that the same shall 
read as follows: 
 
Sec. 18-12. - Required improvements.  

(a)(2)(b)  The subdivider may request the city to construct the improvements required 
and if the city commission agrees, the subdivider shall deposit with the city, 
cash, a letter of credit, and/or a surety bond for the estimated cost of the 
improvements as determined by the city engineer which will pay one-hundred 
and ten (110) per cent of the total cost of the improvements requested on a 
fully dedicated street. The letter of credit, and/or surety bond shall be 
allowed for a maximum of two (2) years from the date the subdivision plat was 
approved by the city commission, and the surety bond is to be secured from 
a bonding company licensed by the State of Florida, with a Best's financial 
rating of AAAA or better and a Best's general policy holder's rating of A+.  

 

 SECTION 2. Section 18-13 is hereby amended so that the same shall read as 
follows: 
 
Sec. 18-13. - Subdivider's bond, etc., to secure construction of improvements; certificate 

of completion, maintenance of improvements; assumption of maintenance by city.  

The subdivider shall file with the director of finance a surety bond, letter of credit, 
cashier's check, or a certified check upon a solvent local bank conditioned to secure the 
construction of the improvements listed in this chapter in a satisfactory manner in 
accordance with the plans as approved by the city engineer, and within a period 
specified by the city commission, such a period not to exceed two (2) years. No such 
bond, letter of credit, or check shall be accepted unless it be enforceable by or payable 
to the city in a sum at least equal to the cost of constructing the improvements as 
estimated by the city engineer and in form with surety and conditions approved by the 
city attorney. The subdivider shall have the election of providing an escrow account 
acceptable to the city attorney of an amount to be determined by the city engineer and 
such conditions for disbursement based upon completion of improvements, if required 
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under the escrow agreement, with all costs of the escrow to be borne by the subdivider. 
The escrow account shall be with a local bank institution.  

Upon completion of all work, the developer's engineer shall submit to the city 
engineer a certificate of completion stating that all work has been completed in its 
entirety, that it was constructed under his supervision and that it conforms to the 
development plan and these regulations. All releases from affected regulatory agencies 
shall also be submitted. The written certificate of completion shall be expressed in the 
following form:  

CERTIFICATION  

I hereby certify that all of the project improvements required by the City Commission 
and in accordance with the provisions of Chapter 18, Fort Pierce Code of 
Ordinances, have been completed on    (Project Name)    and that I have 
inspected the construction incrementally in accordance with the requirements of the 
City of Fort Pierce for public works construction. These improvements conform to 
the development plans with the following deviations (if any): These deviations will 
not result in functional or structural problems, other than routine maintenance based 
on my evaluation and professional opinion.

Upon conformation from the city engineer that all improvements are acceptably 
completed, the city commission shall act on "conditionally accepting" the findings of 
completion. Acceptance of the improvements shall be conditioned on a one-year and 
thirty-day period during which time the developer shall maintain all improvements and 
correct all deficiencies that occur. If the city commission "conditionally accepts" the 
improvements, the developer shall provide security in the amount of fifteen (15) per cent 
of the cost of the improvements. At the end of the one-year and thirty-day period, the 
city engineer shall report to the city commission on the status of the improvements. If 
the improvements are satisfactory, the city commission will accept the maintenance of 
the facilities and the developer will be entitled to the remaining balance of the security 
amount, if any.  

 
 SECTION 3.  The provisions of this Ordinance are declared to be severable and 
if any section, sentence, clause, or phrase of this Ordinance shall, for any reason, be 
held to be invalid or unconstitutional, such decision shall not affect the validity of the 
remaining sections, sentences, clauses, and phrases of this Ordinance but shall remain 
in effect, it being the legislative intent that this Ordinance shall stand notwithstanding the 
invalidity of any part. 
 

SECTION 4. All ordinances or parts thereof that may be determined to be in 
conflict herewith are hereby repealed. 
 

