CHAPTER 22 - ZONING
The City Commission of the City of Fort Pierce, Florida, pursuant to Section
22-143 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Fort Pierce, and Sections
166.041 (3)(a) of the Florida State Statutes, will on Monday, April 1, 2019,
and Monday, April 15, 2019, hold Public Hearings on the enactment of the
proposed ordinances on first and second readings, respectively, in the City
Hall Commission Chambers, 100 North U.S. #1, Fort Pierce, Florida, at their
meetings which begin at 6:30 p.m., to consider review and approval of the
following:

1) ORDINANCE NO. 19-013 - AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF
ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF FORT PIERCE, FLORIDA CHAPTER 22,
ARTICLE III, SECTION 22-22, AMENDING THE USE TABLE TO ALLOW
CERTAIN COMMERCIAL AND INDUSTRIAL USES TO BE ALLOWED
BY RIGHT IN LIEU OF REQUIRING A CONDITIONAL USE APPROVAL;
AMENDING THE USE TABLE TO ALLOW CERTAIN COMMERCIAL AND
INDUSTRIAL USES TO BE ALLOWED WITH A CONDITIONAL USE

EFFECTIVE DATE.

Missing Texas boy found in Florida with dad

SANFORD – A 9-year-old Texas boy missing for
more than a year was found safe in Florida with his
father.

Sanford police say Joshua Graham was taken
from Texas by his father in 2017. Authorities said
52-year-old Kenneth Graham did not have custody
of his son and did not tell the boy’s mother he was
taking him. According to authorities, they located
the father and son Saturday while investigating a
suspicious vehicle.

The child had been reported missing earlier this
week. Police did not say why he was not reported
sooner. The boy is under the care of child welfare
offi�cials until he can be reunited with his mother.

The Orlando Sentinel reports criminal charges
may be forthcoming by Texas offi�cials.

Woman charged with slaying in orange grove

LAKELAND – A Florida woman was charged
with fi�rst-degree murder after authorities say she
shot a 21-year-old in the back of the head as he
drove through an orange grove.

Polk County Sheriff� ’s Offi�ce Homicide detec-
tives have arrested 28-year-old Heather Tyler with
the crime, saying she and Joseph Witherington
were hanging out last week and went for a drive.
Authorities off�ered no motive, but said Tyler shot
Witherington twice as he drove. Authorities said
she then took his wallet and burned her clothes
that had his blood on them. She is also charged
with witness tampering.

She was booked into the Polk County Jail late
Friday. It’s unclear if she had an attorney to com-
ment on the charges.

Animal rights attorney testifi�es in trial

OKLAHOMA CITY – An attorney for the animal
rights organization People for the Ethical Treat-
ment of Animal was the fi�rst defense witness for a
former Oklahoma zookeeper and gubernatorial
candidate accused of trying to arrange the killing
of a critic who ran an animal sanctuary in Florida.

PETA attorney Brittany Peet testifi�ed Friday in
the murder-for-hire trial of Joseph Maldonado-
Passage, who is also known as “Joe Exotic.”

Peet said Maldonado-Passage told her he want-
ed out of the industry and to become a bartender in
Central America as the defense seeks to show he
was never serious about trying to arrange the
death of Carole Baskin.

Prosecutors say Maldonado-Passage off�ered
$10,000 to an undercover FBI agent to kill Baskin,
who had criticized Maldonado-Passage’s treat-
ment of animals. Baskin was not harmed.

Maldonado-Passage faces more than 20 years
in prison if convicted. The trial is to resume

Monday.

Contractor fi�ned $4.6M for SunPass problems

TALLAHASSEE – Florida Transportation offi�-
cials say they fi�ned a contractor $4.6 million for
problems with the state’s toll road system last
year.

The Florida Department of Transportation an-
nounced the fi�ne for Conduent State & Local Solu-
tions in a news release Friday. The agency also re-
placed its director of toll systems.

FDOT Secretary Kevin Thibault says he wants
Florida’s Turnpike Enterprise to assess maximum
performance penalties allowed under its contract
with Conduent.

Conduent won the estimated $600 million con-
tract to take over Florida’s SunPass program de-
spite concerns over the New Jersey company’s
troubled history. Millions of toll transactions got
delayed as a result of a billing system upgrade last
June. When the transactions fi�nally began to show
up, some customers incurred bank overdraft fees
as a result.

Gov. Ron DeSantis authorized FDOT to continue
waiving fees and penalties.
