    a.	    Appoint new Chair

b. Buddy Bench

Since Solid Waste is working with schools on a few other projects, maybe they can participate, as well as local businesses, which may serve as bottle top drop off sites. Paul will research and bring back information at next meeting. 


6.      Old Business 
a.          Blue Tubes Application

The Blue Tubes application is due in April. The group will need to review and make suggestions at next meeting. Charlene Adair will be responsible for the volunteers. The cost for the shirts may be a little more; we will use the layout for the SBA volunteer shirts in Safety Green. There should also be partners including: St. Andrews, Sword, Backus, etc. that are along the Indian River and organizations dedicated to water resource conservation, etc. A draft of the application and letter of support should be created.    

b.        Electrical box discussion
Jann Widmayer provided wrap options for the boxes at 7th Street and Atlantic Avenue, as well as, 6th Street and Citrus Avenue. The group unanimously selected artwork and there was no ballot was needed. Jane Zezeck provided flower garden options for the electrical box at the Garden Club.  The cost is $600 - $900 based on size at Sign of the Times. Jann will get quotes. The box at 7th Street and Orange Avenue is a DOT box. Charlene has found a great product for graffiti removal. Pictures of the SBA sponsored boxes were shared and the Jaycee Park wrap will be coming soon.
c. Great American Cleanup and Arbor Day – March 2, 2019
Jann Widmayer announced that advertisement will be in the February bill insert. Paul stated that this will be the 30th Year for Tree City USA, he has ordered a flag for city hall and there will be a proclamation on February 4 City Commission meeting. Tree Grants should be considered so that there can be attention to Sunrise Boulevard and beautification. There needs to be water on all busses. Projects include: 
1. 17th Street and Avenue Q – Arbor Day – Royal Poinciana planted in the center, trees near the right of way, and a litter pickup towards cemetery. This will require a bus ride. 

2. PAL PARK Beautification – Trees, planters, etc. There will be food, bounce houses and more to add to the celebration aspect. 

3. [bookmark: _GoBack]Beach Painting – South Beach Park and Kimberly Bergalis Park. There will require a bus ride, though many beach citizens will not report to PAL Park.  

4. Graffiti Abatement – depends on graffiti; not much at the moment. This could be a litter pickup in various areas. 

5. Indian Hills Recreation Area – litter pickup, regrading, extra mowing. Some PW component will be taken care of prior to event. This project will help introduce IHRA to many citizens. 

News release will go out for 30 years of Tree City USA and Arbor Day. The Garden Club will provide cookies and requested a Celebrate Arbor Day sign. They will look into obtaining a coloring book from the National Arbor Day Foundation. Traffic control issues in the past were mentioned, possibly securing an escort to make sure the busses get to location in a timely manner. The events can be promoted at Highwaymen Festival on February 16, Movie Night with United Way on January 22. We’d like to invite the FireHawks and reach out to other community groups to bring children that may need volunteer hours. Breakfast should be lite, i.e., coffee and bananas.
