  Regarding items 11b and 11c, Code Enforcement Manager Peggy Arriaz stated that the City of Fort

Pierce is seeking recovery of the hard costs which are $3,318.00 for the demolition, and 1,676.55 for the
lot clearing.  Code Enforcement has recommended waiving the soft costs for each property. 
Commissioner Sessions proposed reducing the total amount due to the City of Fort Pierce to a total of
$2,000.00 considering the applicant’s history of rehabilitating structures.  Commissioner Alexander
inquired of the City Attorney if all costs can be waived.  Attorney Sweeney stated there is no legal reason
why all fees, including hard costs, cannot be waived.  It is the City’s policy to collect hard costs; however,
there have been a very limited number of properties with special circumstances that have had hard costs
waived.
Commissioner Alexander stated that this applicant is willing to invest money into the property in order to
improve it, and that will benefit the City.  City Manager Nick Mimms stated that Mr. Marcellino has been
before the CRA and has an interest in rehabilitating structures that need attention.  In this case, he is
willing to spur neighborhood revitalization, and we need investors like him to continue to do the work he
is doing.

Commissioner Perona has agreed that certain properties should be identified and have a policy put in
place that makes it fair for any developer to rehabilitate and improve a property.  Commissioner Perona
expressed concern that the City Commission was not provided with any facts regarding this property or
developer other than the owner is from California and this developer is from Port St. Lucie.  There were
hard costs expended by the City of Fort Pierce.  Commissioner Sessions stated that the overall condition
of 13th Street has many dilapidated structures, and under normal circumstances, he would not consider a
reduction in hard costs.  This neighborhood needs help to revitalize.  Commissioner Alexander said this is
an investment in the improvement of our community.  Ms. Arriaz stated that the demolition occurred in
2004 prior to the current owner’s purchase of the property.  Commissioner Johnson commented that this
property is adjacent to the new Means Court Center project which is about to commence and is
concerned that this proposal which is outside the normal policy of collecting the minimum hard costs will
come from taxpayer-funded money to benefit a for-profit entity.  Mayor Hudson also has reservations about
waiving hard costs but said this could be an investment in the revitalization of this neighborhood.  Mr.
Mimms said the FPRA can create a program to spur residential redevelopment especially in targeted
areas; however, there is a limited number of funding resources available.  Staff can only recommend the
waving of soft costs such as interest, penalties, and fees.  It is up to the City Commission to review each
property individually and determine if the hard costs should be waived.

Approximately 240 individuals were tested with 14
positive results.
 
Code Compliance Manager Peggy Arriaz provided a brief update on the Savannah Road Animal
Shelter.   The rehabilitation is approximately ninety-eight percent complete.  The facility is currently being
operated by St. Lucie County Animal Control.  It is a closed operation, not open to the public but they are
working very closely with the local animal rescue organizations.  St. Lucie County has been in negotiation
with a third party to operate the shelter on a temporary basis and to assist with the re-writing of the RFP. 
There is another party who may possibly be considered for a long-term solution.  Negotiations are
ongoing. 
 
Mr. Mimms added that pursuant to the sub-recipient agreement with St. Lucie County, the City of Fort
Pierce has been reimbursed in the amount of $420,000.00 for COVID-19 related expenses.  We will
continue to work with St. Lucie County to combat the COVID-19 pandemic.

SUMMARY:
The Office of the Florida Attorney General (OAG)  has not received its FY 2020 requested
funding.  OAG staff states the expectation is that FY 2020 funding will be received by
December 2020.  In the interim, the OAG is utilizing residual FY 2019 funds to assist agencies
that receive funding from their office to provide victim services to ensure staff continues to
remain in place and funded. The Fort Pierce Police Department provides services to victims of
crime via two, full-time Victim Advocates. The Fort Pierce Police Department has received an
award of $69,182 ($97,360 less than requested for FY 2020).  OAG funding requires a local
match of 25% which is provided through a match of existing supervisory personnel salary and
volunteer hours.

Residual  FY 2019 - 2020 funds totaling $69,182.00 have been awarded to the Fort Pierce
Police Department to enable staff and program service continuity.  Additionally, the funding

History – Part 1
 Complaint received by the Code Enforcement Department regarding an abandoned 

structure. The complaint was forwarded to the Building Department for inspection.

 A Property Maintenance Inspection Report (PMIR) was completed by Shaun Coss, 

Building Department Coordinator, on June 6, 2017 

 He noted that all that remained of the structure is a CBS shell. 

 He noted that “Due to the condition of the structure it is unfit for human occupancy. It is 

currently dilapidated, which constitutes it being declared as an unsafe structure and 

therefore is condemned.”

 Affidavit of Unsafe Structure was issued on January 3, 2018.

 Spoke with Mrs. Sue Ann Kessler on January 18, 2018.

 She notified us that Mr. Harold Kessler (owner of record) recently passed away and she was 

unaware that he owned the property. 

 She would have someone address the tall grass.

 I forwarded the amounts due to the City for prior lot clearings, but they remain unpaid.



History – Part 1I
 Mr. Kessler’s business partner, David Thornton, arranged for a QuitClaim Deed from 

Mrs. Kessler to R.G. Developer, Inc. and Minerve Celestin, which was recorded on 

March 1, 2018.

 February 2020, a review of the property appraiser’s records showed the name of the 

property still in the Estate of Harold Kessler.

 Property Appraiser was contacted and confirmed the name could not change due to 

the property not going through the probate process.

 Spoke with Mrs. Kessler, who confirmed she was notified that the deed was not valid 

but that she had signed it without knowing what was going on and had no intention 

of going through probate. She stated the City could have the property.

 Spoke with R.G. Developer, Inc. and provided the information I had received. I 

stated that the deed issue was a civil matter, and that the City was moving forward 

due to an expired permit and continued complaints from the neighbors.

 Hearing was scheduled in March but cancelled due to Covid-19.



History – Building Permit #18-3836
 March 2019 – Permit was issued to R.G. Developer, Inc. 

 August 2019 - A portion of the structure was demolished, leaving three walls 

standing. 

 February 2020 - Permit expired due to no additional work or inspections being 

completed.

 March 2020 – Code Enforcement notified the Building Department of the title issues.

 March 2020 - Permit was renewed in the name of R.G. Developer, Inc. after the 

Building Department contacted Mrs. Kessler. 

