Treasure Coast Food Bank’s 2020 Summer Feeding program is projected to serve the most children at the most sites in the program'’s history. TCFB
program staff are working diligently to secure additional summer feeding sites across the Treasure Coast, including the addition of three new sites in
the City of Fort Pierce (for a total of 14 sites), which will result in nearly 1250 unduplicated children being served each day over summer break.
TCFPB’s Sunshine Kitchen will serve as the helm of all meal preparation and meal distribution operations during the course of the summer. With meals
being made ina fully equipped facility, the organization’s capacity to continues to be able to turn out high-quality meals for children and teens. The
menu each week will rotate, to ensure well-rounded, highly nutritious and delicious meals for the youth. Many of the meal sites will also be offering
activities for the children that promote wellness and nutrition knowledge.

$5,157,011 ‘

97% of all resources received by TCFB are allocated to program services. We receive funding from a diverse pool of resources,
with revenue sources including private individuals, foundations, corporations, program income, United Way, Children’s Services
Coungil, and government (federal, state, county and municipal).

Treasure Coast Food Bank is the largest hunger relief organization and only food bank on Florida's Treasure Coast (and subsequently Fort Pierce). No other organization
features the capacity or bandwidth to safely procure, store, and share millions of nutritious meals (especially those that include fresh produce) with low-income children,
families and seniors in Fort Pierce (and beyond). We work collaboratively with approximately 300 partner agencies including pantries, soup kitchens, homeless shelters,
senior housing, youth development organizations, low-income day-care centers, libraries, and other community partners to distribute more than ten million pounds of healthy
food each year. It should also be noted that Treasure Coast Food Bank also provides individuals and families with non-food essentials, including diapers, personal hygiene
items, pet food, and school supplies throughout the year. .

However, by federal law, and as @ standard among
federal nutrition programs, we cannot ask for identification or proof of income. Thus, the need for Summer Food segvices is self-deciared but it has long been our experience that only those truly
in need, will make certain they attend a feeding site, and therefore virtually all meals are served to low-income youth who are truly in need. We will generate broad community awareness about
the 2021 Summer Feeding Program through various channels, including: social media posts and targeted ads, flyers, traditional media (radio, newspapers, local television), website
(wwws(ophunger.org), and through word-of-mouth marketing. Many outreach materials are also made available in Spanish.

As a federal program, TCFB is partially reimbursed for meals consumed through the USDA’s Summer Food Service Program, this does not

cover all the expenses for each meal or fully cover other expenses such as gas, monitoring, administration, etc. As these figures indicate,
the Summer Food, Service Program provides 73% of the project’s funding and thus we must raise funds to account for the remaining 27%.
In the event this funding request is partially funded or not funded at all, Treasure Coast Food Bank will likely have to adjust (decrease) the
number of snacks, breakfasts, and meals served in Fort Pierce through its Summer Feeding Program.

11. Describe the existing problems or needs to be addressed by this program/project.

According to the most recent data from the Florida Department of Education, there are a number of City
of Fort Pierce public schools where a majority (50%+) of students qualify for the free and reduced lunch
program at school. Through the 2021 Summer Feeding program, Treasure Coast Food Bank will serve
a total of 14 sites in Fort Pierce over the summer, including youth from most if not all of these schools:

Chester A. Moore Elementary (100% of students qualify for free/reduced lunch)
Dale Cassens School (100% of students qualify for free/reduced lunch)

Dan McCarty Middle School (1 00% of students qualify for free/reduced lunch)

F K. Sweet Elementary School (73% of students qualify for free/reduced lunch)
Fairlawn Elementary School (57.3% of students qualify for free/reduced lunch)
Forest Grove Middle School (100% of students qualify for free/reduced lunch)

Ft. Pierce Central High School (58.7% of students qualify for free/reduced lunch)

Ft. Pierce Westwood High School (89.5% of students qualify for free/reduced lunch)
Lakewood Park Elementary School (100% of students qualify for free/reduced lunch)
Lawnwood Elementary School (100% of students qualify for free/reduced lunch)
Samuel Gaines Academy (100% of students qualify for free/reduced lunch)

St. Lucie Elementary School (100% of students qualify for free/reduced lunch)
Weatherbee Elementary School (100% of students qualify for free/reduced lunch)
White City Elementary School (100% of students qualify for free/reduced lunch)

When school is not in session and school-based nutrition programs are no longer an option, many of
these children will not have access to affordable and nutritious food during the summer break.

