Reservation Fees

o Nonresidents - $125 plus tax

Javcee Park reservation fees are as follows:

o City residents - $125 plus tax
o MNonresidents - $200 plus tax

Fee Exemption

FPursuant to Sec. 12-353 of the city code, the City Manager may waive or reduce fees, application time limitations, insurance requirements, and expenses for
police protection, as otherwise required by this chapter, for special evenis held for the sole purpose of exercising constitutionally protected rights to free
public speech. A reguest for such waiver or reduction shall be submitted to the City Manager in writing and in advance of the event. The waiver or reduction
may be granted only when all other standards provided in Chapter 12 are met and the event does not create a public safety hazard.
