The Florida League of Cities Council2College Scholarship is an essay contest that assists Florida Municipal
Youth Council leaders in pursuing post-high school education.

Two scholarship recipients will be selected:
The first-place winner will receive $500; the second-place winner will receive $250.

The selected essays will be published on one of the League's communication platforms.

The Florida League of Cities scholarship is open only to youth councils sponsored by a city, town or village gov-
ernment member of the Florida League of Cities. The councils also must be active in the League's youth council
programs.

Applicants must graduate during the 2021-2022 school year.

The judging criteria for the essay are based on the applicant’s response to the following question:

Participants in youth councils can often improve the likelihood of admission to college
by demonstrating commitment, volunteer efforts and leadership skills. Describe the
most impactful experience you had on the youth council and how it has helped prepare
you for college or a technical career institution.

The essay is to be no more than 750 words long.

Judging is based entirely on the submitted entry. The judges' decision is final, and all material received becomes
the property of the Florida League of Cities, with permission to use it perpetually and universally, in any manner
deemed appropriate by the League, with no additional compensation beyond the scholarship money presented
to the winner.
