a. Review and Evaluation of 722 Orange Avenue Commercial Facade Application

Redevelopment Specialist Miriam Garcia provided an overview of the Commercial Facade
Grant Program, which aims to improve the appearance of buildings and reduce blight in the
FPRA District. The program offers reimbursable matching grants of up to 50% of project
costs, not to exceed $25,000.

This month, one application was received from Botanical Sanctuary LLC, the owner of the
property located at 722 Orange Avenue. The parcel includes three units and a vacant area to
the west, which is also part of the same property.

The proposed improvements include:
¢ Replacing windows and doors with impact glass on Unit 722
¢ Replacing a metal roof located behind the building
o Installing gravel and pavers for decorative purposes in the vacant area to the west of
the building

The total proposed investment is $57,575.79, and the applicant is requesting the maximum
grant amount of $25,000. All costs are to be paid upfront by the applicant. Reimbursement
will occur only after the project is completed and all required documentation (e.g., invoices,
checks) have been submitted. Final disbursement is contingent upon written confirmation of
project completion.

Evaluation Process and Criteria:

Committee members were asked to individually review and evaluate applications based on
established scoring criteria. The evaluation is based on a 100-point scale, broken down as
follows: Visual Impact & Blight Elimination (50) points; Total Project Investment (25 points);
Design & Creativity (15 points), and Community Impact/Public Benefit (10 points).

Each committee member received an evaluation sheet, including project details, grant
amount requested, and space to score and provide comments.

A motion was made to approve the application, with an amendment recommending that all
three doors on the building be replaced to ensure a uniform appearance.

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Review and Evaluate the Sunrise Theatre Mural Artists Submissions

Redevelopment Specialist Sara Delgado provided an overview of the Sunrise Theatre Mural
Project, originally proposed by committee member, Amanda Geller. A public Call for Artists
was issued with a working budget of $50,000. All submissions received came in under the
$50,000 cap.

Committee members were provided with evaluation forms listing the selected artists and
scoring criteria. The scoring breakdown is as follows: Artistic Quality & Creativity (40 points);
Aesthetics (20 points) and Artistic Qualifications & Experience (40 points).

Redevelopment Specialist Sara Delgado confirmed that all artists were provided with the
mural parameters, including:

¢ Photographs of the Sunrise Theatre and proposed mural wall

o Wall measurements

¢ Inspirational imagery to guide design submissions

More than 70 artist submissions were received. Only those who submitted a proposed design
were considered; artists who declined to provide designs due to design fees were excluded
from the final review.

Redevelopment Specialist Sara Delgado briefly presented each of the qualified artist
submissions for committee consideration.

After discussion, a motion was made to advance the top three artist proposals for public input
through a social media poll and/or a survey on the City’s website.

Review & Evaluate the FPRA Mural Program Property Owner Applications

Redevelopment Specialist Sara Delgado reported that applications for the FPRA Mural
Program were opened two weeks ago, with a total approved budget of $50,000 by the FPRA
Board. Three property owner proposals were submitted for mural consideration:

1. Project L.Y.F.T. — 601 Atlantic Avenue
2. 722 Orange Avenue
3. Sailfish Brewing Co. — 130 N. Second Street

Committee members received evaluation forms and were instructed to rate each proposal
based on the following criteria (1-10 scale per category): Visual Appearance; Visibility &
Accessibility, and Theme & Artistic Significance.

Members were reminded the total available funding is $50,000. After scores are submitted,
selected properties will move to the next phase, which includes:

1. Issuing a Call for Artists for approved sites based on the selected themes.
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2. Reviewing submitted artwork.
3. Final recommendation and approval by the FPRA Board.
Following the evaluation and scoring of mural proposals, the top two scoring applications
were identified as follows
¢ 130 North Second Street (Sailfish Brewing Co.): 179 points
¢ 601 Atlantic Avenue (Project L.Y.F.T.): 167 points
A motion was made to recommend both properties for inclusion in the FPRA Mural Program
based on their scores and alignment with program goals.

Statement: "Forging New Paths" captures the mission of Project Lift by symbolizing personal transformation
through the trades. The mural tells a story of young individuals turning struggle into strength—using their
hands, minds, and community support to build a future. Bold, vibrant, and emotionally uplifting, the mural will
not only draw attention to Project Lift’s vital work but become a daily reminder to the community that every
life can be reshaped and reignited.

Left Side (Abstract Chaos = Beginning of Transformation): A dynamic composition of fractured, abstract
shapes in deep purples, indigos, and charcoal greys symbolizes confusion, hardship, and emotional turmoil.
These fragmented patterns gradually start to shift in rhythm, as warm light tones (oranges, teals, bright reds)
emerge—yvisually representing internal change and possibility.

Hidden in the abstract forms are faint outlines of tools (a wrench, pliers, tape measure) and shadowed
silhouettes of hands—subtle metaphors for the many paths to growth through skilled trades.

Centerpiece (Figurative Student Welder): A larger-than-life, central figure of a teen welder in action, placed
boldly in the center of the wall. Their face is partially hidden behind a welding mask, yet their body posture is
confident and grounded. Sparks fly from the welding torch—these sparks transition into vibrant, swirling
patterns that wrap around the figure like energy waves. The sparks glow with turquoise, yellow, electric pink,
and cobalt—symbolizing skill, focus, and inner power.

The welding flame serves as a metaphorical "torch of transformation"—igniting the surrounding abstract
space into vibrant order.

Right Side (Abstract to Order = Growth and Future): The shapes evolve into upward, geometric forms—
buildings, scaffolds, ladders, and arches—subtle hints at structure, stability, and community. A tree with
metallic branches and abstract leaves grows from the geometry, symbolizing new life and rooted strength.
In the background, blueprints fade in, and inside them: faint silhouettes of smiling students holding a
diploma or using other tools—showing a diversity of trade possibilities and personal victories.
