ALL CONTRACTORS AND SUBCONTRACTORS INVOLVED WITH PROJECT AND THE ALL CONTRACTORS AND SUBCONTRACTORS INVOLVED WITH PROJECT AND THE STORM WATER POLLUTION PREVENTION SHALL OBTAIN COPY OF THE STORM WATER POLLUTION PREVENTION PLAN AND THE STATE OF FLORIDA NATIONAL POLLUTANT DISCHARGE ELIMINATION SYSTEM GENERAL PERMIT (NPDES PERMIT) AND BECOME FAMILIAR WITH THEIR CONTENTS. 3. THE EROSION CONTROL PLAN SHALL IDENTIFY ALL RECEIVING WATERS AND THE EROSION CONTROL PLAN SHALL IDENTIFY ALL RECEIVING WATERS AND WATERS OF THE STATE. PERMITS FOR ANY ACTIVITY IMPACTING STATE WATERS OR WETLANDS MUST BE MAINTAINED ON SITE AT ALL TIMES. 4. BEST MANAGEMENT PRACTICES (BMP'S) AND CONTROLS SHALL CONFORM TO BEST MANAGEMENT PRACTICES (BMP'S) AND CONTROLS SHALL CONFORM TO FEDERAL STATE, OR LOCAL REQUIREMENTS AS APPLICABLE. THE CONTRACTOR AND SUBCONTRACTOS SHALL IMPLEMENT BEST MANAGEMENT PRACTICES AS REQUIRED BY THE SWPPP. ADDITIONAL BEST MANAGEMENT PRACTICES MAY BE REQUIRED AS SITE CONDITIONS DICTATE. 5. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL LIMIT EARTHWORK, CLEARING, ETC. TO THE MAXIMUM THE CONTRACTOR SHALL LIMIT EARTHWORK, CLEARING, ETC. TO THE MAXIMUM EXTENT PRACTICAL. 6. CONTRACTOR SHALL DENOTE ON THE SWPPP THE TEMPORARY PARKING CONTRACTOR SHALL DENOTE ON THE SWPPP THE TEMPORARY PARKING LOCATION, OFFICE AND CONSTRUCTION TRAILERS, TOILET FACILITIES, FUEL STORAGE AREA AND CONTAINMENT DEVICES, REGULATED MATERIAL STORAGE AREA, AND THE LOCATION WHICH SHALL BE USED AS THE EQUIPMENT MAINTENANCE AND CLEANING AREAS. 7. ALL WASH WATER (CONCRETE TRUCKS, VEHICLE CLEANING, EQUIPMENT CLEANING, ALL WASH WATER (CONCRETE TRUCKS, VEHICLE CLEANING, EQUIPMENT CLEANING, ETC.) SHALL BE DETAINED AND PROPERLY TREATED OR DISPOSED OF. 8. OIL AND GREASE ABSORBING MATERIALS AND FLOTATION BOOMS SHALL BE OIL AND GREASE ABSORBING MATERIALS AND FLOTATION BOOMS SHALL BE MAINTAINED ON SITE OR READILY AVAILABLE TO CONTAIN AND CLEAN-UP FUEL OR CHEMICAL SPILLS AND LEAKS. 9. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR DUST CONTROL ON SITE.  THE THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR DUST CONTROL ON SITE.  THE USE OF PETROLEUM BASED OR TOXIC LIQUIDS FOR DUST SUPPRESSION OPERATIONS IS PROHIBITED. 10. TRASH, GARBAGE, LITTER, OR OTHER SUCH MATERIALS SHALL BE DEPOSITED TRASH, GARBAGE, LITTER, OR OTHER SUCH MATERIALS SHALL BE DEPOSITED INTO SEALED CONTAINERS.  MATERIALS SHALL BE PREVENTED FROM LEAVING THE PREMISES THROUGH THE ACTION OF WIND OR STORM WATER DISCHARGE INTO DRAINAGE DITCHES OR WATERS OF THE STATE. 11. ALL STORM WATER POLLUTION PREVENTION MEASURES PRESENTED ON THE ALL STORM WATER POLLUTION PREVENTION MEASURES PRESENTED ON THE PLAN, SHALL BE INITIATED AS SOON AS PRACTICAL. 