RESOLUTION
WHEREAS, The University of Texas Medical Branch (UTMB) opened its doors to the first patient in 1891 with a commitment to provide the very best medical services to the people of Texas; and

WHEREAS, UTMB recognizes the importance of screening and early detection for colorectal cancer; and 
WHEREAS, according to the American Cancer Society, colorectal cancer is the second-leading cause of cancer deaths for men and women combined; and 

WHEREAS, more than 153,760 American men and women will be diagnosed with colorectal cancer; and

WHEREAS, this year alone more than 52,180 people will die from this disease and of this approximately 9,901 will be diagnosed in Texas alone; and

WHEREAS, over ninety percent of those diagnosed while the cancer is still localized survive more than five years however, currently only thirty-seven percent of colorectal cancers are detected while still localized; and

WHEREAS, despite its incidence, colorectal cancer is one of the most detectable and, if found early, most treatable forms of cancer; and
NOW, THEREFORE be it resolved, that the Commissioners Court of Hidalgo County hereby proclaims March as National Colorectal Cancer Awareness Month.
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
