Resolution
WHEREAS, the County of Hidalgo believes that our U.S.- Mexico border joins us and does not divide us; AND
WHEREAS, the County of Hidalgo recognizes the importance of national security and the need for protection from terrorism along the Texas-Mexico border; AND

WHEREAS, the County of Hidalgo believes our economy is dependent on a strong workforce of which immigrant workers fill a significant portion of that demand; AND

WHEREAS, the Hidalgo County Commissioner’s Court supports the protection of our international borders against terrorism and narcotics and human trafficking, but believes that immigration reform should be done in a comprehensive manner to successfully meet the realities and needs of our community without negatively impacting trade and our economy; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, that the County of Hidalgo opposes the construction of a fence along the international boundary between the United States and Mexico; and be it further

RESOLVED, the County of Hidalgo opposes punitive legislation that targets a selected body of our community or is in violation of the Texas Constitution; and, be it further 

RESOLVED, that the County of Hidalgo urges the Texas Legislature to support comprehensive immigration reform that includes a path to citizenship for the millions of law abiding undocumented individuals already in the country, a fair and efficient guest worker program, the enforcement of existing immigration laws, and the unification of families as a policy goal; and be it further

RESOLVED, that the County of Hidalgo will continue to work in a collaborative manner to provide input and seek legislation that is in the best interest of our border security and that meets the supply and demand requirements of our State and border economy.
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
