RESOLUTION
WHEREAS, the Corporation of Texas Regionalism (CTR) has identified legislative priorities for the 80th Texas Legislative Session; and

WHEREAS, these priorities identified:

1. Support restoration of the state Planning Assistance Grant through the Office of the Governor, and;
2. Support the adoption of legislation to create a statewide mutual aid system to allow the efficient deployment of assets across the State of Texas in response to natural disasters or other hazards, and;
3. Support the legislative appropriations request of the Commission on State Emergency Communications, including lifting the administrative cap on funds administered by the COGS, and;

4. Support appropriation of full amount of funding for the Criminal Justice Division  (CJD) Planning Grants (Section 421) to the Office of the Governor and allowance of carry-forward of funds within the biennium of grantees, and;

5. Support full appropriation of tipping fees for Municipal Solid Waste Planning Grants through Texas Commission on Environmental Quality, and;

WHEREAS, the County of Hidalgo actively supports the implementation of regional programs that would benefit by the 80th Legislative Session taking positive action on these identified legislative priorities.
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Hidalgo County Commissioners Court supports the legislative priorities identified herein, and recommends that these priorities be supported by the 80th Legislature.
