RESOLUTION
WHEREAS, Hidalgo County has continued to provide basic medical care to those who cannot afford treatment at a higher rate than required by current state law; and

WHEREAS, Hidalgo County verifies that each individual meets the standard eligibility requirements as set forth by state of Texas to receive indigent health care, thereby both providing services to our indigent population and protecting taxpayer funds; and

WHEREAS, proposed legislation in the Texas House and Senate have called for drastic increases in county spending for indigent health care that would cripple our current system of indigent health care services to a wider population of the working poor and essentially create an unfunded mandate that could potentially prompt devastating cuts in other existing programs; and
WHEREAS, Hidalgo County’s indigent health program has been limited by the Texas Legislature during the 78th Legislative Session to access matching funds from the state to provide indigent health care; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Hidalgo County Commissioner’s Court is opposed to any legislation that would result in a negative financial impact on taxpayers and impede county government’s ability to provide other services by removing any and all local participation on how to fund indigent health care. 
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
