Policy — Enrollment of Children of Head Start Employees and/or Their Relatives | Author - Family Services

Policy The Hidalgo County Head Start Program staff and their relatives
may enroll their children in the program, provided they qualify for
services in accordance to §1305.4, §1305.6, and §1305.7.
However, the children must be enrolled at a different center other
than where their parents and/or relatives are employed at.

Guidelines All Hidalgo County Head Start Program staff and their relatives
must complete the Application for Enrollment for Head Start
services at the Family Services Department at the Head Start
Administration Office.

Definitions The following describe the degrees of consanguinity and affinity as
it refers to relatives of Head Start employees:

Consanguinity

a) Blood Relative relationships by descent from the same
ancestor, and not by marriage or affinity.

b) An adopted child is treated as the natural child of the adoptive
parent in this regard.

Affinity
a) A relationship by marriage not by blood.

31 Degree — Uncle, Aunt, Niece, Nephew, Great Grandson,
Great Granddaughter
