WHEREAS, during the 79th Legislative Session, Senate Bill 1863 mandated counties with populations of 50,000 and over to implement a collection program without any funding to set up the program; and

WHEREAS, under current statute, local governmental entities are allowed contract with private vendors to collect overdue fines and fees and those vendors could add a 30% fee, local governments were not allowed to add fees; and

WHEREAS, House Bill 1193 by Representative Kirk England will allow local government entities to add fees to their collections to offset the costs of the programs; and
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Hidalgo County Commissioner's Court is supports HB 1193 or companion legislation in the 80th Session of the Texas Legislature to allow counties to collect fees to assist in the collection of overdue fines and fees as it was mandated to counties and cities in 2005.
