Article1.  Description of Amended Items

Attachment “C” (Project Budget) of the original agreement is voided in its entirety and is replaced by the attached Exhibit A, “Project Costs and Funding Participation” to reflect the actual amount of Federal Funds allocated to this project and to correct the funding participation since the federal funds do not require a local match. 
All other provisions of the original contract are unchanged and remain in full force and effect.

Article 2.  Signatory Warranty

The signatories to this amendment warrant that each has the authority to enter into this agreement on behalf of the organization they represent.

If the Local Government is the owner of any part of a project site, the Local Government shall permit the State or its authorized representative access to occupy the site to perform all activities required to review and approve the work.
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
