WHEREAS, The Texas Safe Routes to School Program, which is managed through the Texas Department of Transportation Traffic Operations Division, was established in 2001 by House Bill 2204; and
WHEREAS, The Safe Routes to School Program enables and encourages children, including those with disabilities, to walk and bike to school and  makes walking and biking to school safe and more appealing; and

WHEREAS, Safe Routes to School projects and activities improve safety and reduce traffic, fuel consumption, and air pollution in the vicinity of primary and middle schools (grades K-8); and

WHEREAS, Communities may utilize theses funds to address hazards and slow traffic on roads that serve schools, as well as to build pathways, bike lanes and sidewalks near schools; and 

WHEREAS, Edcouch-Elsa I.S.D. along with Hidalgo County Precinct One have identified areas that are in great need of improvement, which can benefit from funds received from the Safe Routes to School Program to help alleviate current problems; and
