That the Commissioners Court of Hidalgo County:

 is interested in cooperating with other participating governments to come together as the Texas Radio Coalition for the purpose of planning and developing a statewide wireless interoperable communication system composed of existing or future local and regional systems under local control, and will pursue this goal with other participating governments; and

That the County Judge is hereby authorized to assign appropriate staff to attend Texas Radio Coalition and other meetings to develop a plan for a statewide wireless interoperable communication system; and

That the County Judge is hereby authorized to identify funding from whatever source of funds that may be available for such a cooperative intergovernmental project, including federal, state, local, or private grant funds; and

4.
That the County Judge is hereby authorized to bring back to the Commissioners Court of Hidalgo County the planning, financial, and other information necessary for the Commissioners Court of Hidalgo County to make spending and policy-making decisions necessary to participate in implementing such a system.
