WHEREAS, US News & World Report, in an attempt to answer the pivotal question as to which high school would be “most likely to succeed”, conducted a three-step analysis of more than 18,000 public high schools in the United States; and

WHEREAS,  the analysis measured how each school’s students performed on state tests, how well each school’s disadvantaged students performed, and whether the school was successful in providing college-level coursework; and

WHEREAS,  based on this criteria, the 100 schools that ranked the best in this analysis earned gold medals, the following 405 were awarded silver medals and an additional 1,086 schools earned bronze; and 

WHEREAS,  three high schools within the South Texas Independent School District earned gold medals; The Science Academy ranked 23rd, South Texas Business Education & Technology Academy ranked 54th and the High School for Health Professionals ranked 64th in the nation; and

WHEREAS,  it is widely known that a good high school can open worlds of opportunity for its students; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED,  that the Hidalgo County Commissioners Court hereby recognizes South Texas ISD, their students, teachers, administrators, board and all those who contributed to the school’s success, for their commitment to education, exemplary performance and outstanding accomplishments.   
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
