Dear Daniel,

Following is the quotation for the work that needs to be done at the Hidalgo County Courthouse.  Per the Captain, he has verbally given the okay to remove all three panels & keypad from the detention center and would like them to be re-wired and re-located to the monitoring room so that his guards do not have to leave their post every time the alarm goes off for fire alarm, access control or panic buttons.  Also, after we diagnosed the problems with the panels, we found that at least 1/3 of the existing panic buttons that go into the judges courts are not even working.  We also found that there are a series of “spiders’ nests” of cut, loose or miss-directed wires going to the panels.  This proposal also includes tracing these wires, or running new ones to replace the non-functioning panic buttons.  This also includes re-wiring all three systems that are causing continuous false alarms, on many occasions, several times a day to the new location.  This project should take at least two weeks to eliminate all false alarms via Fire, Panic or Access Control Systems.
