WHEREAS, Palbros, Inc. has approached the County of Hidalgo Commissioners’ Court regarding an action it is pursuing against the Hidalgo County Appraisal District;


WHEREAS, on the 8th of October, 1994, the Edinburg Consolidated Independent School

District, the County of Hidalgo and other Hidalgo County Taxing bodies sold and conveyed 

certain real property commonly known as “Monte Cristo Country Club” to Palbros, Inc.;


WHEREAS, the conveyance included Lots 19 and 20, Block “F” save and except the

townhouses located on a portion of Lots 19 and 20.  The conveyance includes other properties as

described in the Sheriff’s Tax Deed attached hereto as Exhibit “A”;


WHEREAS, the Hidalgo County Appraisal District did not create two accounts 

segregating the improvements (i.e. townhouses) from the real property described as Lots 19 and

20;


WHEREAS, Palbros, Inc., has requested that the County of Hidalgo Commissioners’ Court clarify and declare that it was the specific intent of the County of Hidalgo and other taxing bodies to transfer only the real property described as Lots 19 and 20, Block “F” to Palbros, Incl., excluding any improvements situated thereon as well as other real property described in Sheriff’s Tax Deed;


WHEREAS, NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COMMISSIONERS’ COURT OF THE COUNTY OF HIDALGO, TEXAS THAT:


SECTION 1:  All of the requirements of law have been satisfied in the passing of 

this Order.


SECTION 2:  It was the intent of the County of Hidalgo that the conveyance of Lots 19 

20, Block “F” exclude the improvements situated thereon.  The County of Hidalgo Commissioners’ Court requests that the Hidalgo County Appraisal District segregate and establish two accounts relating to the real property and improvements situated on Lots 19 and 20, Block “F” located in the Monte Cristo County Club.


SECTION 3.  SEVERABILITY.  If any section, part of provision of this Order  

is declared unconstitutional or invalid, by a court of competent jurisdiction, then in that

event, it is expressly provided and it is the intention of the Hidalgo County Commissioners’ Court, in passing this Order, that its parts shall be severable, and all other parts of the Order shall not be affected thereby, and they shall remain in full force and effect.


SECTION 4.  EFFECTIVE DATE.  This Order shall be and remain in full 

force and effect from and after its passage.
