The Bureau of Justice Assistance (BJA) has received the Fiscal Year (FY) 2008 Local Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) allocations from the Bureau of Justice Statistics. Based on the amount of appropriated funds for FY 2008, there are approximately one-half the number of local JAG grants when compared to FY 2007 local JAG grants. To determine whether your jurisdiction is eligible to apply for a FY 2008 local JAG grant, please visit www.ojp.usdoj.gov/BJA/grant/08jagallocations.html. 
Should you be eligible to apply, the FY 2008 local JAG solicitation opens today, June 4, 2008. All applications are due no later than July 8, 2008, 8:00PM EST. All applications must be submitted via the Office of Justice Programs Grants Management System (GMS) (https://grants.ojp.usdoj.gov/). Although there is a 30-day Governing Body notification requirement (see solicitation www.ojp.usdoj.gov/BJA/grant/08JAGLocalSol.pdf), all applications MUST be submitted by July 8, 2008. BJA will begin to process these applications and place a special condition on each award related to the 30-day notification requirement. This special condition will be released by Grant Adjustment Notice (GAN) once the award has been accepted and the 30-day review period has been satisfied. Be certain to include both the date of the Governing Body notification and an assurance that the application was made available for public comment in the "Review Narrative" attachment.
