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ORDER


WHEREAS, the Commissioners Court on ______________ passed, approved and entered an Order (the “Order”) prohibiting the ownership, possession, confinement or care of a dangerous wild animal as defined in Section 822.101 of the Health and Safety Code;


WHEREAS, by clerical error the Order was misplaced and cannot be found; and


WHEREAS, the purpose of this new order (the “New Order”) is to affirm the previous Order to prohibit the ownership, possession, confinement or care of a dangerous wild animal as permitted by Section 822.116 of the Health and Safety Code;


NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDERED by the Commissioners Court of Hidalgo County that the ownership, possession, confinement or care of a dangerous wild animal
as defined in Section 822.101(4) of the Health and Safety Code in Hidalgo County is prohibited by any person in Hidalgo County except as provided in those specific situations described in Section 822.102 of the Health and Safety Code;


BE IT FURTHER ORDERED that if a person violates this NEW ORDER each animal with respect to which there is a violation and each day that a violation continues is a separate offense.  An offense under this NEW ORDER is a Class C misdemeanor.


BE IT FURTHER ORDERED that this NEW ORDER amends and restates the ORDER.
