ORDER CLOSING, ABANDONING AND VACATING A TRACT OR PARCEL OF LAND BEING DAHLIA STREET AS PLATTED IN PLEASANT VALLEY RANCH SUBDIVISION MORE OR LESS FROM THE NORTH RIGHT OF WAY WITH U.S. EXPRESSWAY 83 TO THE INTERSECTION OF THE SOUTH RIGHT OF WAY OF CARNATION STREET, ALL OUT OF PLEASANT VALLEY RANCH SUBDIVISION HIDALGO COUNTY, TEXAS


WHEREAS, the Commissioners Court of Hidalgo County, on the 3rd day of March 2009, at a duly called and noticed meeting of the Hidalgo County Commissioners Court at which a quorum was present came to be heard facts and information concerning abandoning, closing and vacating a tract or parcel of land being Dahlia Street as platted in Pleasant Valley Ranch Subdivision more or less from the north right of way with U.S. Expressway 83 to the intersection of the south right of way of Carnation Street, all out of Pleasant Valley Ranch Subdivision, Hidalgo County, Texas, (the "Road") more particularly described by meets and bounds as attached hereto as Exhibit "A" and made a part hereof.


WHEREAS, the Commissioners Court has determined it has no purpose or use for the Road; that such Road is unopened and is not currently in use; that there is no foreseeable need or use in the future for the Road;


WHEREAS, The Commissioners Court has examined factual evidence and is not opposed to Hidalgo County abandoning, closing and vacating the Road;


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDERED, ADJUDGED AND DECREED that the Commissioners Court of Hidalgo County based on the facts presented, does hereby unanimously agree to abandon, close and vacate the Road as described in Exhibit "A".


BE IT FURTHER ORDERED that, in accordance with Texas Transportation Code Section 251.058 (b), title to the portion of the public road that is closed, abandoned, and vacated to the center line of the road vests on the date this Order is signed by the County Judge in the owners of the property that abut the portion of the road being closed, abandoned and vacated. A copy of this Order shall be filed in the deed records of Hidalgo County and serves as the official instrument of conveyance from Hidalgo County to the owner of the abutting property.

A tract or a parcel of land being Dahlia Street as plated in the Pleasant Valley Ranch Subdivision, more or less, from the North right-of-way with U.S. Expressway 83 to the intersection of the South right-of-way of Carnation Street, all out of Pleasant Valley Ranch Subdivision, Hidalgo County, Texas, said being more particularly described by metes and bounds as follows:

BEGINNING at the intersection of the East right-of-way of Dahlia Street and the North right-of-way of U.S. Expressway 83 for the Southeast corner of this tract; 

THENCE, North a distance of 463.39 ft. along the West line of tract 5 Pleasant Valley Ranch Subdivision, to the intersection of the South right of way line for Carnation Street, Pleasant Valley Ranch Subdivision, for the Northeast corner of this tract; 

THENCE, West a distance of 40 ft. along the South right of way line for Carnation Street, in Pleasant Valley Ranch Subdivision, to the intersection of the East line of tract 6, Pleasant Valley Ranch Subdivision, for the Northwest corner of this tract;

THENCE, South a distance of 463.65 ft. along the East line of tract 6, Pleasant Valley Ranch Subdivision, to the intersection on the North right of way line for U.S. Expressway 83 for the Southwest corner of this tract;
