As identified in the Explanatory Statement Regarding H.R. 1105, Omnibus Appropriations Act 2009, the Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention (OJJDP) is inviting the Hidalgo County Justice of the Peace PCT4 to submit an application for funding in the amount of $300,000.

 

OJJDP requires that applications for funding be submitted through the Internet using the Office of Justice Programs online Grants Management System (GMS).  The attached Application Solicitation contains instructions for submitting your application through GMS, including details about the required content and format of the application.  Your application should be submitted under “OJJDP FY09 Earmarks Programs.”  You should plan on a start date for your earmark funded project of October 1, 2009. This is to allow time for OJJDP to review and approve your budget and project plans, and to work with you on any changes that are necessary.
 

There are two important steps when submitting an online application through GMS: 

· Register in GMS immediately.

· Submit your application by June 15, 2009.

 

Again, the enclosed Application Solicitation provides instructions for using GMS.  A GMS toll-free hotline (1-888-549-9901) is available for applicants requiring technical assistance.

Please note that applicants receiving grant funds of at least $45,000 must include in the budget funds to support up to two staff to travel to Washington, DC for a 3 day grantee training meeting to be held in late 2009 or early 2010.  Applicants should budget $1,500 per person to attend the training and record this as part of the Travel line item in the budget.  This meeting will provide grantees guidance on programmatic and financial reporting; reporting performance measures under the Data Collection and Technical Assistance Tool (DCTAT); and using the Grants Management System (GMS).   In addition, grantees will receive training on strategic planning, evaluation, sustainability, and other program implementation topics.
