Re: Roof Access to Work on the 3rd Floor Exterior Wall of the Old Admin. Bldg., 100 E. Cano, adjacent to The Boxing Gym.

Dear Mr. Garza,

Thank you for agreeing to let us access your roof in order to work on our 3rd floor exterior wall and the box drain. As you know, your roof drains into our drainage system next door via a box drain which currently leaks. Our goal is to fix the box drain to our mutual benefit. In addition, we are going to fix two cracks on our exterior 3rd floor wall, install an air exit, and install an air return vent. Such work should take no longer than one month to complete.
I am anticipating a work crew of 5-8 people at any given time, some scaffolding, an industrial saw, and some other minor equipment, all which should definitely not exceed the weight capacity of the roof. From our earlier conversations, you confirmed that the roof is in good shape and is safe to walk on, with no damaged or “soft” spots. As an extra precaution, we will put down plywood sheets wherever we need to walk or work.
The purpose of this letter is to assure you that Hidalgo County will take full responsibility for any/all damage which might possibly occur to your facility during the course of work caused by our workers, contractors, or sub-contractors, and such responsibility will include any/all necessary repairs.  
As a good neighbor, I’ll be certain to notify you at all times with advance notice when we’re going to access your roof to work on our building. Upon initial commencement of our work, we ask that you or someone representing you be available for initial inspection of your roof to verify current conditions. Our plan is to video tape the initial inspection with you or your representative in attendance. 

If this arrangement is not to your understanding or liking, please contact me prior to the anticipated start date of Monday, 4 January 2009. Should you have any additional questions or concerns, please do not hesitate to call me at your earliest convenience.
