RESOLUTION OF SUPPORT FOR RESTORING THE TRADITIONAL AND RECOGNIZED UNVERSITY NAME TO TEXAS A&I UNIVERSITY 

WHEREAS, Texas A&I University grew out of the teacher college movement that swept Texas and the nation in the early 1900’s.; and 

WHEREAS, the Texas A&I University is the oldest continuously operating public institution of higher learning in South Texas; and 

WHEREAS, the University has a multicultural student body that includes students from 35 states and 43 foreign countries; and 

WHEREAS, the University has nationally recognized programs in engineering, agriculture, wildlife, music and the sciences and is known for developing the nation’s first doctoral degree in bilingual education; and 

WHEREAS, the University legacy that began in 1925 and grew to become nationally known as Texas A&I set a higher standard for education and engineering that contributed to the establishment of two (2) four year universities in the Rio Grande Valley; and
WHEREAS, the University’s name was abruptly and imprudently changed to Texas  A&M-Kingsville by the Texas A&M System in 1993 despite prior A&M Board of Regents promises not to do so and over the opposition of the students, alumni, and other supporters of Texas A&I, and
WHEREAS, no benefit of legislative funding, enrollment, quality, alumni support, nor academic stature has accrued to the University since 1993 as a consequence of the abandonment of the name of Texas A&I,

NOW THEREFORE, we the Commissioners Court of Hidalgo County do hereby support restoring the name of Texas A&I University and urge all citizens of South Texas to support the Texas A&I Alumni Association in their quest to restore the traditional name to our University.
