(b)  To recover the costs of taking [image: http://www.statutes.legis.state.tx.us/Images/verity_arrow_left.gif]passport[image: http://www.statutes.legis.state.tx.us/Images/verity_arrow_right.gif] photographs, a district clerk may collect a reasonable fee in an amount set by the commissioners court of the county in which the district clerk's office is located.
(c)  A district clerk, after collecting a fee under Subsection (b), shall pay the fee to the county treasurer, or to an official who discharges the duties of the county treasurer, for deposit in the general fund of the county.
