AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES

THIS AGREEMENT is made, by and between HIDALGO COUNTY, acting herein by and through
the Commissioner’s Court, hereinafter called the *Owner”, and Half Associates, Inc. professional engineers
of McAllen, Texas, hereinafter called the “Engineer”.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the Owner desires to contract with the Engineer to provide professional engineering
services for: “Building Repairs and/or Renovations to County Owned Buildings” (on an as needed
basis) for projects within Hidalgo County Precinct Number 4, hereinafter referred to as the (“Project”).

NOW, THEREFORE, the Owner and the Engineer in consideration of the mutual covenants and
agreements herein contained do mutually agree as follows:

WHEREAS, thie Owner has determined that the services of a professional engineering firm is necessary
to carry out the required Services;

WHEREAS, pursuant to Texas Government Code Chapter 2254.002, (the “Texas Professional Services
Procurement Act”), the Owner requested proposals from a professional engineer to assist the Owner by
providing the Services;

WHEREAS, Owner has selected the Engineer to provide the Services within Hidalgo County Precinct
No. 4, in accordance to Exhibit “A-1" Request for Qualifications {(RFQ) Procurement Packet.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Owner and the _Engineer in consideration of the mutual covenants and
agreements herein contained do mutually agree as follows:

ARTICLE I. Employment of Engineer. The Owner agrees to employ the Engineer and the
Engineer agrees to perform professional engineering services in connection with the Project as stated in the

articles to follow, and fér having rendered such services, the owner agrees to pay the Engineer compensation
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the Owner and the Engineer.

ARTICLE 13. Records, Accounting, Inspection. The Engineer shall keep full and detailed records
and accounts in a manner approved by the Owner. The Engineer shall afford the Owner’s authorized
personnel and independent auditors, if any, full access to the work performed by the Engineer regarding the
Project and to all of the Engineer’s books, records, correspondence, instructions, drawings, receipts, vouchers
and other documents relating to such work under this Agreement and the Engineer shall preserve all such
records for three (3) years after final payment. The Engineer shall deliver to the Owner upon compléetion of
such work, a statement of the cost of such work detailed according to the accounting procedure and

requirements of the Owner.

ARTICLE 14. Subcontracting and Assignment. The Engineer shall not assign, subcontract or
transfer the Engineer's interest in this Agreement without the prior written consent of the Qwner. The
Engineer shall bind every subconsultant by written subcontract to observe all the terms of this Agreement to the
extent that they may be applicable to each subconsultant. No subcontract relieves the Engineer of any
responsibilities under this Agreement.

The Engineer, and the Owner, do hereby bind themselves, their successors. executors, administrators
and assigns to each other party of this Agreement and to the successors, executors, administrators, and assigns of

such other party in respect to all covenants of this contract.

ARTICLE 15. Patents. The Engineer shall indemnify and save the Owner harmless from all fiability
for alleged or actual infringement of any patent resulting from the use of apparatus or equipment furnished or
designed by the Engineer or from the use of any process designed by the Engineer or effected by said apparatus
or equipment, and the Engineer shall indemnify and save the Owner harmless from and against all costs, legal
fees, expenses and liabilities incurred in or about any claim of or action for such infringement: provided, however,
that the Owner shall promptly transmit to the Engineer all papers served on the Owner in any suit involving
such claim of infringerent, and provided further, that the Owner permits the Engineer to have entire charge
and control of the defense of any such suit. If because of actual infringement the use of such apparatus,

equipment, or process is enjoined, the Engineer shall refund the purchase price thereof in proportion to the
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enter into this Agreement.
