ORDER TO PERMIT OVERTIME PAY OF DEPUTY CONSTABLES 
SOLELY FROM GRANT FUNDS

WHEREAS, certain law enforcement departments of Hidalgo County are grantees under that certain grant known as the Local Border Security Program (the “Grant”).

WHEREAS, certain law enforcement officers are exempt employees under FLSA.

	WHEREAS, the Grant provides exempt or salaried law enforcement employees may receive overtime pay from funds of the Grant if a motion of Commissioners Court is entered into the official minutes of the Hidalgo County Commissioners Court; and

	WHEREAS, the Hidalgo County Commissioners Court desires to have its salaried or exempt law enforcement employees be eligible to receive overtime pay salary solely from funds of the Grant. 

	THEREFORE, BE IT NOW ORDERED BY HIDALGO COUNTY COMMISSIONERS COURT THAT:

1. Exempt or salaried law enforcement personnel employed by Hidalgo County shall receive and the Commissioners Court hereby approves the payment of overtime hours, as defined by Hidalgo County overtime policy, paid at one and a half the standard normal hourly rate plus fringe rate, for law enforcement employees in lieu of normally received time hours when working on state sanctioned operations for overtime hours worked when allowable under terms of state grant(s).

2. It is understood that no special rates will be established for this work.

3. These hours will be paid by Hidalgo County but reimbursed by the state at no actual cost to Hidalgo County.
