CAPTAIN JUAN RODIRGUEZ, JR 

REQUEST REMOVAL OF PRIOR YEARS SURPLUSES 

On 02-13-2013 Captain Juan Rodriguez, Jr sent to me via e-mail:

· 1 - incomplete 2006 asset transfer form  signed and dated 10-13-06 by Captain Juan Rodriguez, Jr  for release of surpluses (Line #5)
· 1 - incomplete 2006 asset transfer form signed and dated 11-09-2006 by Glendy Coronado for release of surpluses (Line #5) and a second signature by Jesse Ramirez  receiving the assets (Line #6)

Captain Rodriguez, Jr emailed to me copies of two (2) incomplete 2006 Texas DPS-McAllen sub-station asset transfer forms. The transfer forms show initially being originated by staff member Glendy Coronado, guardian of county assets. 

The one (1) asset transfer form dated 11-09-2006 shows Glendy Coronado’s signature for the following surpluses:   
· Asset #034039 
NEC Phone System

· Asset #033628 
Pentium II 350, MHZ w/Monitor & keyboard. 
The asset transfer form dated 11-09-2006 of mentioned items was signed as receipt by Jesse Ramirez an employee of McAllen Auto Auction. However Mr. Ramirez had no authority to sign the county asset transfer form since he was not a county employee. Whoever delivered the surpluses apparently was not familiar with county surplus procedures. And to my knowledge there is no record of who that individual was. 
 The second asset transfer form dated 10-13-2006 also shows being prepared by Glendy Coronado initially. However the signature for release of assets is that of Captain Rodriguez, Jr. and includes three (3) of the unlocated fixed assets repeatedly appearing on the physical inventory since 2006 as follows:

The other fixed asset surpluses in question and which had no asset transfer form provided but  appear yearly on the Physical Inventory Report  are as follows:

Therefore my observation is clearly evident that the assets were delivered. However  somewhere in the process the asset transfer forms used to identify the assets being delivered from TX DPS-McAllen sub-station to McAllen Auto Auction  got lost in the transition. Therefore the original transfer forms never reached the Purchasing Department for processing as TF #2012-184 thus leaving the items on the inventory list since 2006 until now that the physical inventory is being conducted.
I, Eugenia “Genie” Andrade, Inventory Specialist assigned to conduct the physical inventory, thoroughly reviewed all past years surplus transfer forms and past years auction logs. I was unsuccessful in locating completed original asset transfer forms or such assets in auction reports. Concluding this being the most likely reason Captain Rodriguez has been insisting these assets be removed from their inventory since 2006. But without the evidence he provided and the thorough research I conducted, it had not been possible to remove the assets in question until today. 
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
