INTERLOCAL COOPERATION AGREEMENT
BETWEEN TEXAS A&M UNIVERSITY 
AND HIDALGO COUNTY, TEXAS

	This Agreement is made and entered on this __20_ day of __March__, 2013, by and between the TEXAS ENGINEERING EXTENSION SERVICE, a member of the Texas A&M University System and an agency of the State of Texas, hereinafter referred to as “TEEX” and the COUNTY OF HIDALGO, TEXAS, by and through its Department of Health and Human Services, hereinafter referred to as the “County” , pursuant to the provisions of the Texas Interlocal Cooperation Act, as follows:

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, County is a county in the State of Texas;

WHEREAS, TEEX is a service of the Texas A&M University system as created by Texas Education Code Section 88.001;

WHEREAS, the County desires to provide training for personnel, including emergency response managers, first-line supervisors and administrators who will function as incident commanders and emergency management coordinators in cases of emergencies involving terrorism, natural disasters and other potential public calamities;

WHEREAS, County and TEEX desire to enter into the Agreement in an effort to provide necessary training as stated herein in the most practicable and efficient manner possible;

WHEREAS, the County will provide an adequate facility in which to host the specialized training described herein;

WHEREAS, TEEX and County are authorized to enter into this Agreement pursuant to the Interlocal Cooperation Act, Texas Government Code 791.001 et seq., (the “Act”) which authorizes local governments to contract with each other to perform governmental functions and services under the terms of the Act;

NOW THEREFORE, TEEX and County, in consideration of the mutual covenants expressed hereinafter, agree as follows:

1. TEEX shall provide on-site delivery of Basic Disaster Life Support and Advanced Disaster Life Support for up to 50 participants.

2. County shall further provide up to 50 participants for the Basic Disaster Life Support and Advanced Disaster Life Support.

3. County shall further provide a suitable classroom facility in which TEEX will provide the on-site training. 

4. The actual start and end dates for this training will be mutually agreed upon at least thirty (30) days prior to the start of the training. Basic Disaster Life Support - BDLS and Advanced Disaster Life Support - ADLS Training will be conducted May 29-31, 2013

5. County shall provide a firm fixed fee of Twenty Five Thousand Dollars ($25,000) to TEEX for the on-site training. 

6. The costs described in paragraph 5 above include all costs. 

7. Insurance: As a member of the Texas A&M University System, TEEX is self-insured.
 
8. Termination. Either party may terminate this agreement upon thirty (30) days written notice to the non-terminating party for any reason or no reason at all.

9. Conflict with Applicable Law. Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed to require the commission of any act contrary to law, and whenever there is any conflict between any provision of the Agreement and any present or future law, ordinance or administrative, executive or judicial regulation, order or decree, or amendment thereof  contrary to which the parties have no legal right to contract, the latter shall prevail, but in such even the affected provision or provision of this Agreement shall by modified only to the extent necessary to bring them within the legal requirement and only during the time such conflicts exists.

10. No Waiver: No waiver by any party hereto of any breach of any provision of this Agreement shall be deemed to be a waiver of any preceding or succeeding breach of the same or any other provision hereof.

11. Entire Agreement: The Agreement contains the entire contact among the parties hereto, and each party acknowledges that no other party has made (either directly or through any agent or representative) any representation or agreements in connection with this Agreement not specifically set forth herein. This Agreement may be modified or amended only by agreement in writing executed by TEEX and the County, and not otherwise.

12. Notice: Except as may be otherwise specifically provided in this Agreement, all notices, demands, requests or communications required or permitted hereunder shall be in writing and shall either be (i) personally delivered against a written receipt, or (ii) sent by commercial courier with delivery signature required, and addresses to the parties at the addresses set forth below or at such other addresses as nay been theretofore specified by written notice delivered in accordance herewith:

Each notice, demand, request, or communication which shall be delivered or mailed in the manner described above shall be deemed sufficiently given or all purposes at such time as it is personally delivered to the addressee or, if sent by way of commercial courier, at such time as it is delivered to the commercial courier.

13. Additional Documents: The parties hereto warrant and agree that they will execute such other and further instruments and documents as are or may become necessary or convenient to effectuate and carry out the terms of the Agreement.

14. Assignment: This Agreement shall not be assignable.

15. Headings: The headings and captions contained in this Agreement are solely for convenient reference and shall not be deemed to affect the meaning or interpretation of any provision or paragraph hereof.

16. Authority to Execute: The execution and performance of this Agreement by each of the parties have been duly authorized by all necessary laws, resolution, ordinances or government body action, and this Agreement constitutes the valid and enforceable obligations of the parties hereto in accordance with its terms.

17. Governmental Purpose: Each party hereto is entering into this Agreement for the purpose of providing governmental services or functions and will pay for such services out of current revenues available to the paying party as herein provided. 

18. Severability: Should any phrase, clause, sentence or section of this Agreement be judicially declared to be invalid, unenforceable or void, such decision will not have the effect of invalidating or voiding the remainder of the Agreement, and such part of the Agreement will be deemed to have been stricken heretofrom and the remainder of the Agreement will have the same force and effect as if such part or parts had never been included herein.
