§ 42.032. REDISTRICTING:  BOUNDARY CHANGES.  If changes 
in county election precinct boundaries are necessary to give effect 
to a redistricting plan under Article III, Section 28, of the Texas 
Constitution, each commissioners court shall order the changes 
before October 1 of the year in which the redistricting is done.

Constitution of the State of Texas (1876) Article III
[bookmark: _GoBack]SEC. 28. The Legislature shall, at its first session after the publication of each United States decennial census, apportion the State into senatorial and representative districts, agreeably to the provisions of sections 25 and 26 of this Article; and until the next decennial census, when the first apportionment shall be made by the Legislature, the State shall be, and it is hereby divided into senatorial and representative districts as provided by an ordinance of the Convention on that subject.
