REQUIREMENTS AGREEMENT
C-13-012-04-09

THIS AGREEMENT (the "Agreement") is entered into as of the 9™ of April, 2013 by
and between Frontera Materials, Inc. ("Seller") and Hidalgo County ("Buyer").

WHEREAS, Buyer has solicited proposals for the supply of its requirements of “Hot
Mix-Cold Laid Road Material, ” as further described in Exhibit "A" (the “Products”). Request
for Bid (RFB) Procurement Packet, which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by
reference for all purposes (the "RFB") for a period of one year; and

WHEREAS, Seller has submitted a proposal to supply Buyer's requirements; and

WHEREAS, Buyer has determined that Seller has submitted the lowest and best bid to
meet Buyer's requirements for the Product.

NOW THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants and conditions
hereinafter set forth, and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of
which is hereby acknowledged, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1. Buyer agrees to purchase from Seller, and Seller agrees to sell to Buyer, all of the
Products that Buyer may require for use by Buyer in “Hot Mix-Cold Laid Road Material,” in
the areas of Hidalgo County projects for a period of one (1) year commencing April 12,2013
and ending April 11, 2014 and may be extended with the County’s sole discretion for an
additional one (1) year period, and it is agreed that the Products will meet the specifications
set forth in Exhibit “A” hereto. Hidalgo County reserves the right to continue this bid for an
additional sixty (60) day grace period at the end of the contract term for unforeseen delay in
award of new bid for next contract term.

2. When Buyer determines that it needs a quantity of the Products to be delivered,
it will, according to its Purchasing Policies, complete and submit to Seller a Purchase Order
describing the type and quantity of the Products required.

3. Buyer agrees to pay Seller for each Purchase Order based on the prices set outin
Exhibit "B". Seller shall render invoices for each Purchase Order, and the invoices shall be paid
by Buyer on or before the 30th day following receipt of the invoice.

4, County may terminate this Agreement at any time for any reason or no reason
at all upon giving thirty (30) days written notice.

5. General Provisions.

a. Conflict with Applicable Law. Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed so
as to require the commission of any act contrary to law, and whenever there is any
conflict between any provision of this Agreement and any present or future law,
ordinance or administrative, executive or judicial regulation, order or decree, or
amendment thereof, contrary to which the parties have no legal right to contract, the
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latter shall prevail, but in such event the affected provision or provisions of this
Agreement shall be modified only to the extent necessary to bring them within the legal
requirements and only during the time such conflict exists.

b. No Waiver. No waiver by Buyer of any breach of any provision of this
Agreement shall be deemed to be a waiver of any preceding or succeeding breach of the
same or any other provision hereof.

C. Entire Agreement. This Agreement contains the entire contract between the
parties hereto, and each party acknowledges that neither has made (either directly or
through any agent or representative) any representations or agreements in connection
with this Agreement not specifically set forth herein. This Agreement may be modified
or amended only by agreement in writing executed by Buyer and Seller, and not
otherwise.

d. Texas Law to Apply. This Agreement shall be construed under and in
accordance with the laws of the State of Texas, and all obligations of the parties created
hereunder are performable in Hidalgo County, Texas. The parties hereby consent to
personal jurisdiction in Hidalgo County, Texas.

e. Notice. Except as may be otherwise specifically provided in this Agreement, all
notices, demands, requests or communications required or permitted hereunder shall
be in writing and shall either be (i) personally delivered against a written receipt, or (ii)
sent by registered or certified mail, return receipt requested, postage prepaid and
addressed to the parties at the addresses set forth below, or at such other addresses as
may have been theretofore specified by written notice delivered in accordance
herewith:

Each notice, demand, request or communication which shall be delivered or mailed in
the manner described above shall be deemed sufficiently given for all purposes at such
time as it is personally delivered to the addressee or, if mailed, at such time as it is
deposited in the Unites States mail.

f. Additional Documents. The parties hereto covenant and agree that they will
execute such other and further instruments and documents as are or may become
necessary or convenient to effectuate and carry out the terms of this Agreement.



g. Successors. This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of
the parties hereto and their respective heirs, executors, administrators, legal
representatives, successors, and assigns where permitted by this Agreement.

h. Assignment. This Agreement shall not be assignable.

i. Headings. The headings and captions contained in this Agreement are solely
for convenient reference and shall not be deemed to affect the meaning or
interpretation of any provision or paragraph hereof.

j- Gender and Number. All pronouns used in this Agreement shall include the
other gender, whether used in the masculine, feminine or neuter gender, and the
singular shall include the plural whenever and as often as may be appropriate

k. Authority to Execute. The execution and performance of this Agreement by
Buyer and Seller have been duly authorized by all necessary laws, resolutions or
corporate action, and this Agreement constitutes the valid and enforceable obligations
of Buyer and Seller in accordance with its terms.

