Below is breakdown of the salaries and fringes for the Court Coordinator. 

Due to limited funds from the JAG Grant Program, it was concluded the total JAG funds awarded would be enough to fund 8.7 months of salary and fringes for this staff member from the Auxiliary Courts starting on October 2014 and ending on June 2015 approximately.  Hidalgo County will continue to use the JAG Program monies to continue funding the same Court Coordinator position which was also funded by the JAG FY 05, JAG FY 06, JAG FY 07, JAG FY 08, JAG FY 09, JAG FY 10, JAG FY 11, JAG FY 12, JAG FY 13 grants, and will be funded by JAG FY 14 too. The new JAG grant will be utilized after the preceding JAG grant funds have been exhausted. Hidalgo County Commissioners Court has approved Longevity pay.  Longevity pay is additional pay paid for every year after five years of Hidalgo County employment.
