WHEREAS, 	volunteers then signed on to provide care in a three-bed home close to downtown McAllen; and 
WHEREAS, 	the Diocese transferred oversight to a new community organization, Comfort House, Inc., (CHSI); and
WHEREAS, 	building programs in 1994 and 1997 increased its capacity to 10 beds serving the surrounding Valley cities; and
WHEREAS,	25 years have passed; however, Comfort House continues to retain its homelike atmosphere and volunteers are still the heart of Comfort House; and
WHEREAS,	it continues to be the mission of Comfort House to provide a peaceful, homelike environment where any person may die in peace, free of pain, with dignity, and surrounded by loved ones. 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Hidalgo County Commissioners Court does hereby proclaim the month of November 2014 as Hospice / Palliative Care Month and November 18, 2014 as Comfort House Day.
