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Project Public Health Ready (PPHR) is a criteria-based public health preparedness 
program that assesses local health department (LHD) capacity and capability to plan for, 
respond to, and recover from public health emergencies.  PPHR aims to protect the 

public's health and increase the public health infrastructure by equipping local health 
departments with sustainable tools to plan, train, and exercise using a continuous 

improvement model.

Since 2004, nearly 400 LHDs have been recognized as meeting all the PPHR requirements
