The Texas Education Agency (TEA) has a grant for COVID-19 remote 
learning expenses that will match dollar for dollar any allotment a district 
receives from its county.  Hidalgo ISD is seeking financial assistance for 50% 
of the $98,650 that the district spent on laptops and internet access. (see

Our district is respectfully requesting Hidalgo County’s assistance in applying 
for this grant.  What we need from Hidalgo County’s office for the TEA 
application is a signed and dated MOU of commitment for $49,325.00 on 
county letterhead.  The MOU, or board minutes, must have 
"for bulk purchase" written on it. We will need this MOU to submit the 
grant application to the TEA by October 15, 2020.
