MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEE THE COUNTY OF HIDALGO,
TEXAS AND THE ALTACAIR FOUNDATION

This MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING is made is entered into this %ay of
QMAM , 2026, by and between the COUNTY OF HIDALGO, TEXAS, hereinafter
referréd to as the ("COUNTY"), a political subdivision of the State of Texas, and ALTACAIR
FOUNDATION, hereinafter referred to as the ("ALTA"), herein after referred to collectively as
the ("Parties").

WHEREAS, COUNTY is a “local government™ and a “political subdivision of the State
of Texas; and

WHEREAS, the ALTA CAIR FOUNDATION is a 501(c)(3) public charity focusing on
collaborative social and healthcare for underserved communities; and

WHEREAS, the County desires to enter into an agreement with ALTA for collaborating
on the shared goal of providing social and health care services to underserved rural areas of the
County;

WHEREAS, the Hidalgo County Commissioners Court finds that the provision of social
and health care services to residents of rural areas of the County by supporting ALTA CAIR in
providing equitable access to essential human needs and facilitating collaborations for the benefit
of underserved and unserved, serves a public purpose of ensuring the health and safety of the
residents of the county;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises, terms and conditions
expressed between the parties hereto, it is understood and agreed by and between the County and
ALTA as follows:

1. The County agrees to provide ALTA CAIR a lump sum amount in the amount of TEN
THOUSAND DOLLARS AND NO CENTS ($10.000.00) to afford necessary expenses
related to establishing partnerships, facilitating collaborative efforts, and the provision of
essential and compelling day-to-day social and health care services to rural residents of the
County of Hidalgo.

2. ALTA agrees to conform to applicable purchasing laws, regulations, employment policies
and procedures with respect to any expenditures in relation to the funds provided to directly
address social and health care services incurred under this agreement.

3 Upon request, ALTA shall deliver copies and/or records of all supporting expense
documentation related to funds expenditures for services under this agreement.
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4. ALTA shall maintain supporting documentation for a minimum of three (3) years, and shall
provide the County, County Auditor, 'and any of their.duly authorized representatives;
access to and the right to examine all books, accounts, records, files, and other paper, things
or property belonging to or in use by ALTA CAIR regarding the funds and services
provided under this agreement, )

5. Upon the exhaustion of funds provided to ALTA by County under this agreement and the
expiration of the required records retention period, the parties agree that the County and
ALTA will be mutually released of all.duties imposed by this agreement.

6. County may suspend or terminate this agreement if ALTA materially fails to comply with
any term herein. Upon termination of this agreement, ALTA shall transfer to County any
unutilized funds provided under the terms of this agreement, if any, within thirty (30)
business days.

7. Conflict of Applicable Law: Nothing in this agreement shall be.construed so as to require
the commissjon of any act contrary to law, and whenever there is a conflict between and
provisions of their agreement and any present or future law, ordinance or administrative,
executive or judicial regulation, order.or deéree, or-amendment thereof, contrary to which
the parties have no legal right to contract, the latter shall prevail, but in such event the
affected provisions or provision of the agreement shall be modified only to the extent
necessary to bring them within the legal requirements and only during times such conflict
exists.

8. No Waiver: No waiver by any party hereto of any ‘breach of any provisions of the
agreement shall be deemed to be a waiver of any preceding or succeeding breach of the
same or any other provision hereof.

9. Entire Agreement Thisagreement contains the entire contract between the parties hereto,
and each party acknowledges that neither has made (e1ther d1rectly or through any agent or
representative) any representation or.agreement in connection. w1th this agreement not
specifically set forth herein. This agreement may be modified or amended only by
agreement, in writing, executed by ALTA and County, and not otherwise.

" 10. TEXAS LAW TO APPLY: This agreement shall be construed under and in accordance
with the laws of the State of Texas, and all obligation of the parties created hereunder are
performable in Hidalgo County, Texas. ALTA hereby consents to personal jurisdiction in
Hidalgo County, Texas.

11.  Notice. Except as may be otherwise specifically provided in this agreement all notices,
demands, requests or communication required or permitted hereunder shall be ir writing
andshall either be (i) personally delivered against a written receipt, or (ii) sent by registered
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or certified mail, return receipt requested, postage prepaid and addressed to the parties at
the addresses set forth below, of at such other addresses as may have been theretofore
specified by written notice delivered in accordance herewith:

Each notice, demand, request, or communication, which shall be delivered or
mailed in the manner described above, shall be deemed sufﬁciently given for all
purposes at such time as it is personally delivered to the addressee or, if mailed, at
such time as it is deposited in the United States mail.