SECTION 5.  This Ordinance shall be and become effective immediately upon 
final passage.

WHEREAS,  Part II, Chapter 171, Florida Statutes, entitled the "Interlocal 

Service Boundary Agreement Act” (Act) provides an alternative to Part I of said 

Chapter for local governments regarding the annexation of territory into a municipality 

and the subtraction of territory from the unincorporated areas of the county; and 

WHEREAS, the Act further intends to establish a more flexible process for 

adjusting municipal boundaries and to address a wider range of the affects of 

annexations; and 

WHEREAS, the overriding goal of the process set forth within the Act is to 

promote sensible boundaries that reduce the cost of local government and increase 

the level of service of residents within the boundary of unincorporated St. Lucie County; 

and 

WHEREAS, the boundary area as shown in Exhibit "A" is generally 

surrounded on the north, south and west by unincorporated portions of St. Lucie 

County; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Fort Pierce pursuant to this interlocal service boundary 

agreement with the County of St. Lucie wishes to fill in its municipal boundaries; and 

WHEREAS, the boundary generally outlined by the established Fort Pierce 



Utility Service Area as adopted in the three party agreement contains lands that serve 

a substantially important economic development interest to the residents of St. Lucie 

County and the City of Fort Pierce and consistent planning and development rules and 

procedures are vital to the process; and 

WHEREAS, it is the intent of the City Commission of the City of Fort Pierce 

to initiate discussions with St. Lucie County regarding the development of an 

interlocal service boundary agreement for lands shown in Exhibit "A" to address the 

above-referenced concerns. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Commission of the 
City of Fort Pierce, Florida: 

 
Section 1.  That the City of Fort Pierce hereby invites St. Lucie County to 

enter into negotiations under the act to address issues concerning planning and 

annexation for the areas identified in Exhibit "A". 

 Section 2.   That the City of Fort Pierce hereby identifies the issues to be 

negotiated as follows:  

A.  The process, definitions, schedule and criteria for voluntary and 

referendum annexations in the municipal service area in replacement or modification 

of the requirements of Chapter 171, Part I, Florida Statutes.   

B. The establishment of municipal services areas, as defined in Sec. 

171.202(11)(a), F.S. for which the City may plan for an annex, which consists of 

planning areas in the area as shown in Exhibit "A". 

C.  The establishment of a process for land use decisions consistent with 

Part II of Chapter 163, Florida Statutes, for lands in the municipal service area.  



D.  The incorporation of mutually agreed upon extraterritorial powers to be 

exercised by the city within unincorporated areas a as shown in Exhibit "A".  

These powers may be in addition to other municipal powers that otherwise exist in 

the City. 

Section 3. All conflicting policies are superseded by this policy. 

Section 4. All resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict herewith are hereby 

repealed.

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INTERLOCAL SERVICE BOUNDARY AGREEMENT 
BETWEEN THE CITY OF EDGEWATER AND  

COUNTY OF VOLUSIA 
              

This Interlocal Service Boundary Agreement (“ISBA”), (collectively referred to as “the 

Agreement”) is made and entered into this ______ day of_____________, 2015, by and between 

the City of Edgewater (“City”) and County of Volusia (“County”), sometimes herein referred to 

as “Party” or “Parties” as the context requires.  

 

WHEREAS, the City possesses Municipal Home Rule Powers pursuant to Article VIII, 

Section 2(b), Florida Constitution, Chapter 166, Florida Statutes, and ____________________, 

of the City of Edgewater Charter; and 

 

WHEREAS, the County possesses powers of self government and home rule as provided 

by the Volusia County Charter and Chapter 125, Part II, Florida Statutes; and 

 

WHEREAS,  the City invited the County to enter into negotiations for an Interlocal 

Service Boundary Agreement by Resolution 2014-R-06 on April 7, 2014; and 

 

WHEREAS, the county council responded to the City’s invitation by Resolution 2014-55 

on April 17, 2014, and agreed therein to participate in negotiations for an Interlocal Service 