 Mrs. Kessler advised that she’s not the executer to the estate, “there was never an estate 
to probate. I don’t have anything to do with this nor do I care.”

 September 2020 – Permit expired due to no work or inspections being completed.

 October 2020 – Permit renewed.

Site Plan  
The proposed project will consist of 202 home sites consisting of a mix of rental and owner-occupied 
units. The residents will have the option of locating their own home within the community or they can 
rent a home provided by the applicant, Yes Communities. The applicant will also provide lease to own 
options for residents who are not ready to own. The existing clubhouse will undergo an extensive 
renovation, which will bring a pool, patio, outdoor kitchen, active play area, and a half-court basketball 
court as onsite amenities for the residences. Additionally, coordination between St. Lucie County and 
the applicant has been initiated to provide residents with direct pedestrian access to the nature tails 
within the Savannah Preserve. As such, an access easement has been provided on the site plan on the 
eastern side of the property. There will be a four (4)-foot sidewalk that will be located on one side of 
the street to provide pedestrians a safe way to traverse the community without having to walk in the 
street.

Design Review

On behalf of Yes Sandhill Exp LLC, Lucido & Associates is pleased to present to you the proposed 
redevelopment of the Pleasure Cove manufactured home community, to now be known as Savannah 
Ridge. The subject parcel is approximately 31.145 acres in area and is assigned the RM (Medium Density 
Residential) Future Land Use classification and the R4 (Medium Density Residential) zoning designation. 
As it was known, Pleasure Cove supported 209 home sites, but due to damage sustained in the hurricanes 
of the mid-2000’s, the site has not been in use for many years. With the exception of the clubhouse 
building, manufactured home pads, internal street network and on-site stormwater retention area, the site 
is currently vacant.  
 
As currently proposed, Savannah Ridge will be redeveloped to support 202 manufactured home sites, a 
decrease of 7 home sites from what previously existed. All home sites will be leased to individual tenants 
and held in common ownership by a controlling entity; at this time, individual home sites will not be 
conveyed fee simple and platting is not proposed. Lessees will have the option of renting a Yes! 
Communities-provided home or locating their own home within the community; it is the developer’s 
intent to have as many homes held in private ownership as possible, with options for lease-to-own 
available to qualified residents. The existing clubhouse and associated parking area will be renovated and 
the recreation amenities (pool and patio, shuffleboard, etc.) will be refurbished and/or reconstructed as 
necessary.

Townhome developments shall be subdivided into a 
minimum lot width of sixteen (16) feet and maximum lot width of 
twenty-four (24) feet. 
g. The minimum lot width for other uses will be sixty (60) feet. 
h. The minimum lot depth for duplexes, triplexes, quadraplexes, 
townhomes and multifamily housing development shall be ninety (90) 
feet. 
i. The minimum lot depth for other uses will be seventy (70) feet. 
 

(2)Yards. 
a. The minimum depth of the front yard for townhome developments will 
be ten (10) feet. The minimum depth of the front yard for other uses shall 
be twenty-five (25) feet. 
b. The minimum depth of the side yards for triplexes, quadraplexes and 
multifamily developments shall be ten (10) feet, except on corner lots the 
minimum side yard depth on a street side will be fifteen (15) feet. 
c. The minimum depth of the side yards on the periphery of the 
townhome developments shall be ten (10) feet, except on corner lots the 
minimum side yard depth on a street side will be fifteen (15) feet. The 
minimum depth of the side yard between individual townhome units or 
lots shall be zero (0) feet. 
d. The minimum depth of the side yards for other uses shall be six (6) 
feet, except on corner lots the minimum side yard depth on a street side 
will be fifteen (15) feet. 
e. The minimum depth of the rear yard shall be twenty (20) feet for 
triplexes, quadraplexes and multifamily developments. 
f. The minimum depth of the rear yard for townhome lots that abut an 
alley shall be zero (0) feet. The minimum depth of the rear yard for 
townhome lots with all other conditions shall be fifteen (15) feet. 
g. The minimum depth of the rear yard for other uses shall be fifteen (15) 
feet for a distance equal to thirty (30) per cent of the length of a line 
which is parallel to the rear lot line, is fifteen (15) feet from the rear lot 
line and extends to the closest property lines. The minimum depth of the 
remainder of the rear yard will be five (5) feet, except on double-frontage 
and waterfront lots it shall be fifteen (15) feet. 
h. The minimum distance between residential buildings shall be twenty 
(20) feet except that screen porches located on the ground floor may 
project into the minimum distance, and except that screen porches in 
owner occupied condominium projects that maintain a minimum 
building separation of twenty-eight (28) feet or more may be enclosed 
with glass. The maximum combined projection between two (2) or more 
buildings shall be eight (8) feet. 
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(3)Lot coverage. 

a. Buildings in multifamily housing developments shall not cover more 
than fifty (50) per cent of the lot area. 
b. Buildings for principal residence in townhome developments and 
townhome dwelling lots shall not cover more than fifty (50) per cent of 
the lot area. Accessory buildings may cover an additional fifteen (15) per 
cent of the building site. 
c. Buildings in other developments shall not cover more than forty (40) 
per cent of the lot area. 
 

(4)Building heights.  
No building shall exceed forty-five (45) feet above grade. 

 
(5)Additional requirements dwelling, townhome. 

a. Ownership: One hundred (100) per cent of the total lot area shall be 
the minimum area conveyed to the lot owner, including the front yard, 
back yard and side yard. A homeowners maintenance shall be formed 
among the unit owners to assure compliance with exterior area 
maintenance regulations as may be adopted by the association. 
b. Common area: Any portion of the original lot not divided among and 
incorporated into the resulting individual townhome dwelling unit lots 
shall be held by either of the following or a combination of the 
following: Each lot owner shall have an undivided interest in the 
common area, which shall be appurtenant to that lot. The individual 
interest in the common areas shall not be conveyed separately from the 
ownership of the said lot; or, a property owners association (POA). 
c. Parking: Two (2) parking spaces per dwelling units shall be provided 
for townhome developments and shall be side-by-side parking and not 
in-line tandem parking. No off-street parking spaces shall be located 
between the front of the principal residence and the front property line. 
d. Access: When townhome lots abut an alley, the site plan shall include 
provisions to utilize the alley as a service corridor for the townhome 
units. When townhome lots do not abut an alley, the site plan shall 
include a twenty-foot-wide, unobstructed service corridor along the rear 
of the properties which shall be dedicated to service use. Garages, 
surface parking and garbage pickup shall be accessed and accommodated 
by the service corridor. 
e. Yards: Front yards of townhome units shall include a porch, stoop or 
covered entry. Rear yards shall be enclosed by a building wall or garden 
wall. 