Missing out on meals is a detriment to developing youth and growing minds. Being hungry can affect a
child’s health and contribute to measurable learning deficits. Researchers at Georgetown University and
the University of Virginia found that children who experience food insecurity in their early childhood are
more likely to begin kindergarten less prepared than children from food-secure households.

Food insecure children are also more likely to have poor health, a ten-year study conducted by Canadian
researchers found. Many children and teens will literally go hungry while others can gain weight because
they have little or no access to nutritious meals. According to a research brief from the National Learning
Association, children gain weight two to three times faster during the summer vacation than they do
during the school year—and Latinx and Black children are especially prone to obesity.

And finally, summer hunger can also cause significant stress on low-income families as their already tight
budgets are strained even more in order to purchase missing meals that had previously been provided at
school during the school year.

Improve or enhance education opportunities: As noted by the Children’s Hunger Alliance, summer meals,
when offered in tandem with summer enrichment programming, “can enhance children’s development
and reduce summer learning loss.” Research finds that low-income children and teens, the beneficiaries
of Treasure Coast Food Bank’'s Summer Feeding program, statistically lose approximately two months of
math and literacy knowledge over the summer months.

Promote outdoor activities and a healthy lifestyle: By providing tasty and nutritious snacks and meals, the
Summer Feeding Program plays a role in the development of low-income children and teens. And since
many Summer Feeding Program sites also offer recreational activities, the combination of exercise and

nutritious food helps prevent children from gaining weight during the summer months.

Discourage adverse activity such as crime, drug use, and vandalism: Because children and teens are
drawn to sites coordinating the Summer Feeding Program (and recreational and enrichment activities also
offered there), they are less likely to spend time engaging in negative behaviors on the streets.

Inspire and support the healthy development of youth: Health is considered holistically here, as not only
are children's bodies being nourished with good, wholesome food through the Summer Feeding Program
but they are staying healthy mentally as healthy bodies helps reduce the likelihood of Summer Learning
Loss and makes sure they are better able to learn when they go back to school in the fall.

Treasure Coast Food Bank ensures that any child that visits an open Summer Feeding Program site will
receive a snack/meal--no matter what. There is no registration required, and all open Summer Feeding
Program sites are available to any child or teen wishing to consume a meal in the City of Fort Pierce.

The following is legal language that applies to all sites that participate in the Summer Feeding Program:

All participating sponsors must inform potential participants of the availability of the SFSP. In addition, all
sponsors and their sites are required to:

NOTE 1 — SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Nature of Operations

Treasure Coast Food Bank, inc. (the “Organization”) has been serving the Treasure Coast since
1988. The Organization is a nonprofit organization incorporated May 11, 1989, under the laws
of the State of Florida. The Organization operated during 1988 as an unincorporated entity. The
Organization is a private, non-profit organization that distributes surplus food and personal items
to other non-profit agencies and recognized denominations in St. Lucie, Indian River, Martin and
Okeechobee counties. The Organization is authorized through the State of Florida to receive
commodities from the United States Department of Agriculture ("USDA") for distribution in the
four-county region, providing food for frontline emergency food assistance. It is also responsible
for assisting with procurement and distribution of donated emergency products during and after
disasters. The Organization is fully committed to its mission of providing food and resources in
our communities with the goal of alleviating hunger, educating others on the causes of hunger,
and feeding hope for a brighter future through delivery of collaborative programs.

Donated food is received from the USDA, wholesalers, distributors, manufacturers, retailers,
and individuals. The Organization also purchases food to supplement donations received.

Food is distributed to local 501(c)(3) charities, such as food pantries, soup kitchens, shelters,
children’s and senior meal programs, and other programs that offer assistance to low-income
individuals and families in St. Lucie, Martin, Indian River, and Okeechobee counties.

In addition to collecting and distributing food, the Organization operates advocacy and public
education programs. Advocacy efforts focus on outreach to underserved populations, research,
and public policy issues that affect the root causes of hunger.