12. STABILIZATION PRACTICES SHOULD BE INITIATED AS SOON AS PRACTICAL, BUT IN STABILIZATION PRACTICES SHOULD BE INITIATED AS SOON AS PRACTICAL, BUT IN NO CASE MORE THAN 7 DAYS WHERE CONSTRUCTION HAS TEMPORARILY CEASED. 13. DISTURBED PORTIONS OF THE SITE WHERE CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITY HAS DISTURBED PORTIONS OF THE SITE WHERE CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITY HAS PERMANENTLY STOPPED SHALL BE PERMANENTLY SEEDED.  THESE AREAS SHALL BE SEEDED NO LATER THAN 7 DAYS AFTER THE LAST CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITY OCCURRED IN THESE AREAS.   14. IF THE ACTION OF VEHICLES TRAVELING OVER THE GRAVEL CONSTRUCTION IF THE ACTION OF VEHICLES TRAVELING OVER THE GRAVEL CONSTRUCTION ENTRANCES IS NOT SUFFICIENT TO REMOVE THE MAJORITY OF DIRT OR MUD, THEN THE TIRES MUST BE WASHED BEFORE THE VEHICLES ENTER A PUBLIC ROAD.  IF WASHING IS USED, PROVISIONS MUST BE MADE TO INTERCEPT THE WASH WATER AND TRAP THE SEDIMENT BEFORE IT IS CARRIED OFF THE SITE. ALL MATERIAL DROPPED, WASHED OR TRACKED FROM VEHICLES ONTO ROADWAYS, SWALES OR INTO STORM DRAINS MUST BE REMOVED AS SOON AS POSSIBLE. 15. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR REMOVING SEDIMENT IN THE THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR REMOVING SEDIMENT IN THE LAKES AND DETENTION PONDS AND ANY SEDIMENT THAT MAY HAVE COLLECTED IN THE STORM SEWER DRAINAGE SYSTEMS IN CONJUNCTION WITH THE STABILIZATION OF THE SITE. 16. STOCKPILE AND BORROW AREA LOCATIONS SHALL BE NOTED ON THE EROSION CONTROL PLAN AND SWPPP AND PERMITTED IN ACCORDANCE WITH GENERAL PERMIT REQUIREMENTS. 17. DUE TO GRADE CHANGES DURING THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE PROJECT, THE DUE TO GRADE CHANGES DURING THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE PROJECT, THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR ADJUSTING THE EROSION CONTROL MEASURES (SILT FENCES, ETC.) TO PREVENT EROSION. 18. ALL CONSTRUCTION SHALL BE STABILIZED AS NEEDED AT THE END OF EACH ALL CONSTRUCTION SHALL BE STABILIZED AS NEEDED AT THE END OF EACH WORKING DAY. THIS INCLUDES BACK FILLING OF TRENCHES FOR UTILITY AND UNDERGROUND CONSTRUCTION. 19. UPON COMPLETION OF CONSTRUCTION ALL DISTURBED AREAS INCLUDING  UPON COMPLETION OF CONSTRUCTION ALL DISTURBED AREAS INCLUDING  EXISTING FACILITIES, RIGHTS-OF-WAY, SIDEWALKS, LANDSCAPING, ETC. SHALL BE FULLY RESTORED. 21. UPON COMPLETION OF ANY AND ALL SLOPES WITHIN THE PROJECT, PROTECTION UPON COMPLETION OF ANY AND ALL SLOPES WITHIN THE PROJECT, PROTECTION MEASURES SUCH AS SOD, PLANTINGS, AND/OR TEMPORARY FILTER FABRICS SHALL BE INSTALLED TO PREVENT EROSION.   