1. Commitment of Current Revenues Only. In the event that, during any term
hereof, the Commissioners Court does not appropriate sufficient funds to meet the
obligations of Buyer under this Agreement, Buyer may terminate this Agreement upon
sixty (60) days written notice to Seller. Buyer agrees, however, to use reasonable
efforts to secure funds necessary for the continued performance of this Agreement.
The parties intend this provision to be a continuing right to terminate this Agreement
at the expiration of each budget period of Buyer pursuant to the provisions of Tex. Loc.
Govt. Code Ann. " 271.903 (Vernon Supp. 1996).

m. Insurance. Company shall provide insurance in force on all its vehicles and
all persons connected with providing services under this Contract naming County as an
additional insured (with coverages and in the amounts described on Exhibit “C”
attached hereto and incorporated herein at this point for all purposes), and shall
furnish to County certificates of such insurance coverage.

n. PurchasingEthics. Seller represents and warrants it has not, during the process
of being awarded this contract violated the following ethical standards of Buyer and,
upon and after the execution of this Agreement, agrees to abide by the following ethical
standards of Buyer:
(1) It shall be a breach of ethics to offer, give or agree to give any elected
official, department head or employee, or former elected official, department
head or employee, of Hidalgo County, or for any elected official, department
head or employee or former elected official, department head or employee of
Hidalgo County, to solicit, demand, accept or agree to accept from another
person, entity or organization, a gratuity or an officer of employment in
connection with any decision, approval, disapproval, recommendation,
preparation or any part of a program requirement or purchase request,
influencing the content of any specification or procurement standard, rendering
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of advise, investigation, auditing, or in any other advisory capacity in any
proceeding or application, request for ruling, determination, claim or
controversy, or other particular matter pertaining to any program requirement
oracontract or subcontract, or to any solicitation or proposal therefor pending
before any department or agency of Hidalgo County.

(2) It shall be a breach of ethics for any payment, gratuity or offer of
employment to be made by or on behalf of a subcontractor under a contract to
the prime contractor or higher tier subcontractor for any contract for Hidalgo
County, or any person associated therewith, as an inducement for the award of a
subcontract or order.

1. Requesting Price Adjustment: Upon written request of the Vendor to the County Purchasing
Agent, the County may review evidence of prevailing industry-wide market conditions that
warrant an adjustment in bid prices contained in the contract.

¢ A Vendor must tie any price change clause to an industry-wide or otherwise
nationally recognized index, or some other form of verifiable document. Such
written request must be accompanied by a certified copy of the supplier’s advisory or
notification to the vendor of the price changes.

e The Vendor must put the Purchasing Agent on the mailing lists for such publications
so that the Purchasing Agent can monitor said changes. Such membership shall be at
no cost to the County.

¢ The County Purchasing Agent retains the right to determine whether or not such
proposed price changes are in the best interest of the County.

¢ No price escalation will be authorized in excess of the amount of the increase referred
to in the supplier’s notice.

e The County may only grant a price increase if the evidence presented is deemed
reliable. Should the County allow a price increase, the approved price change shall be
honored for all orders received by the vendor or contractor after the effective date of
such price change. Approved price changes are not applicable to orders already
issued and in process at time of price change.

2. Price Reduction: Vendor shall notify the County at the time when the Vendor’s costs for items
and/or supplies reduce due to stabilization in the market at which time prices for items on this
contract shall be reduced accordingly. Failure by the Vendor to notify the County of a decrease
in costs for items and/or supplies for which the Vendor was granted a price adjustment, may
result in immediate termination of this contract and the County shall not be obligated to pay the
Vendor the difference between the contract price and the price adjustment.