Additional Documents: The parties hereto covenant and agree that they will execute such
other and further instruments and documents as are or may become necessary or convenient
to effectuate and carry out the terms of this agreement.

Successors: This agreement shall be binding upon and to the benefit of the parties hereto
and their respective successors and assigns where permitted by this agreement,

Assignments: This Assignment shall not be assignable.

Gender and Number: All pronouns used in this agreement shall include the other gender,
whether used in the masculine, feminine or neuter gender, and singular shall include the
plural whenever and so often as may be appropriate.

Authority to Execute: The execution and performance of the agreement by ALTA and
County have been duly authorized by all necessary laws, resolutions and corporate action,
and this agreement constitutes the valid and enforceable obligations of ALTA and County
in accordance with its terms.
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. Governmental Purpose: If apphcable each party hereto'is entering into this agreement

for the purpose of providing fot governmental services or functlons and will pay for-
such services outof current revenues available for'the paying party; as herein provided.

Commitnient of Current Revenues Onlyi. In the event that, during any term hereof, the
Commissioners Court does not -appropriate sufficient.funds to meet the obligaﬁons of
County under this agreement, County may terminate this agreement upon ninety (90) days
wrltten notice to RGV. County agrees, however, to use reasonable efforts to secure funds
necessary for the continued performance of this agreement. The parties intend this -
provision to be a continuing right to terminate this agreement at the expiration of each
budget period of County. Agreements. for the acquisition, including lease of real or
personal property under Tex. Loc. Govt. Code §271.903: In the event that, during any term
hereof, the Commissioner’s Court does not appropriate sufficient furids to meet the-
obligations of County under this agreément, County may terminate this agreement upon
ninety (90) days written notice to RGV, County agress, however to use a best effort

_attempt to obtain and appropriate funds for payment.of the agreement. The parties intend:

this prov1s1on if applicable, to be a continuing right to terminate this at the expiration of
each budget period of County in accordance with Tex Loc. Govt Code §271 903 (Vernon
Supp. 1996).

Term: The efféctive date of this agreement shall be the date first written above. The term
of the agreement shall extend until the exhaustion of funds provided to ALTA by County
under this agreement and the expiration -of the required records. fetention period Health
Ceriter facility improvements are completed, and may be extended by mutual agreement of
the parties.

Termlnatlon Either Party may terminate this agreement with or without cayse upon thirty
(30) days written notice to each other. .

Liability Insurance: Each entity will carry sufficient liability instrance at the statutorily
required limits, pursuant.to“‘[he Texas Tort Claims Act.

Immunities:' It is expressly understood and agreed that, iri the execution of this agreement,
neither ALTA nor County waive, nor shall be deémed hereby to waive, any immunity or-
defense that would otherwise be available to it against clanns ansmg in the! exer01s1ng of

govemmental powers and functions.

'Non-Dlscrlmmatlon ALTA and County, 1nclud1ng subcontractors ‘assignees and

SUCCESSOrs. 1n interest, ensures that no person shall on thé grounds of race, rehglon, color,

L'egal Con_strﬁction/Severability: In case any one or more of the provisions contained in
this agreement will for any reason be held to be invalid, illegal or unenforceable in any .
regpect, such invalidity, illegality or unenforceability will not affect any other provision

‘thereof, and this agreement will be construed as if such invalid, illegal or unenforceable

provision had never been contained herein.

Headings: The headings and captions contained in this agreement are solely for
convenience reference and shall not be deemed to affect the meaning or 1nterpretat10n of -~
any provision of any paragraph hereof. '

Prior Agreements: This agreemeﬁt supersedes and terminates all previous agreement(s)
between the parties hereto concerning the subject matter hereof, except for any agreement
dated prior to this agreement to the extent work is being Iierfonned under said agreement
at the time of executing this agreement. Once ongoing work under any such previous
agreement(s) is completed and payment is remitted such previous agreement shall

_ terminate at such time.

Required Contract Provision for Contracts Subject to Federal Award (tf applicable):
Pursuant to 2 CFR 200.327, a non-federal entity’s .contracts must contain the applicable
provisions described in appendix II to 2 CFR 200-Contract Provisions for non-Federal
Entity Contracts under Federal Awards.