Boundary Agreement; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Municipal Annexation or Contraction Act, Chapter 171, Part I, Florida 

Statutes, and the Interlocal Service Boundary Agreement Act, Chapter 171, Part II, Florida 

Statutes, recognizes the use of interlocal service boundary agreements and joint planning 

agreements as a means to coordinate planning and delivery of services related to future land use, 

public facilities and services, and protection of natural resources in advance of annexation; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Local Government Comprehensive Planning and Land Development 

Regulation Act, Chapter 163, Part II, Florida Statutes, requires that counties and cities include in 

their respective planning efforts intergovernmental coordination and particularly, mechanisms 

for identifying and implementing joint planning areas; and  

 

WHEREAS, the Florida Interlocal Cooperation Act of 1969, Section 163.01, Florida 

Statutes, encourages and empowers local governments to cooperate with one another on matters 

of mutual interest and advantage, and provides for interlocal agreements between local 

governments on matters such as annexation, joint planning, and the delivery of services; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City and the County wish to identify lands that are logical candidates for 

future annexations, the appropriate land uses and infrastructure needs and the provider for such 

lands, and to ensure protection of natural resources; and 

 

 WHEREAS, Sections 163.3171(4), 171.203(6)(f) and (7), Florida Statutes, allows an 

interlocal service boundary agreement to establish a process for land use decisions consistent 

with part II of Chapter 163, including those which may allow a municipality to adopt land use 
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changes consistent with part II of Chapter 163 for areas that are scheduled to be annexed within 

the term of an interlocal service boundary agreement; and 

 
WHEREAS, Section 171.204, Florida Statutes, allows a municipality to annex land that 

is not contiguous to the municipality, creates an enclave or is not reasonably compact when a 

county and municipality enter into a joint planning agreement under Section 163.3171; and 

 

WHEREAS, the County will support annexations within the Interlocal Service Boundary 

Agreement area that will further create efficiencies for the delivery of municipal services; and  

  

WHEREAS, the extension of City and County facilities and services, and the annexation 

of lands, are most efficiently provided if the process and timing of long range planning, 

annexation, and development review processes by the City and County are clearly identified and 

part of a coordinated joint effort, and the commitment by the City and County to do so are 

material inducements to the parties for entering into this Agreement; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City and the County find that the benefits of intergovernmental 

communications and coordination will accrue to both Parties; and 

 

WHEREAS, an interlocal service boundary agreement may, under section 171.203, 

Florida Statutes, address any issue concerning service delivery, fiscal responsibilities, or 

adjustment of territorial boundaries, which may include but are not necessarily limited to: 

 

1. Identification of a Municipal Service Area (“MSA”), which for purposes of this 

Agreement is defined (consistent with section 171.202(11), Florida Statutes) as being 

unincorporated land depicted in Map 1 attached to this Agreement that: 

 

a.   may receive municipal services from the city; and/or  

b.   may be annexed by the city; 

 

2.  Providing a process and schedule for the annexation of lands in an MSA; 

 

3. Establishing procedures for the adoption of comprehensive plan amendments, 

land use changes, administering land development regulations, and issuing development orders 

consistent with Chapter 163, Part II, Florida Statutes; 

 

4. Addressing other service delivery issues; 

 

5. Land use planning; and 

 

WHEREAS, an interlocal service boundary agreement that addresses responsibilities for 

land use planning must establish procedures for adopting comprehensive plan amendments, 

administration of land development regulations, and the issuance of development orders 

consistent with Chapter 163, Florida Statutes; and must, in accordance with section 171.204, 

Florida Statutes, include a joint planning agreement under section 163.3171, Florida Statutes; 

and 
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WHEREAS, the City and the County have met and negotiated in good faith to resolve 

issues related to annexation and joint planning, and coordinating the provision of public services 

and infrastructure, and the Parties wish to memorialize their understanding in this Agreement; 

and 

 

WHEREAS, this Agreement is entered into pursuant to the authority of Article VIII of 

the Florida Constitution and Chapters 125, 163, 166, 171, and 180, Florida Statutes. 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants set forth in this 

Agreement, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the City and the 

County agree as follows: 

 

1. Incorporation of Recitals.  The recitals above are true and correct and are 

incorporated into this ISBA as if fully set forth herein, as the legislative findings of the City and 

County.  