 
 

IV. SITE ANALYSIS 
 
Subject is currently vacant with remnants of the previous development being visible, including the 
clubhouse and pool facilities, internal street network, stormwater area, manufactured home driveways and 
pads, and other improvements that supported the previous development. Such existing facilities will be 
renovated and/or replaced as needed to support the proposed redevelopment. The subject is accessed via a 
two-way driveway with direct access to US Hwy 1. As evident in many of the photos in the following 
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sections, there exist numerous mature palm trees and scattered vegetation throughout the subject, along 
with many invasive exotics that will be removed as part of the site work process. 
 
The subject is triangular in shape and is oriented in east-west direction with very little topographic 
change. There exists within the subject one stormwater pond, which accepts the site’s stormwater runoff 
with legal positive outfall provided for via perimeter drainage ditches that abut the subject, along the 
north, south, and east property boundaries. 
 
The subject is bordered to the south by the Sandhill Shores Manufactured home community, which is 
owned by the parent company of the Applicant of the subject development; to the east by the Savannahs 
Preserve Area; to the north by FEC Rail Road corridor, and; to the west by US Hwy. 1. Contextual uses 
surrounding the subject are primarily commercial uses to the north, south and west, including Twin Vee 
boat manufacturer, Red Roof Inn, Days Inn, Ric’s Garden Center, Sonny’s BBQ, Sunoco gas station, 
Coral Square Shopping Center, and several strip centers and gas stations and various other commercial 
uses. Further to the south, and east of US Hwy 1, lies The Preserve at the Savannahs condominium 
development, along with Windsong Manufactured Home Village and Pine View Manufactured Home 
Park, which both lie west of US Hwy. 1. 
 
Architectural styles within the built context vary greatly and are typical of strip commercial development 
along the US 1 corridor. It is envisioned that the renovated clubhouse will resemble a similar architecture 
style as that of the clubhouse at the neighboring Sandhill Shores manufactured home community.

2. Trees shall be a minimum of twelve (12) feet in height and have a caliper of two and one-half (2 1/2) inches at four and one-half (4 1/2) feet above the ground

when installed.

3. All required trees, except palms, shall have a minimum of five (5) feet of clear trunk and a minimum five (5) foot canopy spread at the time of planting.

4. All palm trees shall have a minimum clear trunk of ten (10) feet when installed.  Three palm trees are equal to one shade tree having a mature canopy spread

of fifteen (15) feet.

5. Shrubs shall be a minimum of twenty-four (24) inches in height above grade immediately after planting.

6. Groundcovers, other than grass, shall be planted in a manner as to present a finished appearance and reasonably complete coverage within four (4) months

after planting.

7. Turf grass shall be installed using solid sod and shall be either Bahia or St. Augustine sod.

8. All landscape areas other than sod will be provided a mulch cover of at least three (3) inches.  Cypress mulch shall not be used.

9. All existing native vegetation found on the site and is not in direct conflict with the proposed buildings or parking areas shall be left undisturbed.  A suitable

protective barrier, constructed of metal, wood, safety fencing, or other durable material, will be placed around the staked out locations of existing native

vegetation.

10. No fill materials, construction materials, concrete, paint, chemicals, or other foreign materials shall be stored, deposited, or disposed of within any areas that

have been staked or fenced off as being undisturbed native vegetation areas.

11. Existing understory shall be maintained in areas of undisturbed native vegetation.

12. All Category 1 exotic plant species will be eradicated from the site.

13. Conspicuous, durable barricades will be erected around each individual tree or areas of vegetation that are to be preserved.  In the event that any protective

barricades are removed or altered and land clearing or construction work is being conducted on the site, all work at the site will be stopped until the barriers

are restored and any necessary corrective actions taken to repair or replant any vegetation removed or damaged as a result of these encroachments.

14. All back flow prevention devices shall be screened in accordance with Section 22-70(d) of the Fort Pierce City Code.

15. Irrigation to conform to all local and State regulations with regard to water

consumption.

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1.01 SCOPE:

A. The landscape contract includes the supplying and planting of all trees, shrubs, vines, and ground cover together with all necessary

labor, equipment, tools and materials needed for the successful completion, execution and maintenance of the landscape plans.

1.02 AGENCY STANDARDS:

A. Grades and standards of plant materials to be used shall be true to name, size, condition and graded Florida #1 or better as stated in:

Grades and Standards of Florida Plant Materials published by the State of Florida Department of Agriculture, Tallahassee, Florida.

1.03 SITE EXAMINATION:

A. The Landscape Contractor shall personally examine the site and fully acquaint him/herlself with all of the existing conditions in order

that no mis-understanding may afterwards arise as to the character or extent of the work to be performed, and, additionally, in order to

acquaint him/herself with all precautions to be taken in order to avoid injury to property or persons. No additional compensation will be

granted because of any unusual difficulties which may be encountered in the execution or maintenance of any portion of the work.

1.04 ERRORS AND OMISSIONS:

A. The plant list is a part of the drawings and is furnished as a convenience. The plant list indicates the name, size and quantities of

specific plant materials as called for and is located on the drawings. The Landscape Contractor is responsible for his/her own quantity

count, and any discrepancy between drawings and plant list shall be considered as correct on the drawings.

B. The Landscape Contractor shall not take advantage of errors or omissions in the specifications or contract drawings. Full instruction

will be given if such errors are discovered. Upon the discovery of any discrepancies in, or omissions from the drawings or documents,

or should the Landscape Contractor be in doubt as to their meaning, the Landscape Architect shall be notified and will determine the

actions necessary to each query.

C. If plans and specifications are found to disagree after the contract is awarded, the Landscape Architect shall be the judge as to which

was intended.