The Organization is a member of Feeding America (formerly known as America's Second
Harvest - The Nation's Food Bank Network), a national hunger-relief organization of food banks
and food rescue organizations.

U.S. Government Program

The Emergency Food Assistance Program (“TEFAP") supplements the diets of some low-
income Americans by providing them with emergency food and nutrition assistance at no cost.
The USDA allocates TEFAP commodities to each state.

U.S. Government Program (Continued)

States designate an agency to order, store, distribute, and track TEFAP commodities, as well as
monitor distribution sites. These distribution sites provide the commodities for household
consumption or use them to prepare and serve meals in a congregate setting. Recipients of
food for home use must meet income eligibility criteria set by the states. Recipients of foods
prepared from USDA commodities at congregate feeding sites are presumed to be low income
and are therefore not subject to eligibility criteria.

Fiscal Year

The Organization’s fiscal year ends on June 30th. References to 2019 and 2018 in the
accompanying financial statements relate to the years ended June 30, 2019 and 2018,
respectively.

Estimates

Management of the Organization has made a number of estimates and assumptions relating to
the reporting of asset, liabilities, revenue and expenses, and the disclosure of contingent assets
and liabilities. Actual results could differ from those results but, in the ‘opinion of management,
such differences would not be material.

Financial Statement Presentation

Financial statement presentation follows the recommendations of the Financial Accounting
Standards Board (FASB) in its FASB Accounting Standards Codification (ASC) 958, Financial
Statements of Not-for-Profit Organizations. Under ASC 958, the Organization is required to
report information regarding its financial position and activities are required to be reported
according to two classes of net assets (net assets with donor restrictions, and net assets without
donor restrictions) based upon the existence or absence of donor-imposed restrictions.

Cash and Cash Equivalents

For purposes of the Statement of Cash Flows, cash and cash equivalents are defined as short-
term, highly liquid investments that are both: (a) readily convertible to known amounts of cash,
and (b) so near their maturity (three months or less) that they present insignificant risk of
changes in value because of changes in interest rates. Cash and cash equivalents include
savings and checking accounts, money market funds and certificate of deposits with a maturity
of less than 90 days.

Investments

Investments are initially recorded at their acquisition cost (including brokerage and other
transaction fees) if they are purchased, and, at fair value if they are received as a contribution or
through an agency transaction. Subsequent to acquisition, investments in equity securities, with
readily determinable fair value, and all debt securities are recorded at fair value. All other
securities are evaluated for impairment, if the impairment is considered other than temporary;
the security is recorded at fair value.

The investment policy allows investments to be allocated in equities (20%-60%), fixed income
(10%-40%), and cash and/or equivalents (0%-20%). Equities are ownership interest possessed
by shareholders in a corporation.  Fixed income investments are oriented to government,
corporate, municipal bonds, and to preferred stock paying a fixed dividend. Cash equivalents
are any highly liquid security with a known market value and maturity, when acquired, of less
than one year, and may include money market funds and U.S. Treasury Bills.

The overall objectives require the portfolio to be of above average quality and holdings be
diversified as to issuer, style, and sector. Equity securities are limited to those of high quality
and actively traded on either the NYSE or NASDAQ exchanges. Short-term, fixed-income
investments must be rated at least A-1 Standard and Poor’s Corporation (‘S&P") and P-1 by
Moody's Investment Services, Inc. (“Moody's"). Long-term, fixed-income securities must be
rated A or better by S&P and Moody's. Short-term investments eligible for purchase include
certificates of deposit, money market funds, federally-sponsored agency obligations, and short
term debt obligations of the U.S. Government, so long as they meet rating guidelines.

Inventory

Inventory, determined by the first-in, first-out method, consists of donated food and grocery
products, U.S. Department of Agriculture commodities, and purchased product at the lower of
cost or market. The donated goods inventory is stated at $1.62 per pound at June 30, 2019 and
$1.68 per pound at June 30, 2018, which is the estimated wholesale fair market value at the
time of donation. USDA commodities inventory is stated at $1.62 per pound at June 30, 2019

and $1.68 per pound at June 30, 2018. Purchased product inventory is stated at cost.