22. THE PURPOSE OF THE INSTALLATION OF THE POLLUTION AND EROSION CONTROL THE PURPOSE OF THE INSTALLATION OF THE POLLUTION AND EROSION CONTROL DEVICES AS SPECIFIED IS TO COLLECT AND STORE SEDIMENT FROM THE PORTIONS OF THE SITE THAT ARE CLEARED AND/OR GRADED DURING CONSTRUCTION OR FOR EXTENDED PERIODS OF TIME BEFORE PERMANENT VEGETATION IS RE-ESTABLISHED OR BEFORE PERMANENT DRAINAGE STRUCTURES ARE COMPLETED.  23. THE POLLUTION CONTROL DEVICES ARE INTENDED TO TRAP SEDIMENT BEFORE IT THE POLLUTION CONTROL DEVICES ARE INTENDED TO TRAP SEDIMENT BEFORE IT LEAVES THE CONSTRUCTION SITE. IF THE INSTALLATION OF THE POLLUTION CONTROL DEVICES AS SPECIFIED FAILS TO ACHIEVE THIS OBJECTIVE, ADDITIONAL MEASURES SHALL BE REQUIRED AS SPECIFIED BY THE ENGINEER. 24. THE SILT FENCE SHALL BE INSTALLED ALONG THE ENTIRE PERIMETER OF THE THE SILT FENCE SHALL BE INSTALLED ALONG THE ENTIRE PERIMETER OF THE PROJECT SITE PRIOR TO THE COMMENCEMENT OF ANY CONSTRUCTION ACTIVES, INCLUDING CLEARING. 25. IF POSSIBLE, THE FILTER FABRIC SHALL BE CUT FROM A CONTINUOUS ROLL TO IF POSSIBLE, THE FILTER FABRIC SHALL BE CUT FROM A CONTINUOUS ROLL TO AVOID THE USE OF JOINTS. WHERE JOINTS ARE NECESSARY, FILTER CLOTH SHALL BE SPLICED ONLY AT A SUPPORT POST WITH A MINIMUM OF 6 INCH OVERLAP AND BOTH ENDS SECURELY FASTENED TO THE POST. 26. SILT FENCES SHALL BE REMOVED WHEN THEY HAVE SERVED THEIR USEFUL SILT FENCES SHALL BE REMOVED WHEN THEY HAVE SERVED THEIR USEFUL PURPOSE, BUT NOT BEFORE THE UPSLOPE AREA HAS BEEN PERMANENTLY STABILIZED AND ANY SEDIMENT STORED BEHIND THE SILT FENCE HAS BEEN REMOVED. 27. SILT FENCES AND FILTER BARRIERS SHALL BE INSPECTED WEEKLY AND AFTER SILT FENCES AND FILTER BARRIERS SHALL BE INSPECTED WEEKLY AND AFTER EACH SIGNIFICANT STORM (1 INCH OR GREATER IN 24 HOURS). ANY REQUIRED REPAIRS SHALL BE MADE IMMEDIATELY. 28. SEDIMENT SHALL BE REMOVED WHEN IT REACHES 1/3 OF THE FENCE HEIGHT SEDIMENT SHALL BE REMOVED WHEN IT REACHES 1/3 OF THE FENCE HEIGHT OR 9 INCHES MAXIMUM. 29. NO AIRBORNE DEBRIS OR DUST SHALL BE ALLOWED TO COME OUT OF THE NO AIRBORNE DEBRIS OR DUST SHALL BE ALLOWED TO COME OUT OF THE CONSTRUCTION SITE. 30. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL DILIGENTLY REMOVE ANY MATERIAL OR DEBRIS WHICH THE CONTRACTOR SHALL DILIGENTLY REMOVE ANY MATERIAL OR DEBRIS WHICH IS DISCHARGED OFFSITE. 31. CONTRACTOR SHALL USE THIS PLAN AS A GUIDE AND SHALL ADJUST THE CONTRACTOR SHALL USE THIS PLAN AS A GUIDE AND SHALL ADJUST THE LOCATIONS OF THE SILT FENCING, CONSTRUCTION ENTRANCES AND ANTI-TRACKING DEVICES AND ALL OTHER REQUIRED FACILITIES AS NECESSARY DURING CONSTRUCTION TO CONTAIN ALL MATERIAL AND EROSION ON SITE. IMPLEMENTATION OF BEST MANAGEMENT PRACTICES SHALL BE INCORPORATED INTO THE SITE ACTIVITIES AND POLLUTION PREVENTION AND EROSION CONTROL MEASURES.
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