3. Time frame for Adjusted Price Increases: Price increases are only valid for the quarter in which
they are requested and approved. Prices shall return to the original contract price at the beginning of the
following quarter unless a Vendor notifies the County in writing within ten (10) days of expiration of
the quarter in which the price increase is in effect, that it desires to have the price increase continue or
that the Vendor is requesting a different price increase for the following quarter. Such request must be
supplemented with sufficient justification to demonstrate that the price increase remains necessary. The
County Purchasing Department shall have sole discretion whether to grant the price increase extension.
The County too, shall have discretion to unilaterally reduce, eliminate or extend a price adjustment to
the Vendor at any time upon written notice from the County to the Vendor demonstrating justification
for such reduction, elimination or extension of the price adjustment.

Purpose of Form

A person who is required to file an information return with the
IRS, must obtain your correct taxpayer identification number
(TIN) to report, for example, income paid to you, real estate
transactions, mortgage interest you paid, acquisition or
abandonment of secured property, cancellation of debt, or
contributions you made to an IRA.

For federal tax purposes, you are considered a person if you

are:

® An individual who is a citizen or resident of the United
States,

® A partnership, corporation, company, or assogciation
created or organized in the United States or under the laws
of the Unlted States, or

o Any estate (other than a foreign estate) or trust. See

Regulations sections 301.7701-6(a) and 7(a) for additional
information.

Speclal rules for partnerships. Partnerships that conduct a
trade or business in the United States are generally required
to pay a withholding tax on any foreign partners' share of
income from such busliness. Further, in certaln cases where a
Form W-8 has not been received, a partnership is required to
presume that a partner is a forelgn person, and pay the
withholding tax. Therefore, if you are a U.S. person that is a
partner in a partnership conducting a trade or business In the
United States, provide Form W-9 to the partnership to
establish your U.S. status and avoid withholding on your
share of partnership Income.

Foreign person. If you are a foreign person, do not use
Form W-9. Instead, use the appropriate Form W-8 (see
Publication 515, Withholding of Tax on Nonresident Aliens
and Foreign Entitles).

Nonresident alien who becomes a resident alien.
Generally, only a nonresident alien individual may use the
terms of a tax treaty to reduce or eliminate U.S. tax on
certain types of income. However, most tax treaties contain a
provision known as a “saving clause.” Exceptions specified
in the saving clause may permit an exemption from tax to
continue for certaln types of income even after the reclpient
has otherwise beacome a U.S. resident alien for tax purposes.

If you are a U.S. resident alien who is relying on an
exception contained in the saving clause of a tax treaty to
claim an exemption from U.S. tax on certain types of income,
you must attach a statement to Form W-9 that specifies the
followlng five items:

5. Sufficient facts to justify the exemption from tax under
the terms of the treaty article.

Example, Article 20 of the U.S.-China income tax treaty
allows an exemption from tax for scholarship income
recelved by a Chinese student temporarily present in the
United States. Under U.S. law, this student will become a
resident alien for tax purposes if his or her stay in the United
States exceeds 5 calendar years. However, paragraph 2 of
the first Protacol to the U.S.-China treaty (dated April 30,
1984) allows the provisions of Article 20 to continue to apply
even after the Chinese student becomes a resident alien of
the United States. A Chinese student who qualifies for this
exception (under paragraph 2 of the first protocol) and is
relying on this exception to claim an exemptlon from tax on
his or her scholarshlip or fellowship income would attach to
Form W-9 a statement that includes the information
described above to support that exemption.

If you are a nonresident alien or a forelgn entity not subject
to backup withholding, give the requester the appropriate
completed Form W-8,

What Is backup withholding? Persons making certain
payments to you must under certain conditions withhold and
pay to the IRS 28% of such payments (after December 31,
2002). This is called “backup withholding.” Payments that
may be subject to backup withholding include Interest,
dividends, broker and barter exchange transactions, rents,
royalties, nonemployee pay, and certaln payments from
fishing boat operators. Real estate transactions are not
subject to backup withholding.

You will not be subject to backup withholding on payments
you receive if you give the requester your correct TIN, make
the proper certifications, and report all your taxable Interest
and dividends on your tax return.

Payments you receive will be subject to backup
withholding if:

1. You do not furnish your TIN to the requester,

2. You do not certify your TIN when required (see the Part