 

2. Incorporation of Map 1.  Map 1 attached hereto is fully incorporated as if fully set 

forth herein. 

   

 3.  Term and Effective Date of Agreement.  The ISBA shall become effective when 

filed with Clerk of Court for Volusia County Circuit Court, in accordance with section 

163.01(11), Florida Statutes. The initial term of the Agreement shall be ten (10) years from the 

effective date of the Agreement.  At the end of the fifth year, the City and County shall review 

the effectiveness and performance of this Agreement. Based upon the review, this Agreement, 

may continue for the remainder of the initial term, be amended as the parties desire, or be 

terminated in accordance with paragraph 5 of this Agreement. 

4. Renewal of Agreement.  The City and County shall, in the event the Parties desire 

to extend the initial term of the Agreement, initiate negotiations in accordance with section 

171.203(12), Florida Statutes, no later than eighteen (18) months prior to the termination of the 

initial term.  

5. Termination of Agreement.  The City or County may terminate this Agreement at 

anytime upon written notice of termination to the other Party delivered no later than May 1st in 

order for termination to be effective on December 31st of the same calendar year. A Party 

delivering such notice of termination may, in such Party’s sole discretion, revoke such notice of 

termination at any time prior to the termination date. Lands that have been annexed prior to 

termination of any agreement and services provided to said lands shall not be affected by the 

termination. Jurisdiction over any affected transportation facilities including roadways, parks, 

and other public facilities shall not be affected, except through a separate agreement in writing 

that has been approved by both Parties. 

6. Dispute Resolution.  The City and County agree to resolve any dispute related to 

the interpretation or performance of this Agreement in the manner described in this section.  

Either Party may initiate the dispute resolution process by providing written notice to the other 

Party.  Initiation of the dispute resolution process shall operate as a stay of the action which is 

the subject of the dispute. 
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a. Notwithstanding the foregoing, in the event that either Party determines in 

its sole discretion and good faith that it is necessary to file a lawsuit or 

other formal challenge in order to meet a jurisdictional time deadline, to 

obtain a temporary injunction, or otherwise to preserve a legal or equitable 

right related to this Agreement, such lawsuit or challenge may be filed, but 

upon the filing and any other act necessary to preserve the legal or 

equitable right or to obtain the temporary injunction, the Parties shall 

thereafter promptly file a joint motion with the reviewing court or 

administrative law judge requesting that the case be abated in order to 

afford the Parties an opportunity to pursue the dispute resolution 

procedures set forth herein.  If the abatement is granted, the Parties shall 

revert to and pursue the dispute resolution procedures set forth herein.   

 

b. Within ten (10) days of the abatement order, the allegedly aggrieved Party 

shall then effect the transmittal of a notice of conflict, in the form of a 

certified letter, to all governmental bodies involved in the dispute at issue. 

Upon receipt of the notice, which shall specify the areas of disagreement, 

the Parties agree to conduct a conflict assessment meeting at a reasonable 

time and place, as mutually agreed upon, within thirty (30) days of receipt 

of the notice of conflict.  

 

c. If discussions between the Parties at the conflict resolution meeting fail to 

resolve the dispute, within forty (40) days of the receipt of the notice 

described in subparagraph “a”, above, the Parties shall conduct mediation 

in the presence of a neutral third party mediator.  If the Parties are unable 

to agree upon a mediator, the County shall request appointment of a 

mediator by the Chief Judge of the Circuit Court in and for Volusia 

County, Florida.  The mediation contemplated by this section is intended 

to be an informal and non-adversarial process with the objective of 

helping the Parties reach a mutually acceptable and voluntary agreement.  