1.05 EXECUTION OF THE WORK:

A. The Landscape Contractor shall have his labor crews controlled and directed by a Foreman well versed in plant materials, planting

methods, reading plans, and coordination between job and nursery in order to execute installation correctly and in a timely manner.

B. The Landscape Contractor shall provide a competent English-speaking Foreman on the project at all times, who shall be fully

authorized as the Contractor's agent on the work. The Foreman shall be capable of reading and thoroughly understanding the Plans,

Specifications and other Contract Documents. If the Superintendent is deemed incompetent by the Landscape Architect, he (the

superintendent) shall be immediately replaced.

C. The Landscape Contractor shall be available for any meetings with the Owner and/or Landscape Architect during implementation of

the job. Any additional work or changes required as a result of failure to communicate with the Owner or Landscape Architect during

implementation will be the responsibility of the Landscape Contractor.

1.06 PROTECTION OF PUBLIC AND PROPERTY:

A. The Landscape Contractor shall protect all materials and work against injury from any cause and shall provide and maintain all

necessary safeguards for the protection of the public. He shall be held responsible for any damage or injury to persons or property

which may occur as a result of his fault or negligence in the execution of the work, i.e. damage to underground pipes or cables.

1.07 CHANGES AND EXTRAS:

A. The Contractor shall not start work on any changes or "extras" in the project until a written agreement setting forth the adjusted prices

has been executed by the Owner and the Contractor. Any work performed on changes or "extras" prior to execution of a written

agreement may or may not be compensated for by the Owner at his discretion.

1.08 GUARANTEE:

The Landscape Contractor shall furnish a written guarantee warranting all materials, workmanship and plant materials, except sod, for a

period of 18 MONTHS from the time of completion and acceptance by the Landscape Architect and Owner. Sod shall be guaranteed to

90 calendar days after acceptance by the Landscape Architect and Owner. All plant material shall be alive and in satisfactory condition

and growth for each specific kind of plant at the end of the guarantee period. The guaranteeing of plant material shall be construed to

mean complete and immediate replacement with plant material of the same variety, type, size, quality and grade as that of the originally

specified material. During the guarantee period it shall be the Landscape Contractor's responsibility to immediately replace any dead or

unhealthy material as determined by the Landscape Architect. The guarantee will be null and void if plant material is damaged by

lightning, hurricane force winds, or any other acts of God, as well as vandalism or lack of proper maintenance.

B. At the end of the specified guarantee period, any plant required under this contract that is dead or not in satisfactory condition, as

determined by the Landscape Architect, shall be replaced. The Landscape Contractor shall be responsible for the full replacement cost

of plant materials for the first replacement and share subsequent replacement (s) costs equally with the Owner, should the

replacement plant fail to survive.

1.09 CARE AND MAINTENANCE:

A. The Landscape Contractor shall be responsible for the care and maintenance of all plant materials and irrigation when applicable until

final acceptance by the Owner or Landscape Architect.

B. The Owner agrees to execute the instructions for such care and maintenance.

1.10 SAFETY:

A. It shall be the responsibility of the Landscape Contractor to protect all persons from injury and to avoid property damage. Adequate

warning devices shall be placed and maintained during the progress of the work.

B. It shall be the contractor's responsibility to conform to all local, state, and federal safety laws and codes including the Federal

Occupational Safety And Health Act (O.S.H.A.).

1.11 CONTRACTOR QUALIFICATION:

A. The Owner may require the apparent contractor (s) to qualify him/herself to be a responsible entity by furnishing any or all of the

following documentary data:

1.      A financial statement showing assets and liabilities of the company current to  date.

2.      A listing of not less than (3) completed projects of similar scope and nature.

3.      Permanent name and address of place of business.

4.      The number of regular employees of the organization and length of time the organization has been in business under the present 

name.

1.12 INSURANCE AND BONDING:

A. The contractor (s) shall submit proof of insurance for this job for the time period that the work is done. The minimum amount of

insurance shall be $300,000.00 per person and $300,000.00 per aggregate or as required by owner and agreed to in the contract. The

successful bidder shall be required to have this coverage in effect before beginning work on the site.

B. The Owner shall have the right to require the Contractor to furnish bonds covering faithful performance of the Contract and payment

obligations arising thereunder as stipulated in bidding requirements or specifically required in the Contract Documents on the date of

execution of the Contract.

1.13 PERMITS AND CERTIFICATES:

A. All contractors shall secure and pay for all permits and certificates required for his/her class of work.

PART 2: MATERIALS

2.01 PLANT MATERIALS:

A. A complete list of plants is shown on the drawings, including a schedule of quantities, sizes, and such other requirements deemed

necessary. In the event discrepancies occur, the specifications on the drawings shall govern.

B. Substitutions: Substitutions of plant materials or changes in size or spacing of materials will be permitted ONLY upon written

authorization by the Owner or the Landscape Architect. If plant material is not of sufficient size to meet applicable codes, a letter of

variance from the appropriate agency must be obtained by the Contractor prior to issuance of any change order. If material of smaller

size is to be accepted, the quantity of  material shall be increased, at no additional cost to the Owner, to meet the intent of the

drawings.

C. All plant materials shall have a habit of growth that is normal for the species and shall be healthy, vigorous and equal to or exceed the

measurements specified in the plant list, which are the minimum acceptable sizes. Plants shall be measured before pruning with

branches in normal position. Any necessary pruning shall be done at the time of planting.

D. All plant materials shall be nursery grown, unless otherwise noted, Florida #1 or better and shall comply with all required inspections,

grading standards and plant regulations as set forth by the Florida Department of Agriculture's Grades and Standards for Nursery

Plants, most current addition and Grades and Standards for Nursery Plants, most current addition.

E. Plants that do not have the normal balance of height and spread typical for the respective plant shall not be acceptable.

F. The Landscape Contractor shall install each plant to display its best side. Adjustments may be required if plants are not installed

properly and/or approved by the Landscape Architect at no additional cost to owner.

2.02 INSPECTION

A. The Landscape Architect and Owner may inspect trees and shrubs at place of growth or at site before planting, for compliance with

requirements for genus, species, variety, size and quality. The Landscape Architect and Owner retain the right to further inspect trees

and shrubs for size and condition of balls and root systems, insects, injuries and latent defects, and to reject unsatisfactory or defective

material at any time during progress of work. Rejected plant materials shall be immediately removed from project site.