Capital Assets

It is the Organization's policy to capitalize property and equipment valued over $1,000. All
purchased items are stated at cost and donated items are stated at fair value at the date of
donation. All expenditures for repairs, maintenance, and betterments that materially prolong the
useful lives of assets are capitalized. Depreciation is computed on the straight-line method over
the estimated lives of the assets ranging from three to thirty-nine years. Construction in
progress relates building improvement and is capitalized when the asset is placed-in-service.

Fair Value Measurements

Fair value is defined as the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid to transfer a
liability in an orderly transaction between market participants at the measurement date as
required by the Fair Value measurements and Disclosures Topic of the Accounting Standards
Codification (ASC) — ASC 820 of the Financial Standards Accounting Board (FASB). ASC 820
establishes a three-level hierarchy for fair value measurements based upon the observability of
inputs to the valuation of the asset or liability as of the measurement date. ASC 820 expands
disclosures about instruments measured at fair value and applies to other accounting
pronouncements that require or permit fair value measurements and, accordingly, it does not
require any new fair value measurements.

As noted above, ASC 820 establishes a three-level valuation hierarchy for the disclosure of fair
value measurements. The valuation hierarchy is based upon the transparency of inputs to the
valuation of an asset or liability as of the measurement date. The three levels of inputs used to
measure fair value are as follows:

Level 1 — Quoted prices for identical assets or liabilities in active markets to which the
Organization has access at the measurement date.

Level 2 — Inputs other than quoted prices included in Level 1 that are observable for
the asset or liability, either directly or indirectly.

Level 3 — Unobservable inputs for the asset or liability. Unobservable inputs should
be used to measure the fair value to the extent that observable inputs are
not available.

When available, the Organization measures fair value using level 1 inputs because they
generally provide the most reliable evidence of fair value.

The primary uses of fair value measures in the Organization's financial statements are:

o |nitial measurement of non-cash gifts, including gifts of investment assets and
unconditional promises to give.

o Recurring measurement of short term investments.
o Reocurring measurement of endowment investments.
e Cash and cash equivalents, accounts receivable, other assets, accounts payable,

accrued liabilities, and promises to give receivable have a carrying amount that is a
reasonable estimate of the fair value because of the short maturity of these instruments.

Net Assets

The financial statements report net assets and changes in net assets in two classes that are
based upon the existence or absence of restrictions on use that are placed by its donors, as
follows:

Net Assets Without Donor Restrictions

Net assets without donor restrictions are resources available to support operations. The only
limits on the use of these net assets are the broad limits resulting for the nature of the
Organization, the environment in which it operates, the purposes specified in it corporate
documents and its application for tax-exempt status, and any limits resulting from contractual
agreements with creditors and others that are entered into in the course of its operations.

Net Assets With Donor Restrictions

Net assets with donor restrictions are resources that are restricted by a donor for use for a
particular purpose or " in a -particular future period. Some donor-imposed restrictions are
temporary in nature, and the restriction will expire when the resources are used in accordance
with the donor's instructions or when the stipulated time has passed. Other donor-imposed
restrictions are perpetual in nature; the Organization must continue to use the resources in
accordance with the donor’s instructions.

The Organization’s unspent contributions are included in this class if the donor limited their use,
as are its donor restricted endowment funds and its beneficial interest in a perpetual charitable
trust held by a bank trustee.

When a donor's restriction is satisfied, either by using the resources in the manner specified by
the donor or by the passage of time, the expiration of the restriction is reported in the financial

" statements by reclassifying the net assets from net assets with donor restrictions to net assets

without donor restrictions. Net assets restricted for acquisition of buildings or equipment (or less
commonly, the contribution of those assets directly) are reported as net assets with donor
restrictions until the specified asset is placed in service by the Organization, unless the donor
provides more specific directions about the period of its use.

Classification of Transactions

All revenues and net gains are reported as increases in net assets without donor restrictions in
the statement of activities unless the donor specified the use of the related resources for a
particular purpose or in a future period. All expenses and net losses other than losses on
endowment investments are reported as decreases in net assets without donor restrictions.
Net gains on endowment investments increase net assets with donor restrictions, and net
losses on endowment investments reduce that net asset class.

Revenue Recognition

The Organization follows the FASB ASC 958-605, Revenue Recognition — Contributions
Received. In accordance with the above, contributions received are recorded as with donor
restrictions or without donor restrictions support depending on the existence and/or nature of
any donor restrictions.