The decision-making shall rest solely with the Parties.  The mediator shall 

assist the Parties in identifying issues, fostering joint problem-solving and 

exploring settlement alternatives. 

   

d. If the Parties are unable to reach a mediated settlement, within fifty (50) 

days of the receipt of the initial notice of conflict, the Parties shall hold a 

joint intergovernmental meeting. If the joint intergovernmental meeting 

does not successfully resolve the issues identified in the notice of conflict, 

the entities participating in the dispute resolution procedures described 

herein may avail themselves of any otherwise available rights, including 

the suspension of abatement of existing actions.  

 

e. The Parties agree this dispute resolution procedure is intended to satisfy 

the requirements of section 163.01(5)(p), section 171.212, Florida 

Statutes, and Chapter 164, Florida Statutes. 
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7. Duplication of Services. In furtherance of the purpose of this Agreement, the City 

and County shall not undertake any action that will result in the overlapping, 

duplication, or competition of services or exercise of powers provided herein 

without the prior written consent of the other Party, which consent shall not be 

unreasonably withheld.  

 

8. Roads; transfer of jurisdiction. This paragraph is intended to satisfy the 

requirements of section 335.0415(3), Florida Statutes. 

 

a. County Thoroughfare Roads. For the purpose of this agreement and until 

such time that the County transfers ownership, the County shall retain 

jurisdiction, ownership and control of the entire length of County 

Thoroughfare Roads within the JPA/MSA regardless of any parcel 

annexations by the City, including the existing thoroughfare roads listed 

below and subsequent addition to the County’s thoroughfare roadways in 

the Volusia County Comprehensive Plan: 

 

(1) Air Park Road (from Indian River Boulevard to Park Avenue) 

(2)  Cow Creek Road (south of S.R. 442) 

(3) Josephine St/10th St. 

(4) Old Mission Road 

(5) Volco Road 

(6) W. Park Ave 

County thoroughfare roadways that are removed from the Volusia County  

Comprehensive Plan thoroughfare roadway network are subject to transfer  

to the City per the terms of this ISBA per Section 8(b).   

 

b.  Non-thoroughfare Roads. The permanent transfer within the JPA/MSA of 

non-thoroughfare roadway maintenance responsibilities from the County 

to the City shall occur as follows:   

 

   (1) For purposes of this agreement, “road segment” shall mean the 

portion of a County road between two intersecting roads. 

 

   (2) Non-thoroughfare county roads within or adjacent to the existing 

City boundary shall become roads under the City’s jurisdiction and 

maintenance responsibility when at least fifty-one percent (51%) of 

the road segment is either within or adjacent to the existing City. 

 

   (3) All County non-thoroughfare  roads within the MSA shall transfer 

to the City’s jurisdiction and maintenance responsibility by                   

segment upon the annexation of at least fifty-one percent (51%) of 
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a road segment. 

 

   (4) The 51% segment ratio shall be calculated based on the frontage of 

annexed parcels of the road segment between two intersecting 

roads or termination of said road. 

 

   (5) Once 51% or more of a segment is annexed, the entire road 

segment between the two intersecting roads will be deemed 

annexed into the City and transferred to the City’s jurisdiction, and 

ownership; and the City will be fully responsible for all 

maintenance and other responsibilities. 

 

   (6) As the City accepts jurisdiction and responsibility over a road 

segment, it shall have the same right of access for purposes of 

maintenance as the County, to the fullest extent the County is able 

to grant such right.  

 

(7) Any County or City agreements for road improvements with other 

governmental or private entities existing at the time of the approval 

of this Agreement, if any, shall remain in full force and effect; 

except in the event of a conflict with this Agreement, in which case 

the terms of this Agreement shall prevail. It is the intention of the 

parties that no additional “mutual agreements” shall be necessary 

to effect road segment annexation.  This Agreement is intended to 

convey the will of the parties concerning all road segments within 

the JPA/MSA.  