2.03 PROTECTION OF PLANT MATERIALS:

A. Balled and burlapped plants (B & B) shall be dug with firm natural balls of earth of sufficient diameter and depth to encompass the

fibrous and feeding root system necessary for full recovery of the plant. Balls shall be firmly wrapped with burlap similar materials and

bound with cord, rope, or wire mesh. All collected plants shall be balled and burlapped.

B. Plants with broken, damaged or insufficient rootballs will be rejected.

C. All plant material shall be protected from possible bark injury or breakage of branches. All plants transported by open trucks shall be

adequately covered to prevent windburn, drying or damage to plants.

D. Plants which cannot be planted immediately on delivery to the site shall be covered with moist soil, mulch or other protection from the

drying of wind and sun. All plants shall be watered as necessary by the Landscape Contractor until planted.

2.04 STORAGE

A. All plant materials shall be stored on the site in designated areas, specified by the Landscape Architect or Owner's agent.

B. No plant material shall be stored longer than seventy-two (72) hours unless approved by Landscape Architect and/or owner.

C. The Landscape Architect reserves the right to reject any plant materials not in conformance with these specifications.

D. All rejected material shall be immediately removed from the site and replaced with acceptable material at no cost to the Owner.

2.05 PROTECTION DURING PLANTING:

A. Trees moved by winch or crane shall be thoroughly protected from chain marks, girdling or bark slippage by means of burlap, wood

battens or other approved methods. Battens shall NOT be attached to the tree with nails

2.06 TOP SOIL:

A. Planting soil for all plantings shall consist of topsoil and be natural, friable, fertile, fine loamy soil possessing characteristics of

representative topsoil in the vicinity of the project site that produces heavy growth. Topsoil shall have a PH range of 5.5-7.4, free from

subsoil, weeds, litter, sods, clay, stones, stumps, roots, trash, herbicides, toxic substances, or any other material which may be harmful

to plant growth, or hinder planting operations. Topsoil shall contain a minimum of 3% organic material. Topsoil must percolate water at

a rate of 1" per hour (See also drainage testing detail for trees)

B. Landscape Area Preparation. The intent of this section is to ensure a healthy growing environment for all planting material in all 

landscaped areas. Landscape Contractor to examine existing soils prior to planting to ensure conformance to all definitions 

of “Topsoil” (seeLandscape Area Preparation Detail); In addition, a 3” layer of high organic (min 40%) potting soil shall be added to the 

topsoil and mixed in at time of planting. East Coast Recycling Inc. is a recommended source for imported Topsoil (if needed) as well as 

the top 3” layer of potting soil. 

Existing soils must meet all definitions of 'Topsoil' as described above in all planting areas throughout the site. If existing soils do 

not meet all definitions of Topsoil, please refer to the 'Landscape Area Preparation' detail. Examination may require existing soils 

to be tested by an accredited testing laboratory. Should a soil test be necessary, Contractor shall contact soil testing lab directly to

confirm such lab's soil collection and transmittal protocol; all costs if any shall be borne by the Contractor. Contractor shall 

provide to Landscape Architect for review the results of the soil test if conducted. Contractor shall schedule an on-site meeting with

Landscape Architect to review existing and/or imported soils prior to planting. The Landscape Area Preparation is the responsibility

of the Landscape Contractor. He/she shall except all responsibility of planting soils and shall honor all guarantee items in section 

1.08.

2.07 FERTILIZER:

A. Commercial fertilizer shall comply with the state and local fertilizer laws. Nitrogen shall not be less than 40% from organic source.

Inorganic chemical nitrogen shall not be derived from the sodium form of nitrate. Fertilizers shall be delivered to the site in unopened

original containers, each bearing the manufacturer's guaranteed analysis. Any fertilizer that becomes caked or otherwise damaged

shall be rejected.

B. Thoroughly mixed 3 lbs. of commercial fertilizer to each cubic yard of planting soil.

C. Tabletized fertilizer shall be Agriform planting tablets 20-10-5 formula, 21 gram or equal. All trees and shrubs shall be fertilized with

tabletized fertilizer as follows. While backfilling plant holes, fertilizer tablets shall be equally spaced and placed adjacent to the ball

mid-way in depth in accordance with the following rates:

1 gallon container 1 tablet

3 gallon container 2 tablets

5 gallon container 3 tablets

7 gallon container 5 tablets

Large tubs, wire baskets, grow bags, and balled and burlapped material shall have 1 tablet for each 1/2 inch of trunk diameter (measured

3 feet from ground) or for each foot of height or spread of larger shrub material. The Landscape Architect reserves the right to inspect

and review the application of fertilizer.

2.08 MULCH:

A. Mulch material shall be clean, dry, free of weeds, seeds and pests, moistened at the time of application to prevent wind displacement.

Cypress &/or Red mulch is prohibited.

B. All trees and shrub beds shall receive 3" mulch immediately after planting and thoroughly watered. Apply 2" max on tree & palm

rootballs, keep 6" away from tree & palm trunks or as required by local jurisdiction.

PART 3 EXECUTION

3.01 DIGGING:

A. The Landscape Contractor shall exercise care in digging and other work so as not to damage existing work, including overhead wires,

underground pipes and cables and the pipes and hydrants of watering systems. Should such overhead or underground obstructions be

encountered which interfere with planting, the Owner shall be consulted and contractor will adjust the location of plants to clear such

obstruction. The Contractor shall be responsible for the immediate repair of any damage caused by his work.

3.02 GRADING:

A. Grading for drainage, swales, etc. to within 4 inches of the finished grade to be provided by others.

B. It shall be the responsibility of the Landscape Contractor to provide the final grading during the course of landscape installation so as

to bring sod and planting areas to their proper elevations in relation to walks, paving, drain structures, and other site conditions. The

site grading plan must be checked prior to installation of sod to insure that drainage and other conditions will NOT be modified.

3.03 PLANTING:

A. Planting shall take place during favorable weather conditions.

B. The Contractor shall call for utility locates and ascertain the location of all utilities and easements so proper precautions can be taken

not to damage or encroach on them.

C. Tree Planting shall be located where it is shown on the plan. No planting holes shall be dug until the proposed locations have been

staked on the ground by the Contractor.