Support that is restricted by the donor is reported as an increase in net assets without donor
restrictions if the restriction expires in the reporting period in which the support is recognized.
All other donor-restricted support is reported as an increase in net assets with donor restrictions.
When a restriction expires, net assets with donor restrictions are reclassified to net assets
without donor restrictions.

Compensated Absences

Employees are entitled to paid vacation and sick leave, depending on job classification and
length of service. Sick time is forfeited upon separation; and, therefore.is not included as a
liability on the Statement of Financial Position. However, accrued vacation, a maximum of 48
hours, may be payable upon separation and therefore is accrued and reflected as a liability.

Contributions and Grants

Contributions received are measured at their fair values and are reported as an increase in net
assets. Gifts, grants and other assets are reported as with donor restrictions support if they are
received with donor stipulations that limit the use of the donated asset, or if they are designated
as support for periods.

Unconditional promises to give are recognized as revenues or gains in the period received and
as assets, decreases of liabilities, or expenses, depending on the form of benefits received.
Conditional promises to give are recognized only when the conditions on which the promise is
made are substantially met and the promises become unconditional.

Donated Materials and Services

Donations of food and grocery products by the food industry, other businesses, community
organizations and individuals are recorded as support at their estimate fair market value. The
policy adopted by the Board of Directors is to value donated product at $1.68 per pound through
December 31, 2018 and $1.62 per pound as of January 1, 2019 for the year ended June 30,
2019, This is the approximate average value for the past five years based on an independent
accountants' report to Feeding America, located in Chicago, lllinois.

Donations without donor restrictions, memorials, and bequests in the accompanying Statements
of Activities included $19,398,370 and $19,157,952 of in-kind food donations (approximately
11,802,280 pounds and 11,222,728 pounds of food) during the years ended June 30, 2019 and
2018 received from the above referenced sources.

Donated property, materials, and equipment are recorded as contributions at their estimated fair
market value at the date of donation. Such donations are reported as increases in net assets
without donor restrictions unless the donor has restricted the donated asset to a specific

purpose.

Donated Professional Services

A substantial number of volunteers have donated their time in various Food Bank programs and
special events. Donated professional services are recorded at the estimated fair market as both
support and expense in the period that the services were performed if they meet the criteria of
FASB ASC 958-605 and subsections. The Organization does not recognize any support,
revenue, or expense contributed by volunteers, as management has determined there is no
practical way to estimate their value. No amounts have been reflected in the financial
statements for donated services which do not require specialized skills.

Functional Allocation of Expenses

The costs of providing the various programs and other activities have been summarized on a
functional basis in the Statements of Activities. Accordingly, certain costs have been allocated
among the programs and supporting services benefited.

Advertising

Advertising costs are charged to expense in the year incurred. Advertising expense was
$93,898 and $72,522, respectively, for the years ended June 30, 2019 and June 30, 2018.

Tax Exempt Status

The Organization is exempt from Federal income taxes under the provisions of the Internal
Revenue Code 501(c)(3) and is not considered a private foundation. The tax periods open to
examination in which the Foundation is subject include the fiscal years ended June 30, 2016,
2017 and 2018.

NOTE 7 - NOTES PAYABLE

In May 2013, the Organization obtained a $742,500 note payable from a bank to finance the
purchase of land and a building. Interest is payable monthly at a fixed rate of 4% with interest-
only payments due for the first 12 months. After the interest-only period, monthly principal and
interest payments are based upon a twenty-four year amortization with a balloon payment due
May 2, 2024. The note is secured by land and building. In the event the Organization loses its
501c (3) tax exempt status during the term of the loan, the interest rate will increase to 6.45%.

During fiscal year 2018, the $1.3 million line of credit was converted to a loan at a fixed interest
rate of 5.5%. Installment payments of principal and interest are due monthly, beginning July 31,
5017 in the amount of $8,943, with a final balloon payment due July 31, 2023. The loan is
secured by land, improvements and equipment.

During fiscal year 2018, the $300,000 line of credit was converted to a loan at a fixed interest
rate of 1.5%. Interest is due monthly, beginning August 31, 2017, with a final balloon payment
due June 30, 2023.