(8) The following local roads will be transferred to the city upon 

adoption of this agreement: 

(i) Air Park Road – Park Avenue to Massey Road 

(ii) Eels Grove Rd - Cow Creek Rd to end of road 

(iii) Flying M Ct – End of road to Massey Ranch Blvd 

(iv) Godfrey Rd – S. Ridgewood Ave to end of County 

maintenance   

(v) Massey Ranch Blvd – End of road to Park Ave  

(vi) O Possum Camp Rd – Begin County maintenance to I-95 

on-ramp 

(vii) Palm Breeze Dr - US1 to end of road 

(viii) Relocation Rd – US1 to end of road 
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(9) Road transfer includes infrastructure in the right-of-way, to 

include, but not limited to drainage, sidewalks and traffic control 

devices.  

c. Transportation Planning and Coordination. 

 

(1)  The City and County agree to use the adopted Volusia 

Transportation Planning Organization (TPO) Transportation 

Impact Analysis (TIA) Guidelines to coordinate the review and 

mitigation of development impacts on road, transit, bicycle and 

pedestrian systems based upon a mutually agreed upon TIA 

methodology. The TIA Guidelines shall utilize the latest adopted 

level of service standards and transportation plans within the 

impacted jurisdiction’s comprehensive plans including the adopted 

Volusia TPO Long Range Transportation Plan.  

 

(2)    In the event the standards or plans may be different, the TIA 

methodology and/or mitigation plan shall address coordination. 

When necessary, comprehensive plans shall be updated to reflect 

the latest coordination plans. In the event the TIA Guidelines are 

ever repealed or become no longer applicable, the City and County 

agree to continue to utilize the latest adopted version for the 

purpose of plan review and mitigation coordination.  

 

d. Funding. The City and County agree to work together to obtain funding 

sources for capital transportation improvements, including capital and 

operating expenses for the provision of transit service, within the 

JPA/MSA. 

 

e. Maintenance. The City and County may enter into maintenance 

agreements for certain segments of County roads within the JPA/MSA. 

The County agrees that the City shall be justly compensated for any and 

all maintenance responsibilities that may be transferred to the City through 

a maintenance agreement.   

  

f. Continuing jurisdiction. All roads over which jurisdiction is transferred to 

the City under the terms of this Agreement shall be maintained by the City 

unless otherwise agreed to in a separate maintenance agreement. If a road 

is transferred to the City, to the extent available, the County shall provide 

all as-builts, surveys, maintenance maps and GIS files that identify County 

maintenance responsibilities. Road transfers include associated roadway 

drainage and right-of-way infrastructure or any structures or 

improvements in the right-of-way that includes but is not limited to 

sidewalks, guardrails, signs and multi-use trails. 
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9. Solid Waste. 

 

a. Annexed properties shall be transferred to the City’s solid waste service 

on the first of the following month after annexation.   

b. All City residential and commercial waste collection within the 

Agreement area shall be disposed at the County’s solid waste disposal 

facilities located at 1990 Tomoka Farms Road Landfill or the West 

Volusia Transfer Station. 

 

10.   Stormwater; transfer of jurisdiction.  Two ditches/canals will be transferred to the 

City upon adoption of this agreement; one located on W. Turgot Avenue and one 

located on E. Indian Boulevard, and includes continued City maintenance 

responsibilities.    

 

11. Growth and Resource Management. 

 

a. Environmental Management.  The County shall issue tree, Class II 

Overlay, and wetland permits, conduct inspections, and provide code 

enforcement until a property annexes.   

 

b. Planning and Development Services. 