D. Excavation of holes shall extend to the required subgrades as specified on the planting diagrams located in the landscape plans. Plant

pits shall be circular in outline and shall have a profile which conforms to the aforementioned "Tree and Shrub Planting Diagrams".

E. A representative number of planting pits (a minimum of one in every 25 feet throughout the entire site) shall be tested for proper

drainage. See Landscape Details for complete testing methods and requirements.

F. Planting pits shall be excavated to the following dimensions and backfilled with Topsoil- see Landscape Area Preparation Detail;

1 Gallon material (1 gal.):  12" x 12" x 12" min.

3 Gallon material (3 gal.):  20" x 20" x 18" min.

Lerio material (7 gal.): 30" x 30" x 24" min.

Field grown material and trees:  1-1/2 times width of ball and depth of ball plus 12" min.

G. No planting or laying of sod shall be initiated until the area has been cleaned of existing sod or other plant materials, rough grass,

weeds, debris, stones etc. and the ground has been brought to an even grade, with positive drainage away from buildings and towards

drain inlets and swales and approved by Landscape Architect or owner's rep.

H. Each plant shall be planted in an individual hole as specified for trees, shrubs, and vines.

I. All plants shall be set to ultimate finished grade. No filling will be permitted around trunks or stems. All ropes, wire, stakes, etc., shall

be removed from sides and top of the ball and removed from hole before filling in.

J. All flagging ribbon shall be removed from trees and shrubs before planting.

K. Excess excavation (fill) from all holes shall be removed from the site, at no additional expense to Owner.

L. All palms shall be backfilled with sand, thoroughly washed in during planting operations and with a shallow saucer depression left at

the soil line for future watering's. Saucer areas shall be top-dressed two (2") inches deep with topsoil raked and left in a neat, clean

manner.

3.04 PRUNING:

A. Remove dead and broken branches from all plant material. Prune to retain typical growth habit of individual plants with as much height

and spread as possible in a manner which will preserve the plant's natural character.

B. Make all cuts with sharp instruments flush with trunk or adjacent branch, in such a manner as to insure elimination of stubs.  Cuts

made at right angles to line of growth will not be permitted.

C. Trees shall not be poled or topped.

D. Remove all trimming from site.

3.05 GUYING:

A. All trees over six (6') feet in height shall, immediately after setting to proper grade, be guyed with three sets of two strands, No. 12

gauge malleable galvanized iron, in tripod fashion. See Detail.

B. Wires shall not come in direct contact with the tree but shall be covered with an approved protection device at all contact points.  Wires

shall be fastened in such a manner as to avoid pulling crotches apart.

C. Stake & Brace all trees larger than 12' oa. See detail. Stakes shall be 2" x 2" lumber of sufficient length to satisfactorily support each

tree.

D. Turnbuckles for guying trees shall be galvanized or cadmium plated and shall be of adequate size and strength to properly maintain

tight guy wires.

3.06 WATER:

A. Each plant or tree shall be thoroughly watered in after planting. Watering of all newly installed plant materials shall be the responsibility

of the Landscape Contractor until final acceptance by the Landscape Architect.

B. Prior to installing any irrigation system components, the contractor shall obtain a water sample from the proposed water supply and

conduct a particle size and count analysis on the sample using the services of a reputable lab certified in such analysis. Submit the

test results to the owner/owner's representative for review and approval. Do not proceed further with system installation until given

written approval to do so.

3.07 SOD:

A. The Landscape Contractor shall sod all areas indicated on the drawings.

B. It shall be the responsibility of the Landscape Contractor to fine grade all landscape areas, eliminating all bumps, depressions, sticks,

stones, and other debris.

C. The sod shall be firm, tough texture, having a compacted growth of grass with good root development. It shall contain no noxious

weeds, or any other objectionable vegetation, fungus, insects, or disease. The soil embedded in the sod shall be good clean earth,

free from stones and debris.

D. Before being cut and lifted, the sod shall have been mowed at least three times with a lawn mower, with the final mowing not more

than seven days before the sod is cut. The sod shall be carefully cut into uniform dimensions.

E. 6-6-6 fertilizer with all trace elements is to be applied at the rate of 40 lbs. per 1,000 sq. ft. prior to laying sod.

F. Solid sod shall be laid with closely abutting, staggered joints with a tamped or rolled, even surface.

G. The finished level of all sod areas after settlement shall be one (1") inch below the top of abutting curbs, walks, paving and wood

borders to allow for building turf.

H. If in the opinion of the Landscape Architect, top dressing is necessary after rolling, clean yellow sand will be evenly applied over the

entire surface and thoroughly washed in.

3.08 SEEDING:

A. The Landscape Contractor shall remove all vegetation and rocks larger than (1") in diameter from areas to be seeded, scarify the area,

then apply fertilizer at a rate of 500 lbs. per acre.

B. Application: Argentine Bahia Grass seed- 200 Pounds per acre mixed with common hulled Bermuda seed- 30 lbs. per acre. All other

seed mixtures shall be applied per the manufacturer's instructions.

C. Roll immediately after seeding with a minimum 500 pound roller, then apply straw mulch at the rate of 2,500 pounds per acre.

D. Apply fertilizer at the rate of 150 lbs. per acre 45-60 days after seeding.

3.09 CLEANING UP:

A. The contractor shall at all times keep the premises free from accumulations of waste materials or rubbish caused by his employees or

work. He shall leave all paved areas "broom clean" when completed with his work.

3.10 MAINTENANCE:

A. Maintenance shall begin immediately after each plant is installed and shall continue until all planting has been accepted by the Owner

or Landscape Architect. Maintenance shall include watering, weeding, removal of dead materials, resetting plants to proper grades or

upright positions, spraying, restoration of planting saucer and/or any other necessary operations.

B. Proper protection to lawn areas shall be provided and any damage resulting from planting operations shall be repaired promptly.

C. Replacement of plants during the maintenance period shall be the responsibility of the Contractor, excluding vandalism or damage on

the part of others, lighting, or hurricane force winds, until final acceptance.

D. In the event that weeds or other undesirable vegetation become prevalent, it shall be the Contractor's responsibility to remove them.

E. Trees or other plant material which fall or are blown over during the maintenance period will be reset by the Contractor at no additional

expense to the Owner, the only exception being hurricane force winds.