 

(1) The City and the County shall amend the Intergovernmental 

Coordination Element of their respective comprehensive plans in 

accordance with Section 171.203(9), Florida Statutes, within six 

months of the effective date of this ISBA, by adopting a policy 

referencing this Agreement.  The County’s policy shall read as 

follows, and shall be inserted in Chapter 14 of the county 

comprehensive plan: 

 

14.1.2.__   Pursuant to Chapter 171, Part II, Florida Statutes, Volusia 

County and the City of Edgewater have established an 

Interlocal Service Boundary Agreement (ISBA) adopted on 

_____________, 2015.  The agreement allows the City to 

annex properties within the Joint Planning Area that would 

not otherwise be eligible for annexation subject to the 

provisions established in the ISBA. 

 

(2) The City shall adopt a Municipal Service Area (“MSA”), as that 

term is defined in Section 171.202(11), Florida Statutes, as an 

amendment to its comprehensive land use plan within six months 

of the effective date of the ISBA, in accordance with Section 

171.203 (11), Florida Statutes. The MSA shall include the area 

depicted in Map 1, population projections for the MSA, and data 

and analysis supporting the provision of public facilities for the 

MSA.  
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(3) Section 171.207, Florida Statutes, expressly authorizes a county to 

transfer its powers to a municipality over lands that are within a 

JPA/MSA; and section 171.208, Florida Statutes, expressly 

authorizes a municipality to exercise its powers, extraterritorially, 

over such lands. In accordance with Sections 163.3171(4) and 

171.203(6)(f), Florida Statutes, the County comprehensive plan, 

zoning, and land development regulations shall apply to, and the 

County shall enforce on, all lands in the JPA/MSA until the City 

annexes the land at issue or amends its comprehensive plan with 

respect to those lands  

 

(4) Joint Planning Area (“JPA”). The following additional finding is 

intended to satisfy the requirements of Section 171.204(2), Florida 

Statutes: 

 

Urban in Character. The unincorporated area in the JPA as 

depicted in Map 1 is anticipated for municipal annexation because 

it is “urban in character”, as that term is defined by section 

171.031(8), Florida Statutes.  

 

c. Building and Zoning. 

 

The County shall issue building permits, conduct inspections, and provide 

code enforcement until a property annexes.   

 

                  d. Permits in progress.   

   

  The County will finish processing, issuing and inspecting applications for 

permits that were submitted prior to the effective date of this ISBA, or 

until the property annexes.   

 

12. Notice.  All notices, consents, approvals, waivers, and elections that either Party 

requests or gives under this Agreement shall be in writing and shall be provided by certified 

mail, return receipt requested, or by hand delivery for which a receipt is obtained. Notices shall 

be mailed or delivered to the addresses set forth below or as either Party may otherwise designate 

in writing.

Notices, consents, approvals, waivers, and elections will be deemed given when received 

by the Party for whom intended.  

 

13. Sole Benefit.  This Agreement is solely for the benefit of the City and County, and 

no right or cause of action shall accrue upon or by reason hereof, to or for the benefit of any third 

party.  Nothing in this Agreement, either expressed or implied, is intended or shall be construed 

to confer upon or give any person, corporation or governmental entity other than the Parties any 

right, remedy or claim under or by reason of this Agreement or any provisions or conditions 

hereof, and all of the provisions, representations, covenants, and conditions herein contained 

shall inure to the sole benefit of and shall be binding upon the Parties and their respective 

representatives, successors and assigns. 

14. Authority.  The City and County each represent and warrant to the other its 

respective authority to enter into this Agreement, acknowledge the validity and enforceability of 

this Agreement.  The City and County hereby represent, warrant and covenant this Agreement 

constitutes a legal, valid and binding contract enforceable by the Parties in accordance with its 

terms, and that the enforceability hereof is not subject to any impairment by the applicability of 

any public policy or police powers.   

 

15. Enforcement.  This Agreement shall be enforceable by the Parties hereto by 

whatever remedies are available in law or equity, including but not limited to injunctive relief 

and specific performance. Failure to insist upon strict compliance with any of the terms, 

covenants, or conditions hereof shall not be deemed as a waiver (or continuing waiver) of such 

terms, covenants, or conditions; nor shall any waiver or relinquishment of any right or power 

hereunder be deemed to be a waiver or relinquishment of such right or power at any other time. 