3.11 COMPLETION, INSPECTION AND ACCEPTANCE:

A. Completion of the work shall mean the full and exact compliance and conformity with the provisions expressed or implied in the

Drawings and in the Specifications, including the complete removal of all trash, debris, soil or other waste created by the Landscape

Contractor.

B. Inspection of work to determine completion of contract, exclusive of the possible replacement of plants, will be made by the Owner

and/or Landscape Architect at the conclusion of all planting and at the request of the Landscape Contractor.

C. All plant material shall be alive and in good growing condition for each specified kind of plant at the time of acceptance. The rating of

each plant according to Florida Grades and Standards shall be equal to or better than that called for on the plans and in these

Specifications at the time of final inspection and acceptance.

D. After inspection, the Landscape Contractor will be notified by the Owner of the acceptance of all plant material and workmanship,

exclusive of the possible replacement of plants subject to guarantee.

E. All trees & shrubs shall be straight and in correct position per the landscape plans, details and specifications. All nursery,

shipping and identification tags & ribbons shall be removed from trees & shrubs immediately after planting.

Drainage Analysis for Pleasure Cove Mobile Home Park  

Ft. Pierce, Florida  

1. Background  
The existing property is located at 3030 US Highway 1 in Ft. Pierce. The site is a former mobile 
home park that was active until some time in 2007 following the 2006 and 2007 hurricane 
seasons that destroyed the development. Since that time, the damaged mobile homes have 
been removed. The existing roadways, club house, pool, and infrastructure are still intact, 
though the building and infrastructure are in a poor state of repair.  

2. Existing Property Conditions 
The site consists of 32.26 acres of land. The existing roadways are in fair condition and based on 
the site observations, the existing drainage system appears to function. There is a central pond 
of approximately 2 acres located in the easterly end of the development. A large drainage canal 
exists on the north, south, and east sides of the property.  

3. Records Search  
AVA Engineers attempted to locate records and plans for the existing mobile home park. No 
records for the civil construction could be located.  

4. South Florida Water Management District (SFWMD)  
AVA contacted the SFWMD and discussed the project. Based on the owners’ desire to simply re-
purpose the existing paved areas and remove some of the existing concrete foundations for the 
mobile home porches, AVA, on behalf of the owner, applied for an exemption from stormwater 
treatment. The SFWMD agreed and a copy of their exemption letter is attached.    

5. Drainage Analysis and Impacts to Existing and Offsite Drainage Systems 
Based on the owners’ desire to only repave the existing roadways, re-purpose the existing 
concrete parking areas, and remove the existing porch foundations, there will be a general 
decrease in the existing impervious area. Therefore, the impact to the total discharge of 
stormwater from the project after revitalization should be less than what currently exists.  Thus, 
there is no additional discharge of stormwater or impacts to any city stormwater infrastructure.

As required by Sections 120.569 and 120.60(3), Fla. Stat., the following is notice of the
opportunities which may be available for administrative hearing or judicial review when the
substantial interests of a party are determined by an agency.  Please note that this Notice of
Rights is not intended to provide legal advice.  Not all of the legal proceedings detailed below
may be an applicable or appropriate remedy.  You may wish to consult an attorney regarding
your legal rights.

RIGHT TO REQUEST ADMINISTRATIVE HEARING
A person whose substantial interests are or may be affected by the South Florida Water
Management District’s (SFWMD or District) action has the right to request an administrative
hearing on that action pursuant to Sections 120.569 and 120.57, Fla. Stat.  Persons seeking a
hearing on a SFWMD decision which affects or may affect their substantial interests shall file a
petition for hearing with the Office of the District Clerk of the SFWMD, in accordance with the
filing instructions set forth herein, within 21 days of receipt of written notice of the decision,
unless one of the following shorter time periods apply: (1) within 14 days of the notice of
consolidated intent to grant or deny concurrently reviewed applications for environmental
resource permits and use of sovereign submerged lands pursuant to Section 373.427, Fla. Stat.;
or (2) within 14 days of service of an Administrative Order pursuant to Section 373.119(1), Fla.
Stat.  "Receipt of written notice of agency decision" means receipt of written notice through mail,
electronic mail, or posting that the SFWMD has or intends to take final agency action, or
publication of notice that the SFWMD has or intends to take final agency action.  Any person who
receives written notice of a SFWMD decision and fails to file a written request for hearing within
the timeframe described above waives the right to request a hearing on that decision.

If the District takes final agency action which materially differs from the noticed intended agency
decision, persons who may be substantially affected shall, unless otherwise provided by law,
have an additional Rule 28-106.111, Fla. Admin. Code, point of entry.  
 
Any person to whom an emergency order is directed pursuant to Section 373.119(2), Fla. Stat.,
shall comply therewith immediately, but on petition to the board shall be afforded a hearing as
soon as possible.

In accordance with Sections 125-237, 125-314, and 125-321 of the City Code, the applicant is requesting approval 
for a Conditional Use with New Construction and Design Review for a single-family home seaward of the Coastal 
Construction Control Line (CCCL). In conjunction with this application, a request for Conditional Use to allow for 
an increase in the height of the subject structure to 32.82 feet from FEMA Based Flood Elevation in accordance 
with City Code 125-157 (1)(c)(2). The subject property has a Future Land Use designation of Low Density 
Residential (RL) with a compatible zoning district designation of Single-Family Low Density Residential (R-1). The 
properties to the north, south, and west also have a Future Land Use and Zoning designations of RL and zoned R-
1, respectively. The Atlantic Ocean is to the east. 
 
The subject site is seaward of the Coastal Construction Control Line (CCCL); therefore, the proposed construction 
requires authorization of a Conditional Use to advance for permitting. The Florida Department of Environmental 
Protection (FDEP) regulates the seaward most limits for construction and will review the final proposal according 
to established coastal construction guidelines. The seaward most limits depend on the existing line of construction 
in the immediate area, the landward toe of the frontal dune, and the landward limits of the projected 30-year 
erosion. 
 