 

16. Defense.  If this Agreement or any portion hereof is challenged by any judicial, 

administrative, or appellate proceeding (each Party hereby agreeing with the other not to initiate 

or acquiesce to such challenge or not to appeal any decision invalidating any portion of this 

Agreement), the Parties collectively and individually agree, at their individual sole cost and 

expense, to defend in good faith its validity through to a final judicial determination, unless both 

Parties mutually agree in writing not to defend such challenge or not to appeal any decision 

invalidating any portion of this Agreement. 

17.   Amendments.  Amendments to the Agreement may be offered by either Party at 

any time. Proposed amendments shall be in writing and must be approved by a majority of the 

governing bodies of each Party. No amendment shall be effective until approved by the 

governing bodies of the City and County. 

18.   Supremacy.  The Parties agree and covenant, having given and received valuable 

consideration for the promises and commitments made herein, it is their desire, intent and firm 

agreement to be bound by and observe the terms of this Agreement. Except as otherwise 

provided by this Agreement or by law, in the event the terms of this Agreement conflict with 
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previous agreements between the Parties, the terms of this Agreement shall control; provided 

however that all other terms of existing agreements remain in full force and effect. 

19. Entire Understanding.  Except as otherwise specifically set forth herein or in any 

subagreement, this Agreement embodies and constitutes the entire understanding of the Parties 

with respect to the subject matters addressed herein, and all prior agreements, understandings, 

representations and statements, oral or written, are superseded by this Agreement. The City and 

County further acknowledge that they each participated in drafting this Agreement, and in the 

event of a dispute regarding the Agreement, it shall not be construed by a court of competent 

jurisdiction or other tribunal more or less favorably on behalf of either Party on the basis of a 

claim that a Party did not participate in drafting the Agreement or any part thereof.   

20. Governing Law and Venue.  The laws of the State of Florida shall govern this 

Agreement, and venue for any action to enforce the provisions of this Agreement shall only be in 

the Circuit Court in and for Volusia County, Florida. Federal Jurisdiction and venue, if 

applicable shall only be in the Middle District of Florida, Orlando Division.  If circumstances 

arise which cause a conflict between this paragraph and paragraph 6 (“Dispute Resolution”) 

paragraph 6 shall control.  

21. Severability.  Any term or provision of this Agreement that is invalid or 

unenforceable in any situation in any jurisdiction shall not affect the validity or enforceability of 

the remaining terms and provision hereof or the validity or enforceability of the offending term 

or provision in any other situation or in any other jurisdiction. 

 

22. Compliance with Chapter 171, Part II, Florida Statutes. The Parties agree that 

this Agreement meets the requirements of Chapter 171, Part II, Florida Statutes. The Parties 

intend for this Agreement to be broadly construed to effectuate the purposes and provisions set 

forth herein, specifically those provisions that provide for the transfer of powers over lands 

within the JPA/MSA by the City and County; and the authority by the City to exercise powers 

extraterritorially over said lands, including but not necessarily limited to the application and 

enforcement of the codes. 

23. Amendment of Intergovernmental Coordination Element of Comprehensive Plans.  

Consistent with Section 171.203(9), Florida Statutes, the Parties, within six (6) months of the 

effective date of this Agreement, shall amend their respective Intergovernmental Coordination 

Elements of their adopted Comprehensive Plans to establish consistency and compliance with 

this Agreement. 

24. Adoption by County.  The County shall adopt this Agreement by ordinance in 

accordance with Sections 171.203(14) and 125.66, Florida Statutes. 

 

25. Adoption by City.  The City shall adopt this Agreement by ordinance in 

accordance with Sections 171.203(14) and 166.041, Florida Statutes.