The home will have a total square footage of 3,221 square feet between the first floor and second floor. The 
proposed height of the structure is 32.82 feet above the FEMA Based Flood Elevation and 37.22 feet from existing 
grade. In the South Beach Overlay District, the height of a structure is not determined by measurement from 
existing grade, but rather from the FEMA Base Flood Elevation. Structures in the R-1 zoning district can be built 
up to 28 feet from the FEMA Based Flood Elevation without any special approvals. Furthermore, structures can 
be built between 28.01 feet to 35 feet with a Conditional Use approval. As the proposed structure will be 32.82 
feet from the FEMA Based Flood Elevation, a Conditional Use approval is required. The proposed single-family 
home also complies with the setback provisions as stipulated in City Code 125-191 (b)(2). 
 
The architectural style of the home reflects an island design that blends with and complements the surrounding 
scenery. The proposed height of the structure will be under 35 feet., to comply with City Code section 125-157

specifies that lighting shall be mounted as low as possible and lights shall be shielded. These two specifications 
help to prevent visible light from the beach.

We have previously reviewed the circumstances where a public private partnership would be

appropriate. Based on that review, we feel the current plan that FPUA/COFP and the County are
working towards is the best solution for moving the WRF off the island. lf for some reason going

forward we cannot work out project financing, we may wish to revisit the public/private partnership
scenario on a more formal basis.

We are in the process of preparing a final presentation on relocating the IWRF which will be given to
the FPUA Board, City Commission and County Commission in a joint meeting in Late November. We
think it is inappropriate at this time to be accepting/evaluating any unsolicited proposals, should we
receive any.

In an effort to be both fair to the FPPD, and through in my research, before
proposing an ordinance regulating FPPD BWC, I reviewed documents provided in
response to my request.

I further met with Assistant Chief Kenny Norris and City Manager Nic
Mimms on September 14,2020, because it represented to me the FPPD did not
understand the nature of 2 or my 3 my requests for documents.

1. BWC Monthly Compliance Reports. Policy and Procedure 83.130 I.9.a.
and b. (Provided in part.) (See analysis attached.)

BWC recording and data audits. Policy and Procedure 83.130 I.2.
(Not provided.)

BWC Program and Policy Reviews Policy and Procedure 83.130 N.
(both annual and as needed reports) (Not provided.)

Feigning ignorance about my request, when my request cited the specific
section, paragraph and subparagraph which refers to these documents, indicated to
me an intent to evade providing these documents or the documents did not exist. I
found the latter to be true upon meeting with the aforementioned.

I requested tlree sets of documents. Only only request one in part has

been provided.



A claimed set of Monthly Compliance Reports was provided with 936
review entries. BUT, I was not provided with the documentation in regard to
"notifications via the chain-of-command are made when a departmental concern is
discovered."
Discovered.

In regard to the BWC Recording And Data Audits not provided, an excuse
given is that the audits requested need to be redacted. The audits, if in fact they
exist, should not need to be redacted. All the data to determine compliance can be
put in the audit.

Any claimed exempt or confidential data can be put in an appendix. If taken
at their word about redaction, this indicates at best, the design of the audits
prevents transparency. At worst, it indicates the possibilify that program non-
compliance may be being concealed. It also raises the question as to the FPPD's
compliance with statutory body camera requirements under Section 943.1718(2)
and (3) Florida Statutes.

I question whether any reviews have occurred, when looking at the policy in
section "O". That section refers to a document, *LA.C.P. National Law
Enforcement Policy Center, Body Worn Cameras, April 2014". That reference is 5
years out of date. The latest I.A.C.P. document is dated April 2019.

I brought this matter to the Commission's attention in June, over three

months ago. Yet, ful1, candid, and promptly produced documents, have not been

produced. Citiznn lives, police lives, and taxpayers' dollars are at stake. I need this

information.

BWC Program and Policy Reviews were not provided. "The BWC
Program and this policy will be reviewed annually or more frequently as needed."
There should be no need of redaction of these documents. Nor delay in providing
them.

One common problem law enforcement gmnt seekers have with applyng for most federal grants is that you are

required to have submitted Uniform Crime Report (UCR) data for the past three years in order to be eligible to
receive a grant,

As a grant person, you may not understand UC& although you have most likely heard of it. While law
enforcement agencies are not required to submit any data to the FBI, every agency is encouraged to do so. The
information is published in the annual "Crime in the United States" report.

In all but four states (lndiana, Mississippi, New Mexico and parts of Ohio), law enforcement agencies submit
their annual data to a state UCR program. It's these departnents that review, analyze and validate the data

received before sending it along to the FBI. As with many things, every state does this process a little
differently, and some require even more information than the FBI does.

If your agency does submit UCR data annually, you are good to go for these federal opportunities. This includes
most, if not all, Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) grants.

So why is it important to submit UCR data if it's not mandatory? The reasons not to do it make a lot of sense.

Compiling this type of data is difficult, time-consuming and fraught with issues. Small agencies may not have

the resources to accomplish it, and even larger agencies with great data collecting capabilities find it to be

cumbersome and difficult to manage.

BUT - You probably won't be able to get a federal grant without it.



Unfortunately for agencies that haven't yet set up a UCR data collection system, tle effort it takes to compile
UCR data can be onerous. It's not just a matter of adding up the numbers by crime type because the elements

that make up UCR crimes are very specific.

There is hierarchy to the crimes @art I and Part II), and only one crime can be counted for each reported

incident, which defaults to the highest one on the scale. Each crime type must meet specific criteria that most

likely won't match your state's statutory defmitions, so your intemal data won't match up to UCR data.

The basic elements that make up the definitions for each crime, and the crimes that are counted, have changed

very little since the system was first developed in 1929, although the FBI is cunently undertaking a

redevelopment of the system. Arson was added a number ofyears ago (it's the only one that can be used as a

second crime in a given incident), hate crimes have also been included in the overall data collection and, just

recently, changes were made to the characteristics that constitute rape. UCR data also includes clearance rates

and there is a separate report on law enforcement offrcers injured or killed.

Interestingly, the FBI clearly discourages using the published UCR data to rank or compare crime rates across
jurisdictions, since the resultant numbers are just that and don't take into account a number of factors that would
inable you to compare cities in an apples-to-apples fashion. Ofcourse, that doesn't stop a lot ofpeople from
doing just that. Despite its limitations, UCR does provide a year to year analysis ofhow each agency or
jurisdiction is doing addressing its own crime issues.

It's up to the administration of your agency whether or not you submit arurual data for UC& but understanding

that not doing so limits your abitty to apply for federal grants may be a starting point for further consideration.
